Deportation of poles in Kazakhstan in 30—40 years of the twentieth century:
the analysis of historical sources

The article is devoted to the analysis of historical sources for the deportation of Poles in Kazakhstan in 3040
years of the twentieth century. Deportation or forced migration are considered by the authors in the context of
political repression. The review of the published and unpublished sources on deportation of Poles to Kazakh-
stan on the basis of the Kazakhstan and Russian archives is given. The special attention is paid to the analysis
of sources of regional archives. The authors of the article for the first time introduced into scientific circula-
tion many previously unpublished archival material. Showing problems and differences in interpretation of
the sources on the deportation of Poles and their strength on the part of Polish and Kazakh and Russian scien-
tists.
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The origin of the Environmental Movements ...
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The origin of the Environmental Movements and their directionality
in Kazakhstan in 80-90 years of the XX century

The article analyzes the trends of the ecology movement in Kazakhstan as a manifestation of group interests.
The author gives a brief history of the origin and development of this movement and its peculiarities as a new
participant of political life. Special emphasis is focused on the consideration of possible strategies in the de-
velopment of the ecology movement in the long-term prospects.

Key words: natural resources, ecological crises, environmental movement in Kazakhstan, main trends and
phases of environmental movement, industrial units, military grounds, human health, ecology and politics.

The current stage of development of historical science in the country is characterized by a revival of re-
search activity in its various areas. The study of environmental issues that are considered to be insufficiently
developed in the historical science of Kazakhstan are of particular relevance in this context. The fact that
current public interest in the issue of ecology rose sharply says about the necessity of its comprehensive
study. In addition, the need for objective assessment of the state of historiographic situation in one or another
field of historical knowledge is getting increased in the modern period. According to the literature review
published abroad and in the Soviet Union sustainable interest of social scientists to the study of the relation-
ship between society and nature has been formed in the 70-90s. In our opinion, historical studies has taken
only initial steps in learning, critical thinking and generalization of experience in organizing interaction be-
tween society and nature. There are no works of a generalizable nature in Kazakhstan’s historiography on the
history of formation and development of interaction between man and the environment. Historians have not
begun to study the causes of deterioration of the ecological situation in the country, major development
trends of the movement in support of the environment, enhancing the role of human factors in solving envi-
ronmental problems. We should add that under the conditions of allegation of a pluralistic thinking there is a
problem of critical rethinking of published papers on environmental issues, the involvement of new historical
material in the scientific use. Many topical issues put forward by the socio-economic and political develop-
ment of the republic, are not even affected. The practice clearly surpassing the theory, set more and more
new issues, anyhow connected with environmental problems. In our opinion, this is a significant disad-
vantage that needs heightened attention of researchers.

Two tendencies were manifested in the development of the ecology movement in Kazakhstan in the 80—
90s. The first trend has evolved under the influence of state and political structures that sought to attract the
masses to deal with environmental issues identified by the state. For this purpose, definite legal rules were
consolidated within state-governance mechanisms providing the participation of each person in solving envi-
ronment-oriented issues. The second trend in the development of the ecology movement has been associated
with that part of society, which increasingly were aware of the essence and danger of further aggravation of
the ecological situation, and came forward with more radical demands and criticism of government policy.
This part of the movement was self-sufficient and independent from the state and political structures in na-
ture and has appeared in Kazakhstan after the events of December 1986. The events of 1986 in Almaty and a
number of areas of Kazakhstan had been the first attempt to use the right claimed by reconstruction to the
free expression of civil and political position.

The development of social initiatives were focused on the relevant environmental issues of that time as
Semipalatinsk target range, the Aral Sea and others. The emergence of the ecology movement in Kazakhstan
is the naturally determined result of the democratization process and publicity, the growth of social activity
of the population. Social ecology movements emerged «from below», and these are small groups and broad
social movements with fairly large number of members. They included both officially registered and unregis-
tered. Processes of people’s comprehensive improvement were main determinant in their development which
not only inspired activities of people but put forward new challenges as well. And finally, the removal of
numbers of unjustified restrictions influenced on the associations of people. Rapid growth of self-regulating
public force and the activity increase of its participants were natural result of all of these. Different forms of
activity, indicating their flexible adaptability to different conditions had been in the arsenal of social ecologi-
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cal organizations. They were not limited to narrow requirements of environmental protection, but sought to
expand frames of its influence on the formation of a positive environmental policy, through the labor collec-
tives, various social organizations, and deputative system. Mobilization capacity of ecological organizations
and their authority significantly increased as well as the number of participants of the ecology movement in
1990-1991. The process of «green» ideology development contributed to strengthening ties between groups
of different orientation, which were impressed into the minds of people with the help of activists from the
political ecology due to the crisis of the social system and ideology of Marxism [1; 22].

Why could ecological movements achieve leading positions in a wide variety of alternative trends in
Kazakhstan? It succeeded due to several circumstances. With a huge production potential of extractive indus-
tries in Kazakhstan, due to predatory acts of ministries and departments, plunder of natural resources, poi-
soning of the atmosphere, soil, water has reached a warning level. Even the mass media and the authorities
were forced to raise alarm in interpreting these processes in their own way.

Due to ill-designed economic policies and the implementation of the ‘projects of the century’ a serious
ecological disaster that has covered almost the entire territory of Kazakhstan has been developing. Activity
of the military departments has caused great damage. It turned out with the problem of the Semipalatinsk
target range, the tragedy of the Aral Sea, bio-polygon on the ‘Renaissance’ island, target ranges in the West-
ern and Central Kazakhstan — said N.A.Nazarbayev [2].

The ecology movements appeared as a reaction to the crisis Kazakhstan was undergoing which in-
volved not only economic, but also all other areas of social life. Ecology movements have evolved in an en-
vironment when for the first time in the history of mankind ecological balance of the planet was under the
threat.

Concern before an impending ecological catastrophe, the sharp rejection of the consequences of the cri-
sis development of recent years, feeling that you don’t have to wait those on the «top» to solve all problems,
that you need to determine actions yourselves without postponing till tomorrow, — is one of the major fac-
tors that gave rise to the ecology movement in Kazakhstan. The experience of the ecology movement, with
its characteristics and problems in general terms was somewhat repeating the history of the ecology move-
ment in Western Europe [3; 16]. Till 70s small number of active environmental associations adhered to
strictly conservative views. The first organization to protect the environment emerged in the early 70s. The
very names of these organizations indicate that they were focused mainly on the problems of preservation of
the national landscape and nature, and regarding environmental issues, they were given a low place. In the
80s, when the rapid urbanization and an active impact of industry on the environment began, a turn was pro-
jected in the activities of environmental organizations. The numerous conflicts that have taken place not only
in factories but also on social level firstly made it necessary for environmental activists to bring up a new
problem related to the environment, fighting against pollution and deterioration of living conditions in cities.
The society is beginning to attach great importance to environmental issues, which are now considered from
social and urbanistic point of views, aside from nature and landscape.

In 80-90s awareness of the population of Kazakhstan of adverse ecological situation and social and
economic problems related to it contributed to the establishment of various independent environmental
groups. Ecological groups were formed spontaneously around some sort of problem and usually they began
with the collection of signatures and letters of protest, appeals to the official authorities.

The next stage — an organization of independent expertise and a desire to bring their findings to the
widest range of people. This made it possible, with the support of the population to use more severe forms of
protest: rallies, picketing of the official authorities, or blockade of environmentally hostile objects. Despite
the diverse social and professional staff, environmental organizations have been expressing interests of the
majority of social strata of the republic, and the relatively high educational level of many of its participants
made it possible for them to more quickly and acutely understand and feel the emerging environmental prob-
lems.

Based on the study of the environmental regulations of ecological associations, they can be divided into
three directions.

The first area — the protection of the environment. A public committee on the problems of the Aral
Sea, Balkhash and ecology of Kazakhstan unanimously supported by the public of the republic was created
by upon an initiative of the famous poet M.Shakhanov in 1987. As a voluntary public organization, the
committee joined together scientists, writers and people of art. Its main objectives were: formation of an ob-
jective opinions of the public about the state of the Aral Sea, Lake Balkhash, and other unique natural com-
plexes. Developing and implementing of a complete turn of public opinion on the Aral Sea environmental
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crisis in the country, mobilizing the public to positive steps to implement the decisions of government and
public bodies, aimed at saving the unique natural monuments of Kazakhstan were also included into the pro-
gram of the committee.

Upon the initiative of the Committee many events have taken place, the proceeds from which were
listed to Aral Fund, poetry readings with participation of famous poets of Kazakhstan and other republics,
the environmental round table «Days of the Aral Sea» in Moscow. Since 1988 charitable telethons «Help the
Aral Sea» began to be held that only in 1988 collected 40 million roubles [4; 15]. The Civic Academy on the
Aral Sea problems and ecology of Kazakhstan was created under the committee. Since the activities of the
committee acquired a wide scale in 1991, it was confirmed in the status of the International civic committee
«Aral — Asia — Kazakhstany». In addition to its daily work on organizing assistance to the residents of the
Aral Sea, the refugees of the Aral Sea region, a civic committee pursued an active international activity, pre-
pared and held the All-Union and the International Conference on Problems of the Aral Sea in 1991.

With the creation of the civic committee of saving the Aral Sea and Lake Balkhash the activity of local
authorities for the conservation of water resources of Kazakhstan was activated. «Green» hold various activi-
ties, and try to draw public attention to the problems of the environment, they were created everywhere.

Environmental impacts of ill-conceived construction projects, longstanding practice of placement and
operation of large industrial facilities without regard to their impact on the natural environment and human
health have given rise to hundreds of independent groups advocating for the environment. Various public
committees, groups, sections launched a struggle for the removal of such enterprises from the city, and their
shutdown — it was the second direction of the ecology movement in Kazakhstan [5; 4].

The third direction of the ecology movement in Kazakhstan — a mass movement on shutdown of mili-
tary sites, payment of an indemnity, indemnification to the population of all the material and environmental
losses.

Military bases, polygons located in the territory of Kazakhstan occupied enormous spaces. The military
industrial enterprises significantly polluted the environment, evaluation flights of missiles and supersonic
military airplanes harmed nature and the layer of the atmosphere. Ecological Association «Naryn» was creat-
ed upon the initiative of the people of Western Kazakhstan region, Uralsk city. Ecology movement «Naryn»
appeared approximately at the same time with the movement «Nevada — Semipalatinsk» in March 1989 and
solved similar problems: to find out the truth about nuclear-weapon testing, to obtain compensation for the
losses suffered by local residents. Namely during these years, that is in 1989, throughout all regions of Ka-
zakhstan where the military training grounds were located mass movements began on their shutdown [5; 5].

The movement «Ulytau» was created in Dzhezkazgan region. Proponents opposed the construction of
military sites and other military facilities, for shutdown of «Baikonur» cosmodrome, held a discussion the
main purpose of which was to draw a wide public attention to the issue of closing military sites, indemnifica-
tion of moral and material damage to the population, nature, caused by polygons and «Baikonur» cosmo-
drome [5; 7].

However, the environmental movement in the 80s did not change the nature and essence of the relation-
ship of society and nature. Departmental interests continued to determine the nature of the development of
productive forces, an unsustainable way of using resources. One of the vivid examples of manifestation of
this pattern is the problems of Lake Balkhash. Despite very strong and convincing arguments of scientists,
environmentalist in defense of the Lake Balkhash, the government supported the construction of the anti-
environmental project of Kapchagai water reservoir in 1970. As a result, the Lake Balkhash has suffered
substantial damage [6; 5].

The growth of the environmental activity of the population demanded adequate activation of the work
of environmental authorities. However, amid extensive public participation in the discussion and solution of
environmental problems, nature conservation committees displayed inactivity, reducing its activity to the use
of measures of administrative influence against violators of environmental laws, slowly updated forms and
methods of its work, falling behind the growth of social and environmental activity of the masses.

Conclusion

Based on the above, we should note that generally ecology movement was activated in the period being
studied throughout republic, ecological groups and organizations that made it their mission to do work on
environmental improvement in the given region and across republic as a whole emerged in all regions. Public
initiatives on the protection of natural sanctuaries, unique natural sites, protection of the natural habitat were
wide-spread during the covered years. «Ecologists» have fought for clean air and water in the industrialized
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cities of the country, against the departments and ministries that built production enterprise without regard to
their impact on the environmental conditions and human health.

The movement for the shutdown of military sites, recovery of material and environmental losses to the
population has especially gained large scale.

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Ethocultural identity in phenomenon of diaspora

This article analyzes the problem of ethno cultural identity in phenomenon of diaspora. The diaspora in this
regard plays an important role, as ethnic group which united by diaspora, it is capable to consolidation of eth-
nos and preservation of the ethnic identity. More important is the question of the preservation of ethnic identi-
ty in the different environment. The article deals with the basic directions for the interpretation of the nature
of ethnicity. Analyzing the studies in this area, we came to the conclusion that the key role in the formation of
diasporas is a diaspora identity. Under a diaspora identity means a multiple identity, which stems from the
structure and dynamism, and also reflect regional characteristics.

Key words: diaspora, ethno-cultural identity, ethnicity, multiple identity.

In globalization era diaspora start to play an important role in social, cultural and political life of socie-
ty. Today everything in the world are getting closer to each other and erases barriers between nations, in-
creasing resistance to leveling, spread in all regions of the world the same cultural norms and standards that
destroy the local ethno-cultural traditions and ethnic identity. By this reason they try to keep their unique
culture. It should be noted that not every ethnic group become as diaspora, and the diaspora is a certain stage
of ethnic community, which structered of a high-level cohesion and consolidation, efficient organizational
forms of vital signs, who provides effective social protection of group members.

The formation of the common economic and cultural space is fundamentally changing the situation in
the field of migration, repatriations become more active caused by increased ethnic identity and self-
identification of repatriates. Ethnic identity as phenomenon of diaspora one of the most significant issues in
modern time. The theory of identity which connected with a problem of diaspora presented in works of for-
eign scientists Z.Bauman, U.Beka, E.Giddensa, in a domestic science — N.M.Guboglo, 1.S.Kona,
N.Lebedevoj, V.A.Jadova. In modern scientific tradition exists three theoretical approaches, affirmed in
studying an ethnic phenomenon [1-7].

Essentialism (primordialism). Supporters of this trend S.A.Arutyunov, Yu.V.Bromley, L.N.Gumilev,
C.Calhoun and others subscribe to the view that there is an original, innate (primordial) ethnicity of man.
Within this approach, two main trends stand out: the socio-biological and the evolutionary-historical. Propo-
nents of the former suggest that the phenomenon under analysis should be viewed as an extended family of
people3 or a particular form of human interaction with nature, a certain landscape.

The evolutionary-historical trend regards ethnicity as a product of culture and history, and defines eth-
nos as a historically formed human community characterized by a whole set of objective attributes: territory,
language, religion, daily life, culture, etc. [8—11]. Thus, primordialism as scientific paradigm is based on the
definition of ethnic identity as a rigidly fixed characteristics that an individual receives at birth and cannot
change over the life of the primordialistov, raises the ethnic links between individuals as the most resilient.
In studies of the phenomenon of diaspora primordialism gives provisions on the inevitability of the diaspora
by ethnic groups of immigrant origin living outside of ethnic mainland.

2.Constructivism. This approach is preferred by most western sociologists and anthropologists, as well
as some contemporary Russian scientists. The main role here is given to the subjective rather than objective
aspect of ethnic existence (territory, culture). The essence of constructivism lies in the fact that ethnic com-
munities are defined as imaginary, existing only in the minds of people and emerging as a result of the con-
certed effort of individuals and the institutions created by them; ethnicity, correspondingly, is viewed as a
social construct. Proponents of this school of thought include B.Anderson, E.Gellner, B.A.Tishkov [12—15].
One of the main themes of research in this school of thought is the process of reproducing ethnicity, the role
of elitism in the construction of communities and the maintenance of their borders.3.Instrumentalism is one
of the wvariants of constructivism. Proponents of this school of thought include, M.N.Guboglo,
Yu.V.Arutyunyan, V.A.Yadov, A.Cohen, and other researchers [16]. Membership in an ethnic group is
viewed by these researchers as a means of achieving a more comfortable condition, a way of overcoming
alienation and as one of the most powerful resources in the political mobilization of a given group, helping
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the ethnic elite (ethnocracy) to advance their own private interests. Instrumentalism as a scientific paradigm
contends that physical and cultural characteristics of the ethnic group form a resource with which a group of
people can articulate and pursue their interests.

The group prefers to identify himself as an ethnic group, because it is profitable for various reasons.
Among the members of the ethnic communities there's (the diaspora), some innate psychological attachment,
dominated by utilitarianism and pragmatism. Thus, ethnic identity is used as a tool of private or group needs,
which implies absolute mobility of ethnic ties, and no other objective prerequisites for the formation of dias-
pora.The given approaches all have certain limitations, which is precisely why we are seeing the emergence
of analytical work aimed at the integration and synthesis of primordialist, instrumentalist and constructivist
methodology. Many researchers have written about the necessity of such an integrated interpretation of the
phenomenon. These include M.O.Mnatsakanyan, [.U.Zarinov, B.E.Viner, and others [17-19]. However, we
should note that the integrated methodology is only in the initial stage of its formation.The lifestyle of com-
munities is based on the interaction of tradition and modernity, experience and memories, histories, cultures
and languages, as well as the orientations of three factors: the diaspora, the host and the historical mother-
land. In addition, the serious impact of migratory flows, to redraw the borders, the disintegration of state
structures, etc. They determine the geographic dispersion of ethnic groups represented a minority in the other
society and raised in poor conditions determine their interests and the search for identity, arising from the
dual affiliation.

The formation of diasporas is ethnocultural identity. For example, M.Dabag and K.Platt considers the
diaspora as a social model that creates identity, institutions, as well as introduces collective guidance [20].
According to M.Dabag and K.Platt, this position leads in point of debate about the meaning of identity. This
follows from the assumption that the diaspora lifestyle is based on the interaction of tradition and modernity
experience memories; as well as the interactions of histories, cultures, languages, and orientations of three
actors: diaspora, the host country and the country of origin. Because within the host society group, belonging
to the diaspora always recognized as alien body. Life in the diaspora refers to the need to be in the field of
tension of various historical experiences and social reality. It is important to emphasize that the diaspora cre-
ates identity not only on the basis of their memories, but also on the basis of the new elements of the real
society.

Diaspora keeps alive memories of their country of origin, forming, however, identity, created on the ba-
sis of the new elements in the real society, and which is the criterion for designation of its own distinctive-
ness. In this regard, the Armenian diaspora is a prime example of the ethno-cultural group that has managed
to preserve its national identity. Armenians across the world brings together the community of destiny «,
which defines the modern ideological paradigm. Most Armenians fled their native land in the early 20th cen-
tury did not voluntarily. As a result of the genocide Armenians suffered significant loss of life.

The most important consequence was the loss of the historical native land, forcing them to seek refuge
in other nations. The memory of a historical home, the struggle for recognition of the genocide, the desire to
return the Armenian lands is the subjective motivation and general idea, which slows the assimilation of Di-
aspora Armenians, did not allow them to forget their roots, history, language and religion. Moreover, some
specific cultural and national traits continue to exist and develop in the diaspora. A lot of Armenians never
had been in Armenia and doesn”t speak in Armenian language and consider themselves to be a citizens of
the United States, France, Russia and Kazakhstan, they still have a strong national retain their national identi-
ty. Many researchers have noted the fact of multiple identities of members of diasporas: Diaspora involves
the mixing of various cultural, social, political, economic plants, at the same time, both the country of resi-
dence and country of origin. For the diaspora is not the problem of choosing an alternative direction in shap-
ing identity and self-determination, and the problem of synthesis of selected cultural landmarks and create a
special type of a diaspora identity.

Diaspora identity as marks of M.A.Astvatsaturova, is more dynamical, situational and scale in compari-
son with identity radical minority. In her opinion, migrated ethnic minority is capable in a greater degree to
vary ethnocultural characteristics, than native ethnos [21]. Thus, plural ethnic identity is understood as refer-
ence of by the individual or group to two and to more ethnic cultures which is caused by structure of diaspo-
ra and differs dynamism, as well as reflects regional features.

The phenomenon of diaspora have been the subject of considerable interest of numerous researches, but
the concept of «diaspora» not devoted till now. The explanation of this that diaspora is subject of the differ-
ent sciences and disciplines — history, sociology, political science, cultural science and each researcher
treats by own way to give definition of that term.In the scientific literature we can found various definitions
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of diaspora. For their basis sign took a different criteria: ethnic, religious, economic and political. Three
basic signs are allocated: 1. Actually dispersion — moving of people or its part outside the basic ethnic terri-
tory (the historical native land) as a result of migrations of various types of frontiers. The given sign is nec-
essary, but insufficient to define ethnic minority as diaspora. 2. Saving ethnocultural identity during several
generations. Such identity is often supported by the branched out networks of support and the colleges con-
necting group both with the native land, and with related communities in other countries. 3. Particularly rele-
vant to a real or imaginary homeland, which continue to be emotionally and politically members of the dias-
pora.

The term «diaspora» is used to refer to the dispersion of religious or ethnic groups from their home-
lands, either forced or voluntary. The word is also used to refer to those people as a collective group and
community. Human history has included a number of diasporas, and some historians have made the phenom-
enon a focus of study. Being uprooted from one's native land and culture can be a huge event in the life of an
individual and his or her culture, so the study of diasporas is very important Most of the dictionaries and en-
cyclopedias define the word «diaspora» by describing the Jewish experience. The term diaspora comes from
an ancient Greek word meaning «to scatter about». And that's exactly what the people of a diaspora do —
they scatter from their homeland to places across the globe, spreading their culture as they go. The Bible re-
fers to the Diaspora of Jews exiled from Israel by the Babylonians. But the word is now also used more gen-
erally to describe any large migration of refugees, language, or culture.

Encylcopedia Britannica give next definitation of diaspora: Diaspora is the dispersion of Jews among
the Gentiles after the Babylonian Exile; or the aggregate of Jews or Jewish communities scattered «in exile»
outside Palestine. Although the term refers to the physical dispersal of Jews throughout the world, it also car-
ries religious, philosophical, political, and eschatological connotations, inasmuch as the Jews perceive a spe-
cial relationship between the land of Israil [22]. Most of the modern authors agree that under the current cir-
cumstances, the above definition is out of date. However, it stresses the important element of the special rela-
tion to ancestral homeland for people in exile. It has not lost relevance and thus emphasizes the particular
perception of people of their past, the memory of a lost homeland.

Other dictionaries added that over time, the term was used to refer to ethnic and religious groups living
outside their countries of origin, in the new field [23]. The definition proposed by Zh.Chaptykova and
T.Toshchenko were formed in the ethno-cultural identity of the diaspora; «is a collection of single ethnic
origin of people living outside of their historical homeland (outside the range of settlement of their people)
and with social institutions for the development and functioning a community.

However, this definition emphasizes only the ethnic and institutional characteristics of diasporic groups
and does not take into account psychological characteristics of perception of their situation, the relationship
to the host country and to the historical native land [24]. According to T.Poloskova: «the definition of the
concept of diaspora should start with the selection of strategic indicators, which are: 1) ethnic identity; 2)
commonality of cultural values; 3) socio-cultural antithesis, in an effort to preserve the ethnic and cultural
identity; 4) presentation (most often in the form of archetype) of a common historical origin. In terms of po-
litical analysis that defines the place of diasporas in the system of political institutions is important not only
for understanding ourselves as a part of the diaspora of the people living in a given state, but also its own
strategy for relations with the state and the homeland (or its symbol); the formation of institutions and organ-
izations whose activities are aimed at the preservation and development of ethnic identity. In other words,
diaspora, unlike ethnic group, always have institions and carries not only ethnic, but also the ethnopolitical
content «[25]. A reputable researcher V.Dyatlov understand diaspora as a special type of human relations as
a specific system of formal and informal relationships, life strategies and practices, which based on common
origin with historical homeland on efforts to maintain the way of life in the diaspora as a national minority in
different society.

This definition is acceptable to most modern diasporas as emphasizes the cohesion and the special rela-
tionship between their representatives. Thus, using the term diaspora, we mean a set of communities of a spe-
cific ethnic group, for various objective and subjective reasons they left their historic homeland and living in
different countries, but they keep to saving as native language, national customs and traditions as national
identity. Definition of diaspora is offered: the diaspora is a local stable cultural generality of people of uni-
form mentality and the ethnic origin, having the general locations, but living outside the native land in an
environment of global culture. Essential signs of diaspora are: conservation of ethnocultural identity and self-
identification, as well as availability of special colleges for progress and functioning of the generality. The
diaspora by virtue of its specified specific character is transnational ' structure.The specific character of for-
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mation of ethnocultural identity educational and cultural colleges consists that in extremely serious degree
depends on an educational level and culture of diaspora members. Therefore diaspora for maintenance of
ethnocultural identity given attention to cultural and educational programs.

In structure of the ethnocultural identity diaspora are allocated: the self-name, conservation of the native
language, participation in ethnic cultural colleges and expression in their frameworks of ethnic activity. For
conservation of ethnocultural identity, individual identity has fundamental importance.Conservation or re-
vival of national culture of people assumes active (within the capability) participation in a cultural life of the
ethnic native land and the country of residing. Besides the ethnic culture of diaspora contains elements of
culture of region and the country of residing. Consequently, being carriers of several cultures, diaspora play a
role of transnational ethnocultural systems.

Today in Kazakhstan are living representatives of more than 120 nationalities, each of them have a stor-
ing customs and traditions, which is making own contribution to the development of our young sovereign
country. Processes of formation and progress of diasporas — one of challenges problem in historical scienc-
es of Kazakhstan and the countries of the Central Asia. First of all it is connected with various interpretations
of historical past of Kazakhstan, as well as disintegration of the USSR when millions people who are consid-
ered up to 1990 by uniform family of people, have appeared outside of the state formations, and in a number
of the countries they turned to national minorities. It necessary to remember that in days of existence of the
Soviet state the term «diaspora» practically was not used also scientific development in the given direction it
was not conducted almost.In the Kazakhstan historiography we can named some authors who make research
of diasporic problem: Kim G.N., — about korean in Kazakhstan; Mendikulova G.M., — about Kazakhs out-
side of Kazakhstan; Kriger, Burgart L., — about Germans of Kazakhstan; Baratova G.S., Kamalova A., —
about Uigurs of Kazakhstan [26-30]. The published works represent only the first attempts of judgement of
stages of formation and progress of diasporas in territory of Kazakhstan and the Central Asia. Republic of
Kazakhstan have a special model of relationships between all citizens, which based on principles of respect
of the rights and freedom of the person, strengthening of an interethnic agreement and mutual cooperation.

In Kazakhstan support of diasporas have a goverment level. 1st of March President N.Nazarbaeva
formed Assembly of people of Kazakhstan which in the further has been renamed into Assembly of people
of Kazakhstan. Chairman of Assembly became N.Nazarbaev [31].

Today to become actual studying of an ethnic idetichnost of separate diasporas in the territory of Ka-
zakhstan.

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La transition démocratique au Kazakhstan (1991-2013):
une autonomie ou un controle des organisations non gouvernementales

L’enjeu de ce travail sera donc d’analyser si le développement des ONG est totalement contrdolé par le
gouvernement du Kazakhstan ou si nous pouvons déterminer ce processus (de la transition démocratique)
comme un progrés de la société civile démocratique. Le contexte du travail nous exige une définition du
terme «la société civile» qui est un composant de base pour un bon éclaircissement de la problématique. Car
ce terme a été présenté dans plusieurs courants des sciences sociales, politiques et juridiques, il nous semble
plus utile de limiter le domaine de la recherche. Donc, de ce moment-1a, nous parlons de la société civile
comme «un composant-clé de I’espace publique entre 1’Etat et la famille incarnée dans les organisations
volontaires» (Howard M. M., 2003) [3]. Les ONG représentent donc un vrai degré de démocratisation. Ils ont
une grande influence au cours du processus de libération de I’économie en promouvant la supériorité de loi et
I’égalité sociale.

Les «flashs mobsy», autrement dit les «foules éclairsy pratiquées par des organisations non
gouvernementales (les ONG) deviennent maintenant trés populaires chez les jeunes kazakhstanais. Pour la
plupart, ces actions ont un sens social. Par exemple, on sensibilise 1'opinion publique au probléme des
invalides de guerre ou du travail, a la sauvegarde des femmes et des enfants ou encore a la protection de la
nature. Cette facon d'agir est une véritable possibilité de présenter la participation active des citoyens. Par
leurs actions dans le domaine des ONG, les citoyens peuvent contribuer directement a la solution de
problémes sociaux complexes.
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Malheureusement, la spheére politique reste pour les ONG et leurs activistes une «zone interdite.
Cependant, ce niveau «sacrifié» par les autorités du Kazakhstan est extrémement important au cours de
I’établissement de la démocratie. Gustave Le Bon a écrit dans son ouvrage Hier et demain. Pensées breves
(1918): «Le véritable progres démocratique n'est pas d'abaisser 1'¢élite au niveau de la foule, mais d'élever la
foule vers 1'élite» [1]. L’¢élévation du niveau de la «foule» ou de la société civile d’un Etat est un processus
inévitable au cours de la transition démocratique, qui a comme but 1’établissement de la «démocratie
consolidée» (J.Linz et Alfred Stepan, 1996) [2]. On apercoit le processus de sa création comme une
consolidation démocratique, selon Schedler (1998). Il 1’a décrit comme un probléme d’établissement du
régime stable contre les «vagues inverse» de la régression autoritaire [2]. Comme ’écrivent Juan J.Linz et
Alfred Stepan (1996) dans leur article Toward Consolidated Democracies : «Conformément, un régime
démocratique est consolidé lorsque la majorité de 1’opinion publique [...] considere les procédures et les
institutions démocratiques comme le moyen le plus convenable pour gouverner la vie commune [...] » [2].
Mais la question la plus grave dans cette situation-ci au Kazakhstan est 1’attitude de «1’¢élite» ou du pouvoir
de I’Etat envers le développement des ONG comme acteurs majeurs d’un tel processus.

L’enjeu de ce travail sera donc d’analyser si le développement des ONG est totalement contrélé par le
gouvernement du Kazakhstan ou si nous pouvons le définir comme un progrés indépendant de la société
civile. Nous devrons d’abord étudier les ONG comme des acteurs indépendants de la démocratisation au
Kazakhstan pour mettre en évidence sa progression. Nous procéderons ensuite a la critique de I’Etat menant
une politique « tutorielle » envers les ONG. En conclusion, au moyen d’une analyse de la réalité
contemporaine, nous évaluerons 1’autonomie des ONG kazakhstanaises de maniére a comprendre si elle est
réelle ou artificielle.

Le contexte du travail nous exige une définition du terme «la société civile» qui est un composant de
base pour un bon éclaircissement de la problématique. Car ce terme a été présenté dans plusieurs courants
des sciences sociales, politiques et juridiques, il nous semble plus utile de limiter le domaine de la recherche.
Donc, de ce moment-1a, nous parlons de la société civile comme «un composant-clé de 1’espace publique
entre 1’état et la famille incarnée dans les organisations volontaires» (Howard M.M., 2003) [3]. Selon cette
définition d’un des plus importants acteurs de chaque systéme politique et social, la création des ONG est
une des possibilités les plus favorables pour la représentation de la société civile au cours de la
démocratisation du systéme d’Etat. Parmi plusieurs institutions civiles elles restent un bon indice de la
démocratie consolidée. Perroulaz G. (2004) est d’avis que : « [...] les petites ONG montrent une capacité a
mobiliser la population pour des actions rapides lorsqu’une crise éclate dans un pays donné» [4]. Il faut
préciser dans ce contexte que le pouvoir de la société civile de se présenter comme un opposant au régime
non démocratique ne signifie pas que cette société évolue pour autant dans un régime démocratique. Selon
Shils (1991) il a appar(t une tradition de mettre sur le méme pied la société civile et la société démocratique
[5]. Des chercheurs de la transition démocratique tels qu’A. Stepan (1988) [2] ou L.Diamond (1994) nient
entiérement la nature politique de la société civile [6].

Mais nous ne pouvons cependant pas nier ’influence de la société civile et des ONG sur la politique
interne d’un Etat. L’existence d’une «démocratie consolidée» doit étre renforcée par une société civile
consolidée par une idée d’établissement du systéme libéral et légitime. Les ONG représentent donc un
nouveau degré de démocratisation, ont une influence dans le processus de libération de 1’économie,
promeuvent la supériorité de loi et I’égalité sociale. Il convient donc a présent de se pencher sur leur
développement au Kazakhstan de la transition démocratique.

Le Kazakhstan contemporain a commencé des réformes démocratiques apres la chute de I’'URSS. Ce
bouleversement a permis au Kazakhstan d’obtenir le statut de pays indépendant. Le gouvernement a alors
choisi la voie de la démocratie pour réorganiser le systéme postsoviétique des institutions civiles. De 1991 a
1994, le systéeme d’Etat kazakhstanais a traversé une crise politique, économique et sociale. Le pays a été
désorienté dans sa politique étrangére, dévasté économiquement pour ne pas dire désespéré d’un point de vue
idéologique. Mais, pas a pas, des réformes pratiquées par le gouvernement ont donné des premiers résultats.
Parmi ceux-ci, nous pouvons mettre I'accent sur la création de la Commission trilatérale républicaine pour le
partenariat social.

Cet établissement a posé la premiére pierre du développement d’un troisiéme secteur de la société civile
(les ONG) du Kazakhstan. Puis, cela a été suivi par I’élaboration d’autres lois qui réglent maintenant un
paquet d'actions des ONG kazakhstanaises. Parmi celles-ci, nous pouvons mettre en relief certaines
initiatives qui ont influencé considérablement la position des associations sociales, des syndicats et des
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comités d'action. Dans une annexe du travail nous proposons un tableau de I’adoption des lois qui ont
influencé beaucoup sur le développement des ONG kazakhstanaises.

L’élaboration des nouveaux actes juridiques se passe régulierement. Et le nombre d’ONG a augmenté
rapidement avec 1’aide constante du gouvernement kazakhstanais: on compte 27 525 des ONG a ce
moment-la (Raisova L., 2013) [7]. L activité¢ des ONG est présentée dans toutes les spheres de la vie sociale
des citoyens kazakhstanais (dans la sphére économique, culturelle, juridique, environnementale et médicale).

C’est évident que I’activité de la société civile dépend du degré de liberté accordé par le régime aux
citoyens pour mener leurs actions. Dans un pays démocratique, la société¢ est douée d’une vaste autonomie.
Elle peut étre séparée de I’Etat selon des conditions favorables. Néanmoins, si nous parlons du régime qu’on
peut classifier en utilisant le terme de «démocratie tutélaire» (O’DonnellG., Schmitter P.C., 1986), nous
placons une société civile aux autres conditions de I’existence [8]. Nous pouvons assimiler une «démocratie
tutélaire» a un type du régime transitoire dans la « gray zone » de la politique dont Thomas Carothers a
décrit dans son article The end of the transition paradigm (2002) comme un pays avec «le syndrome de la
politique d’une puissance dominante» [9]. Ce terme-la peut étre particuliérement utile pour analyser le
régime politique kazakhstanais. Selon lui un des signes principaux d’un tel type d’état est une société civile
faible qui est soumise du controle d’état. Les limites de la liberté sont variables et peuvent élargir ou se
rétrécir pendant le processus de démocratisation.

Il faut souligner spécialement que sous un régime autoritaire, le contréle des actions publiques
persécute toutes les initiatives civiles des ONG. Nous pouvons regrouper les régimes autoritaires en deux
parties selon leurs moyens du contrdle et du «niveau de pression»: les «hard-liners» ou les «soft-liners»
(O’DonnellG., Schmitter P.C., 1986) [8]. Les «hard-liners» refusent toute possibilité de transition
démocratique en recourant a plusieurs processus simultanés tels comme une libéralisation et une
socialisation, par exemple. Ils sacrifient la plateforme politique et sociale existante par une limitation du
choix ou un contréle des partis lors des élections. Les « soft-liners » sont caractérisés par un contréle moins
sévere et plus compliqué a éviter. Sous ce type de régime, les actions des ONG « indépendantes » deviennent
un des indicateurs de la transition démocratique.

Le modele politique kazakhstanais que nous devons analyser au cours de la problématique du travail
doit étre classé parmi ces deux régimes d’état: une «démocratie tutélaire» ou un «soft-liner». Selon
Carothers le Kazakhstan est un pays du «gray zone» qui a «le syndrome de la politique d’une puissance
dominante». Mais comme le décrit Ziegler C.E. (2010) nous pouvons aussi 1’apprécier d’un régime
«hégémonique électoral autoritaire» [10].

Nous pouvons supposer que la transition démocratique au Kazakhstan soit une étape du développement
d’un régime autoritaire de «soft-liners». Mais nous partageons l'opinion de Carothers que ce régime
n’appartient plus a I'une sorte de I’autoritarisme, que le Kazakhstan est «un pays qui est coincé a une certaine
phase de la démocratisation» [9].

Un exemple de cette appartenance est la situation autour des ONG et leurs possibilités de rester actives.
Des ONG comme une institution autonome de 1’Etat constituent un indicateur de démocratisation de cet Etat.
Plus ou moins développées elles permettent au gouvernement de les utiliser comme une «facade» imaginaire
de la liberté de choix et de 1’égalité des possibilités.

Le programme gouvernemental de I’année 2005 est un exemple de moyen du contrdle étatique des
ONG. La plupart des ONG qui présentent des candidats indépendants engagés dans le processus
démocratique sont controlées par 1’Etat d’une maniére indirecte.

Autrefois, nous pouvons prétendre que juridiquement les ONG kazakhstanaises n’ont pas de limites a
leur développement. Nous pouvons aussi affirmer que la participation aux actions publiques des ONG, pour
les kazakhstanais, est un moyen efficace d’étendre I’espace de leur influence sur le gouvernement et ses
décisions. En revanche, une recension du fonctionnement des ONG au Kazakhstan montre un exemple du
systéme politique qui ne dispose pas des outils d’un modéle idéal ou, au moins, du modele d’un pays
européen.

Par exemple, le financement intérieur des ONG est loin d’étre aussi développé qu’en Europe ou aux
Etats-Unis. Dans les pays occidentaux, le financement effectué par des corporations internationales ou par de
grosses sociétés alimente les fonds des ONG tandis qu’au Kazakhstan leur role est presque usurpé par les
administrations publiques. Cette pratique est bien répandue officiellement et ne suscite pas le
mécontentement des kazakhstanais. Ainsi, certaines ONG participent chaque année a des appels d’offre
émanant de I’Etat. L’Etat finance leur fonctionnement. En échange, il obtient l'accés a presque toutes les
relevées statistiques ou aux autres informations internes.
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En outre, la marge d’activité de ces ONG est précisément limitée a des questions socio-économiques.
Nous parlons évidemment de domaines ot une aide des ONG est évidemment nécessaire a I’Etat comme la
protection des invalides et des enfants. Pour ce qui est de la défense des droits de I’Homme, ces ONG sont
soumises a un controle plus séveére. Quant a leur financement la plupart du temps résultant de fonds
étrangers, il est soumis a un contrdle strict de la police financiére.

Officiellement, la position politique de I’Etat en matiére d’ONG reste toujours libérale et semble
témoigner d’une grande ouverture. La nécessité de laisser le champ libre au développement de ce secteur de
la société civile a été reconnue par Nazarbayev N., président du Kazakhstan. Il a dit que « legouvernement ne
peut pasnourrirartificiellementlesinstitutionsde la société civile, il ne peut quecréerun environnement
favorable aleur développement » (Raisova L., 2013) [11]. En revanche, en ce qui concerne les aspects
juridiques et financiers de leur existence, la situation est moins évidente.

Le financement étranger des ONG est critiqué fortement par le gouvernement et par les autres ONG
kazakhstanaises qui sont financées par I’Etat. L’intrusion de forces étrangéres dans la politique intérieure du
Kazakhstan est pergue comme une menace pour le développement et la consolidation de la société civile.

En conclusion, nous constatons que le probléme principal de la croissance qualitative du secteur non
gouvernemental au Kazakhstan est le manque de conscience civique de la société qui est plutdt régressive
contrairement aux années 90. Le prestige des ONG a diminu¢ de fagon constante & cause des caractéristiques
suivantes. Parfois elles n’ont pas de spécialisation et confuses a leur but et elles restaient souvent inutiles
pour résoudre les problémes qui sont de leur compétence. Pendant des élections politiques ou des crises du
pouvoir elles n’agissent pas de la bonne fagon et ne proposent pas des solutions justes. Généralement, leur
but fréquemment est la recherche d’un quelconque profit pas d’une réalisation du projet pratique a impact
social. Ces ONG sont prétes a «faire» n'importe quoi et servir n’importe quelle cause pourvu que leurs
financements restent stables [12]. Ainsi, d’une part, les ONG souffrent donc d’une crise de confiance de la
part de la société civile et d’autre part elles semblent de plus en plus sujettes a un éparpillement de leurs
compétences. Si les ONG au Kazakhstan se sont multipliées, elles restent encore insuffisantes pour assurer
tous les besoins de la transition démocratique.

Les organisations non gouvernementales du Kazakhstan, du moins dans leur forme actuelle, ne
disposent pas d'une influence importante pour la société. Leur autonomie reste «un mythe» de la société
civile pour la plupart du peuple kazakhstanais. Nous devons aussi conclurer, tout d’abord, que le
gouvernement kazakhstanais «attire» les opposants potentiels pour minimiser les motifs de critiques. Puis, si
les organisations non gouvernementales ont accés directement a l'argent d’Etat, il existe une grande tentation
de I’obtenir, méme, s’il entame un contréle inévitable du gouvernement. Et, enfin, la majorité des citoyens
n'ont pas toujours une idée claire des fonctions et des activités des ONG a cause du manque d’information et
de la faiblesse des ONG, elles-mémes.

Sans le financement d’état des ONG, une existence de la plupart de ces institutions civiles peut devenir
moins efficace et moins consolidée contre les problémes de la société. Autrefois, une cessation du
financement peut étre suivie de la crise du développement de la société civile. En tout cas, un tel dilemme est
discutable.

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Development of management consulting bu analyzing consulting
companies’ sites in Kazakhstan

The article analyzes the development trend of this new field of Kazakh society as a consulting company.
Copyright by analyzing the historical evolution of the consulting companies in the Kazakhstan, shows the
problem areas of the process. Author in the analysis of trends in the development of consulting companies are
using new methods to Kazakhstan science areas of knowledge. Author of the article concludes that the market
of Kazakhstan consulting services have not yet fully formed brands in consulting, but there is a development
of individual counseling in the field of management. In order to study the degree of institutionalization of
consulting companies in Kazakhstan, a comparative study sites consulting companies.

Article differs with its novelty and an urgency of a theme of research. Really, one of aspects of trans-
formation of the modern Kazakhstan society is formation on base already quite developed industrial society
of a new industry — economic consulting. It should be noted a professionalism of consulting activity, be-
cause he is an independent and basic infrastructure of a market economy.

The management sociology is the boundary synthetic science studying sociological aspect of adminis-
trative activity. This science was generated on a joint of two independent disciplines: sociology and man-
agement.

Sociology is a science about a society as complete system and about social institutions, processes, social
groups, relations between a person and a society, laws of people mass behavior. It is well-known that the
primary goal of sociology is an objective analysis of social human relations in order to reveal laws of man-
agement of a society.

The term «management» has several meanings. Management in all business areas and organizational
activities are the acts of getting people together to accomplish desired goals and objectives efficiently and
effectively. Management comprises planning, organizing, staffing, leading or directing, and controlling an
organization (a group of one or more people or entities) or effort for the purpose of accomplishing a goal. Re-
sourcing encompasses the deployment and manipulation of human resources, financial resources, technolog-
ical resources, and natural resources.

The verb manage comes from the Italian maneggiare (to handle — especially tools), which in turn de-
rives from the Latin manus (hand). The French word mesnagement (later ménagement) influenced the devel-
opment in meaning of the English word management in the 17th and 18th centuries'.

Organization and coordination of the activities of an enterprise in accordance with certain policies and
in achievement of clearly defined objectives. Management is often included as a factor of production along
with machines, materials, and money. According to the management guru Peter Drucker (1909-2005), the
basic task of a management is twofold: marketing and innovation.

Directors and managers who have the power and responsibility to make decisions to manage an enter-
prise. As a discipline, management comprises the interlocking functions of formulating corporate policy and
organizing, planning, controlling, and directing the firm's resources to achieve the policy's objectives. The
size of management can range from one person in a small firm to hundreds or thousands of managers in mul-
tinational companies. In large firms the board of directors formulates the policy which is implemented by the
chief executive officer.

Business management can be defined as the acquisition, allocation, and utilization of resources through
planning, organizing, staffing, leading, and controlling. Management involves the coordination of human,
financial, material, and information resources in order to realize company goals and operate a business effi-
ciently. Managers are the employees charged with these responsibilities. Managers play a variety of roles in
a company, summarized as interpersonal roles, information roles, and decision-making roles. Managing en-
tails five functions: planning, organizing, staffing, leading, and controlling. The day-to-day tasks of man-
agement include: considering problems and making decisions in how to deal with them, implementing cours-
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es of action, and reviewing decisions and actions and making any necessary changes. The basic elements of
modern management practices can be traced to ancient times. The Egyptians, for example, developed ad-
vanced management techniques related to labor division, hierarchy of authority, and teams. They developed
complex bureaucracies to measure and forecast river levels and crop yields, distribute revenues within the
government, manage trade, and complete massive construction projects such as the pyramids. The Babyloni-
ans, Greeks, Romans, Chinese, and other cultures made similar contributions to management science.

Although management systems existed long before the modern era, it was not until the late 18th and
19th centuries that advanced business management techniques emerged in response to the Industrial Revolu-
tion. The Industrial Revolution resulted in the formation of extremely large organizations characterized by
job specialization and the administration of large amounts of human resources. A new breed of middle-level
managers were needed to plan and direct human efforts and to administer large pools of capital.

Among the most influential American contributors to management practice during the Industrial Revo-
lution was Daniel C.McCallum (1815-1878), the superintendent of the Erie Railroad during the mid-1800s.
To more efficiently manage the vast human and capital resources involved with construction of the railroad,
he established a set of guiding management principles that emphasized: a specific division of labor and re-
sponsibilities, the empowerment of managers to make decisions in the field, compensation based on merit, a
clearly delineated managerial hierarchy, and a detailed system of data gathering, analysis, and reporting that
would foster individual accountability and improve decision making.

Because organizations can be viewed as systems, management can also be defined as human action, in-
cluding design, to facilitate the production of useful outcomes from a system. This view opens the opportuni-
ty to 'manage’ oneself, a prerequisite to attempting to manage others.

Management can also refer to the person or people who perform the acts of management. The problems
studied by sociology of management:

e Control systems as social systems from the point of view of their functioning;
Selection, arrangement, education of the staff;
The relations developing between people with administrative functions;
Statement and realization of the social purposes of management;
The analysis of social consequences of administrative decisions;
Research and making system to consider interests and opinions of workers
Purposeful influence on operated subsystems and connected with it issues of
discipline, responsibility and sense of duty;
Intragroup regulation and social self-organizing in groups and at the enterprise;
¢ Interrelation of management and a level of society development [1].

Consulting services market has not fully formed brands in consulting yet, but we have the development
of individual counseling in sphere of management.

In order to study the degree of institutionalization of Kazakhstan's consulting companies there were a
comparative study sites between consulting companies. Management Consulting is a «kind of intellectual
career, where a qualified consultant provides objective and independent advices to contribute to the success-
ful management of client organizationsy [2;75].

It should be noted a professionalism of consulting activity, because he is an independent and basic in-
frastructure of a market economy. Kazakhstan consulting is weakly institutionalized, because it is unoriginal
institute; it is difficult to consider consulting in Kazakhstan as an independent consulting profession at this
stage. There is a special term — «professionalism» to the purchasing process and the inclusion of human
occupation in the professional environment in the sociology of professions. The objective conditions of pro-
fessionalization — is primarily the level of social division of work and appropriating to him richness of
forms qualifications. Profession defines specialized places of employers in the production system and also
determined of deep functional specialization. Having the objective production basis, professionalization
means rapid growth of specific personal orientations, «tying» each worker to a specific activity. Deepening
the special training, a person develops his interest in this job and seeks to improve the meaningfulness of
work. Therefore, professionalization, as a general phenomenon, is a real progress in the relationship to work.
Meaning of professionalization for the individual employer can be presented not only as the development of
the profession, but as a process of entering into a professional group, and as the development of specific fea-
tures of such group.
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Kazakhstan's consulting services market has not fully formed brands in consulting yet, but we have the
development of individual counseling in sphere of management. Professional group is a group of people that
united by the same profession, similar in content. Professional group has characteristics of a social group,
adding to them a community of professional characteristics of its members. The inclusion of human to occu-
pational group means ending the cycle of professional development and assimilation of professional culture.
A set of interrelated professional groups forms the professional structure of enterprises (institutions). Study
of the professional structure cannot be fruitful without the analysis of professional moving, changing, a pro-
fessional mobility.

An example of such a professional group can serve professional associations. In particular, in Europe
there is the European Federation of Consultants for Economics and Management (Phaeacians), USA —
American Association of Consultants for Economics and Management (ACME) and the Institute of Man-
agement Consultants (IMC) [3; 81].

Kazakhstan has the Kazakhstan Association of Independent Consultants and Appraisers, incorporated in
2000, with its member 350 consultants.

A qualified consultant builds its activities on the principles, which are a set of characteristics, the basic
rules and techniques of consulting activities that should be considered by advising organization.

The weak institutionalization consulting conditioned by negative point as a lack of such specialties as
«management consultant» in the register of professions Kazakhstan universities. Management Consultant
specialty among the CIS is only in Russia, that founded the Academy of National Economy under the Gov-
ernment of the Russian Federation, the School of Management Consultants. School of Management Consult-
ants was established in 1992. The school is the only permanent educational structure in the Russian Federa-
tion and the CIS, which produces Certified Management Consultants. Many links are between the school's
graduates, consultants, teachers of business schools, universities: scientists, information sharing, distribution
of literature, in the union of one-time or permanent advisory team, joint discussions, etc. The school is the
center of the total Russian working network management consulting, with access to a number of CIS coun-
tries.

The availability of this educational structure in Russia is an indicator of the development and institu-
tionalization of consulting as a profession.

Another very important indicator of management consulting in Kazakhstan is the lack of an ethical code
of professional management consultants. Ethical codes of professional consultants exist in many Western
countries, where describes the rights and duties of the consultant and the client, the responsible parties, con-
fidentiality and competence of the consultant. Special position in the Codes is the question of payment of
consulting services. The author of the Code is responsible for the implementation of the Code. In order to
study the degree of institutionalization of Kazakhstan's consulting companies there were a comparative study
sites between consulting companies. Nine sites of companies, ranging Internet search engine on demand
«management consulting in Kazakhstan» has been selected to achieve this goal:

The purpose of the site of analysis Kazakh consulting companies is to identify the degree of institution-
alization of management consulting in Kazakhstan. To achieve this goal sites were analyzed in the following
five basic criteria:

1) web-site design,

2) the presence of certain thematic pages,

3) presence of a search engine on the site,

4) presence of a forum on the website,

5) the presence slogan of the company on the website.

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According to the analysis of Kazakhstan consulting companies” sites’ design, it can be concluded that
the main page of the site does not seem to be very original presentation of information. Some sites don't
have a name, title, consultancy and represent only a list of pages, some graphic images, and the latest news in
the field of economics and management (usually the global financial crisis from different angles discussed on
sites consultancies in the «News»). Among such sites, you can identify these companies’ sites: Asia Consult-
ing, Personnel agency TOP Consulting, Business Technologies Growth.

Consulting Company Almaty Consulting Group PRO differs of Special original website design. If we
talk about general trends, it should be noted that almost all the analyzed sites use symbols of success — the
image of a business person, skyscrapers, and people discuss any growth charts and more. We should also
note that all the names of Kazakhstan consulting companies are written in English, which once again proves
that consulting in Kazakhstan is borrowed Institute and creator of the emphasis is probably was placed on the
fact that potential customers will associate their company with Kazakhstan's consulting company with more
than experienced — western company.

Kazakhstan's consulting companies’ weak websites' design is a clear indicator of institutionalization
this industry, because the site is a «billboard», where the company anyway positioned itself in the market.

The presence of certain thematic pages on Kazakhstan consulting companies’ sites varies from site to
site. We should pay special attention to the presence of the pages on the site as «library» or «publication»
and «forum». The following companies do not have Page «publish» on the website: Personnel agency TOP
Consulting, Asia Consulting, Consulting Company Almaty Consulting Group PRO, Business Technologies
Growth. At all other study sites this page exists. The page «forum» should show whether the company car-
ries feedback from their actual or potential consumers. This page is only one company's website: BRIF Re-
search Group. The company BISAM Central Asia has a page of «client area», where you have the opportuni-
ty to leave your suggestions or comments, but it doesn't involve the idea of the forum, like a form question
— answer.

Three companies haven't search engine on their site: Market Consult Group, Personnel agency TOP
Consulting, Consulting Company Almaty Consulting Group PRO. Searcher is an indicator of elaboration
site, comfort of use. The presence of a search engine can also mean a presence of a large amount of unstruc-
tured information on the site.

Presence slogan of the company on the website also suggests elaboration of company's strategy in gen-
eral, about how the company is positioning itself on the market, what takes over the basic principles in their
work. Slogan is usually placed after the name of the company, his logo. Slogans can be found only at four
sites among the studied sites of companies: Consulting Research Company «Ksilon Astana CG» — objective
analysis and effective solutions...; Market Consult Group — «Real Data for Real Business — Real Data for
Real Business»; BISAM Central Asia — «Reliable information. Professional studies». Company Business
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Technologies Growth through slogan decodes translates from English the name — «Modern management
technologies for your business developmenty.

Elaboration of companies’ sites is always a measure of institutionalization industry, not just consulting.
During the analysis it was revealed that information of consulting companies on their site puts on a serious
form of submission, that is a potential customer of the company, by visiting the website, must understand
that the company is engaged in this activity in a professional and a long time, which is reflected in the ever
published News review of the Kazakhstan market and various expert estimates. Therefore, the information is
not supplied, accompanied by «pop-up pictures» and sound. However, the absence of the names on the site,
no forum, and slogan may indicate immaturity of the sector of the economy.

In this article, in order to help improve the quality of educational services will be do
theoretical studies on the issues of overall quality, service quality, quality of educational services, quality
elements and methods of improving them.
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Discourses of hijab in post-Soviet Kazakhstan: historical and modern aspects

My paper is focused on some comparative analysis of Western and Islamic feminist interpretations of hijab
and their application to post-Soviet discourse on the hijab in present-days Kazakhstan. During recent years
there are diverse forms of hijab wearing in the country from totally covering of a female body to some open
«Arab style» of the hijab. In the same time, after extremist attacks in the Western and Southern Kazakhstan,
the situation with the hijab is changed to the idea of traditional («Kazakh») Islam when the hijab is not pre-
ferred with the power discourse. My main research questions for my paper are following: What interpreta-
tions about hijab in the Western and Islamic narratives are applied to the Kazakhstan’s case? How the hijab
discourse is constructed in post-Soviet Kazakhstan? What is the meaning of hijab after «atheism era» in the
Central Asian country where majority is Muslims? What attitudes are between secular and religious discours-
es according to the hijab in Kazakhstan now? What hijab means for secular majority and young Muslims?
What young Muslim men and women speak about hijab? My research is based on interviews of two males
and two females who identify themselves as Muslims.

Key word: hijab, Islam, colonialism, postcolonialism, Islamic feminism, secularism, traditional Islam, dis-
course, narrative, Kazakhstan.

The large public discussions about hijab have been starting in Kazakhstan for recent two-three years.
Authorities declare their position to the hijab from the point of view of traditional Islam that the hijab is not
Kazakh custom and the hijab was not a part of Kazakh culture in the past. What young Muslims in Kazakh-
stan think and interpret hijab? Is the hijab a part of the Arabic culture only in the present world? What is the
meaning of the hijab for today young Muslims in Kazakhstan? Why do young women start to cover their
heads and bodies? What is the hijab in Islamic culture itself and what interpretations represent Eastern and
Western discourses about hijab?

Western and Islamic feminist interpretations of the hijab

In the first part of my paper I would like to consider the different academic interpretations about hijab
and veiling of some female scholars, mostly Islamic feminists in the North America, who gave many im-
portant and significant presentations about hijab with historical, anthropological and political perspectives.
My paper is based on the articles and books of Leila Ahmed [1, 2], Saba Mahmood [3], Lila Abu-Lughod
[4], Mohja Kahf [5], Bahar Davary [6], Kendra Sarna [7]. With analyzing and comparing of their works I
tried to interpret the current debate about hijab in Kazakhstan. First of all, I realized that the story of the hijab
has a long history, different senses and meanings and vary cultural, social and political aspects. So the hijab
represents diversity and cannot be explained generally that it is a custom of Arab countries only. Secondly
and very importantly, these researches and academic publications demonstrates the postcolonial discourses
about hijab that could be applied to the post-Soviet reality also characterized with rising of religiosity with
building and reconstructing of society, identity and ethnicity in Kazakhstan and Central Asia.

The Western understanding of hijab is brilliantly presented in the classical reader of Leila Ahmed
«Women and Gender in Islamy». She showed the colonial Western discourse on the hijab as a symbol of
women’s oppression and unfreedom when Egypt was under British ruling with the ideal of Victorian Christi-
anity [1]. The same opinion considered the hijab as a symbol of «Muslim backwardness» by the British I
have read in the Mahmood’s book [3]. Muslim countries under Western colonialism were influenced by sec-
ular policy and Westernization processes when unveiling was considered as the female liberation. Simulta-
neously Ahmed paid attention to the fact that unveiling reforms were for upper and middle classes in urban
areas of Egypt, not for all [1]. When elites were secularized and unveiled in the middle of the 20" century,
the society maintained religiosity that helped to Islamist to use it later to Islamize the Egyptian society for
the 1970-90s.

According to the Central Asian countries and Kazakhstan in particular, it could be told that Kazakhstan
had similar processes under Tsarist and Soviet rulings. Tsarist Russia also tried to convert Kazakhs into
Christianity [8]. Then the Soviet authorities gave freedom for Muslim women in Central Asia when unveiled
all of them. Socialistic and atheistic politics was successful in the process of eradication of veiling practice in
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the Central Asian region. Whereas Soviet atheism excluded religion out of everyday life, the position about
veiling as symbol of women’s oppression made Soviet regime closer to Western colonial politics. Soviet
propaganda demonstrated its democracy to women in Central Asia in many movies and posters about unveil-
ing of Muslim women in the region.

The modern interpretations of women’s rights in Afghanistan and Iraq within the first lady Laura Bush
radio speech are also considered as well Leila Ahmed as Lila Abu-Lughod. Their analysis of Laura Bush’s
message points political aspect [2] and ignorance of cultural relativism by the West [4] due to the hijab.

Present authorities in Kazakhstan demonstrate some similar politics of ignorance for the hijab’s phe-
nomenon understanding it as a part of another culture, not Kazakh but mostly Arabic one. This point of view
is close to Egyptian intellectuals who thought that veiling was not a divine injunction. It was a regional cus-
tom of Arab women in the early times of Islam which later was mistakenly accepted as a religious edict [3].

The other interpretations of hijabs include some historical, cultural, gender and social aspects of the hi-
jab and veiling. Mohja Kahf viewed the hijab historically and claimed that veiling predated Islam. Many an-
cient communities in Greece, Near East, Rome and other societies had practice of veiling. She also proposed
that the hijab was probably established by males to control female bodies [5]. The most important interpreta-
tions about hijab are considered it in the terms of cultural diversity when the hijab’s practice is spread
throughout various Islamic countries and societies and presented not only as the hijab but also as the baltu,
khimar, niqab, jilbab, burqa [9].

Abu-Lughod in her article showed cultural relativism of imagination and practice the hijab in the differ-
ent Islamic societies. Mahmood also demonstrates the hijab diversity in her fieldwork in Egypt through soci-
oeconomic background of women studied at the Cairo Mosques. She excellent presented in her book how
Mosques and veiling elicit a class, education level, language and political features of women in the city. In
another words, the hijab and covering could present as well cultural as socioeconomic and political diversity
of veiling not only inside one culture but also social differentiation within one city and even neighborhood
[3].

Also Mahmood, Abu-Lughod and Kahf affirm such significant of the hijab as subjectivity which could
reveal personal morality of a woman included modesty, divinity, piety, dignity, virtue, decency. In addition,
the hijab signifies the distinction of social life of men and women where public is for men mostly and private
is for women preferably [4, 5].

In my mind, the publications of contemporary Islamic female scholars discover and discuss the most
considerable point about veiling and unveiling periods in Muslim countries during the 20" century when they
were under the Western influence of ruling [2, 5]. Turkey in the 1920s, Egypt in the 1950s, Iran in the 1978s,
Syria and Tunisia in the 1980s and other Muslim countries experienced policy of unveiling, secularization
and Westernization in their modern histories. As a result, according to Kahf, «the hijab enjoys a new plurali-
ty» [5; 36]. That means that not all women in Muslim countries are veiled, the hijab would present vary as-
pects of different periods of its own history and history of some Muslim societies.

Rising of political Islam has been affecting on the hijab survival in Muslim and Western societies from
the 1990s to the present [2]. From this perspective the hijab would be considered as the construction of Is-
lamic identity in present Muslim countries and among Muslim minorities in the West. It could be possible to
specify two sides of hijab politics today. Firstly, it was the colonial interpretation of the hijab as a symbol of
women’s oppression referred to politics of unveiling before the 1990s. Secondly, it is the Islamist understat-
ing of the hijab as an important part of Muslim identity, heritage and civilization which is denotative the veil
resurgence after the 1990s [2, 3].

According to Ahmed, one of the important issues of political Islam’s successfulness is the changing of
policy to women. Islamist organizations involve actively women to their parties and associations. It could be
told that political Islam changes its gender policy and probably adjusts to the Western values and worldview.
Contemporary political Islam increased globally would present us some distinctions and, in the same time,
interconnections with the West where the hijab and gender policy are important.

Summing up this part, I would like to conclude that the hijab is a religious, sociocultural and political
phenomenon capable to change, transform, disappear and emerge again. It is an elastic component of modern
Islam. Besides cultural and ethnic parts presently, the hijab became a tool of political and global Islam which
could dawn locally everywhere (Ahmed, 2011). From this point of view, is it possible to interpret the hijab in
present-days Kazakhstan and Central Asian countries as a display of global Islam? Maybe, yes.
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Post-Soviet interpretations about hijab in Kazakhstan: Views atop and the ground

After Soviet collapse Kazakhstan experiences the fast growth of Islamic institutions. It could be told
that specific religious infrastructure has been building in the country with many Mosques, Islamic café,
shops, financial institutes, media and Halal productions. Recently public debates are occurred around hijab in
Kazakhstan. It could be told that officials and secular majority try to reduce the hijab’s performativity in the
public space after encounters with extremist activities over the country and spreading of veiled women in the
streets. While Islamic infrastructure (Mosques, shops, café) is static, extremists and covering women are
alive, versatile and dynamic. Extremist are dangerous and veiled women became a part of everyday life.
Probably, these two parts of Islamic gender representations tied with each other and called some discomfort
perceptions in the public opinion. As a result, presently there is a great pressure over women in hijabs in Ka-
zakhstan as well on the governmental as on the public levels. The hijab is criticized from the position of tra-
ditional Islam in Kazakhstan; the hijab was not a part of the Kazakh culture, it is a sign of the exterior, an-
other, Arabic culture.

What do Muslims in Kazakhstan think and tell about hijab themselves? How Muslims and «secular en-
vironmenty» interpret the hijab? Is it possible to reconcile these two polar attitudes to the hijab?

I interviewed two young women and two young men who identify themselves as Muslims about how
they understand the hijab and what are their attitude to veiling of women. All interviewees are confidential
and under pseudonyms. These interviews were conducted in the different periods of 2011-2012:

Alia, 22 years old: An external hijab is an attire of Muslim woman covering all her body except her
face and lower parts of a hand (palm and its back). It is unacceptable to show female beauty in public for
Muslim woman except males whom she cannot get married because of kinship relations. It is necessary to
cover all parts of a body except a face and lower parts of hands.

It is important to say that Alia often made references to the Quran (Surah 7 and 24), the hadith of as-
Suyuti (the commentary of the 31* Ayah of the Surah 24), and commentaries of the Islamic scholars (ulama)
as Ibn Abbas and Ibn Mas’ud about the hijab and veiling.

Dinara, 21 years old: My father first interested with Islam and persuaded me to wear the hijab. But I
have the great interest to Islam too. I study a lot about Islam and the hijab is very important for Muslim
women. Some Surah in the Quran and many ulama tell about necessity of the hijab for Muslim women.

The case with Dinara presents the different and complex aspects of social, family and personal relations
between Islam and the secular majority in Kazakhstan. After wearing the hijab she impacted a great pressure
in the university where she studied. Dinara was growing in the city and had many ‘secular’ friends who did
not accept her new dress and hijab as well as some her classmates. Later she encountered with permanent
rejections while seeking a job because of her hijab. At last she had to take the hijab off to find the job. When
I met her later in the street wearing ‘secular’ dress, she told me that anyway she is a Muslim and she would
wear hijab again when it would be possible for her. Her avatar in one social network represents a small girl
in the pink hijab.

Nurlan, 21 years old: When you follow Islam, you should do it perfectly. Most people think that the hi-
jab is old fashioned and out-of-dated. The mode and time are not significant at all here. Allah orders in the
Holy Quran about wearing of the hijab. In the other words, it is necessary to cover female body from dirty
people eyes. Wearing of the hijab is obligatory. Islamic and non-Islamic scholars confirmed the detriment if
a woman does not wear the hijab.

It could be told that this male discourse represents some confident and ultimate tone. As above female
responses Nurlan’s opinion about hijab also based on the Holy Islamic texts and commentaries of the ulama.
In the same time, his message would be characterized with stronger and more persistence features. He con-
siders the hijab from positive and contrary positions for confirming his mind about mandatory of the hijab
that strengthen his assertion. It could be told that this masculine discourse is more sustainable and firm in
comparing of two previous females.

Abdullah, 32 years old: There is a Surah about veiling of a head and a body. Christians had the same
but they forgot about it. Woman is beautiful. The hijab covers forehead, neck and other important parts of the
body. Our society is prejudiced to the hijab. The hijab is very important for me.

The Abdullah’s case is also interesting. He is a Korean converted into Islam three years ago. He charac-
terized his previous life as jahiliyyah (non-Islamic practice) and regretted about it. He has chosen the pseu-
donym for his interview himself and asked to name him as Abdullah. It is clear too that he interprets the hi-
jab on the Quran’s Surah like the other interviewees. In addition, it is very important to note that his state-
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ments about hijab is also stemmed on the binary opposition of Islamic (presence, using) and Christian (ab-
sence, forgetting) practices of veiling. It could be told that both male interpretations demonstrate more stable
and steady masculine discourses according to the hijab. These gender relations support the Irving Goffman’s
inference that men do dominance and women do difference [10].

Summing all messages, it could be told that both female and male discourses about hijab based on the
Islamic texts and commentaries of the Islamic scholars. All of them quoted and cited to the Quran towards
the obligation of the hijab. Though many contemporary researches contest this position; there are seven
words ‘hijab’ in the Quran but no mention about its obligation for all Muslim women. The hijab was related
to the wives of the Prophet whose status was distinctive in early Islamic communities and all men arrived to
the Prophet were special recommended about communication with them. The wives of the Prophet and
Mary, mother of Jesus, were veiled according to the Quran [3, 6]. Also Mahmood mentioned about the veil
(hijab) as a custom rather than a religious duty [3; 50-52].

The practice of the hijab in today Kazakhstan presents encounter of two different positions as secular
and religious ones. The secular society often interprets the hijab as a way to get marriage for young women. I
heard many stories about young Muslim women used the hijab in their personal purposes and manipulated
with it. Most people do not trust to young Muslim women and assume that they use the hijab in their prag-
matic targets. I did not see such intentions when I interviewed young Muslim women. On the contrary, I
watched some experience of their religious subjectivity, some aspiration to follow to Islamic precepts, seek-
ing of own morality in Islam, filling of own identity with some Islamic norms and rules which are eternal. It
could be told that it is so close to «politics of piety» of Saba Mahmood. According to marriage, young Mus-
lim women in Kazakhstan interpret family also under the religious values. They intend to have the Muslim
family which is ideal and close to the God.

In addition, it is necessary to bear in our mind that «men factor» is also considered in the hijab’s prac-
tice in present-days Kazakhstan. The male dominance and insistence could inflict to wear of the hijab by
women.

From today perspective it could told that the hijab is a new and alien tradition for the Kazakh culture
and society (public and official view). From the other side (opinions of Muslims themselves), the hijab is
some old and virtuous tradition emerged under influence of global Islam when the «Arabic style» became
spreading among young Muslim women in Kazakhstan and worldwide. Is it possible to peace these opposite
minds? What would be changed first? Could the secular majority soften its secular policy and accept some
reconstructed Islamic practices? Or maybe Muslim women would take the hijab off?

Conclusion

The present period in Kazakhstan could be interpreted as some initiated stage of study in Islam. The
phenomenon of the hijab could be also considered as a part of this process of studying. Young Muslims in
Kazakhstan understand the hijab as a religious duty but not as a custom. The hijab’s obligatory explained
with the Quran, the hadiths, and ulama. This case demonstrates clearly some amalgamation of religion and
different social practices. It would be interpreted that the religion embraces the custom while modern aca-
demic sources differentiate these two institutions [3, 6]. Such combination of the religious duty and the cus-
tom supports the above argument about opening stage of Islam’s inquiry in present Muslim communities of
Kazakhstan. It would be also told that Islam and the hijab perform as the knowledge and the part of religious
identity of young Muslims in the country.

In the same time, it is important to note that the hijab does not belong to one cultural tradition as Ka-
zakhstan’s authorities declare during last years. The meaning of the hijab is broader and deeper presently.
The hijab has many aspects, features and tissues. The hijab is not only some modern political construct of
Islamic identity but also a symbol of the religious subjectivity based on modesty, piety, and decency of a
woman. Reinterpreting the thoughts of Mahmood, Abu-Lughod and Kahf, the hijab could be defined as a
personal choice of the woman besides some outside political and cultural manifestations. The young Muslim
women in Kazakhstan confirm such statements.

Resuming the paper, I would suppose that the present debates around hijab in Kazakhstan elicit some
collusions as well of the secular majority referred the hijab to another cultural tradition as of the young Mus-
lims who sanctify the custom. In addition, it could be told that the hijab performs some diversity of the cur-
rent social processes which became sophisticated and multivocal in present-days Kazakhstan.

people.
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Philosophical aspects of humanization process of higher education

The article touches upon the problems of modernization of higher educational system in the context of the
need of cultivating humanistic values in terms of civilizational crisis and mission of classical university in
educating an independent and responsible person as the basic condition of educational humanization as well.
The social and philosophical analysis of cognitive bases of humanization process of higher education includ-
ing world and national tendencies of educational system development is offered.

Key words: humanization, education, classical university, Bologna process, activity approach.

We understand the word humanization as an ability of the education as social institution to provide con-
scious independence got by a person in mastering space and time in his life. One can judge on the prevalence
of positive (or negative) tendencies in the process of humanization of the educational system which is the
main condition for the reproduction of social life in all its diversity according to the increase (or decrease) of
independence degree of the subject of educational activity.

In this regard general theoretical ideas of form and content of educational process are extremely mobile
and specific historical types of educational programs of this or another society remained and still remain in a
condition of constant transformation. Therefore, the problem of modern Kazakhstan humanization of educa-
tion, in our opinion, is to maintain and use their own positive experience in this activity taking into consider-
ation the general vector of the development of world education within the globalization conditions in organi-
zation and structure of the educational system. Nowadays, most representatives of domestic socio-humanistic
knowledge taking an interest in humanization of education agree that current system of education and, in
particular, such as the element of high school, continues to carry out, first of all, social order for training of
narrow experts for the social production, skilled workers implementing functionaries sought technologised
system of work organization [1; 54, 55]. This leads not only to the predominance of utilitarian and pragmatic
approach to learning, in which knowledge becomes an information item, a product for sale and consumption,
but also to the loss of students’ own totality, to the formation of «one-dimensional man» (Marcuse), to the
fragmentation of the human being as «person seldom meets himself» in modern technocratic world
(Heidegger).

Currently, recognizing the objective character of widespread informative and communicative technolo-
gies, one should not stop thinking about its ambiguous influence on culture of thinking. From our point of
view, human adaptation to the world of information technology is formed «mosaic» style of thinking. There
is a weakening of reflective ability that leads to fragmentation of consciousness and has a negative impact on
the development of the whole personality and complicates the process of self-identification. And as a result:
the weakening of judgment’s ability (Kant's «lack of judgement’s ability is stupidity»), decrease of critical
needs, profanity of objective and evidence-based knowledge, the promotion of sensual life’s cult, strengthen-
ing of social apathy and infantilism, spread of irrational outlooks and superstitions. All this leads to a de-
crease of human’s independence in choosing his relationships with the world around, to the gradual loss of
the ability to be independent and responsible in perceiving and solving problems of social and personal life.

However, the main contradiction connected with tendencies said above, in our opinion, is as follows:
the desire to be integrated into a new socio-technical system is due to the changes of person’s determination
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in the informational world. Thanks to the Internet, private life of the person expands his space that leads to
mixture of norms of individual and public life. Familiarizing with virtual, network, interactive forms of the
organization of social being which are distinguished by considerable acceleration of social time, allows In-
ternet users to become more active members of civil society, to react faster to the given information on cur-
rent events. This leads to the fact that, on the one hand, a person starts modeling his image according to new
norms and values connected with the desire to improve his status, to achieve the most complete self-
expression, subjective welfare and quality of life. On the other hand, a person becomes an object of manipu-
lation from financial and political groups who use the information flows for their own selfish interests, there-
by depriving an ordinary individual of ability to independent thinking, understanding and responsibility. The
result is a paradoxical situation: the excessive activity of a person according to his status in society,
achievement of freedom of individual self-expression in the absence of perceived need for self-improvement,
a growing desire to consume and get pleasure from consumption at refusal of demonstrating creative dedica-
tion in his activity; constant improvement of requirements towards social life conditions in the absence of an
ability to make socially responsible decisions due to the efforts of his own thinking [2; 53].

The paradox said above finds itself in the sphere of modern education as a deuniversalization of the per-
sonality, bringing down its educational activity to the level of getting educational products and services. And
as a result, there is an unjustified simplification and facilitation (optimization) of the content of educational
programs, increasing the role of entertainment and game component of students’ educational activities, in-
crease of students’ claims of the knowledge towards certification indicators by means of extortion of good
and excellent marks. One can note that the number of the certified specialists having various levels of profes-
sional knowledge and skills in society increases but education level decreases, the sphere of creative activity
of each person is reduced, educational possibilities in in the comprehensive development of man as a person
decrease [3; 18]. In our understanding, education as process of personal formation is, first of all, awakening
of interest to the purposes and meanings of his own existence, lives of other people and human society. It is
of little use and even dangerous the knowledge without meaning and meaning without knowledge. In other
words, a specialist without strong moral beliefs and social attitudes and fanatical follower of an idea but
without particularly special and philosophical and ethical knowledge is both of no importance and even dan-
gerous. The process of self-education is also added in the process of personal formation to the education as a
social need. The independent and profound work on one’s views makes various creations of human spirit
available for the personality, allows it to self-improve in the chosen field of activity getting satisfaction from
an embodiment of his opportunities into reality. Genuine personality shows himself in the ability to do what
others can do but much better than they do setting all people a new standard of work. Therefore, the for-
mation of personality is impossible without finding freedom by a person to disclose his creative potential.
And the meaning of the word freedom is not in its usual meaning (that is, to do what I want and wish) but in
the meaning of self-developed ability to find solutions to the tasks that arise in real-life practice, that is the
ability to act not only according to the known standards, stereotypes, algorithms but every time to vary indi-
vidually general modes of action towards the individual unique situations [4; 232-237].

The classical university was founded on this world outlook base, that is, the association of educational
subjects on the basis of free communication that means «the need of one to get information and the need of
another is to tell the information already acquired by him» (L.N.Tolstoy). At classical university according to
one of its ideologists Wilhelm von Humboldt, the educational process must move away from students’ nar-
row pragmatic professional training and see its primary purpose in their spiritual development. Besides edu-
cational tasks, the university has to carry out research tasks as well. Instead of mechanical transfer of
knowledge, it is necessary to create the atmosphere of open scientific research carried out by joint efforts of
students and teachers. Thus the science is already thought to be not as isolated from society life activities on
accumulating and explaining the facts but as a force that drives society forward on the way of disinterested
search of truth for the sake of improving the quality of human life. «As soon as sciences refuse search, Hum-
boldt V. writes, as soon as one starts thinking that it isn't taken from spirit depth but is found by extensive
collecting, all is irrevocably and forever lost and it is lost both for science and state as well. Only growing
from inside and being able to penetrate into the depths of personality science transforms human character
and the state, as a humanity, is nothing to do with knowledge and speeches but does with nature and human
actions» [5; 32]. The university carries out its valuable and ideological function only so far as free search of
truth by community of teachers and students is realized in it and free scientific research helps «finally to be
aware of its own activity» (Weber M.).
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However, from the first steps of its existence, the classical university faced a dilemma between uphold-
ing of the academic freedom and authorization of its educational and scientific activity by the government.
This duality leads quickly to the fact that the university from the center of spiritual and academic freedom is
increasingly becoming a company to release employees with their corporate ethics. Science for members of
the university corporation becomes a profession, teachers turn into officials from education and for students
entering the university has less to do with the desire for spiritual development, moral perfection or scientific
feat, as an attempt to make a successful career in business or politics using social prestige of the university
degree. Thus, the classical university is more and more absorbed or forced out by professionally oriented
commercial university the activity of which doesn’t differ from the activity of usual commercial corpora-
tions. At such university the main efforts of teachers are directed to the increase of financial resources as a
result of the competition for getting research grants or to attract more number of students who are able to pay
for their education the cost of which is constantly growing [6; 73]. As well as any establishment, commercial
university needs the effective management one of the main objectives of which is to obtain a high position in
the university rating, to provide high inflow of applicants and high competitiveness of the university’s di-
ploma. There is another contradictory situation in which the management of universities, on the one hand,
seeks the development of new flexible forms of teaching, the development of special courses designed to
meet various demands of students, interaction with potential employers. And, on the other hand, the system
of teacher’s activity looks more and more like the activity on the educational conveyor in the conditions of
highly competitive market of educational services when familiarizing of students to high cultural meanings,
their spiritual and moral development are not included among the criteria for the effectiveness of the learning
process [7; 21].

The President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev pointed to the possibility of remov-
ing this contradiction in his lecture «Innovative industry of science and knowledge — a strategic resource of
Kazakhstan in the XXI* century» conducted at the «Nazarbayev University». Speaking of the need of higher
education’s standards of the twenty-first century for our educational system, the President said that our coun-
try makes a decisive step towards innovative education that meets international standards. Summing up the
experience of the advanced countries of the world, Nazarbayev N. A. drew attention to the fact that today it
is people with their knowledge and skills form the basic strategic resource of the development and
knowledge becomes a driving force of progress and a source of new life benefits. The post-industrial triad,
that is, education, science, innovations is a bridge on which Kazakhstan will pass to new level of a stable and
sustainable development. Therefore it is important to form a cult of continuous knowledge in Kazakhstan
society. Addressing to the students of «Nazarbayev University» as to Kazakhstan future intellectual elite, the
President of Kazakhstan emphasized that spiritual integrity is necessary in the transnational world not to lose
oneself. We should not forget that the work for the benefit of the country is a sacred duty of the educated
person. The education for our people has always been of a special value and the identity of the highest mo-
rality. To serve science is, first of all, to serve people, to devote the researches to the people and society.
Great discoveries are the matter of pure reason and noble heart. True pleasure depends on opportunity and
ability to create and unhappiness and meanness root in inability to creativity. Combining fundamental scien-
tific advances with moral insistence to itself, Kazakhstan students will become true national elite capable to
meet the challenges of time [§].

The education of such elite is impossible without maintenance and development of classical university’s
traditions already in new conditions of globalizing cultural space and transnational economy as the classical
university was caused to life by urgent need of people in distributing ideas of humanity in all spheres of pub-
lic life, in realization of human rights on free development in existing system of public relations. Learning
ideals and norms of humanity and estimating its personal importance the subject of education feels need for
its realization as the potential abilities, aims at becoming an independent subject of all types of activity, free
responsible creator of himself and society as well [9; 118, 119].

The participating countries of Bologna Process declared that it is the humanization of education that is
becoming one of the top priorities for the European Higher Education which Kazakhstan has recently joined
to. The following key principles were announced at the International Conference of European Ministers re-
sponsible for Higher Education, held in 2009. The aim of the European Higher Education Area is to provide
higher education institutions with the necessary resources to continue working out all ranges of its purposes
such as to train students for life as active citizens in a democratic society, to train students for their future
careers and provide conditions for their personal development, to create and maintain wide advanced
knowledge base and stimulate scientific researches and innovations. Defending the high value of a variety of
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educational systems, the state policy will fully recognize the importance of various missions of higher educa-
tion beginning from training and scientific researches to participation in social unity and cultural develop-
ment [10].

All students and staff of higher education institutions should be prepared to respond to the fast-changing
demands of society. The rapid entry of Kazakhstan into European educational space, reforming of the na-
tional educational system in accordance with the realities of modern civilization cannot be complete without
basic recognition of a priority of educational humanization over other projects of modernization of this im-
portant social sphere that clearly and precisely written in the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On educa-
tion». In this law humanistic values are included in a number of the basic principles of state policy in the
field of education among which are: availability of formation of all levels for the population taking intellec-
tual development of psychological physiological and individual characteristics of each person into account;
secular, humanistic and developing nature of education, the priority of civil and national values, human life
and health, free development of personality; respect of human rights and freedoms; stimulation of personali-
ty’s education and development of person’s talent [11].

But is the cultivation of these values, its real embodiment of educational activity into practice, into spe-
cific educational programs where the leading role is played not by people themselves but by their social
roles, not subjective human characteristics but objective order of things possible? Are we ready to a new
form of interpersonal communication in which everyone acts as the owner of a unique spiritual inner world
and respect to the person initially doesn't depend at all on his social merits and achievements but is recogni-
tion of his aprioristic importance for our society? Are we able to put «the science of conscience» said by
wise Shakarim above all our knowledge? In our opinion, possible prospects of the classical university are in
answers to these questions capable to stop servicing inquiries of social situation having an opportunity to
advance momentary requirements of social structures and, moreover, are able to create the atmosphere of
searching new ways of achievement of social and individual wellbeing preparing and growing up an initia-
tive, creative, disinterested and responsible type of the personality. And that was actually declared in 2007 by
the rectors of Kazakhstan universities having signed the Memorandum in which it is said that according to
present requirements universities have to conduct research, educational and methodical activity regardless of
political ideology and economic power [12].

In essence education aims not only to train a specialist but to create personality, that is, the person ca-
pable to think independently and orient in the world around, free from the dogmas, able to distinguish private
and universal values, highly moral and politically mature. Perhaps we have difficulties in our economic and
social relations because we have lost or have not acquired moral and spiritual reference point. And that’s
why it is nonsense to talk about culture of the person, nation and state without such reference point. The rea-
son of defects of modern educational system is found not in the individual in itself, but in the form of social
relations, in the form of social division of labor which spoils a person, brings up one-sidedly and therefore
has to be improved. People are envious, evil, stupid and untalented not because they were created by the na-
ture. It is necessary to make circumstances human. The real humanity is a revolutionary change of social re-
lations and it’s the construction of such society which will reveal talent, universality of each person, his mor-
al perfection, ability to disinterested creation of good and beauty.

The calling, appointment and task of each person are to develop his own abilities. All our life is solving
problems. It is necessary to bring up the ability to solve problems by oneself instead of giving ready advices.
Only by attaching to logic of fight, logic of the solution of tasks you will be able to bring up the ability to
think creatively, to find new and not to be afraid of it. It is necessary that growth of material resources would
have been constantly accompanied by the increase of moral and cultural level of people. People will assert
themselves owing to the wealth of their personality, to the treasures of world culture but not to the possession
of things. The task is to create a person capable to consume by increasing welfare of people, that is, to ac-
quaint everyone to inherent values of culture. To master cultural values creatively is able only that person
who works creatively and develops spiritual and material culture at the same time. Creative activity is a free-
dom, a condition of worthy and happy human life and a key principle of his all-around development
[13; 161-163].

Dreams of a complete, universal person were expressed long ago, as Abdildin Zh.M. states, but society,
unfortunately, still creates conditions for formation of «partial», unilateral, one-sided individual turned into a
small screw, into an obedient mechanism. However, to solve its many problems modern society really needs
all-around, integrated personality. Creative and interesting work is not only for elite, «gifted» people. Every-
one can develop his abilities freely, to assert and realize himself as a personality. Each certain person thinks
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so far as he becomes a social successor of material and spiritual culture of previous generations. Only in so-
ciety the child joins culture and learns to think. The leading principle of creative and productive thinking is
the ability to put problems, to maintain tension of contradictions and to find ways of its solving. The ability
to think should be brought up since the childhood. The problem of education is one of the fundamental prob-
lems of formation and development of personality. Education begins from the process where science has be-
gun itself, that is, from asking questions, problems and clarifying conflict situations. After all, known isn’t
learned yet. Only when the child passes the way of forming scientific truth and when he enters the busy
world of search and problems, he will get the concept of the learning subject. Then there will be no need to
train your memory and forcibly place some knowledge into your head. The concept «incapable pupil» disap-
pears. It is true that the ability to think can't be «presented» in the form of ready rules for all occasions. But
references to the natural inability to think is only an excuse of teacher’s false unwillingness to create condi-
tions in which such ability would be born and formed. Such position doesn’t accord with the concept of sci-
entific and dialectical concept of thinking. Perspective installation of training is not specialized schools. Eve-
ry healthy child can master the objective world of culture, develop his ability to think, create a truly human
mind [13; 173, 174]. But it will become possible only if the principle allowing every member of society the
ability to independent mastering universal, active way of interrelation with world around and allowing each
person to become the active participant of modern social transformations will be realized at all levels of so-
cial practice. For this purpose it is necessary to go on absolutely another on quality subjective paradigmatic
level of social self-organization at which possibility of use by someone and someone, even under the guise of
so-called state needs, as object or means will be minimized. It is in these conditions when the role and tradi-
tional mission of education on providing more the best in comparison with the present, future as well as
character and quality of training of graduators of any stage and level of new educational system changes. The
order for training the person with universal abilities to activity will come in place of the order to train the
graduator with strictly fixed set of abilities.

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On the question of the status of the uncertainty principle in social cognition

Modern social world dramatically accelerated over time, extended in space, filled with a huge amount of new
processes, inexplicable in terms of the traditional worldview, sharp contradictions, apparent paradoxes. Una-
ware of what awaits us in the future, we are already seeing a lot of unusual phenomena, showing the humani-
ty immersed in a completely new, unknown to us the reality. Therefore, in the field of social cognition is par-
ticularly acute uncertainty principle, which indicates the limitations and inadequacy of even the classical the-
ory of knowledge, forced to transform into a social paradigm postnonclassical social studies. A selection of
her keynote depends on the resolution of the status of the principle of «uncertainty» in cognition.

Key word: Uncertainty, social, relations, culture, society, human, ontological, status, epistemological,
philosophical, postmodern, synergetic.

What is the status of the uncertainty principle in social cognition — the ontological or epistemological
— not a simple question and discussion, widely discussed in the philosophical literature. German physicist
Werner Heisenberg, who discovered the uncertainty principle in quantum mechanics, and thus brought to life
in his philosophy, gave him unique ontological status. A ontological uncertainty unwittingly brings to the
concept of chaos. Therefore the status of uncertainty has a deep philosophical meaning to solve all
knowledge, including the social. He involuntarily rests on the fundamental epistemological and
epistemological problem in principle the possibility or impossibility of knowing the world man, raises the
question of determinacy or indeterminacy of world development, it causes uncertainty. These reasons are
rooted in the very ontology of the world, objective, leading to the approval of its randomness, or they are
subjective, that is directly related to the limitations of human abilities in his reflection. Hence, it becomes an
actual problem shifts paradigms of both scientific and social research. In addition, the solution of these
problems depends very definition of a philosophical category «uncertainty», which is still undefined.

The etymology of this concept until disproportionately affects its epistemological dimension, so there is
a lot of work examining the problem of uncertainty through epistemological epistemological aspect.
However, in the history of philosophical thought and uncertainty considered as an objective characteristic of
being that allows speak about the ontological status of this category. And this is obviously reflected in
ancient mythology.

In the works of A.F.Losev, M.Eliade, V.B.Poizner contains mythological interpretation of chaos. So,
A.F.Losev writes: « To summarize the ancient notion of chaos, we must say that it seems as majestic tragic
image pervoedinstva space in which all being melted from which it comes and where it dies, which by virtue
of a universal principle of continuous and uninterrupted infinite and limitless development. Antique chaos is
the limiting dilution and dispersion of matter, and therefore he — eternal death for all living things. But it is
also a limiting condensation of all matter. He — a continuum, devoid of any gaps, any empty spaces and
even any distinction at all. And because he — the principle and source of all becoming, always living the
creative womb of life for all decorations. Antique chaos almighty and faceless, all making out, but the
formless. This — the monster world, the essence of which is emptiness and nothingness. But it is nothing
that has become a global monster. This — infinity and zero simultaneously. All these elements are fused here
into one indivisible whole, and in this synthetical is precisely the solution of one of the most original images
of the ancient mythological and philosophical thinking... there is no doubt that all the Greek attitude should
be interpreted as elements infused skepticism, surprise, uncertainty, and any kind of chance» [1; 389].

In Greek mythology, cosmogony Chaos portrayed as pristine boundless emptiness, gaping space that
existed before the world, its contents were material fog and darkness. Over time, this mist in the rotational
action took the form of eggs, consisting of ether, the rapid rotation of the egg was split into two parts — the
sky and the earth. According to the beliefs of others, chaos — is the element of water. In gesiodovskoy
cosmogony Chaos gave birth to Erebus, nobody, Eros, Gaea, Tartarus, and Moira [2; 123, 124].

Thus, Chaos — period openness of heaven and earth. Time came out of nothing, out of Chaos.
According M.Eliade, «In terms of cosmology gloom identity chaos, and the new ignition lights symbolizes
creation, revival shapes and borders. Masks that depict ancestors, spirits of the dead, visiting, according to

Cepusi «AcTtopusi. dunocodoumsa». Ne 3(75)/2014 111

the ritual ceremony live (Japan, Germany, etc.), also indicate that the former borders were abolished and
replaced by a mixture of all levels and types of existence. In this paradoxical gap between the two « times «
(= two states Cosmos) it becomes possible to communicate between the living and the dead, ie, between
«forms» and to implement -shaped, potential, inchoate way of existence. In the «darkness» and «chaos»,
returning to the world by the destruction of the old year, all forms are identical, this universal merger
(«night» = «flood» = «decay») is possible without effort, «automatically» achieve coincidentia oppositorum
for all levels of reality [3; 205].

Rich material associated with the comprehension of the ontological status of the uncertainty present in
ancient esoteric and philosophical teachings. Paramount importance is the canonical book of Taoist
philosophy of «Tao Te Ching», and also one of the main books of Tibetan Buddhism «Tibetan Book of the
Dead». The book Tao Te Ching we find the idea of the inclusion of certain indefinite into the darkness: «The
Tao of incorporeal. Member vague and uncertain. However it nebulae and uncertainty hidden things. It is
deep and dark. However, its depth and darkness hidden finest particles. These particles have the finest
supreme reality and authenticity. «A famous U-Wei (the principle of non-action) is largely dictated by the
space of uncertainty» [4; 101].

The Tibetan Book of the Dead, describing an intermediate state between human life and death, called
the bardo experience, says: «The first main bardo experience — experience the state of uncertainty:
somnevaetsya person or that he really umiraet, ie loses kontakt this materialnym world, or that shall live.
This uncertainty oschuschaet people not in the sense that he would leave, leaving his body, but is unique in
that it can utratit any ground under nogami — mira realnogo exit and enter nerealny» [5; 213].

Indians invented the number «zero» as the embodiment of eternal primordial emptiness, is the
beginning of the birth of the world of things. With no boundaries, parameters, variables by Zero — have not
a number. Different nations designated void differently: Indians — Sunyata, Jews — Ain, Greeks — Chaos.
Formless emptiness, nevosprinimaema and untouchable, neosoznavaemo has no eye, ear, nose, tongue, body,
mind, shape, sound, color, smell, taste, touch, quality unlike other number. All the worlds and even the gods
came from Zero not — number. Do not have a zero — Genesis of it at the same time, periodically appear
Genesis and Antibytie that eventually vzaimounichtozhayutsya. Zero — is a kind of reference point, any
final predetermined value, without it there is no negative or positive number.

Yet the first rational philosophical problems to reflect uncertainty about the ancient philosophers. It was
in ancient Greece for the first time most clearly emerges epistemological and ontological relationship of the
uncertainty. Confirmation of this relationship is «Apeiron» Anaximander — is inherently uncertain,
vseporozhdayuschaya substance. On the uncertainty of motion and development show and paradoxes —
paradoxes of Zeno of Elea.

Interesting extensive material containing an attempt to understand the uncertainty through its
connection epistemological and ontological aspects is our famous dialogues of Plato, in which we find the
original sites associated with the concepts of «choir», «MeOH», «Ukony.

«Hora» — this is the third type of being placed between the idea and the copy — eidos — things of the
material world, which is the intermediary between the speculative and sensual data. It is in Chora (special
place) the transition from intellegibelnogo in tangible material where the matter becomes imprint ideas is a
place where ideas materialize. In the dialogue «Timaeus» Plato wrote about the choir: «Always seeing
everything, she never and in no way acquires any form that would be similar to the shape of its constituent
items. Nature this inherently such that accepts any prints while moving and changing shape under the effect
that it includes, and hence it seems that it is different in time is different; and entering into it or out of the
thing — it's imitation vechnosuschemu, prints on a sample taken a surprising and inexplicable way... Or it
can be compared to the way when drawing shapes on any soft surfaces do not admit to them in advance
could see this or that figure, but to start doing everything possible to smooth. Similarly, the beginning, the
purpose of which is to in its entirety well take forever prints all existing things must itself be inherently alien
in any form. And because we do not say, if my mother and vospriemnitsa all that is born and visible at all
sensual — this earth, air, fire, water, or some other [kind], which was born out of four [elements], or from
which they themselves were born. On the contrary, denoting it as the invisible, formless and
vsepriemlyuschy view, it is extremely involved in a strange way conceivable and extremely elusive, we do
not really go wrong» [6; 291].

Thus, Horus — is a cross between eidos and material thing, has no form — formless. Choir — This is
absolutely nothing absolute otherness. If there were no choirs, ideas worked to exactly the same things,
indistinguishable. But in reality, many non-identical things, the reality is diverse and varied. So, what exactly
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is born in Chora individual, even unique things. Choir « deforms idea» moment produces bias, whereby
occurs diversity of the material world. Plato presents it as a smooth surface, devoid of borders and outlines of
shapes. Without Choirs world would represent a cluster of copies. On the one hand, an expression of
absolute ignorance of the great project of the multiplicity of the world, and on the other, without which it
would be impossible to make a total change.

Plato Meon — the exact opposite of Eidos. It is not available for thinking umopostiganiya, but
manifested in Eidos. And Eidos, in turn, may think only in conjunction with MeOH. Meon — is a formless
set the principle of evolution and isolation. Meon from the Greek word « non-existent, non-existent,» akin to
nothingness. It is both a philosophical concept that reflects all the uncertainty, the opposite limit,
nonidentical himself and neintellegibelnoe. If, for example, Parmenides believed that being is, and not
nothingness, Plato said about the existence of nothingness as something indefinite.

Development problems of uncertainty present in the philosophy of Aristotle in his concept of
«entelechy», which represents the ultimate expression of the ontological, epistemological and teleological
certainty, which includes some uncertainty — «Gil» — matter, which the philosopher called lower
construction form of being.

Category «uncertainty» Aristotle is present at a ratio of her with such categories as «matter» and
«formy, «possibility» and «reality». «Form» — is a relative term, and this relativity is due to the fact that the
relationship between generic and sensual manifested in the middle between them, namely in certain things,
this concept through her. The notion of being an intermediate link between the essence of a thing and its
specific phenomenon manifests itself in the development. Being so, according to Aristotle, is manifested in
the fact that it is the fundamental entity of the things some unspecified state into reality. Uncertainty so — it
uncertain possibility. The essence of the matter passes through a specific difference and becomes a reality.
Aristotle builds a kind of ladder hierarchy of things, which is the form of every thing for the lower things,
and at the same time standing up for the matter. It is in the form of relativity considers the relative
uncertainty.

Thus, the dialectic of possibility and reality Aristotle sees through the category of 'uncertainty', thereby
bringing the theory of «not-yet-being» [7; 85]. This theory he regards as the third part of the ontology, while
the first two sections are devoted to the analysis of existence and causal analysis of substance.

Plato's ideas about the existence of MeOH, which bind with otherness uncertainty continue to evolve in
the Neoplatonists, especially Plotinus. So, using the idea of emanation, in which degradation occurs in the
process of the emergence of matter, Plotinus interprets it as a set, devoid of metaphysical self. Matter — just
a copy of Eidos, devoid of quantity, quality and presents a framework, endless uncertainty. Compared with
the eternal principle it is Eidos their destruction, the primary necessary evil. But at the same time sensual
world is beautiful and intelligent, as yet involved in the divine essence — there indefinitely and is known
through uncertain [8; 567].

Like Plato and plotinovskie ideas were echoed in contemporary philosophy of postmodernism, where
the idea of uncertainty plays a key role in explaining the dynamics of the modern world. In Derrida, for
example, there is the idea of Choirs, while Zh.Deleza — MeOH idea when building his concept of the
simulacrum.

Great importance attached to the uncertainty relating to Christian theologians and philosophers who
have experienced the impact of the Greek ancient philosophy. They dominated epistemological its
consideration. On the one hand, these considerations led to the pole apophatic, and on the other, to the
development of the theme of the fall of man, the ontological cleavage of human nature that can be overcome
only through transcendence. Indeterminacy problem apophatic Absolute detail puts Dionysius. Christianity
claims that there are two ways of knowing God: cataphatic or positive and apophatic or negative. Positive
way to know God is presented in the revelation and he testifies of God as Love, Wisdom, Power. And this is
the path to knowledge of God's names. But at the same time, God is transcendent, it is the mystery hidden,
Nothing is different from the created world. « Therefore, those who loved the truth — says Dionysius —
regardless of whatever was the truth, should chant presuschestvennoe Bogonachalie, which is higher than
some being Sverhblagostyu not as Reason or Power, not as thinking, or Life, or entity, but as (something)
completely excludes what — or change the property, life, imagination, idea, name, reason, thought, thinking,
nature, condition, base, limit, boundlessness, that is all that is inherent to existence... what we know God is
His energy, his world of acting. However, we can not know God in himself. We can not think of God in
Himself, in His essence, in his innermost secrets. Attempts to think of God in Himself plunged us into
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silence, because no thought or verbal expressions can not conclude in the infinite concepts that defining
limit» [9; 306].

On this occasion, V.N.Lossky wrote that «the Greek Fathers in the knowledge of God went through the
negatives... the way to talk about the negatives makes lifting mystic to God as to join the «divine darkness»
where all sorts of images and fading names, where the Divine acts like a bottomless mystery [10; 209].
Writer and theologian says that all definitions of God is a relationship between the finite and the infinite.

As the main problem is the uncertainty in the knowledge of God and therefore human life is mainly
engaged in the work of Nicholas of Cusa and his doctrine of Learned ignorance. «Our finite mind, moving
through similes, can therefore not exactly understand the truth of things. Because the truth is there is no more
or less, it is something indivisible and, except as the very same truth, nothing exactly measured can be like a
circle, whose existence is something indivisible, can not be measured in terms of non-. Not being true, our
mind, too, never grasps the truth so precisely that he could not comprehend it all precisely without end, and
belongs to the truth as a polygon to the circle: being inscribed in a circle, he is so like him, the more angles
has but even multiplying their corners to infinity it will never be equal to a circle, if not resolved to an
identity with it... So, the truth we clearly know is that exactly as it is, it is elusive: our mind relates to the
truth, as an opportunity — to the absolute necessity of not being able to be neither more nor less than what it
is. No wonder the essence (quidditas) things, the truth of things, incomprehensible in its purity, and even
philosophers searching for her, no one has found it as it is. And the deeper will be our learning in this
ignorance, the closer we get down to the truth» [11; 24].

Epistemological status of the problem of uncertainty, its advantage over the ontological gave in modern
philosophy. The world seemed like Aristotle closed, but the dominant epistemological problems. David
Hume says of the limited cognitive abilities of the subject and outputs the impossibility of objective
knowledge about the world in general, and Dzh. Berkli solipsistic claims about the illusory nature of the
known world and the immaterial.

The problem of uncertainty in the logical and epistemological aspect, interpreted as the result of
limitations of human nature ontologically presented in Kant's transcendental philosophy, which determined
the further development of German classical idealism, but at the same time and subsequent European
philosophy. Kant leads the concept of «thing in itself», antinomy, design of any subjective forms of
knowledge, raises the question of the interdependence of science and morality.

During the Enlightenment, Immanuel Kant realized that science is the destroyer of false omniscience,
but in order to realize this and want to save the moral position of the person. This doctrine is called a
philosopher genuine enlightenment that unlike naive education, on the one hand, the man pulls out of the
traditional superstitions, and on the other, eliminating the optimistic hopes for the absolute strength of the
theoretical reason, from the fanatical belief that the mind is able to solve any problem human life. And most
importantly, the scientific reason he did not give a reason for such confidence.

Kant's doctrine that the mind has its own borders denies skeptical agnostic David Hume, but also
destroys the audacity research scientist, his unsubstantiated claims on prophecy and people management.
«What can I know? — This question was for the philosopher had not only methodological, but above all an
ethical component, which should keep scientists from the scientific conceit. « What temperament and talent...
— Kant wrote in the» Critique of Pure Reason «-need some respects in the discipline, with this easy to just
agree. But the idea that the mind, which, in fact, obliged to enforce its own discipline to all other endeavors,
he still needs discipline, can certainly seem strange; in fact, he still avoided the humiliation precisely because
seeing solemnity and serious posture with which he speaks, no one suspected that he was lightly playing
creatures of the imagination instead of concepts and words instead of things» [12; 113].

Triumph of human reason in the Enlightenment to the fact that even the general scientific built
regulatives human behavior in situations of human choice. Especially Kant opposed attempts to justify
scientistic ideas of God's existence and immortality of the soul, that practiced not only theologians, but also
philosophers (recall Descartes). According to Kant, these studies can not be conclusive, not only, but also
lead to antinomies — uncertainties — insoluble.

It is important to note that the phenomenon of uncertainty is present explicitly or implicitly in various
statuses (ontological and epistemological) in different types of mythological and historical philosophical
outlook in both the East and the West. No exception and Turkic mythology.Cosmogonic mythology of the
Turks who inhabited southern Siberia, has a scene that was born from Chaos Space, personified in the water,
which in turn gave birth to the triune Cosmos (Heaven, Earth, Underworld).
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But the water is not only spawned the world, but also joined him. Hence the great importance in Turkic
mythology is the World River. It is important mythological symbol, the rod of the universe, the world's way,
penetrating the three worlds. Source of the river, the middle and the mouth correspond to the three worlds.
However, the water — it is original chaos spawned life. According mivopoeticheskoy tradition sees chaos in
water, it connects with it something hostile, alien, contrary to the cosmic order. Water — other, unspecified
world. Underwater World — a secret something opposite of life. Mythological tradition says that washing
your face like death». We Khakases there is an expression: «Khakassia evolved from land, and Russian —
from the water. «In this case, the contrast between land and water used to refer to ethnic differences
«-another's». It is believed that the name of one of the tribes have joined the Kazakh people — Usuns
mentioned yet about 176 BC, dates back to the Old Turkic usun — «water, the crowd, the people» [13; 157].

Fruitful approach for understanding the peculiar epistemological status uncertainty, which brings them
developed Russian philosophers, BC Soloviev, PA Florensky, V.Ern, NA Berdyaev, C.JI. Frank, Acting
Lossky. Being religious philosophers, they are closely analyzed any uncertainty, uncertainty in knowledge,
one accompanied by criticism of European rationalism. Truth as seen by them as Estina substantiate the
beginning of being heuristically valuable in searching and finding opportunities to find existential grounds of
uncertainty. In the philosophy of Vladimir Solovyov assotsiiriruetsya uncertainty and chaos, and in the
philosophy of P.Florensky, S.Frank and H Lossky — with «incomprehensible».

Epistemological uncertainty has become particularly relevant in the twentieth century after occurred
entirely new scientific discoveries in quantum physics, questioning the traditional principles and ideals of
classical science. Clarify the meaning of uncertainty in quantum physics and philosophy further in using a
wide range of works of foreign scientists and philosophers.

Understanding existential component of the problem of uncertainty in social philosophy in the works of
such thinkers of the twentieth century as representatives of existentialism, personalism, philosophical
anthropology Martin Heidegger, J.-P.Sartre, Camus, E.Mounier, Ortega y Gasset and others. Ontology of
Martin Heidegger treats uncertainty as original or acquired through concealment time category.

Original interpretation of the uncertainty principle we find in postmodern cultural studies, which
proclaims it as the fundamental ontological principle. Postmodernism as if meditating over chaos, to
understand the semiotic meaning of culture, describing the cognitive process as knowledge on fractals and
apply the concept of fractals as the argument of the uncertainty principle in social philosophy. Here are
allocated work Derrida, Deleuze, J.-F.Lyotard. Jean Baudrillard examines the concept of fractal values
inherent in social processes, hence it 's called modern society as unstable and uncertain.

Toffler formulates his famous concept of «futuroshok» future shock, or to emphasize the uncertainty in
the vision of the future of humanity. Such a shock — an essential feature of modern life. Its appearance is
associated with accelerating climate variability and instability of cultural and social processes that are open
and uncertain in futurological term.

Of key importance is attached to the problem of uncertainty in the synergy and the theory of dissipative
systems. From the perspective of these new concepts are called critical points uncertainty Development
(bifurcation point), or appearing in the upcoming self-organizational processes, to which are, of course, all
human processes. Conceptual and theoretical basis for synergy and theories of dissipative systems create jobs
I.Stengersa, G.Hakena, Prigogine. In turn, the theory of Prigogine arose largely due to a critical
understanding of the philosophy of life Bergson, which is based on an interesting assumption that life is
made of inert matter in uncertainty as a condition for the free creative act [14; 74].

On uncertainty and instability as the fundamental properties of life in general and of human existence in
particular are among numerous supporters among modern scientists and philosophers. Twentieth century
science proves that in addition to subjective and objective uncertainty exists, which, unlike the first does not
depend on the subject. In other words, randomness and uncertainty are not only the result of ignorance. This
is clearly confirmed by the uncertainty principle as a fundamental W.Heisenberg of quantum mechanics,
according to which it is impossible to coordinate the simultaneous measurement of the elementary particles
in space and speed in time (this also applies to the measurement of other parameters). Hence, the main
conclusion of the opening of the Heisenberg following: the interaction between the measured object and
measuring instrument, which affects the measurement results, and unpredictable; uncertainty principle has an
objective (ontological) status and does not depend on the person who performs the measurement.

On the existence of objective chance in the early twentieth century physicist spoke M.Smoluhovsky,
together with Albert Einstein created the theory of Brownian motion. In his article «On the concept of the
origin of the laws of chance and probability in physics», he writes that «... this article is in no way purports to

full and final resolution of the whole complex philosophical issues related to the concept of probability;
however, it may be, to encourage further research in a particular direction that it pushed to the forefront and
properly lit main guiding idea of the objective side of the concept of probability, which is still almost no
attention» [15, 330]. Since the recognition of absolute chance went against determinism scientist appeals to
philosophical formulation of the problem, stating that « the philosopher turns his attention primarily on the
subjective, psychological aspect of the concept of probability, analyzes the epistemological meaning it
explores how probable statements, together with reliable and false statements included in the system of
formal logic. But he does not address the nature of objective phenomena underlying the concept of
probability» [15; 331]. He believes that «all of probability theory, which is considered an accident, the risk
and uncertainty in philosophy, science, and management of both the unknown part of the reason must be
found to be unsatisfactory in advance. Physical probability of an event can only depend on conditions
affecting its appearance, but not the degree of our knowledge» [15;332]. In his work, the work of
M.Smoluchowski demonstrates the existence in nature of objective chance: « In order to make more clear the
physical laws of chance and the concept of objective completely independent of human cognition likely
consider in conclusion another phenomenon, which can be considered the most perfect type of what we have
called «random» namely, the radioactive decay of an atom. As you know, over time radium atoms undergo a
transformation, throwing each a- particle and converted into atoms of emanation; while in the atoms of
radium is not observed the slightest progressive evolution modeled on aging. On conversion, we can not
affect any means and it can not be predicted in advance» [15; 346].

We conclude that in the early twentieth century, science has proven that objective uncertainty and
randomness exist objectively. British philosopher and mathematician, RB Russell defined philosophy as «no
man's land «between science and religion, arguing that the divide between them constantly moves in one
direction and then the other, and this means that the philosophical problem may eventually become scientific.
That is what happened with the problem of uncertainty, which came out of the womb of the philosophical,
became a scientific and science has given her an affirmative answer. Later they move again, this problem has
moved to the philosophical field.

Philosophical reflection on the uncertainty principle allows you to look at this phenomenon from all
sides and comes to the conclusion that it has as a separate epistemological and ontological status, and their
unity. This can be seen clearly and actually expressed in a social context, namely the structure of decision -
making social.

In a state of uncertainty in the process of making important social decisions much depends on how a
native of uncertainty has to do a subject that decides. It affects the decision-making method. When it is
necessary to receive and be aware of the uncertainty of an objective with one hand. On the other hand, it is
obvious that it is impossible to ignore the subject, in fact it will formulate the purpose and mode of action.
Therefore, in the process of decision-making in social processes, there are such kinds of uncertainties, as
both objective and subjective, ontological and epistemological.

At first glance, the uncertainty principle inadvertently runs into the problem of determinacy or
indeterminacy of social development, which makes it possible or impossible social cognition in general. But
this dilemma arises if the use of the linear paradigm of social research. If the use of other research
paradigms, such as postmodern « rizomorfnuyu « in which there is no principle of centering and a single
code, or synergistic, the uncertainty in social cognition as well as in social development clearly emerges as
an indispensable attribute them, without questioning and certainly not denying the importance and possibility
of social sciences themselves. And this is not just another clever paradox of human cognition, and an
indication of the specificity of the object and subject of social cognition — society and its media rights,
which grasp the essence and existence which not only reached its logical conclusion, as overgrown even
greater uncertainty explicitly present in the modern era.

Historical ways of spiritual self-determination of civil society

Integral conception of genesis of ideological grounds of civil society is formulated in the article, forward log-
ic of spiritual development of world civilization is certain. Spiritual progress of humanity appears as an ascent
of public consciousness from the perceptible experiencing of primitive epoch through rational organization of
collective practice in traditional society to system integration of modern innovative socium and creative per-
fection of civil culture of global socium. If a religious canon as interface of options of moral and art prevailed
in traditional society, then science became the methodological founding of innovative socium, correcting
norms of right, politicians and economies. Creation of society of world Culture will be determined by the cre-
ative idea of humanistic philosophy.
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Strategic decision-making in the chaos-era

The society meets many challenges in the form of interlinked and complicated problems. Experts using dif-
ferent methodological schools and of various ideological or religious directions try to find solutions to them.
One of possible options is the systemic approach and its latest elaboration — the chaos theory, which works
with non-linear systems, one of which is society. This article proposes to make strategic decisions in globali-
zation era one possible alternative — the theory of Kondratieff cycles, which fits into the theory of chaos and
allows authors to analyze specific events in the past 50 years and predict the possible risks of future develop-
ment.

Key words: Methodology, Systems approach, Chaos Theory, Kondratiev‘s cycles, Political control, Globali-
zation.

The new millennium is characterized by increase in chaos. We can observe that the source of problems
lying not only in bipolarity and the rivalry between the West and East. Many problems not only persist, but
also deepen. The rise in entropy demands a deeper look into the essence of the socio-economic system we
live in. To solve partial problems without without a conception of their place in the society complex may
lead not only to wasting of resources, but in some cases even to a worsening situation. It can be either be-
cause we do not solve important problems for the stability of the society, or because we cause instability di-
rectly, although unwillingly, because of side-effects of by chaining effects.

Current political science works with an array of methodological approaches. To traditional ones belong:
normative-ontological approach, empiric-analytical approach, critic-dialectical approach, phenomenological-
existential approaches. These approaches are historically connected to certain types of ideologies. Ideologies
persist, despite that in science sometimes it is claimed they are not only imprecise grasp of reality, but also
they lead, due to their heterogeneity to escalation of social conflicts. To a surprise of some scholars also reli-
gious doctrines gain active role in policy making. The heterogeneity of ideologies reflects itself in the plu-
rality of scientific methodologies. Conservatism, which includes also religious concepts, prefers mostly nor-
mative-ontological approach, liberals are in favour of the empiric-analytical approach that prevails today, the
radical left draws from the critic-dialectical approach, the phenomenological-existential approach is not
widely used in politics, however was applied by Czech dissent. Ideology creates a value-framework for re-
flecting the social-political reality and predestines the choice of used methodology, e.g. the scientific para-
digm (the term apparatus and accepted theories and methods), which will be applied.

Besides the above mentioned methodologies, the systemic approach has been applied by reflecting the
social reality since the 50’s of the 20" century. The systemic approach draws from the concepts of Aristotle
and follows on the partial application of C.von Linné, G.W.F.Hegel, K.Marx. C.von Clausewitz,
L.von Bartalanfy and others. The purposeful usage of systemic approach in this period cannot be regarded a
coincidence, as it was an answer to a long-emerging social demand. The increase in social contradictions in
the era of monopoly-capitalism emergence together with the destruction of social systems in the period of the
First World War bolstered the development of sociology, psychology and political science. The economic
depression of the 30’s and the World War 2 worsened the social problems further. It was proven that arbitrar-
iness and insufficiently based decision-making that has its place in politics, are too hazardous in the current
state of complexity of inner and outer political relations. The need of further rationalization, more effective
regulation and control of social processes arose.

The systemic approach is not a completed methodology. The improvement of systemic approach was
connected with its application in particular spheres of human activity and with evaluation and generalization
of this application’s results. In fifty years of its existence, the systemic approach developed in many direc-
tions that gradually get closer to each other, or rather enrich one another:

* The religious doctrines fulfilled historically the same functions like modern political ideologies. Therefore, they can be re-
garded a different form of political ideology in a broad sense.
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— the theory of dynamic systems leading to fractal geometry and the chaos theory;

— sociological conceptions on complexity leading to network theories;

— cybernetic models of society and artificial intelligence [1].

The chaos theory has a specific place in modern social science. The chaos theory deals with systems in
a state of uncertainty, which are able to adapt to changing conditions”. The chaos theory is in general linked
to analysis of so-called non-linear systems. Non-linear systems are characterized by several features:

— outputs are not proportional to inputs;

— the whole is not a sum of its parts, or it cannot be derived from its parts;

— it is not evident, what is a cause and what is a consequence.

The first theoretical studies, devoted to the application of chaos theory in social sciences are from the
end of 80’s of the 20" century. First practical applications were tested by the American army drill in 1994
[3]. However, the military operations on the Balkans in the end of 90’s and especially the operations in Iraq
drew from the chaos theory, as the chosen proceedings show. At the end of the 90’s the network theory
found its use in politics. Their practical usage is connected with a new form of waging wars [2] and with the
organization of color-revolutions. In conditions of rising entropy of the social system, not only the chaos
theory is used, but also a method of decision making in conditions of uncertainty called OODA.

The OODA method (the Boyd cycle) is a concept of effective reaction to an event. The method uses the
existence of decision-making cycle, or rather the OODA loop, which represent the beginning letters of ob-
serve — orient — decide — act. To succeed in a conflict it is crucial to «create a situation» that would ena-
ble to a given subject to decide and react faster than its adversaries. The adversary is confronted with two
problems. First, he decides with a delay in comparison to more active subjects and thus he loses initiative. At
the same time he is forced to react to changes, brought about by the activity of others, which he cannot keep
up evaluating. Because of that, the probability of inadequate decisions is rising. The interactions of individu-
al subjects in the OODA method framework are connected with competition, with fight. The fight includes
three aspects:

The moral fight lying in the destruction of adversary’s will to win, in provoking mistrust in his allies
(potential allies) and in their division. In an ideal case this fight leads to «a break-up of moral ties», which
are the precondition of the existence and functioning of an organization as an organic whole.

The intellectual fight lying in disruption of the adversary’s ability to perceive reality objectively. Dis-
seminated disinformation play here an important role, our unclear and therefore difficult to interpret attitudes
and/or the disruption of communication and information infrastructure.

The physical fight lying in destruction of adversary’s physical resources, as weapons, people and logis-
tical means.

" The term used is «complex adaptive systems».
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Both the chaos theory and the OODA method reflect the society as a dynamic systems, whose devel-
opment is difficult to predict and therefore it is important to concentrate on gaining a current advantage.
There is a problem that the short-term advantage can turn in a middle-term and the more in the long-term
into a Pyrrhic victory. The question is if it is possible to form a development of society as of a non-linear
system in a middle-term and the more in long-term horizon.

One of the alternative theories that enables us to analyze the dynamics of a long-term economic devel-
opment and its interconnection to social and political development is the theory of Kondratieff cycles, or the
long waves theory (supercycle, K-wave). The Kondratieff cycle theory is not generally accepted and even
among its supporters there are differing opinions on the cause of existence of long cycles. The crucial prob-
lem is, if it is possible to prove statistically the periodicity in the development of chosen economic indicators
or empirically prove the repetition of some phenomena in the period of capitalism existence, e.g. around in
the period of last 250-300 years. Moreover it is questionable, if it is possible, for such a complex and hetero-
geneous system as the human society is, even if we find out that some phenomena get repeated, to draw a
conclusion on the necessity or probability of an analogical development in the future, or the more in some
precise time period.

The denial of K-waves can be connected with a dominance of ideological world perception, because
this conception doubts the value paradigm of practically all current ideologies. The denial can also have a
scientific base — it is impossible to prove the periodicity of repetition of social events. The long wave theory
claims that every 50 years comes about a crucial qualitative change in society. This conclusion does not cor-
respond to conclusions of existing ideological frameworks. The conservative ideology, or rather its adherents
believe that the society practically does not change. The notion of changes, the more or radical changes that
periodically disrupt the stability of order, is unacceptable for them. The liberal ideology and its adherents
more or less believe in conception of evolutionary developing society, in which it should not come to a peri-
odical repetition of substantial worsening of system functioning parameters. The progress in technology, ed-
ucation and the spreading of culture should ensure the stabilization of civilization’s development. Put another
way, the civilization should be able to avoid crucial revolutionary changes. The socialist ideology in its radi-
cal Marxist form accepts qualitative changes of social system, nonetheless draws from these changes a con-
clusions of inevitability the termination of capitalism and market economy. K-waves do speak about substan-
tial changes, nevertheless about changes inside the system, which means that the universal crisis of capital-
ism, as described by K.Marx and V.l.Lenin is a cyclical change inside the system. This was shown by the
development after the Second World War.

Statistical (empirical) and thus scientific proof of plausibility of K-waves is another problem. A signifi-
cant Anglo-American geographer Brian J.L. Berry [4], whose in his own words always doubted the plausibil-
ity of this conception, stated in his book «Long-wave Rhythms in Economic Development and Political Be-
haviour» that after he started to deal with the conception, collected rich empirical material, mostly statistical
data, he found answers to price volatility and economic growth, as well as the timing of turning points in the
US development. All this has brought him to the adherents of this conception. Berry also states the reasons,
why, in his opinion, is the conception by many scholars refused. He quotes the consideration of J.S.Goldstein
from his book: Long cycles: Prosperity and War in the Modern Age. The main problem lies in the fact that
the acceptance of long waves theory is connected with the paradigm change, e.g. needs a new view of history
and connections economy and politics and presumes to accepts that events impacts go beyond generation
measures, which exceed the approach of standard instrumental rationality, which is mostly oriented on cur-
rently available result [5].

The Kondratieff wave has a form of a sinusoid with two different stages — expansion that persists
about 25 years and is characterized by higher growth rates (stage A) and decline with lower growth rate
(stage B). Kondratieff explained the long waves by cyclical movement of prices, inflation and interest rates.
Besides the volatility of these indicators is the cycle connected to further phenomena, in economy,, in social
and political sphere.

" Nikolai Kondratieff (1892-1938), Soviet economist, made the problematic of long waves in his work of 1925 famous, alt-
hough he was not the first. His predecessors were Dutchmen — Jacob van Gelderen and Samuel de Wolff, whose works were, howev-
er translated later. Kondratieff had different views on building socialism in the Soviet Union from the official line represented by
Stalin. Therefore he was sentenced to imprisonment in gulag and at the end executed.

Many authors doubt the plausibility of long waves with the claim that it is impossible to proof the exist-
ence of identical time periods of realization of individual phenomena. The current Great Recession that came
70 years after the Great Depression in the 30’s seems to confirm these doubts. However, in parallel we could
doubt the 11-year cycles of sun activity that are also volatile regarding the dynamic processes on Sun.” Put
another way, the presented objection is not well-founded. Crucial (from the point of the long wave theory) is
not much the length of the cycle, which in the past fluctuated between 40 and 60 years, as the sequence of
individual events that in their complex make the given time period. (see picture of the K-wave sinusoid).

There are disputes among authors also on the causes of the development’s periodicity, or rather the
causes of the turning points. Regarding that the individual sub-systems in the society are interconnected, and
the rise or decline in the dynamics of one sub-system has a long-term influence on other sub-systems, it is
problematic to determine the key factor. Each author offers alternative views, explaining the periodicity of
social phenomena: the discovery of new gold mines, wars, generation change, waves of innovation. Regard-
ing the substantial technological determination of the civilization, it is possible to assume that the key role
can be crucial technological innovation, as was claimed by Austrian economist J.A.Schumpeter.

Crucial technological innovations (stage A) expand not only production, but also the product’s range,
but also contribute to the growth in labour productivity and have influence on other society’s sub-systems,
including the human behavior. New technologies are being applied, or rather are completed into a applied
form and put into production at the moment when it is not possible anymore to increase the profit through
expanding production (the market is saturated with standardized products) or through the increase in labour
productivity (innovations of lower orders or labour intensification). New technologies are mostly promoted
by new companies. This leads to increase in competition of natural resources, energy, credit and labour. The

* Schwabe’s sun cycle, Schwabe-Wolf’s cycle or the sun spot cycle is a cycle of 11-year Sun'’s activity. The Sun’s cycle is not
precisely 11 years long. We could observe 9-year or even 14-year long cycle [6].
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increase in demand together with emergence of new products leads mostly to increase in prices and wages,
together with higher GDP growth rates and inflation. The situation can also contribute to more intensive
search for gold deposits as an equivalent to an increasing amount of money (gold standard). New technolo-
gies have many further impacts, connected with the change in behaviour of individual subjects:

— the decrease in labour market competition leads to a rise in strike movement for higher salaries and
wages;

— the countries that mastered the new technologies and do not have a dominant position in the world,
which would ensure them the access to natural resources or markets, may try to strive for redistribu-
tion through war (so-called hegemonic wars);

— people may start to strive for increase in their share of social (political) decision-making — the de-
mands for reforms are increasing, but also the risks of revolutions (a lost war can worsen the econom-
ic situation of masses);

—new technologies and new products can form a new type of thinking (technical thinking, scientific
thinking, computer thinking), the people (intelligence, middle class, youth) are able to evaluate and
judge events autonomously and make solutions independent of official authorities;

— the growing economic potential of society and the new thinking open space for emancipation and rev-
olutionary ideologies.

After the new technologies are applied in production, new companies push old ones from the market
and at the same time changes in other fields also occurred and the social system got adapted to new technol-
ogies (working with the highest effectiveness), the competition for natural resources, labour, credit etc. can
decrease, which can be reflected as a whole in a slowdown of inflation (or their total decrease — for example
by natural resources), and GDP (stage B). The way to keep the profit is investment into production rationali-
zation and lowering the cost of labour, which can be manifested in decrease of the purchasing power. That is
the reason why sale problems grow, the competition for sale-markets sharpens, the importance of speculative
capital grows. The final conclusion is the emergence of crisis from overproduction. Similar as in the expand-
ing stage, the declining stage is also characterized by specific systemic effects and the change in behaviour
of individual subjects:

— the increase in competition on the labour market leads to a weakening of the strike movement, the

strikes are organized for keeping wages and often the strike movements compete against each other;

— skepticism in the society is growing, together with the feeling of hopelessness, in the first phase of
decline mostly conservative and anti-democratic ideologies and policy gain support — the aim of
which is to keep the order regardless of rights and freedom of individuals;

— emerging authoritative regimes use power tools to preserve this situation, and thanks to centralization
of resources may try to speed up the development of new technologies, in the first phase especially in
the military sphere (eventually use also the old technologies) that would enable them the outer expan-
sion as a precondition for lowering the tension in the social system.

Crucial technological innovations that emerge mostly in the decline stage (disposable financial re-
sources are allocated to fundamental research) are completed in an application form and enable the start of a
new cycle. Despite common accompanying phenomena, the individual waves differ from one another by
some of their features. This is connected mostly with the range of impact of the technological change regard-
ing the growing interconnectedness of the world and the depth of its impact in case of inadequate usage. The
course of the IV. wave is distinguished by various specific features, caused by technologies of the cycle.

During the IV wave, unlike the preceding waves, no major military conflict happened, which is con-
nected with the destructive effect of nuclear weapons, the application of which creates the risk of mutual
self-destruction. Another important factor leading to decrease in risk of major military conflicts is globaliza-
tion, which emerges in the decline stage and is connected with information technologies and a higher rate of
socialization of capital. With a free movement of capital the interest in power problem solution declines, be-
cause it could threaten investment. The military conflicts that occurred were place in peripheral areas or
countries that isolated themselves from the globalization processes and thus they were not suitable for main-
taining profit.

A specific feature of the IV wave in technologically advanced countries was the emergence of a welfare
state. The expanding stage of the cycle was connected with the increase in wages in the past as well, neverthe-
less for the first time the growth of welfare and the ensuring of equal chances was really across-the board”. The
base was the scientific-technological revolution, high labour productivity, the growth in production of con-
sumption goods. Ensuring the growth of consumption and social security was an important aspect in ideologi-
cal and political competition between West and East and prevention from citizen’s radicalization as a result of
not satisfying their needs as the 20’s of the 20™ century showed. The peak of the expansion stage of the IV.
wave is usually put between 1968—1973, when also the wage in advanced countries share peaks. In the decline
stage of the cycle, about the late 70’s the real wages start to decline and there is a pressure to reduce the welfare
state. This turning point is accompanied by a structural change in economies of western countries, when ser-
vices (including financial services) increase their importance both in the share of GDP and of employment. The
ideological cover of this economic policy is neoliberalism, promoted by the New Right. At the same time a risk
of radicalization increases by the strata, whose living standard is going down.

* The emergence of the welfare state is historically connected with the German Chancellor Bismarck, who sought by this way
the loyalty of citizens and at the same time solved the problem of qualified labour and physically able soldiers, needed for the realiza-
tion of expansive goals of the booming German capital.
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One of the effects of the IV. wave was also the fall of totalitarian regimes both in South America and
mostly in Eastern Europe, because the IV. wave technologies require market openness and human factor ac-
tivation, which the undemocratic regimes hindered (one exception so far is China). Through the abolishment
of undemocratic regimes the Western countries gained new resources and markets and at the same time the
risk that unsatisfied strata would focus on the system change was lowered. The value added in economy, un-
der given conditions, is distributed to the benefits of rich Western countries and of capital (profits). The fall
in purchasing power of households «is compensated» by household debt. This development is obvious also
from the disconnection between the labour productivity and wages development.

Another specific feature of the IV. wave is further a long decline stage that lasted 35 years, or rather
still continues at present, because the burst out of the 2008 crisis is, like in the past, a turning point towards a
new cycle. The postponement of the economic crisis, similar to crisis in 1825, 1873 and 1929 was connected
with three factors. Most importantly it was the break-up of the Eastern bloc which enabled the West to use
resources and markets of the East for economic recovery after marks of crisis in 1987, which would about
correspond to a 50 year cycle of crises.

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Another factor was a renewal of armament after the attack on the USA in 2001, which led to an eco-
nomic recovery, despite some inflation risks.

The third factor that enabled to postpone the emergence economic crisis was the expansionary policy of
FED, which started under the lead of A. Greenspan to systematically create condition for the emergence of
mortgage and credit bubbles. The aim of this policy was to lower the risk of new crisis by maintaining the
consumption. However, it is not possible to exclude a wider attempt to secure by this way the emergence of
the new technological wave and start of the fifth cycle. In favour of this conclusion can be the growth of
NASDAQ index till 2001 on the level of 4 700 points, then its deep fall on 944 points and repeated growth to
3 400 points at present.

From the above given data we can draw the conclusion that the technologies of the IV. wage have still
not been fully applied. The onset of the IV. wave is connected with the concept of New economy and the
American «new economic paradigm» focusing on knowledge and Internet usage. However, this bubble burst
at the beginning of the 21. century. The reason could be that the innovations were not substantial enough
(e.g. innovations changing in a substantial way socio-economic conditions and not only these) or the institu-
tional conditions were not prepared enough. The full application of knowledge based technologies did not
succeed, because it was not in accordance with the system, which is indicated by the slowing down of GDP
growth. The real situation can be worse than the official data show.

The modern technologies connected with the Internet got the Western countries, first the US in a mez-
zanine. These technologies have a revolutionary potential to change the whole system of production, sale and
economic organization. In the framework of the current system, this potential was used only partly. Infor-
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mation and knowledge are becoming dominant factors. However, these factors have a natural character of a
public good and their working mode is sharing, not competition .

A major systemic effect can be expected beside the already mentioned information technologies, also
biotechnologies, nanotechnologies and especially the 3D printers, the revolutionary effect of which is so far
underestimated. 3D printers could lower the energetic and natural resource-intensity of production and will
increase the labour productivity. At the same time they may decrease the labour intensity, which could lead
to an increase in unemployment. The aggregate effect will be the decline of purchasing power by increasing
volume of products on the market. Put another way, current negative trends will not be weakened, but on the
contrary it is probable they will deepen. The consequence can be the rise of radicalization in society and
search for alternative solutions. The alternative can be both the development of democracy and welfare state,
and their limitations. When by the election of so-called democratic right of left parties, are people worse off,
the given system is no more of value for them. Which direction the society takes is a question of interests and
influential potential, power potential and also intellectual potential of individual society’s strata.

Strategic decision-making connected with stabilizing the current society through partial non-systemic
changes is practically not possible, or rather cannot be effective. Similarly, a solution cannot be found by
applying methods like OODA, where you search for a benefit at the expense of others. A reasonable way
seems to be the application of systemic approach and the chaos theory by searching for a new form of a sta-
ble system.

Studies of the influence of ethnic bias on social behavior
stereotypes of women

In this article topicality is determined, scientific and theoretical approaches are anyzed, the psychological
problems of modern social status of women are examined, including Kazakh women. And also the individual
psychological characteristics of their behaviors are described. In the experime ntal part of the research, the re-
sults of incestigation of the level of demonstration and influence of personal ethnic prejudices on social roles,
on stereotypes of behavior and emotional state.
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Ethnic bias — primary background of formation of national identity

There is represented an analysis of research’s approaches of self-consciousness as a component of an individ-
uality’s structure in the article. On the basis of this scientific analysis there is defined that ethnic prejudices
are a foundation of formation of a national self-consciousness in a biosphere system of orientation of an indi-
viduality. Also the consciousness as an object of research social psychology is considered that on the one
hand, social category, and with another — a social and psychological phenomenon and is a psychofunctional
transforming component of consciousness of the personality.

Key words: national identity, ethnic biases, national stereotypes, orientation of the individual, transforming
component, psycho-functional component.

Problems in psychological science of self-consciousness gets relevance as the main indicator of mental
inner world. Since the result of any human activity indicates the level of development of self-consciousness.
On this basis, the principle of unity of consciousness and activity are formulated. Human being is able to
show his humanity, through their actions, behavior, and mental system. In this case, we can say that self-
consciousness is a measure of human knowledge, mental outlook and behavior.

Self-consciousness — is self-awareness, self-reflection and the man himself in the outside world. These
circumstances of the human soul we define through his activity, movement and their own views. Therefore,
self-consciousness, orderly, systematic index of formation as human being. Of course, it does not appear by
itself. It is constantly adjusted and outlined by surrounding human society. This is a very complex psycho-
logical and socio-historical process. For instance, the dynamics of the level of development of self-
consciousness in the history of mankind. Then it becomes clear that self-consciousness is the psychological
structure. This is shaping and developing of its factors and mechanisms, as well as its internal components.
Before considering these structures, we will focus on the analysis of different views on the nature of self-
consciousness.

In determining the genesis of self-consciousness of many psychologists, they are largely agree with
each other. For example, according to [.S.Con consciousness — is inherent in the human race stage of devel-
opment. It means the complexity level of development of self-consciousness, showing its stability and conti-
nuity in the form of «I am — concept». [.S.Con linked it with the development of human intelligence. «I am
— concept» consists of three interrelated components: cognitive — knowledge of their properties and human
qualities; emotional — evaluation of their properties and relations to himself, self-esteem, behavioral — con-
sisting of the above, the practical attitude to yourself, that is social orientation of the individual to himself
[1].

Summarizing these thoughts, B.F.Porshnev stated: «self-consciousness — the definition of collective
and individual levels forming of the human’s «we» concept. In his understanding of the collective «we» ap-
pears after the «they.» Since the concept of «we» appears after a person first encounters with «they». That is
«they» — it's not us, and vice versa, «we» — this is not they. Only the appearance of «they» gives you the
opportunity to designate and further to develop self-determination [2]. Then the level of transformation of
consciousness into self-consciousness is realized in the process of self-discovery. Therefore A.G.Spirkin be-
lieved that self-consciousness is not unique only to the individual, but also the whole society, class, nation
and social group, since it is the consciousness that promote understanding of the interests and ideals of the
culture and fight for it.

A.K.Uledov continued this idea with the other hand. He claimed: «Self-consciousness — is the core of
the consciousness of the social subject. If consciousness of the social subject is a manifestation in the reality
of his ideas, views, opinions and spiritual structure, then self-consciousness is defining of the subject of his
common and fundamental interests, as well as a sense of their place in society, definition of the relationship
of personality to the class, state, society» [3].
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Thus, awareness of the social identity of their interests and needs makes the basic sense of self-
consciousness. Clear manifestation of this phenomenon is observed in international relations. As a repre-
sentative of a certain nationality in international relations defends the honor of his nation and tries to mani-
fest itself only with the positive side, as well as trying to meaningfully and purposefully carry out their ac-
tivities.

National self-consciousness reflecting the underlying assumptions and processes of formation of the
ethnic group is defined in any public system of its national interests and needs.

Until today, we have defined «national self-consciousness» from the national identity to the national
consciousness. On this understanding of this phenomenon influenced us study appearing in Soviet scientific
psychological and ethnographic sources. In any process of interpretation and conditions of society in these
sources, the problem of national consciousness appeared. National consciousness and self-consciousness in-
dicate the level of development of national characteristics in ethnic's consciousness and thought.

In understanding the concept of «national self-consciousness», there are many alternative views. Be-
cause the problem of national self-consciousness was determined and considered its theoretical and methodo-
logical basis of the various sciences, such as philosophy, ethnology, history, cultural studies, sociology, ped-
agogy, etc.

Philosophical and sociological sciences in the study of national self-consciousness have shown the need
to focus on major trends, retaining its contradictions and patterns. In this regard, philosophy instead of «eth-
nic» uses the term «national self-consciousness». They explain it as the convenience in study the problems of
national self-consciousness because this concept is more accurately determines the socio-ideological phe-
nomenon of the nation: a national literature, art, culture, etc.

If you deepen into the genesis of these concepts, it has been especially evident in the work of the Rus-
sian philosopher Vladimir Solovyov. This theme is very actively debated in the Russian socio-sociological
literature of the late XIX-th and beginning of XX-th centuries. It can be attributed to the number of those
who first considered this problem through the proficient analysis of V.I.Nikolsky, D.Muretova,
P.I.Kovalevsky, etc.

Later analysis of psychological aspects of national self-consciousness can be traced in the works of
G.Shpet, D.N.Ovsyaniko-Kulikovsky. These works were the last works of the 20s of the Soviet era.

Works of V.V.Mardvin, D.S.Likhachev, articles of P.Kushner in 194045 years during the Great Patri-
otic War were the result of Stalinist agitation of nation about patriotic feelings of the people and national
identity.

In the 1980s, the theme of national self-consciousness suffered crisis. But we can afford to say that this
topic was excluded from scientific subjects. Because at the end of the 80s the problem of the nation, particu-
larly, the problem of national self-consciousness has been considered in many papers in connection with his
role in social relations. For example, designation of S.T.Kaltakhchayan on the need for a comprehensive
analysis of the problem of national self-consciousness. You can also note the works of Y.V.Bromley,
Y.Harutyunyan, L.M.Drobizheva, A.K.Kalmyrzayeva, B.G.Grushin, K.N.Khabibulin, A.F.Dashdamirova,
M.G.Stefanenko, A.I.Krupnyi, etc. All these works pointed the need to consider national self-consciousness
as a specific phenomenon in the structure of the nation, as well as determine the mechanism of its formation.
However, their work brought theoretical and analytical views of ethnic psychology.

ST Katahchayan in his «Leninism is the basis of the nation and the ways of forming international com-
munity» (late 60s.) included in the structure of national self-consciousness following components:

a) a single ethnic consciousness and attitudes towards other ethnic groups;

b) commitment to democratic culture, territory, language and national values;

¢) awareness of the social community;

d) patriotism;

e) awareness of unity in the struggle for national liberation [4].

There are especially significant conceptual provisions of academician V.Bromley in the construction
methodology of the study of national self-consciousness in ethnic psychology. He understood national self-
consciousness as «feeling in conjunction with the nation, the realization of its interests, national values and
orientation in relation to other nations».

L.M.Drobizheva included national self-consciousness into the structure of the spiritual formation of
man, and believed that it is man's relation to historical and cultural values of its people in its presentation of
auto stereotype, its territory, culture, history, and argued that it is aimed in increasing of human activity [5].
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A K.Kalmyrzaev determines the complexity of the structure of national self-consciousness like this: na-
tional self-consciousness is the feeling and awareness of the ethnic community of the people, respect for their
national language, culture, and to their country's historical heritage.

Among these studies, LP Chagai is the scientist who in the course of a comprehensive analysis consid-
ered national self-consciousness as a component, indicating the level of personal development and pointed
out that it is a complex property in the formation of national identity. He defined the structure of national
self-consciousness as follows:

1. National continuity (historical, personal and social experience gained and assigned during the inter-
ethnic relations, the concept of the emergence of society from the territorial, political, linguistic, cultural and
other conditions).

2. National self-consciousness, national identity; knowledge about the history and culture of its people;
self-esteem of its people and estimation of other nations, the level of claims and direction to it; understanding
its social role and status in international relations; ethnic stereotypes.

3. National self-attitude: national evaluative orientation; function and development of needs and nation-
al-cultural interests; knowledge of ethnic principles, rules, prohibitions and moral norms.

4. Interethnic comparison: national feeling (national pride, national honor, etc.) reflect national voli-
tional motives (emotional, rational, etc.), national and international persuasion.

5. National self-regulation: self control of ideological-psychological mechanisms and control of the in-
ternational responsibility.

6. Degree of the usage of their national identity based on opportunities and spiritual forces: objective
forms of the achievement of national success during the entire life of the individual, as well as his willing-
ness to specific pathways and impacts, proper use of himself in any direction of international relations and
the nation's development and understanding of the purpose and meaning of existence [6].

Thus, the experts came to the conclusion that national self-consciousness has a very complex structure.
Therefore it is necessary to investigate the formation of national self-consciousness based on socio-
psychological views. Since the social -psychological attitudes in our social conditions allow full considera-
tion of the national psychological problems in line with the functioning of various social systems. If you ad-
here to the advice of scientists sociological and psychological sciences (A.K.Uledov, P.Sorokin) socio-
psychological perspectives suggest the need for studies of the main forms of interaction between members of
society. Then, it turns out that the socio-psychological view is the main scientific principle explaining the
structure and meaning of national self-consciousness.

If we consider the national self-consciousness as an object of socio-psychological research, it is neces-
sary to take into account that it is, on the one hand, a social category, on the other hand, the socio-
psychological phenomenon. National self-consciousness is formed through communications with members
of a particular ethnic community and social conditions. That is national self-consciousness, appearing on the
basis of certain actions, norms, are developing, improving and changes due to the changes in various social
relations. Therefore, consideration of issues of national self-consciousness must begin with its constituent
content components.

National self-consciousness contains: national identity, national self-image, self-attitude, representation
of ethnodifferentiating and ethno reinforcing signs, ethnic stereotypes and destinations, ethnic bias [7].

A.O.Boronoyev to the structure of ethnic identity include, on the one hand, the ideal representative of
the nation, self-determination yourself through unity and independence and marking its place among others,
on the other hand, awareness of national values included in the concept of «Homeland» by assessing with
moral-psychological side. Whereas V.S.Mukhina defined national self-consciousness as an internal system
of man. Of course, since consciousness is based on the human outlook on life, it is the result of human men-
tal phenomena, such as sensation, perception, emotion, etc. In this case, national self-consciousness is an
indicator of fixing his tastes, attitudes, interests, feelings, pride, language.

In this regard, significant statement of A.R.Luriya is about that ethnic identity is a phenomenon which
is not only the result of a conscious analysis, but it is also a new psychological system, specifically designed
to reflect the reality that determines the content of particularly conscious person. However, it is a purely in-
dividual phenomenon, enabling them to self-activity of the person showing his own views on himself and
other people.

The level of development of national self-consciousness of man depends largely on ethnic prejudices
formed in life personality of his relationship to his own nationality and inward looking. Ways of formation
and development of national self-consciousness of these structures are realized in the process of socializa-
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tion. As the above-mentioned phenomena is developed, depending on the specific environment of socializa-
tion of national identity and from the changes of social relations.

Thus, to the structure of national self-consciousness we can include the following main components: na-
tional stereotypes, national attitudes, beliefs and ethnic prejudice. Because these components determine the
basic direction of the national life of the individual. And thus character, emotional state, a system of human
communication are built. Hence, it becomes clear that for the study of human self-consciousness it is neces-
sary to define manifestations of ethnic prejudice in his life's journey, their dynamics and social factors influ-
encing them. For example, we can show the basis of such national characteristic of the Kazakh people's posi-
tive qualities like hospitality, fraternity, politeness and negative qualities such as laziness, strictness, envy
only by revealing the causes and mechanisms for determining the positive and negative ethnic prejudice.
Therefore, only correctly identifying the factors and mechanisms of manifestations forming ethnic prejudices
we may disclose positive way formation of national self-consciousness.

Todd Nelson in his work gives wrong belief as object estimation (social group) in 60—70 years. He told:
«But it, in principle, will be the direction. Therefore, in most cases, we considered it from affective,
informative and characteristic points of view» [8; 25]. Because, on an explanation of the author, wrong belief
in estimation of the person affective character which has arisen in this regard. According to the same author,
in informative and social conditions the direction (estimation), that is «wrong belief»» can weaken [8; 330].

Acquaintance to history, to present nature of the nation is not theoretical task, it is steady political
compliance, unity. Expansion of the informative direction of members of the nation promotes correctly to
estimate national values, to development of national culture. Forms belief of each member of the nation.

Belief is a special psychological phenomenon. Among them, religious beliefs are a special case,
because they are created by circumstances of life of society. Together with feelings of belief there is basis of
motivation, the purpose of activity of the person and is a reference point. Theological religious beliefs are not
separated quality with all the heart the person or pleasure which was granted by god. In such look the belief
joins common sense as a knowledge basis.

In the modern basic of concepts the national direction should be understood, first, as an uncertain
condition of internal readiness. The national direction is formed through itorichesky development. Secondly,
fixing of the main national naprvleniye should be looked for in formations of national stereotypes. Formation
of national stereotypes is a response to the social truth, each reaction or each situation not only is connected
with okruzhayeshy reality, it is designated by this factor.

Thirdly, the national direction, as well as other directions, is formed through action process, but unlike
them is shown as the specific social norm, a character indicator.

So, the national direction should be carried to funktsialization process because the role of the national
direction is interconnected with the provision of mentality of ordering. The national direction is shown
through each nation as norm of primary activity of mentality. There national mental features are shown and
form a form of manifestation of psychology, as the internal maintenance of the nation.

The direction was investigated at D.N.Uznadze's school as a special phenomenon and some determining
is given it: «The direction is a dynamic state, constant readiness of one subject, an obespechivaniye
participation of a stream of actions in this object character with precisely put orientation of the subject», etc.

In the person there is the whole area of activity, leads to simple conscious psychological actions and
research of this area causes great scientific interest, and without special analysis it isn't possible to
understand human psychology. If to consider his words, the direction — a phenomenon which conforms to
physiological requirements of the personality, helps to define complexity of a condition of the person, to
investigate his actions.

Agreeing with this opinion V.N.Myasishev showed that other social objects, difficult social and
psychological situations and sphere of activity of the relation of the personality which arise in consciousness
of the person through communication as are widely considered.

The orientation of the personality designates contrasts, which BcTpeuatorcs in the person. That is, it is
considered the difficult situation, difficult object which influences formation of social and psychological life
of the personality. For this reason it is possible to correlate an orientation of the personality to one accuracy
(to reality, concreteness, clarity). In that case, wrong belief will be a basis of strengthening of this
orientation.

In everyday life people perceive one thing differently, under the law someone has to be mistaken. But
the psychological science acts against this conclusion. Perception of simple object not separate act, and part
of difficult process. It is, first, connected with system, experience, interest considered ooexra and with the
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practical purpose of the subject. For example, if perceive it is scolded by a simple metal design, the engineer
perceives it as a certain particle of any car.

«Direction» which is a basis of each act of knowledge, communication and work is an orientation of the
subject, the provision of a dynamic readiness, a tendency to a certain action, ability to satisfy certain needs of
the individual. Formation of system of the direction of the person is found on the basis of his life experience,
mood and develops not considerably for him through a certain social environment. In that case, formation of
the national direction in consciousness of the member of the nation as wrong belief changes and carried out
in the course of its socialization — in study, game, etc.

Decisive key ethnic wrong belief — manifestation in structure of a sonaniya and society history. On the
eve of a civilization of each ethnic group to everyone is inherent to put itself above another, the relationship
between the different nations wasn't identical, it is noticed in different stereotypes. The American sociologist
and the psychologist who for the first time has made classification of these stereotypes, K.M.Kwan describes
an image of others ethnic group through historical relationship in consciousness of the people. If two groups
interact, create each other the positive direction, patiently look at some distinctions. And if groups do closely
not communicate, won't influence vital interests, people won't be positive to each other or negatively. Their
directions are expressed by curiosity.

If any nation against other ethnic group, understanding that is negative to this nation, creates wrong
belief. And as, considers that their hostile relation was created from bad habits. They prove these concepts
through the endured facts. For example, as: «We had one Mexican who gave nobody life! « (I.Kon). Such
wrong opinion can be met and in everyday life. It is possible to see origin of the wrong direction to the child
through wrong belief, for example, if the brother had a bad behavior, was the bad pupil, to estimate his
brother as: «And your brother studied, both his study, and behavior were bad!». In the course of
communication of groups wrong belief in national knowledge change, in connection with psychofunctional
activity of consciousness at cross-cultural communication in the course of knowledge of each other of
members of the nation understanding between them, ability to compromise leads to emergence of the
direction of unity, coherence and integrity [9].

In the drawing located below, we see that in orientation system as the consciousness component, ethnic
wrong belief are a psychofunctional changeable component.

So, theoretical we prove that ethnic wrong belief are a basis of the direction and very weak, uncertain,
ill-founded phenomenon. In this regard, ethnic wrong belief play estimating, ordering role in formation of
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emotional and motivational character of the personality. Wrong belief, on different social situations, take a
significant place in consciousness of the person and become an initial source in consciousness formation.
That is, we can tell that the national consciousness and the direction of the personality is its justification,
understanding, definition in the social environment which are noticed in actions, opinions, acts of the person
in society and in this regard wrong belief and socialization of the person, directed on mastering of the basic
rules of society.
