Fishing in the economy of the Ural and Orenburg Cossacks of Kazakhstan in the XIX
century

Anticipating a series of articles on the development of fishing among the Cossacks of Kazakhstan, the author
examines the importance of fishing in the economic life of the Ural and Orenburg Cossacks. The paper de-
fines the features of the development of fishing among the Ural and Orenburg Cossacks, shows the issues of
organization and regulation of the issue of Cossack fishing in the Kazakh region. The study of fishing is in-
teresting because this type of management is a valuable source on the economic everyday life of the Cossack
estate, its social and industrial relations, ethnography, family and legal aspects. By considering the peculiari-
ties of the fishing of the Kazakh Cossacks, it is also possible to trace their political, economic, social and eve-
ryday contacts with representatives of other ethnic groups: Kazakhs, Bashkirs, Kalmyks, Tatars, Nogai.
Chronologically, the study is outlined by the period of the XIX century, since it was at this time that the de-
velopment of fishing became one of the leading directions in the economy of the Cossacks. The development
of fishing was largely due to the fact that the Cossacks in Kazakhstan were allocated the best lands near rivers
and lakes. On the other hand, there were subjective reasons, namely: in the period after the resettlement of
Russian and Ukrainian peasants to the Kazakh steppes in the 60s of the XIX century, the demand for fish is
growing. Therefore, fishing becomes profitable from the point of view of the ability of Cossacks to increase
their well-being. At the same time, fishing is also widespread among the local population, as in the conditions
of transformation of traditional economic relations in the region, nomadic cattle breeding is gradually declin-
ing under the influence of external economic factors. Therefore, fishing is becoming widespread among Ka-
zakhs.

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Expedition of F.A. Shcherbina to study the Kazakh steppe in the late XIX — early XX
centuries

Today, in the national historical science special attention is paid to the problem of source study. Over the
years that had passed since Kazakhstan gained independence, a large number of valuable sources had been
published and their scientific analysis had been carried out within the framework of various state programs.
This article analyzes the source “The materials on the Kyrgyz (Kazakh) land use...”, collected by the expedi-
tion led by F.A. Shcherbina. This interesting source contains valuable information on the history of Kazakh-
stan in the late 19th and early 20th centuries.

Key words: Expedition, methodology, source, steppe region, F.A. Shcherbina, data processing, program, cen-
sus, survey.

Introduction

It is very important to learn to study deeply and comprehensively the science of statistics in order to
learn the past of our state and to continue development. Statistics clearly reflect the political, economic and
sociological development of any society, using statistical data shows the life-state structure, the stages of de-
velopment and decline, as well as the exact reasons that led to them.

In the science of history, whether it is a fact or a comparison, statistical data is widely used, but not all
are aware of the concept of statistics, its historical roots and the analysis of statistical data.

Statistics is a branch of science, which, using special methods (in connection with quality), studies the
numerical side of socially variable phenomena, depicts them from the numerical side, reveals regularities
from the numerical side [1; 35].

It is not only an image, a reflection of a social phenomenon, but also an instrument capable of showing
the methods of discovering certain social patterns or types of cognition.

Statistics is a branch of science that studies from the numerical side social phenomena in a clear time
and space. Its main goal is to identify numerical data from these phenomena, to ensure the needs of society
from this point of view. That is, provide the state with statistical data and disclose the reliability of numerical
data and patterns. Therefore, statistics equally use quality and quantity. It implements its tasks with the help
of prepared mathematics, in which methods of calculation are used. As a result, he declares not mathematics,
but numerical data relating to social phenomena that were made in time and space, determines the degree of
their connection with other phenomena [1; 36].

Any state conducts calculations pertaining to all branches on its territory, and on the basis of these indi-
cators the tasks of each of the branches are determined, the policy on the results of these phenomena is des-
ignated. That is, statistics appeared with the need, it is common for all sciences. A famous statistician who
lived in the late X1X and early XX centuries was A.A. Kaufmann. Many of A.A. Kaufmann’s works are de-
voted to the theory and methods of statistics. The author at this stage divided the statistics into three types:
public, private and zemstvo. In it, state statistics keep a record of the population. Private statistics form a sta-
tistical study organized by one individual. The peculiarity of such statistics is that, although it is capable of
conducting in-depth research, it will not be able to serve regions with large territories or a social majority.
And the zemstvo statistics retains the features of the methods of research of these two, thus it is able to con-
duct accurate research as state statistics.

By organizing the methods of collecting and processing the work of statistical information, statistics can
be divided into 4 groups:

o Statistics collected in separate departments;

o Statistics of the Central Statistical Committee;

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e Zemstvo statistics;

o Statistics collection scientific institutions for scientific purposes [2; 115].

In 1964, the zemstvo reform was carried out, beginning with this local self-government began to form
zemstvos. Their main task was to study the economic condition of the peasants deeply. Since 1871, statistical
institutions have been formed in all zemstvos. In 1886, the land statistical organizations were built in all
zemstvos. The most important task of the zemstvo statistics is to evaluate the real estate and first of all eval-
uate the land. Although each state institution took relatively small regions as a research facility, it could pro-
vide materials throughout Russia [3; 25].

Research methods

The zemstvo statistics of the 70 of the XIX century was divided into two: the main and the consequent.
The basic statistical studies were carried out at a certain time. And the resulting statistical studies were con-
ducted on the expedition every day. The main statistical studies were carried out by the expedition method.
And in the resulting studies, the data was collected through the distribution of questionnaires. Of course, in
this order, the quality of the data, accuracy plays an important role in the research work of the basic statisti-
cal studies, because they are specially with the help of the expedition to visit the regions studied, and are col-
lecting data from the beginning to the end of the work. Also in these studies, efforts are made by specialists
such as surveyors, statisticians, people engaged in agricultural work, translators and registrars [1; 36].

The data of the earth statistics in the second half of the XIX century and the early XX century are valu-
able information for many historical problems. They have valuable information about the social-economic
and cultural history. Both their quality and value are evaluated highly. For half a century the zemstvo statisti-
cal bodies conducted more than one hundred different studies, published more than a thousand materials. In
Russia in the 60 years of the XIX century, general statistical work began on a wide variety of phenomena.

In Kazakhstan a statistical commission of Akmola was formed for the first time in December 1877 in
the city of Omsk. The duties of this committee included the tasks of geographical location, the description of
their social-economic status, the collection of statistical materials, their grouping and processing activities [4;
87].

Taking into account the history of statistical data, they determine the differences between the registered
documents, the statistics of any organization for making a decision and also the tendency of the development
of social habits. First, these data are collected with their own approaches, then processed with the help of
experts statisticians this helps to make an exact decision in any industry. Because with the help of these data,
it is possible to find out the numerical development of various industries in any region (agriculture, demog-
raphy, socioeconomic), whether they have a bad situation, average or good, and then make a decision in ac-
cordance with them. The main value of statistical data is that they provide data in a large amount.

Their correct use in different industries helps researchers to clarify the identity of historical phenomena,
the relationship, differences and inherent patterns in the development of the science of history. Statistical
data include archival data and published materials that appeared in all stages of statistical research.

Such materials include not only published statistical works and raw statistical materials, but also a spe-
cial research program of this statistical study, instructions related to the research and documents pertaining to
the current registrations, the first registration documents (registration cards, forms, questionnaires, subsidiary
ledger, various posting account sand business accounts, cost sheets and other documents) refer to it. Pro-
grams, special instructions and other types of documents that define the purpose of statistical research and
methods of collecting information can be a proof of statistical research, because the goals and objectives,
results and final conclusions of statistical research are published, the quality of statistical collections directly
depends on the content of these promulgated documents [5; 112].

In the second half of the XIX century and at the beginning of the XX century, the czarist government of
the Russian Empire conducted numerous censuses and statistical studies. As a result of these studies, exten-
sive statistical data were collected related to the diverse social life of that time. They were specially pro-
cessed and published as several collections. For example, from the side of the Ministry of Land and State
Property in 1896-1903 an expedition was organized under F.A. Shcherbina, who was exploring three steppe
regions.

Results
“The materials...” were published in 13 volumes. 12 volumes are devoted to 12 counties explored by
the expedition: in Akmola region Kokshetau, Atbasar, Akmola, Omby, Petropavl; In Semey region Pavlodar,
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Karkaralinsk, Semey, Zaisan, Ust-Kamenogorsk; In Torgay region Aktobe and Kostanay. 13 volumes show a
collection of research data on the budget of all 12 counties. During the publication of volumes, the leaders of
the expedition faced a number of difficulties: lack of a typographic base, lack of money, lack of highly quali-
fied professionals, etc. Nevertheless, even if it is possible to analyze the most important materials, the situa-
tion that created obstacles to their publication, the dependence on the practical tasks of the expeditionary
work, that is, the purpose of finding new free lands for immigrants. Officials of the party of land allocation
went on the heels of statisticians. Of course, first of all, first work was carried out to analyze the texts of the
volumes and prepare for publication of the sections necessary for officials to locate land. First of all, these
were statistical tables, reminders and generic schemes for them. These materials allowed to show the bound-
aries used by the community prepared by the expedition about the “extra lands”. Therefore, in the process of
working with the first volume (Akmola region of Kokshetau county), F.A. Shcherbina wrote: “The required
statistical tables prepared in advance were printed for the work of party officials about the location in Akmo-
la”. “The order of publication of the research of this expedition depends on the justification of the current
needs of the resettlement sites in connection with this and are appointed for all other districts,” reports
F.A. Shcherbina. The data found during the expedition, as well as the current work for the land allocation
party, was complex, so, in many cases, some necessary work for the programs related to lack of time re-
mained without analysis [4; 105-107].

In 1907-1909, expeditions were reorganized in the Akmola region under V. Kuznetsov’s leadership, in
1906-1913 in the region of Syrdarya directed by V. Skryplev, in 1904 in the regions of Oral-Torgay at the
command of P. Khvorostansky. As we see, this expedition showing it from different angles gives abundant
valuable data about the Kazakh society. This finished program became the basis for the study of the Kazakh
land (Appendix B). On its basis, the regions of Akmola, Semey, Oral-Torgay, Syrdarya, Zhetisu were inves-
tigated [1; 36-37].

In the Central Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the fund No. 501 is stored in the 695 unit, which
is called the Akmola-Semipalatinsk Department of Agriculture and State Property. His two list of case 33 is
called “Correspondence with the Department of State Property on the storage of materials from the expedi-
tion to study the steppe regions of 1903-1905”. This document also contains data that are very interesting
and at the same time that can help to solve the real problems of the source in the source study. Collected in
just 25 pages of the document, official documents have been preserved proving that the F.A. Shcherbina ex-
pedition to 12 regions of Akmola and Semey-Torgay regions did not end in 1901, but in 1903. At the same
time, from the following letter sent to the State Property Administration on August 28, 1903, it is possible to
find out about the collected materials after the end of the expedition as a result of the research: “In view of
the fact that the expedition for the study of the Steppe Regions ceases its activity for a short time, the De-
partment of State Land Property entrusts to the Omsk management on storage all the collection and already
used materials by expedition of about 100 poods in 7 chests” [6; 1].
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As the data from the archive showed in connection with the stopping of the study of the Steppe Re-
gions, the Department of State Land Property handed over all the data collected and used by to the admin-
istration of Omby.

In preparation for the press due to the influence of practical needs, parts from the volumes of the “The
Mmaterials...” were published at different times and in different cities (III, IV, VI, IX, XI). For example, parts
of the text that interested officials in the allocation of land were printed in the printing house of the Siberian
headquarters of military districts in Omby (IV, VI, IX, XII). How is this explained? The Bureau of the expe-
dition was also in Omby, so the military departments also showed interest in the work of the expedition. The
rest of the text from this volume was printed in different cities: in Voronezh, Petersburg and Chernigov.
When talking about this problem, especially it is possible to note 12 volumes. They were printed in Omby,
Petersburg and Chernigov. As for the third volume, it was published in two parts. The first part was pub-
lished in St. Petersburg in 1907 in the form of tables with records of excess land; the second part was pub-
lished in Chernigov in 1909 and described the general picture of the county of Akmola. This feature in the
press of the third volume was due not only to the needs of officials for land allocation, but was also connect-
ed with the problems of the study of the county of Akmola. In the county of Akmola, work began in the au-
tumn of 1896, and was carried out in 1897, 1898, 1900. E.P. Dobrovolsky explains such a big difference in
time by the fact that for the work of statisticians there were no necessary topographic materials. Of course,
this seemed to be one of the serious reasons that hindered the research of the county of Akmola. Based on the
archive data, one can see that the local people resisted by moving to remote regions, thus creating obstacles
to research from a statistical point of view. As a result of these reasons and also due to the change of the re-
search staff, besides the change in the program shows the poor quality of data collected in the county of Ak-
mola. According to E.P. Dobrovolsky’s testimony, “they were forced to analyze the data gathered in practi-
cal need in a hurry and it was difficult to maintain the unity of the plan during the analysis. Therefore it took
a long time to revise the final version of the collection for all the work done in the counties, it was necessary
to recheck and correct printed Materials, as well as add additional data”. This, of course, affected the vol-
umes, for example, the list of erroneous words printed in the first part of the third volume consists of 20 pag-
es. For the “The materials...” a characteristic feature is a break in the announcement from the beginning of
the time of research work. We can see this in the following table:

In short, the need to review the materials repaired the obstacle to the publication of Volume 3. The first
revision was carried out in 1903, but in 1904 the head of the Family Temporary Party wrote an erroneous
criticism that without complex corrections one cannot use them for the layout of the third volume. Because
of the long work to thoroughly verify the data after ten years in the region of Akmola, the first part of Vol-
ume 3 was published, and the second was only published 13 years later [7; 109-110].
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The expedition had no special typographic base. Half of the volumes were published in different print
shops in VVoronezh only due to the fact that F.A. Shcherbina lived and served there. The rest was published in
St. Petersburg because the organizers of the expedition were of high standing, the other two volumes were
especially associated with the leaders of the expedition, and thanks to well-organized zemstvo statistical of-
fices were published in Chernigov. As shown above, all 11 volumes were published in Omby [7; 108-110].

Since the “The materials...” was printed in a large print run, it could not provide some typographic
specifications. For example, three volumes of IV, V, VI were prepared for printing, but according to
F.A. Shcherbina’s testimony, “Printing houses in Omby and Voronezh could not print materials prepared for
publication on the indicated numerical indexes. Of course, even if the above-mentioned volumes were pub-
lished in VVoronezh, these problems created obstacles for the work. The fact that the volumes were published
at different times in different cities, appeared on the fact that they became embellished. The volumes were
separate, and since they were printed in different cities the ordinal numbers of the pages began new. The des-
ignation of the ordinal number of the pages was introduced by Roman and Arabic numerals. Roman numer-
als were usually indicated pages “Introduction”. Nevertheless, in the volumes published in St. Petersburg
there were unified serial enumerators of numbers. The fact that the “The materials...” had different num-
bered ordinal indexes made it harder to work on it. For example, in the second part of the first volume there
is a chapter devoted to the hay norms, which is 40 pages in number, the same serial numbers are omitted, in
general, it should have been included in the first part of the volume. In the second part of the second volume
there are no chapters of “Essays on the natural-historical situation” and “Livestock”, but they were written
about in the introduction, they are also indicated in the content. This undoubtedly shows not only the short-
comings of 3 volumes, but this was mentioned above, and it is connected with the fact that there was a big
break in 2 years during the publication of these parts. Sprawl in the publication of volumes reflected on the
structure of each of the parts separately. For example, in the materials of the district essays, general descrip-
tions took place, and they were peculiar to each of the volumes. They usually consisted of 150-200 pages,
only in volumes I, Il1, VI, VIII, IX, XII texts were separated by sub-themes (commercial, rent, land owner-
ship) and this simplified the work. It was also influenced by the fact that the editors were engaged in differ-
ent people. Thus, the state of the order of publication of the “The materials...” directly influenced the quality
of the printed data. If you look at Table 2, you can see that there is no order in the publication of volumes.
You can see this: after 1 and 2 volumes came out XI, IV, V, VII, VI, IX, Il (1 part), XII, 11 (2 part VIII, X).
This procedure is largely due to the fact that in the first place materials were published related to the counties
needed for the purposes of resettlement. These were the counties of Kokshetau (volume 1), Atbasar (I1), Om-
by (X1), Pavlodar (IV), Kostanay (V), Aktobe (XII). Yet it cannot be asserted that the publication of these
volumes was quick despite the huge interest of the government organizations. After the beginning of the
study and before publication, 5 years have passed and this is explained by personal reasons. For example, in
1902 all steppe works were completed, analyzed, and when the preparations for printing began, the Depart-
ment of Land Property refused to provide financial assistance to the leaders of the expedition. As a result, in
the specified year, many parts of the materials were not counted, moreover, they remained without analysis
and processing. This in turn, the fact that the materials of the expedition were outdated did not satisfy the
parties that were going to take the land. The head of the temporary party Akmola-Semey gave the following
assessment after the completion of the expedition work on his services: “The study showed that it is com-
pletely ignorantly concerned with practical cases of its provision, eventually even abandoned this idea. In
connection with the dissatisfaction of local and central administration with the work of the ex-workers, they
had to beg, as a result, to explain the significance and meaning of the work, it took a long time to wait for the
publication of separate volumes. Even before the press, the prepared volumes were subjected to special cen-
sorship. The mock-up of volumes, to which the local administration gave permission were sent to the De-
partment of State Land Property, the second stage of censorship passed. As a result, in several cases the text
has undergone some changes. For example, in 1903 the department returned to the head of the expedition to
reconsider the fifth volume of the “The materials...”. His reason is that the recall given by the military gov-
ernor Torgay did not match with the explanations in the content of the leaders of the expedition. The said
opinion and explanation given to him (part 2, 89-109 pp) are indicated to be removed from the version for
printing. The military governor of Torgay doubted the basis of the materials of the expedition of the region
of Torgay taken from the county of Aktobe. In his opinion, data on land, livestock and households do not
correspond to special statistics. Each volume of the “The materials...” consists of two main parts, which are
text and a table. The text part was written by different authors in order to speed up the work, and one of the
leaders of the expedition edited this work. Determining the names of authors for each part of the text was not
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an easy task, but it was still necessary to find out who wrote them, since the authors of the “The materials...”
were people with different points of view, and this fact influenced the properties of the text [8; 180-181].

Information about the authors can be found in the volumes of “Introduction”, “Preface”. The “Supple-
ment” shows the data about this. This table gives an opportunity to see the participation of these authors in
the process of writing the text. For example, you can pay attention to part of the work done by
F.A. Shcherbina. Only the first part of F.A. Scherbina wrote completely independently. In this volume, the
tasks of the expedition and the structure of the “The materials...” were completely determined. Over time,
F.A. Shcherbina’s participation was diminished, because closer to 1902 he performed three special functions:
firstly, the general editing of all volumes; secondly, to compile 13 volumes intended for the budget; thirdly,
he was engaged in such work as the preparation of tables for regions and counties, and also prepared explan-
atory notes. Then the amount of work F.A. Shcherbina significantly decreased. He wrote a chapter “Explana-
tory note on data about extra Kazakh land property” in the Il and Il volumes; in IV-V volumes, similar pag-
es of chapters devoted to determining the volume of land; and in Volume VII he wrote “General Sketches of
Aktobe County”. “Explanatory note” in Volume XI was written by F.A. Shcherbina with the help of
L.K. Chermak’s training. In the rest of the volume V F.A. Shcherbina participated only as an editor. This
circumstance can be explained by several reasons. First of all, for reasons of A.S.Yermolov,
F.A. Shcherbina is not shown in the list of the Ministry of Land and State Property as a person of a specific
employee, but settled in connection with a personal agreement. Responding to the proposal concerning the
study of the steppe regions, he in turn indicated the following: “In general, I agree to take charge of the pro-
posed study, but | am afraid that my current condition, namely, some of my duties, especially regarding zem-
stvos in Voronezh, they will make an obstacle and will not give the opportunity to fully engage in this work”
[9; 12-13].

Thus, he was on his way to the steppe regions. After the research works were completed
F.A. Shcherbina moved away from the research work for a while. In 1900 after his arrival after the invitation
by the officials of the Ministry of Lands and State Property, his functions were significantly reduced, but
nevertheless he was considered an important and necessary person. The expedition had many highly quali-
fied people who could be counted on. And F.A. Scherbina himself in those years conducted statistical work
in the province of VVoronezh. Nevertheless, the main reason for his removal from the expedition work on the
texts of volumes, and the fact that his participation has been reduced to a minimum is connected with politi-
cal reasons. Minister of Internal Affairs V.K. Pleve asked the following question to A.S. Ermolaev: “Does
Shcherbina have the right to carry out important affairs proposed by the Ministry of land and property?” In
response letter A.S. Ermolaev asked about the permission for F.A. Shcherbina to finish work on expedition-
ary works. “I am far from the opinion that we should support in its personal gain”, A.S. Ermolaev wrote to
V.K. Pleve in his letter [10; 122].

He justified his request with several conclusions: firstly, A.S. Ermolaev was guided by the interests of
the state. He said: “In this situation, if you give the job to another person, it will not only delay the work, but
at the same time it will require new expenses from the state treasury, thereby undoubtedly interfere with the
quality of the work, because the new leader will need to fully understand the data, also adopt a new work
plan”. The second reason is the cabinet description of the work done by F.A. Shcherbina. At the exact time,
he went around many places, conducted a survey among the people, the work was completed in the local
neighborhood. Now there is no need to go to the investigated regions, only the works of a purely scientific
office description were left. Before that, F.A. Shcherbina had carried out his duties in the city of his resi-
dence Voronezh, because he was brought materials that had to be reviewed and analyzed. From this,
A.S. Ermolaev concluded: “Bringing such a thing to the end does not create F.A. Shcherbina an opportunity
to continue its service against the government”. After this, A.S. Ermolaev’s petition, although
F.A. Shcherbina was partially removed from the expedition, still continued writing work on the “The materi-
als...” [10; 125].

The text written by F.A. Shcherbina immediately strikes one’s attention. He used to write as a work of
art, with a complex style of narration, using long words, repetition and complex word combinations, wrote
them as a story. In response to a question F.A. Shcherbina was listed as “writer and statistician” relating to
the profession of the second State Duma. His artistic description of the steppe life gives interesting ethno-
graphic materials; nevertheless, this slowed down the process of dealing with special issues, especially the
comparison of data with the technique of research, that is, we can conclude that F.A. Shcherbina adhered to
inaccurate methods and used terms in a chaotic manner.
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Looking at Appendix 1, you can make sure that most of the “The materials...” belongs to
L.K. Chermak. Nevertheless, after 1903 one can see that his participation in the “The materials...” has sig-
nificantly decreased, and this is also connected with political considerations. L.K. Chermak, in contrast to
F.A. Shcherbina, explained the materials from the target-direction point of view. At once there is his interest
in the social problems of the Kazakh society. Its special attention was caused by residents without property
or those who had little property. For this purpose, in the text part of the volume, data on impoverished people
are found in the rural forms of jataks, and they are included in the tables. L.K. Chermak also tried to observe
the process of formation of the rich, in this connection he considered the relationship between sedentary life,
trade and cattle breeding. Considering such phenomena as the purchase of labor in the Kazakh villages,
L.K. Chermak raised the question of the introduction of capitalist relations in the Kazakh environment [11;
86].

In the “The materials...” the author’s texts of N.F. Dmitriev were limited. They are in 111, V, VII, VIII
volumes. Since N.F. Dmitriev was an agronomist, he dealt with such issues as land tenure, land use, group-
ing the regions according to natural historical features, that is, purely into special spheres. However, he did
not receive even more responsibilities. For example, N.F. Dmitriev voluntarily carried out research work in
the counties of Kostanay and Aktobe in the Torgay region. Therefore, he completely wrote volumes V, VI,
VII, where he described these counties. One can especially note the written work of N.F. Dmitriev “Data on
general essays on the life of the Kyrghyz economy in Kostanay and in other districts [12; 127].

In comparison with similar parts in other volumes, only the region of only one county was described,
and in Volume V N.F. Dmitriev made attempts to determine the general trends characteristic of the Kazakh
economy by comparing the indicators from different counties. He first used the literary data in the press,
starting with the “Bible” and finishing the last works of M.M. Kovalevsky. He sought to get acquainted with
the work of “Innovators-sociologists”. The sphere of literature was necessary for N.F. Dmitriev to compare
and find similarities. As a result of the processes of striving for these comparisons, N.F. Dmitriev used Rus-
sian concepts in relation to the Kazakh society. For example, Tolengutes (being in the service of the khan) he
understood as serfs and rated them as “a group of minor impact”.

One of the authors of the “The materials...” was A.N. Bokeikhanov. His participation was of great im-
portance to the expedition. F.A. Scherbina gave him such an assessment: “Mr. Bokeikhanov is a super-
necessary specialist in statistics for the expedition: he is by the roots himself a Kyrghyz, familiar with the
Kyrghyz way of life, has the necessary knowledge to study the natural-historical situation of the region, is
familiar with statistical techniques and is also an important person who in the highest degree, is a specialist
as a strictly objective observer”. At that time A.N. Bokeikhanov taught at the forest schools of Omby and
was in charge of a special branch of agriculture. He performed various works in the expedition. However, he
was mainly involved in the following works: he was engaged in the compilation of generic schemes, drawing
up maps on the use of land, preparing a note for the table on communities, and also translating Kazakh terms
and words, and tried to explain their meaning. At the same time, he owns in small volumes the texts on leas-
ing and cattle breeding [13; 15-16].

AN. Bokeikhanov also took part in the analysis and data processing, recently even led the compilation
of rural and community tables. Due to lack of time, he took part in the expedition work seasonally. “At the
very end A.N. Bokeykhanov showed himself as a nationalist and participated in the revolution as an activist
of the Alash-Orda party, but it is impossible to determine the political positions he took part from the “The
materials...”, V.P. Volkova pointed out in her research [14].

As it was mentioned above, most of the materials of the expedition for studying the steppe areas were
published as a book “The materials on the Kyrgyz (Kazakhs) land use”. It consists of 12 books dedicated to
12 counties, and 13th is additional, dedicated to the general budget. Although in 1905 only 8 volumes were
published, only 5 volumes were kept in storage. It consisted of:

On the county Atbasar — 102 copies;

On the county Kostanay — 213 copies;

On the county of Omby — 137 copies;

On the county of Aktobe — 160 copies;

According to the Pavlodar district — 223 copies.

Total — 835 copies.

The materials of the expedition were stored for a long time in different places in the rented houses. As
evidence in the documents of fund number 501 there are data on allocated finance for renting houses to store
these data from the Siberian Railroad Fund every year. For example, in one of the letters sent to the head of
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the State Property Administration of the regions of Akmola and Semey on January 16, 1904, it is said: “Fol-
lowing the submission of November 8, 1903 for No. 8475, the Minister's Office notifies you that the appro-
priation of 240 rubles for payment of 1904 for hiring premises for storing materials collected by the expedi-
tion to explore the steppe areas together with this, informed by the order of the Department of State Land
Property”. The storage of materials collected by the expedition and the multi-volume “The materials on the
use of the land of the Kyrghyz (Kazakhs)” exhausted the pockets of the tsarist government. For this reason,
compared with the archive documents, the materials collected by the expedition were given as methodologi-
cal tools, a significant part was given to educational institutions and geographic reports, and instructions
were given to burn some of them [14].

Since 1905, at the suggestion of the State Property Administration of the city of Omby, advertising was
made for the sale of “The materials on the use of lands by the Kyrghyz (Kazakhs)” in the newspapers
“Steppe regions”, “Siberian Herald”.

These advertisements are also stored in archival documents. It says: “In the Office of State Property in
Omsk, collections “The materials on the Kyrgyz (Kazakhs) land use” collected and developed by an expedi-
tion to study the steppe areas are being sold. The price for a copy of 1 ruble is Omsk, Atbasar, Pavlodar,
Kostanay and Aktobe”. At the same time, the newspaper “Steppe region” has retained documents stating that
12 rubles and 50 kopecks were paid for advertising. What we noticed from these data, “The materials on the
Kyrgyz (Kazakhs) land use” without interference and were openly sold among the people, who eventually
turned into valuable sources, and which can only be found in archives and rare funds. Documents of Funds
No. 362 “Management of State-Owned Property in the Syrdarya Region”, No. 33 “Head of the Resettlement
Case in Aulia-Ata District of the Syrdarya Region”, No. 44 “Head of the Resettlement Case in the Chim-
ketsky District of the Syrdarya District” and various information about the resettlement business in Kazakh-
stan are preserved in CSM (Central State Museum) in Republic of Kazakhstan. The paperwork management,
estimates, records and drafts collected in these funds, personal letters and reports are irrefutable evidence of
the colonization of tsarist Russia in the early XX century.

Conclusion

Thus, the process of preparing the “The materials...” for printing took place in a complex and unfavor-
able situation. This can be explained, as it was written above, the lack of a typographical base, the change of
editors and authors, the lack of qualified professionals and financial problems. This prevented the collection
of data, for comparative analysis and publication of individual volumes. Because of such a hurry in the pro-
cess of preparing volumes for publication in the part of the tables, many places were occupied by corrections.
All the texts from the volumes of the “The materials...” are the results of the collective work of the 9 mem-
bers of the expedition. Their points of view, narrative style, approach to the problem had also showed the
exact differences. The main text was written by L.K. Chermak. Even if F.A. Shcherbina’s records consist of
fewer pages, it can be seen that he was the general editor of volumes. This shows the direction of the “The
materials...” towards a common goal. The order and position of the preparation of materials for the press
adversely affected their quality; this was confirmed by state censorship. In summing up, all this shows that
the researcher during the research, during the analysis of the data of the “The materials...” together with the
entire collection should pay careful attention to individual parts, as well as keep in mind the differences be-
tween the publications.

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Revealing the historical truth: on the case of the novel by S. Smatayev “Elim-ai”

In the novel “Elim-ai”, Smatayev S. turned to the distant past of his native people, describing one of the diffi-
cult periods in the life of the Kazakh steppe, the exploits and struggle of real national heroes of the 18th and
19th centuries. In the “Elim-ai”, a large number of khans and sultans, princes and heroes are represented, and
the life of the ordinary people takes a large place. His works cover the existence of historical figures, the true
events of the tragic and heroic period in the life of the Kazakh nation. In the novel, a broad picture of the he-
roic battles for the Motherland and the heroism of the people were depicted. Within this article, the research-
ers analyzed the secondary data dedicated to this trilogy, which enabled to reveal the new facts described by
Smatayev S. and other authors. Thematic analysis was used to determine the patterns (themes) which
emerged from the secondary data. The data, which was collected during the inquiry, was read and themes de-
termined on a sentence-hy-sentence principle to enable the researchers to detect the fundamental ideas, sup-
positions, and conceptualizations embedded within the secondary sources. This enabled to look from the dif-
ferent angle at the historical figures described in these works. The results contribute to a better understanding
of the indicated novel and the Kazakh literature in general.

Introduction

Sofy Smataev is one of the outstanding writers along with M. Auezov in fiction. Through the ideas and
foundations of the novel “Elim-ai”, he highlighted the independence of Kazakh nationality.

It would not be mistaken to note the author with a help of characters in “Elim-ai” wanted to compare
the great historical people with an endless ocean. Moreover, he presented numerous secrets of the times of
Abylay khan, lawsuits of the ages of real events, legends of the steppes and gifted people.

The writer in his novel, as in early works, continues to reveal artistic thoughts in a new format, which
enabled to reveal new images, the human psychology of the Kazakh people, and the discovery of social colli-
sions in a general. S. Spataev, through a historical novel, which is based on his life and history as well, raised
the level of Kazakh literature to the highest world level and presented writer's heroism.

The trilogy clearly depicted the Kazakh social community everyday life. It shows the life of khans, ba-
tyrs, biys — how everything finds its continuation, like the waves of the seas running one after another, like
unfading life.

The key events in the novel happen in the period of great migration (period of Kazakh-Jungar war). The
writer, outlining the life of those times of the Kazakh people, the culture of all nomads.

Because of the nomadic life, the people almost became victims of the Jungars (Jungar is the Oirat popu-
lation of the Jungar Khanate). S. Smataev depicts the period of the steppe battles where Kazakh batyrs were
born.

The writer shows life and the progress of the real changes. Through the recollection of certain events,
we learn the present and past lives of our characters. A novel from the first page to the last page is full of the
cruel reality of the past.

Abylai khan, Tole bi, Kazbek bi, Bogenbay and Kabanbay batyrs within this novel are distinguished by
oratorical talent, as Smataev in his poetics writes his characters especially skillfully and very fruitfully using
artistic methods, this is especially evident when he created the character of Abylai khan.

From the pen of Sofa Smataev, khans, batyrs, biys were born; they stood above people in ranks, all sorts
of fundamental peoples of rulers and kings of that and these times, khans, diplomats.

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Sky, heights, abyss, depth. They are strong with their secret, even if there is an Argymak with a golden
saddle between them, they know how to resist the right word, and in the right place, they know how to tem-
per the solidarity of the people. The ability to determine by eyes, by gesture, by walking, by dressing clothes,
by conversation, by sentence, by the rule of the people — this is a centuries-old nomadic culture, a strength-
ened custom and traditions.

When creating historical images, their life events are described in an extensive form, using ideas, mo-
tives and melodies. For individual songs, there is no illustration of imitation, a re-exposition of someone's
thoughts, in dialogues, monologues; they turn to vocabulary and to syntax, doing it again.

The basis of the novel in a general way outlines the spiritual state of people, one of the complex psy-
chological feelings is love described in different charming colors, depicting certain tunes, flowing out in a
sharp movement of the wave. The writer will reveal the colors of his native village, its mountains, rivers,
seas and lakes, describes the seasons: winter, spring, summer, autumn. It is raining torrents, snowstorms are
sweeping invisible.

The works deeply embrace laconicism, portability, the culture of ethnographic nomadic life, household
— tradition, law, moral — morality, military — political, belief and conviction.

In his novel, the writer describes Abylkayyr who took the wrong step leaving his native land because of
his family, because of society, then the desperate one suffers very much not knowing what to do, they call
him a criminal, he is innocently guilty, after a while he returns to his native land, realizing his mistake, he
tries to return to conscious life, and the author sincerely describes a bright life about this, shows goodwill.

To create an image, the writer makes the author famous, recalls the past events of his characters, and
makes vocabulary introspection, self-assessment of others, psychological diagnostics, thoughts and dreams,
uses artistic materials as freely as dialogue, monologue.

Alone, in pairs, in society, at meetings, the deed is struggle, in battles, in joy, in sorrow; the brave au-
thor reveals his assumptions to his readers. Before the characters reveals the idea and purpose, artistry, color-
fulness. From the beginning to the end of the novel, individual characters of the great heroes, individual
events are described; there are characters where they participate only in episodes.

In the scene of life, one generation comes, grows, improves, and fights, whether they live well or badly,
after some time they pass away. The next generation continues to live. Again joy, again grief, again, the
struggle, again, the litigation of the parties.

In this socio-psychological-philosophical, eternal struggle, the novel attracts its readers with its truths
and justices, embraces pleasant, makes you think. Although the works seem voluminous, if you look inside
you can see it as portable, appropriate, harmoniously regular.

In the treasure of Kazakh literature, the most accessible artistic and aesthetic trilogy is “Elim-ai”, as a
historical work, which has mastery and nobility.

To write a multi-volume work, he collected information from historical documents, collected ancient
words to use them in his work.

Samples of world realistic prose, the influence of historical classical novels, the heritage of the words of
the Kazakh people were more deeply understood and researched by the author and conquered aesthetic ide-
als, reaped their fruits in practice with proud skill. Thus, Sofy Smataev opened an artistic and literary school,
proving the fate of the people and the militant citizen in realistic prose.

The writer in his works proved that someday unity, a bright life would win, he made every effort to
convince his people that his dream, the future would forever burn with a flame. This is all the necessary qual-
ity for our youth — indestructible wealth.

The historical event in the novel “Elim-ai” took the form of a historical fact, properly thought out by a
person or a certain social environment, possessing a sorted and valuable historical truth, a qualitative value.
Known, evaluated, and as a result received the real truth; a historical fact serves to cognize new historical
events in the relationship of people, the social environment, to determine their social meaning and content.
According to this work, the Kazakhs were not a soulless nation, an unfortunate people. It was this idea that
became the mainstay of the social load of the historical novel “Elim-ai”.

The researchers tried to reveal the new historical truth with the novel written by S. Smatayev.

Research methods

For this purpose, the researchers analyzed the secondary data from the literature dedicated to
S. Smatayev novel, which enabled to indicate the new facts within this work. A thematic analysis process
was applied to analyze the data. It is one of the most commonly used methods used for analyzing qualitative
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data in the social sciences. Thematic analysis was used to determine the patterns (themes) which emerged
from the secondary data. The identification of patterns (themes) occurred through the “careful reading and
re-reading of the data”. This means that the data collected during the inquiry was read and themes deter-
mined on a sentence-by-sentence principle to enable the researcher to detect the fundamental ideas, supposi-
tions, and conceptualizations embedded within the secondary sources.

Results

Oshagan biy case. In the first book of S. Smatayev's trilogy “Elim-ai” one can find an episode that de-
scribes the general picture of the village owned by the Oshagan biy (biy is a person who resolved the contro-
versial issues according to the customary law of the Kazakhs), who was about to leave, defending from the
enemy who attacked them. Having resettled his village, Oshagan biy decided to stay in his native land for all
his relatives. Oshagan biy to his son, who suffered from the fact that he leaves his father in the hands of the
enemy, says the following:

“... They will not reproach me. If | run away, many will reproach. My mountains, my river, my earthen
hearth, even the ashes of my native fire will yearn for me. If | leave now, | won't have the strength to go
back. May Allah rest my old bones here. Bend down Daulen-zhan”, having said these lines, he completes his
words with a whisper. His pale lips touched his son’s forehead. Two tears flashed in his faded eyes, then the
old man's face became stern, and he froze like a gray-haired boulder [1].

Left alone, Oshagan biy heroically dies during the battle with the enemy.

From the above passage, two reasons were observed, connected with each other in his decision to re-
main alone in his native land. The first reason is that the biy did not have the courage to leave his native land,
the environment where he grew up; the second is the wish of the old biy so that his body would remain not in
a foreign, but in his native land, where he was born. The inherent sacred concept of the native land, the in-
fantile love for the Motherland led Oshagan Biy to such a decision.

In the trilogy of S. Smatayev “Elim-ai”, not the external, but the internal basis of the reason for
Oshagan biy’s stay in the migrated village, the holy desire of the hero of the work not to transport the old
thin body, to remain on the land where he was born. Moreover, this was also a great masterful decision,
which gives a particularly significant, important national tone to the appearance of the novel-dilogy, the na-
ture of the hero.

The main reasons and motives for the actions of Oshagan biy and Anet biy in I. Esenberlin's trilogy
“Nomads” are common, consonant with each other. Among these motives, S. Smatayev chose the most im-
portant, the attractive content of which is dominated by folk, national significance. At this time, the author
relies on the measures of traditional spiritual culture, knowledge of the Motherland, native land. As a result,
unlike the episode in 1. Yesenberlin's trilogy, which describes Anet biy, who remained in his land, the epi-
sode from S. Smatayev's trilogy “Elim-ai”, which describes the same situation with Oshagan biy, came out
significantly meaningful with artistic, ideological and cognitive point of view.

Zhanatai batyr case. The event experienced by Zhanatai batyr (batyr is a folk hero with valor, glorious
for his exploits) makes it possible to see the actions of Anet biy and Oshagan biy from a new side. Zhanatai
batyr experienced the following events: a) several people surrounded by the enemy. Those who left the en-
circlement will be saved, and those who did not leave will be forced to die. b) The only way out that can pull
out from the enemy environment is the winged horse Zhanatai. However, the horse can save only one warri-
or.

Zhomart batyr case. The situation from Zhanatai batyr requires clarification, choosing those who
reached their native lands, and who died during the battle with the enemy. Zhanatai batyr determines his
choice of the traditional folk worldview. He sees it right to save the life of his son Kokysh, who still has his
whole life ahead of him and a great future. Continuation of life, offspring wants to save this way. He trusts
his son with cherished dreams and wishes, which he himself did not have time to achieve. Zhanatai batyr
fulfills his last duty to the child, offspring, and his people in this way.

Samples of oral folk literature of Kazakh writers serve as the main material about the describing era. In
the whole coloring of the historical trilogy of S. Smataev “Elim-ai”, there are familiar meaningful and ideo-
logical motifs of the folk song “Elim-ai”. Moreover, the main storylines of the dilogy are based on samples
of folk art. Let's pay attention to this episode in the novel: “The mountain ranges of the Big and Small Tore
are directed towards each other. Like two batyrs in a duel, they stand almost at arm's length. At the foot of
the rocks, a snake twists a path, circles them and loops along the eastern slope of the Great Torah, where
sounds a cold source.
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Just in the place where the spring overflows and turns into a river, the village of Zhomart Batyr is locat-
ed [2].

About Zhomart himself, the writer writes: “You probably guessed that this old man is the famous
Zhomart-batyr, Naiman from the Sadyr subgenus, the father of nine desperately brave sons” [3].

During the Jungar attack of 1723 [4], the peaceful, careless aul (village) disappears. During the battle
against the enemy, Zhomart himself, his nine children-heroes die. From all the aul, only the born baby and
his mother Barshagul survived.

All the hardships of the Dzungarian attack, the main character trait of the atrocity in the novel “Elim-ai”
are revealed through such a tragedy in the village of Zhomart Batyr.

In the novel, life, hearth, pictures about the village and its environs are based on historical facts. Ac-
cording to the seventh generation of the batyr, Zhomart winters on the left bank of the Boraldai River in the
vicinity of the mountains of Ulken-tura and Kishi-tura. In 1723, Zhomart overwintered at the springs, origi-
nating from the Terekti River in the center of the Ulken-tura and Kishi-tura mountains. Later this spring was
named “Sadyr Kamalgan Bulak”.

To the words of his relatives, who reported on the enemy’s advance, the need for resettlement, Zhomart
replied: “The Kalmyks (Oirats) have always been indecisive for an open battle, in case of an attack they are
ready to fight together with their nine sons”, at the end of his speech he says that in his herd many recently
neutered and unsuitable for pasture. Thus, when everyone moved and left, Zhomart remains in the same
place...

Zhomart batyr left at home, under the cauldron of one of his children, who was only 25 days old from
the date of birth, escapes by hiding in dense thickets. Two of them, who survived from all over the village,
are taken by one of Zhomart's relatives, Kuat Batyr, on the same day. The author of this information writes
that he himself is the fifth generation of a 25-day-old baby — Tasbolat. Then Kuat marries this woman.

The writer, on the basis of this little information, connecting with the history of one whole family, tries
to reliably convey a picture of the life and life of the Kazakh steppe in the first half of the 18th century. The
writer connects the main figures in the legend of Zhomart and Kuat with several events that contribute to a
comprehensive knowledge of the truth of the described era, as well as to the recognition of their character.
Among them, there is a lawsuit for land and a lawsuit for the return of kalym, the khan's assembly and fami-
ly, everyday stories. Many of them are written by the author himself. Enriching little information about
Zhomart from the legend and his surrounding world with composed events, developing it describes it. The
writer, especially describing the moments of the heroic deeds of Zhomart batyr, the exploits of his nine sons,
shows creative activity with a special imagination. The suffering of Zhomart batyr before whose eyes every-
one died, in particular the entire village, all nine children who fought with enemies, gives a tragic shade to
his entire heroic battle with enemies. At the end of the war, left alone from one village, Zhomart goes out to
fight with a whole army of enemies:

“The sabers clashed with a clang. Zhomart's eyes were filled with blood; he did not see anyone but his
opponent. The old batyr, depressed and completely exhausted, of course, could not give a proper rebuff, only
his hands still remembered the former skill. “But I will shed his blood anyway!”” — flashed his last wish.

Grunting, Zhomart knocked the weapon out of enemy hands with a saber blow, at the same moment his
damask steel flashed over the Sherik's head, delivering a crushing blow.

Shuna Dabo nodded.

From all sides, spears pierced into the unprotected body of the shell and threw Zhomart high.

- Well, batyr, what do you see now? Shuna-Dabo asked.

- | see my native steppe, mountains, | see all my land. Nevertheless, even now | stand above you....

Spears descended [5].

In the facts, where there are motives of the legend, the real heroism of Zhomart himself and his nine
sons were not shown. The writer, supplementing, inspiring every message, every information, presenting
before his eyes the mournful, tragic and heroic image of the past event, excites thoughts and feelings. Show-
ing the concrete personality of his characters, along with a picture of their actions, the author sincerely de-
scribes the sensual truth in a poignant manner.

Abylai khan’s warrior’s case. In the novel “Elim-ai” among the main characters are shown many
brave batyrs, who are extensively described in folk historical epics. If one of these batyrs was Syrgeli
Elshibek, who in the legend of Sh. Ualikhanov acts as a batyr among the warriors of Abylai, then in the nov-
el by S. Smataev he acts on the orders, instructions of Abilkhair Khan. Moreover, Abylai at that time went
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under the pseudonym Adil. The name of the enemy “Abylay” is shown to him after this action of Elshibek.
There is no other deviation in the description of the fact and the writer.

In the novel, this action of Yelshibek batyr is shown not in an independent, random form, but in solidar-
ity with the difficult goal of repulsing the enemy. The destruction of the enemy shooter, the capture of enemy
weapons opens the way for a mass uprising in the Kazakh valley. By subordinating to this goal, the assimila-
tion of the fact, having more supplemented the meanings of Yelshibek's action, increases its influence and
content.

For the writer, historical documents and ethnographic facts perform the function of a unique life materi-
al in a comprehensive description of samples of oral folk literature and well-known phenomena. Historical
documents, ethnographic facts and samples of oral folk literature, having built the plot basis of a literary
work, along with giving a specific, true feature to the described phenomenon, clearly makes it clear the char-
acter, originality of thinking, level of knowledge and conviction of the hero of the work. In addition, they,
the creations of a historical personality, which is presented as the main character, a person of creativity, are
an indispensable tool for learning the secrets of the workshop, the poetic psychology of the writer in the
structure of a literary work [6].

In the novel by S. Smataev “Elim-ai” (1-book), the ruler of Zhety khoshun Khalki Alibek Khan went
hunting with his adviser Khutkhai Tufa. Khan, bending over the fox, covering the white snow with red
blood, said to the adviser, touching his hands: “Tell me, is there anything more beautiful than blood spilled
on white snow?” To which Khutkhai Tufa replied: Yes, my lord. White skin and ruddy cheeks, similar to
apple trees, the wife of your son Ulzeytu-khanum” [7]. These events have a literary and historical basis.

Conclusion

Dukenbay Doszhanov, in his article titled “Searching in Historical Prose”, gives the following assess-
ment to S. Smataev’s novel “Elim-ai”: “The work deeply affects the criteria for being a bloodthirsty shadow
period in the history of the Kazakh people, which was called “Years of Great Disasters” (“Aktaban
shubyryndy, algakol sulama”. Explanation with the help of hardships that fell to a lot of the people and sepa-
rately civil experience, and vice versa, a description, presenting before the eyes suffering of the whole people
with the help of the fate of the main batyr — a well-deserved success of the writer. The development of the
event, woven from flowing streams of unusual eloquent combinations of the author's originality, takes on a
special form when moving from the first book to the second. The picture of being is shown not by an empty
one, but by an image”.

If looking into world civilization, at a time when the tasks of becoming a new path of development and
gualitative improvement of the art world of our country are set, our literature will be supplemented by such
works, | think that it is possible to direct the consciousness of a generation to a national basis.

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History of the Integrative Relationships between Kazakhstan’s National Archive and
Public Archival Institutions of Commonwealth of Independent States’ Countries

This article considers one of the most important periods in the archival development of Kazakhstan such as
ratification of international documents aimed to build cooperation and partnership between state archives of
CIS’s countries and their usage in archival organization. This integration was implemented by the CIS’s
countries, former parts of USSR, because historical documents of these countries were preserved in the gen-
eral place. After independence, each country initiated new historical studies that caused exchange of their ar-
chival information. The article describes the main questions of archival activities and their contributions to
scientific development. It considered such new concepts as cooperation, integration and building of open ar-
chives. The authors emphasize significance of archival collaboration of the CIS’s countries and suggest fur-
ther intensification of their partnership.

Key words: National Archive of Republic of Kazakhstan, Commonwealth of Independent States, archive,
Committee of National Economy, integration, agreement project.

Introduction

After Soviet collapse, majority of historians encountered such challenges as reconstruction of public
representations on various past hidden issues in history of Kazakhstan. Using of data is a key factor to write
a historical truth. Official archival records are substantial for this data. Archival documents as historical facts
have the significant impact on social, economic and political development of Kazakhstan. Data of archival
documents are reliable to study past historical periods. Kazakhstan was a part of the USSR for seventy years
and most documents on Kazakh history and persons are preserved not only in Kazakhstan but also in ar-
chives of the present CIS’s countries. The main goal was to build relationships between CIS’s archives in the
early years of independence to receive copies of documents which had historical value for Kazakhstan and to
add new data for history of the independent state. This paper is aimed to present development of archival
relations between the CIS’s countries, to depict history of valued document’s delivery complementing mod-
ern Kazakhstan’s history, and analyze those complex processes.

Research methods

There were used general scientific principles of objectification and historical position to study research
guestions of this article. These methods were helpful to consider the development of archival cooperation
between the CIS’s countries presently and to reveal approaches to organization of open archives in the fu-
ture.

The principle of objectification was used to study the role of Committee of National Economy (CNE) in
international relations. This principle was basic for complex study of data and historical phenomena related
to the considered theme of the article focusing on its contradictions, complexities and multiplicities. The ob-
jectification’s principle was also used to consider archival data, audiovisual, cartographic and official docu-
ments, personal files and biographical data.

Method of comparative analysis was used to study archival integration of the CIS’s countries and con-
tent analysis method was helpful to analyze influential documents of CNE.

Discussion

During the Soviet period, the archival service of Kazakhstan was a part of the union republic. From the
1920s its material basis was improving with new archival buildings in regional centers, districts and cities as
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well as with increasing of professional archivists. Legislative basis of archives was oriented to the Soviet
Union republic and its center in Moscow with informational exchange. There was considerably used the
world experience of archival services in Soviet Kazakhstan. After the Soviet collapse in 1991, the newly
formed CIS’s countries meant changes from relations between former Soviet republics to building relation-
ships between the independent countries.

As a part of the USSR, Kazakhstan had a status of autonomous republic in the beginning and later Ka-
zakhstan became a union republic with the significant territorial and administrative changes. Historically,
Omsk and Orenburg were the parts of Kazakh lands which moved to Russian Federation after those reforms
and the large archival fund incorporated into archives of the other country.

The first initiative on development of archival relationships between the CIS’s countries belonged to
Prime Minister of Kazakhstan K.K. Tokayev who signed Decree of Republic of Kazakhstan’s Government
on March 18" of 1998 [1]. Before publication, this Decree was thoroughly discussed and analyzed by profes-
sional archivists.

Later Agreement on principles and forms of cooperation between the CIS’s states on usage of archival
information was ratified in Minsk on June 4" of 1999. Exchange of archival information was considered as
the important form of collaboration by every participant. This Decree supposed that countries provide large
exchange of archival information according to their national laws.

Before the law’s ratification, archivists from the CIS’s countries discussed this Decree with considered
and approved comments. For instance, Lyudmila Degitayeva, Director of the Presidential Archive of Ka-
zakhstan, after familiarizing with the bill, sent the letter to Head of Archival Service of Russian Federation
Vladimir Kozlov. She wrote: “After studying the project of Agreement, on the whole, we support perspective
interstate cooperation on usage of archival information. We would like to suggest some proposals to it. Ac-
cording to the project’s title, it establishes principles and forms of interactions but there are not any explana-
tions how they can do that. So, it would be better to resolve this issue. This Agreement can be based on
equality, open discussions, development of implementation mechanisms, obligations on Agreement terms’
implementation, and participants’ responsibility in case of detriments to each other. Then, it would be better
to correct the Agreement’s title in following version: “On Relationships of the CIS’s Countries in Usage of
Archival Information” that increases significantly content of the Agreement, October 24", 1997, #01-13/70
[2]. These recommendations were accepted by Archival Service of Russian Federation. Such suggestions and
comments to the Agreement’s project were made not only by Kazakhstan but also by Ukraine, Moldova and
Uzbekistan. The Office of Prime Minister of Kazakhstan received the letter #164167 of Interstate Economic
Committee (IEC) of CIS on November 5" of 1998: Board of IEC of CIS’s countries supported the Agree-
ment’s project on principles and forms of archival information’s usage on April 27", 1998. This project was
prepared by Department of Ecological Security and Social Politics of IEC jointly with Russian Archive. It
was decided to send the Agreement’s project to the CIS’s countries. This document was considered and ap-
proved by the Council of Archives’ Directors of CIS in Moscow on November 26" of 1997.

The aim of the Agreement was to elaborate mechanisms of the Agreement articles’ implementation in
succession of the State Archives of former USSR on July 6™, 1992 that increased and expanded integrational
cooperation in archives as well as to realize important goals in usage of archival information [3].

The Agreement’s project consisted of 17 articles and was signed by the representatives of Kazakhstan,
Russian Federation, Azerbaijan, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Ukraine, Belarus, Turkmenistan, Geor-
gia, Moldova and Armenia. Kazakhstan was presented by Director of Central State Archive Rysty Sariyeva,
Director of the Presidential Archive of Kazakhstan Lyudmila Degitayeva, Vice Director of the Presidential
Archive of Kazakhstan Vyacheslav Chuprov who signed the project [4].

There was the meeting of the State Archives’ Heads of the CIS’s countries chaired by Charles Kecske-
meti, Secretary General of International Archival Council, with participation of representatives of the CIS
Executive Secretariat and IEC of the CIS Economic Union on November 26", 1997. Delegates of the State
Archives from Azerbaijan, Armenia, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia, Tajiki-
stan, Turkmenistan and Ukraine took part in the meeting. The issues of informational exchange on the CIS
archives’ condition were discussed during this meeting. There was also considered the Agreement’s project
on types and principles of archival information usage of the CIS countries as well as the project on directory
automation of the Central Fund presented by Archival Service of Russian Federation. Informational Center
of the CIS Archives reported on its work and the protocol of the CIS State Archives Heads’ session in Minsk
on February 20-21% of 1997 was approved on the meeting.

According to the meeting’s protocol, the parties agreed on the followings:
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1. To approve mostly the project “Agreement on principles and forms of the CIS countries’ interac-
tions” that will contribute cooperation development in archives between CIS’s countries on basis of equality
and mutual respect. It is required for the Russian Federal Archival Service to complete this project according
to the comments and additions of the participants and to send it to Interstate Economic Committee of Eco-
nomic Union (IECEU).

2. It is important for the CIS’s archives to implement the project of automation of central funding cata-
logs. It is solicited for the Russian Federal Archival Service to continue this project with professionals form
the CIS’s countries and to consider opportunities to provide special programs for “Archival Fund” database
formation for archival authorities.

3. To pay special attention to coordination of scientific methodical database development to support ar-
chival institutions.

4. To evaluate positively activities of the CIS’s countries and the project “International Archival Coun-
cil” (IAC) and to encourage its activity for the Eastern European programs.

5. To ask IAC to organize Russian translation of foreign literature on professional problems of archiv-
ing.

6. To consider information of archival services’ chairs from the CIS’s countries on archives’ condition.
Protocol of the Moscow meeting of the CIS countries’ chairs of state archival services [5].

After acquaintance with this protocol, Archival Administration of Kazakhstan sent the letter #19/141 to
IECEU of CIS on May 29" of 1998. The agreement project “Principles and forms of interactions of the CIS’s
countries on usages of archival information” was signed by Vice Prime Minister Zhanybek Karibzhanov. It
was also considered by specialists of the central state authorities and Presidential Archive.

The Kazakhstan part considering this project supported the suggestion of the CIS countries’ leaders and
International Economic Committee (IEC) on extension of archives and intensification of cooperation. This
decision encouraged building of united archival informational space of the CIS’s countries and solving issues
on usage of archival information in various sources of those countries.

This project was presented at the meeting of the CIS State Archives’ Directors on November 26" of
1997. Previously, the project was discussed in Central State Archive and in Presidential Archive of Kazakh-
stan [6].

This document demonstrates the Archival Administration of Kazakhstan accepting such important doc-
uments considered them and gave recommendations. Presidential Archive also took part in the proposal’s
discussions. Lyudmila Degitayeva, Director of the Presidential Archive of Kazakhstan, sent the letter #1401-
14/109 to Director of Central State Archive (CSA) Rysty Sariyeva where it was written that all comments
were considered in the project [6].

Ministry of Justice of Kazakhstan also took part in the consideration of this project. Gani Toksanbayev,
the Acting Director of Ministry of Justice’s Department of Legislation and International Law, sent the letter
#33-3/2115 to Director of CSA of Kazakhstan Rysty Sariyeva on May 28™, 1998. He wrote: “To President of
Republic of Kazakhstan. We would like to inform you that, according to Article 6 of Decree of President of
Kazakhstan “On the procedures of inferences, execution and denunciation of international treaties” which is
valid as a law from December 12, 1995, the legal expertise of international agreements’ projects is approved
by Ministry of Justice of Kazakhstan after their preliminary reconciliation with concerned Ministries, State
Committees and other central executive authorities as well as by state authorities directly subjected and ac-
countable to President of Republic of Kazakhstan. Based on these consequences, we consider this legal ex-
pertise is incomplete” [7].

According to the recommendations of the executive authorities, Vice Prime Minister of Kazakhstan
Zhanybek Karibzhanov sent the letter #21/96671 to Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Ministry of Energy, Indus-
try and Trade, Ministry of Ecology and Natural Resources, Committee of Emergency, Academy of Sciences,
Ministry of Finances on October 10", 1998. That letter contained the following: “It is required to consider
the paragraphs of two and five of the Protocol and to send position of Kazakhstan to International Economic
Committee (IEC) to December 1%, 1998 [8].

As a result of those recommendations, the Board’s Chairman of Economic Union of IEC Sergei Tigipko
accepted the Agreement’s project on principles and forms of interactions of the CIS’s countries in usage of
archival information: “To approve the project of Agreement on principles and forms of interactions of the
CIS’s countries in usage of archival information (it is attached) and to submit it for consideration of the CIS
Prime Ministers” Council” [9].
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The Agreement project was considered and approved at the meeting on September 22, 1998. The Office
of Prime Minister of Kazakhstan sent the letter #21/9671 to the Central State Archive (CSA) of Kazakhstan
on November 10" of 1998 where it informed that the approved Agreement and the Board meeting’s protocol
were sent to CSA for further consideration.

Ministry of Science’s Academy of Sciences of Kazakhstan sent the official letter #21/9671 to CSA on
October 10" of 1998 where Academy suggested CSA to give a conclusion on the project of the integrational
agreement. Director of CSA Rysty Sariyeva responded to that letter: “The Central State Archive (CSA) of
Kazakhstan took active part in archives’ cooperation of the CIS’s countries. On behalf of Kazakhstan’s Gov-
ernment, our Center participated in Agreement’s elaboration on principles and forms of interactions of the
CIS’s countries in usage of archival information. According to requirements of Vice Prime Minister Zhany-
bek Karibzhanov, we send several comments and suggestions for the presented project of the Agreement to
Interstate Economic Committee (IEC) of the CIS’s Economic Union. Those comments were taken for that
version of Agreement, particularly, in the articles 3, 4 and 5. We suppose that the new version of Agreement
coincides to present condition of cooperation in archives and to build effective relationships between archi-
vists of the CIS’s countries [10].

In that case the text “Agreement’s project on principles and forms of interactions of the CIS’s countries
in usage of archival information” was attached to the letter [11]. It was also approved the explanatory letter
of Minister of Culture, Information and Public Consent Altynbek Sarsenbayev [12].

Prime Minister of Kazakhstan Nurlan Balgimbayev wrote: “The signed Agreement by leaders of the
CIS’s countries on July 6™ of 1992 on succession of state archives of former Soviet Union declared funda-
mental principles of relationships on preservation of archival heritage in the post-Soviet space. CIS’s coun-
tries encountered with problems to use archival information abroad for scientific, cultural and practical pur-
poses as well as for protection of social rights and guaranties of their citizens in the past period. To resolve
those problems Agreement on principles and forms of interactions of the CIS’s countries in usage of archival
information was elaborated by state archival services within IECEU of CIS and signed by Kazakhstan’s
Government on June 4™, 1999. All suggestions of the Central State Archive of Kazakhstan were accepted
and approved in the final version of the Agreement. Basic statements of Agreement developed mechanisms
of rights’ implementation to archives’ access, to receive archival information by states and citizens. Agree-
ment’s legalization is significant for Kazakhstan inasmuch as historically the majority of documented histor-
ical and cultural heritage of the country is preserved in state archives of other countries, primarily, in Russia.
The signed Agreement meant preservation of informational space and strengthening of relationships between
the CIS’s countries in humanitarian and cultural spheres. The Agreement’s norms were satisfied to interna-
tional standards in usage of informational space”.

That letter of Prime Minister demonstrated that the Agreement’s project was considered positively by
Kazakhstan. Agreement on principles and forms of interactions of the CIS’s countries in usage of archival
information was approved at the meeting of the CIS’s Prime Ministers in Minsk on June 4™ of 1999. Consid-
ering significance of informational space and cooperation in humanitarian and cultural spheres of the CIS’s
countries as well as paying attention to Agreement’s provisions on state archives of former Soviet Union
from July 6™ of 1992, the present Agreement extended archival information exchange and intensified collab-
oration.

Acrticle One. Archival information exchange is considered as an important form of partnership by the
countries. According to their national laws, the states provide the large exchange of archival information.

Republic of Kazakhstan also contributed to the document’s preparation. Director of CSA of Kazakhstan
Rysty Sariyeva wrote to Minister of Foreign Affairs Qassym-Zhomart Tokayev: “According to the order
#21-13/5262 of Kazakhstan’s Government from May 20" of 1999, CSA considered the Agreement’s project
on principles and forms of interactions of the CIS’s countries in usage of archival information for Kazakh-
stan. As authorized agency on management of archives and documentation, we consider that the presented
project of Agreement is corresponded with Republic of Kazakhstan’s Law “On National archival fund and
archives” and can be signed by Prime Minister of Kazakhstan. We inform that CSA of Kazakhstan partici-
pating in the elaboration of this document’s project presented own suggestions to main implementor, Federal
Archival Service of Russia. They were considered at the meeting of the CIS archival services’ chairs in Mos-
cow in October 1997 and it was approved there. Moreover, we expertized the Agreement’s project three
times under the Government’s instructions and our conclusion were sent to IEC. All our comments and sug-
gestions to Agreement were accepted by the Committee” [13].
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As mentioned above, after obtaining of independence the Kazakhstan’s archives received access to
documents preserved in archives of the CIS’s countries. We suppose that independent Kazakhstan should use
advanced international experience in archives’ development and achievements of the USA and Europe in
archives’ management were considered for our studies.

After the World War II, the United States prioritized archival control to documents’ management in ar-
chival administration. Federal Government of the USA established the center of documents’ preservation
entitled National Archives and Records Administration (NARA) which is important for history of American
federal documents. We argue that history and present condition of federal centers of documents help to ana-
lyze advantages of American archivists to accept control program for documents’ management and achieve-
ments of this policy [14].

Implementation of this program was significant for American archivists so as for last 150 years state
and departmental archives of the USA proved that they were formed incompletely. These centers were estab-
lished by the American Federal Government as alternative to departmental archives and they demonstrated
their effectiveness.

This program started in the 1940s and became much successful to the mid-1950s. Domestic Federal
Administrations were established in the New-York, Alexandria, Chicago, Atlanta and other cities; around
500 employees could store 2,5 million cubic feet of documents. To the mid-1960s the centers’ program in-
creased significantly in the USA. Majority of state agencies preferred to send documents to these centers to
keep them in departmental archives. Those centers not only provided economical storage of current docu-
ments but also expertized them, transferred material to permanent storage or recycled documents, and guided
local agencies in their activities [15].

Studying archival development in the USA, it is obvious that American archivists intended to centralize
their archives as specialists in other countries and used experience of British archives. Due to low organiza-
tional culture of office work in the USA it was aimed to build the united center of documents and archives of
Federal agencies.

These centers accumulated a lot of documents and, for instance, every citizen can receive information
on state documents online at the NARA site. The Office of Federal Government collects and distributes large
amount of documents. To organize those information flows the database of Government Information Locator
Service (GILS) was established in 1994. GILS presented the “catalogue of virtual cards” assisted users to
find information on the Internet even if they do not know which Federal Agency has information they need.
All Federal Agencies were required to depict their information according to GILS’s standards [14].

Development of document’s centers as an alternative to departmental archives would be much benefi-
cial for Kazakhstan. Evidently, that establishment of database regulating informational flows could be signif-
icantly helpful for Kazakhstan’s scholars. Presently, the most part of governmental documents preserves at
the National Archive together with official documents of departmental agencies. If all documents of the Pres-
idential Archive in Almaty and departmental electronic documents of the CSA will be collected according to
database standards which could be regulated in the future, the official documents on history of independence
will be reconciled.

Considering projects of archival and librarian resources’ digitalization abroad it should also be men-
tioned the integration project of European libraries named as “Europeana” which provides access to scanned
books and archival materials on various aspects of European culture. Before starting of the project, it was
collected around 2 million of archival documents and to 2015, according to assessment of the project’s or-
ganizers, there were more than 15 million of documents on European cultural heritage in that database [16].
If such project would be implemented in Central Asian, our cultural roots have been bridged Turkic countries
to continue and develop their spiritual relationships.

Conclusion

Thus, after large discussions, Agreement on principles and forms of interactions of the CIS’s countries
in usage of archival information was ratified in the late 1990s and became a significant part of cooperation in
the post-Soviet space. In accordance with the Agreement, scholars from CIS’s countries could find most val-
ued historical documents which were returned to home countries and had significant meaning for their histo-
ries. After Soviet collapse, this Agreement played important role in supporting of archival funds’ cooperation
in interests of every CIS’s country.

From historical chronology, it is the significant period for Kazakhstan to develop its archival activity. It
is evident that new digital technologies will change considerably scopes of archival work and digitalization
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of stored documents which will be partly transferred to remote servers. It would be useful for documents
confidentiality of which was legally approved in the Soviet period and they should be open to public due to
their obsolescence. Documents related to Soviet Government and Communist Party activities before and af-
ter the World War 11 are most demanded for historical researches at the present time.

Recommendations

1. To implement digitalization of archives in Kazakhstan it is required to elaborate new legislative
strategy to improve electronic documents’ circulation of archival services.

2. To develop system of electronic archival documental circulation it is required to consider ways to es-
tablish direct connections through the service “Electronic Government”. Thus, it is necessary to consider
ways to make archival catalogues more transparent to simplify to order archival documents on electronic
mail. To provide access to the CIS countries’ archives and abroad it is required to digitize catalogues of these
archives and make them open and accessible too.

3. To establish the center as American NARA, which could regulate documents’ circulation using ad-
vanced foreign experience to improve archival services.

4. To collect official institutional documents on history of independence in the united National Archive
in accordance with certain standards.

5. To organize a special project on establishment of scanned database of archival documents and books
for general collection of cultural heritage together with Central Asian countries (Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan,
Tajikistan, and Turkmenistan).

Consolidation of international relations means for Kazakhstan’s archivists to overcome isolation of to-
talitarian system’s archives, to extend fund of theoretical documents in organization of archival work and to
establish professional relationships using global research experience. Moreover, international projects facili-
tate usage of informational technologies to enhance archival services.

Clan-hierarchical relations in the system of protest coordinates of the Kazakh village

The article analyzes the place and role of clan-hierarchical institutions in the system of building socialism
based on archival materials introduced into scientific circulation for the first time. The authors sought to show
how the traditional socio-economic structure and its ancestral segment adapted to the new rules of the Soviet
dormitory. The problem of the transformation of the Kazakh village, the forceful modernization of the no-
madic population is one of the most burning themes; its multilayered nature allows historians to consider it
vertically and horizontally, at the junction of interdisciplinary scientific relations. The proposed publication
shows the origins of the destruction of traditional identity and the formation of the Soviet Kazakh nation; the
process of social mimicry of the Kazakh village and the formation of Soviet tribalism, as strong tribal rela-
tions were incorporated into the political system of the new government; strategies of active/passive re-
sistance of the Kazakh village and the motives of adaptation practices of the “backward” in the eyes of the
Bolsheviks tribal Kazakh society. Special attention is paid to the analysis of protest moods and open armed
demonstrations, in which tribal authorities and ministers of religious worship played a significant role. The
contents indicate a group of characteristic factors of popular armed uprisings, the borderline influence on pro-
test actions is noted, and their priorities are highlighted. In aggregate, the daily behavioral practices of life
support of the Kazakh village largely depended on the traditional clan-hierarchical structure, which deter-
mined the choice of the format of the adaptation strategy or resistance.

The role and activities of Shaimerden Kosshygulov in the social and political life of
Kazakhstan in the early twentieth century

Understanding the problems of the history of Kazakhstan at the beginning of the 20th century is one of the
most urgent, complex and in many ways controversial issues of modern historical science.

The culture of Kazakhstan of the soviet period in the french historiography of the
second half of the XX - early XXI centuries

The article analyzes the historiography of French scientists regarding Kazakhstan. We have studied the works
of leading French researchers from the second half of the XX century to the present. Historiography is con-
sidered by us as a special historical discipline that studies the history of the accumulation of historical
knowledge, the methodology of the development and study of historical thought, the history of the creation of
historical works and biographies of scientists, the history of scientific institutions, the organization of histori-
cal education and the dissemination of historical knowledge. The main purpose of writing the article was to
familiarize researchers with the scientific environment, the modern reading community. The article provides a
scientific analysis of the works of French researchers who wrote about the culture, traditions and religious be-
liefs of the Kazakhs in the period from the twentieth to the beginning of the twenty-first century. According
to the theory and methodology of scientific research, the methods of historicism, objectivity, historical com-
parative analysis and historical consistency were mainly used. In the post-war years, French Sovietology
proved its right to occupy a worthy place in world historiography, was in demand not only in Western coun-
tries, but also in the countries of the former Soviet Union. The greatest accuracy and depth of analysis were
distinguished by the works of Helene Carrer D'ancosse, Alexander Bennigsen, Vincent Monteith, Alain
Blum, Isabelle Ohayon, Marlene Laruelle. At the beginning of writing the article, books and articles by Sovi-
et researchers, including on the history of Kazakhstan, were taken as a basis.

The history of the establishment of the institution of mediation in Kazakhstan:

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Impact of the new geopolitical conditions on the multi-vector foreign policy of
Kazakhstan

The relevance of the topic of this article is determined by the need to study the multi-vector foreign policy of
Kazakhstan in the face of new challenges and risks for the foreign policy of the state. The scientific novelty
of the research results is that the theory and practice of conducting foreign policy in transit and in the post-
transit period is a little-studied problem in the field of international relations and related scientific disciplines.
The article conducted research on modern geo—economic and geopolitical realities and analyzed the adapta-
bility of the theory and practice of the main principle of Kazakhstan's foreign policy - multi-vector approach
to the new geopolitical agenda. The multilateral foreign policy of Kazakhstan at the present stage is analyzed
through the prism of the theories of geopolitics, rational choice and dependence/interdependence. To study
the adaptability of the main principle of the foreign policy strategy of the Republic of Kazakhstan at the pre-
sent stage, criteria, theoretical approaches were determined in the study of multi-vector, its effectiveness in
modern international relations. An analysis of foreign policy risks showed that they are all related to the in-
terdependence of the Kazakh economy and diplomacy with its closest neighbors, in relation to which a multi-
vector approach developed in the conditions of the formation of a multipolar world. New geopolitical realities
indicate the expansion of the range of opportunities and at the same time the complication of the political
space along the perimeter of the borders of Kazakhstan. A clearly built and conceptually substantiated multi-
vector foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan in practice needs constant adjustment. This is due to the
more complex global realities, constant turbulence and the transformation of modern international relations.

Regional development in Central Asia: status, problems and prospects

The article deals with the problems of the impact of the global COVID-19 pandemic on the economy of the
Central Asian countries (CA), where such industries as the healthcare system, transport and supply, services
and employment, incomes and social protection of the population, trade relations between regions and the ex-
port of natural resources were mainly affected. The article analyzes the anti-crisis measures taken by national
governments for the comprehensive recovery and development of regions, as well as the sustainability of
economic growth in general. The consequences and prospects of regional development are considered, the
difference in approaches to the implementation of anti-crisis measures in each of the Central Asian states is
emphasized. The authors of the article believe that anti-crisis support measures should be maintained until the
recovery of the economy and social sphere becomes an irreversible process, since the unpredictability and
uncertainty of the course of the pandemic, its possible protracted nature acts as the main risk of disruption of
the planned terms of economic recovery and social development of the regions.

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Civil Society Organisation in Combatting Human Trafficking — Experiences from
South Asia

Although disasters do not discriminate among people but they exacerbates the pre-existing vulnerabilities
which are often ignored or difficult to visualise by policy makers of disaster risk reduction (DRR). One such
vulnerability leads to human trafficking. It simply makes a bad situation worse. Most cases of human traffick-
ing are prevalent in areas that reel under abject poverty belonging to the most marginalised and vulnerable
sections of the society. They remain confined at the tail end of the country’s socio-economic profile. People
who get trafficked are mostly for purposes of labour, commercial sexual exploitation, organ trade and domes-
tic servitude. The role of Community Participation and Institutions are significant in developing the vertical
and the horizontal linkages. The policy strategies formed at the top meant for the vulnerable, will remain un-
finished unless they reach the grassroots. Without the CSOs (Civil Society Organisations) this would be im-
possible. The dots need to be joined from the macro to the micro level. The NGOs (Non-Governmental Or-
ganizations), CSOs and government officials need to work in conformity to get the message home.

Context

Regions that are in the grip of extreme poverty, human rights violation, natural hazards, conflict-ridden
or war torn have consistently aggravated the risk and degree of vulnerability that affect men, women and
children. Besides searching for livelihood options, the world today witnesses a mass exodus of people trying
to wriggle out from what was their home once upon a time, due to some crisis such as a conflict, war, natural
calamities, ethnic cleansing, terrorism, insurgency and so on. Fleeing seems to be the best option left for
people who are worst hit. This often makes them further vulnerable to fall prey to trafficking. In 2005, Hurri-
cane Katrina displaced more than one million people besides killing many. In fact disasters have hit women,
children and people disproportionately in various vulnerable situations. Although disasters do not discrimi-
nate among people but it exacerbates the pre-existing vulnerabilities [1] which are often ignored or difficult
to visualise by policy makers of disaster risk reduction (DRR). Disasters/conflict/crisis all lead to different
outcomes even for demographically similar communities amplifying their poor socio economic status. One
such vulnerability leads to human trafficking. It simply makes a bad situation worse. Disasters have aided
traffickers to “flourish under an environment of weak law enforcement measures and extreme economic
hardships” [2]. Any such crises facilitate and enable the environment for further abuse and forced confine-
ment. Such a scenario provides a perfect situation enabling implementation of weak legal mechanisms and
poverty vulnerability. This further becomes an ideal situation for creating targets of exploitation and en-
slavement [3]. Traffickers do not miss such opportunities and promptly strike the iron while it is hot in order
to trap their victims with ease and “make hay while the sun shines!”.

Thus human trafficking flourishes amidst communities who are the most vulnerable. Studies have
shown that more than 80 percent of the displaced population during the last ten years lived in Asia and a
large segment was displaced due to such a crisis. Trafficking of women and children in particular has
emerged as the most lucrative illegal trade among human rights violators. Similarly 500 men were trafficked
by an international company to the United States of America. They were promised a rosy scenario but were
cheated. There are many such instances where the vulnerable falls prey to the traffickers.

Purpose of Trafficking

The Palermo protocol suggests trafficking as the exploitation of women and children under the garb of
fraudulent marriages, false job promises, religious beliefs, deceit, etc. They are the easy targets. Most cases
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of human trafficking are prevalent in areas that reel under abject poverty belonging to the most marginalised
and vulnerable sections of the society. They remain confined at the tail end of the country’s socio-economic
profile. People who get trafficked are mostly for purposes of labour, commercial sexual exploitation, organ
trade, domestic servitude and so on. As per a report on India, the majority of the trafficked victims are labour
victims (Table).

This is only the tip of the iceberg as most cases go unreported, the trafficked women and girls seldom
portray the right picture. The documentation in the National Crime Record Bureau (NCRB) has started to
officially document such data only since 2016. Human trafficking does not recognise the international / ad-
ministrative boundaries making the cross-border trafficking even more complex. Since the borders are de-
mographically homogeneous, sharing a similar culture, language and religion on both sides, it helps the traf-
fickers in gaining the confidence of the victims.

While the officials are busy attending to rescue the trapped victims under debris or in water, the traf-
fickers exploit the situation prevailing under a weak law implementing machinery to trap their prey. In addi-
tion the administrative boundaries create hurdles in the repatriation processes due to the existence of differ-
ent laws on either side and at times even the officials in charge are autocratic and unfriendly in nature mak-
ing the repatriation processes extremely arduous and frustrating. There is a growing recognition to “identify
the needs of the community, to plan effective interventions, and to obtain the necessary support for their im-
plementation” [3]. It is also important to engage the local stakeholders and the civil society Organisations for
effective implementation.

All mitigation strategies adopted need to imbibe the element of sustainability. It requires continuity and
a consistent effort over a long period of time in order to usher in a change in the situation. It not only needs
to be people centric imbibing protection mechanisms for the vulnerable lot at the source, destination and
market, but also needs to tackle the problem with a multi-pronged approach. The ones struggling from the
aftershocks of a crisis often end up facing gender based violence, human rights abuse and violence against
women. In fact, gender equality is not only a fundamental human right, but is considered as a necessary
foundation for a peaceful, prosperous and sustainable world. One of the major causes of gender inequality is
lack of awareness and overcoming the existing structural rigidities. This is what grips the women to remain
confined to their gender stereo typed roles. Such critical situations are exploited by the traffickers to target
children orphaned or separated from their families, women in distress or even men who are in search of live-
lihood options during the crisis. It has been observed that such a negative impact lasts a lifetime on a traf-
ficked victim as compared to property damaged or even lives lost.

Sustainability

According to the United Nations, “sustainable development” is defined as “development that satisfies
the requirements of the present without jeopardising the ability of future generations to satisfy their own
needs”. A calamity is positively connected with poverty. Both of these are causes and effects, one effecting
the other. Poverty increases disaster risks making things worse during a disaster [4]. So, poverty reduction is
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a necessary component of disaster risk reduction. Therefore factor of sustainability must therefore be in-
grained into all programmes.

The 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) and its 169 global targets set the standard for the 2030
development agenda. In fact the disaster mitigation through the Sendai Framework for Disaster Risk Reduc-
tion (DRR) and the 17 interlinked Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) are an outcome of interconnected
social and economic processes, targeting 2030 to achieve its goals. The sustainable development goals there-
fore recognise the importance of disaster risk reduction (DRR) as an important trigger in enhancing human
rights abuse. The two policy instruments of the Sendai Framework of Action for Disaster Risk Reduction and
the Sustainable Development Goals are perfectly interconnected. There is a synergy between the two. A lack
of disaster mitigation undoubtedly will result in an imbalanced development which will lead to a short fall in
ushering in sustainability in the 2030 development agenda.

Assessing the Magnitude of Trafficking

Globally trafficking has been categorized under four heads by the U.S. Department of State. The cate-
gories referred in the annual “Trafficking in Persons” (TIP) report are Tier 1, Tier 2, Tier 2 Watch List, and
Tier 3. The highest category of Tier 1 does not imply that there are no cases of trafficking in those countries.
It merely states that the government in these countries attempt in fully complying with the minimum stand-
ards of the Trafficking Victims Protection Act. While countries that belong to Tier 2 suggests that although
they do not comply fully with the minimum standards but are making significant efforts in trying to do so.
Countries that belong to Tier 2 Watch List are those that suffer from a significantly high number of victims
with extreme forms of trafficking. There is a deficit in the show of evidence of increased efforts to combat
trafficking as compared to previous year. It could also imply that the efforts to comply are mostly on paper
without any action. The last is Tier 3 where countries are not making significant efforts to comply with the
minimum standards whatsoever. Unfortunately, there exist several countries which are yet to adopt the mod-
ern anti-slavery laws creating a legislative vacuum.

One of the major reasons that can be attributed for the lack of attention to the subject is the absence of
authentic and reliable data. Without the presence of statistics, all research gets crippled and tends to be un-
derestimated. This becomes the main limitation for addressing issues in relation to violence against women.
The estimates on the magnitude of trafficked victims among women and girls are hazy due to a lack of doc-
umentation and methodological flaws. Research studies in this field thus tend to be more qualitative in na-
ture. The normal regular process of data collection is arduous and difficult due to the clandestine nature of
operations, besides the anonymity demanded by the clientele. Moreover there is always a stigma attached for
women and girls who had been trafficked and sexually abused. Hence there exists reluctance in revealing the
facts. Magnitude of trafficking among women and girls for sexual exploitation in particular, has been diffi-
cult to assess and continues to remain under a veil. This makes the convictions an impossible task, widening
the gap between prosecution and conviction.

However despite the weak documentation processes, human trafficking has started to draw attention from
the researchers and policy makers. The mass scale trafficking of orphan children during the 2010 Haiti earth-
quake, the drought of 2011, famine in the Horn of Africa, the 2013 typhoon in the Philippines, the 2016 Hurri-
cane Matthew, are all glaring examples of mass scale trafficking of children. These have been documented and
attested by respective governments. South Asia particularly has been a witness to many of the trafficked vic-
tims languishing in the prisons of India, Bangladesh and Pakistan and continues to remain unclaimed. In most
cases, their families back home are either eliminated in disasters or are untraceable due to some conflict. Sever-
al such examples are witnessed following a disaster/conflict in Maldives, Nepal, India, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka,
Afghanistan, and even in Iran and more recently the Ukraine-Russian war. Therefore disaster/conflict and hu-
man trafficking are like two sides of the same coin. Although they are not visible side by side but together can
produce a horrendous impact on the lives and livelihoods of the vulnerable community.

Role of Civil Society Organisations (CSO)

The role of Community Participation and Institutions are significant in developing the vertical and the
horizontal linkages. The policy strategies formed at the top meant for the vulnerable, will remain unfinished
unless they reach the grassroots.

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Community based preventive measures forms an integral part of any strategy for eliminating human
trafficking that go a long way in addressing the gendered dynamics of demand at the destinations. This per-
colates gender equality and women’s human rights while eliminating violence against women, stopping sex-
ual exploitation and forced labour particularly during a crisis. Preventive measures highlight the socio-
economic and cultural background that makes men, women and children vulnerable in the absence of a miti-
gation strategy for getting trafficked in the first place. These measures provide a platform for the target group
to access the rights based redressal mechanisms.

India has emerged as one of the biggest source, route and destination country in South Asia for victims
of trafficking. India has ratified the Palermo Protocol but it did take more than 11 years to do so. India has
been in the tier 2 watch list of the TIP report and has marginally improved to tier 2 since 2019. It still has a
long way to go although its making an earnest effort towards this regard. The Government of India also
adopted a multi-pronged strategy for preventing and combatting trafficking in persons. It has built strong
linkages and partnerships involving various stakeholders. They include the civil society organizations,
NGOs, international organizations, the corporate sector and many others. This helps in creating an integrated
response to combat trafficking especially that of labour and sexual exploitation. The UN with the help of its
partner organizations have been actively engaged in implementing programme on anti-human trafficking in
areas of vulnerability in India.

Over the last couple of decades, NGOs have come forward on a war footing to implement a multiple
number of interventions for preventing human trafficking. Many of the preventive measures are also area
focused in the migration process such as the point of origin or transit, or a border, or a destination. To im-
plement a strategy in the true sense, there needs to be continuity and regular supervision and monitoring.
People who are vulnerable and illiterate can never exploit the opportunities of a policy decision made in their
favour, unless they are helped and the strategy is reached to their doorstep. A majority of the preventive
measures are largely focused in the source areas involving target groups such as community members, wom-
en, girls, adolescents, members of the local “panchayat”, faith based organisations and the NGOs/CBOs. The
local women’s NGOs have often been preferred over others as they seem to be better equipped to implement
preventive strategies at the grass root level. It is not uncommon to come across a successful community
based preventive measure going unnoticed for want of a proper dissemination process. Documentation of the
rich experiences gained in the field and the lessons learned, at source, destination and the transit areas, is of
extreme importance for replication and efficacy in the implementation of the preventive measures. This has
been a well attested fact that information sharing and data collection on aspects of trafficking especially for
women and girls remains an under documented area.

Some of the areas where such activities have been implemented are not only along the vulnerable
source areas in the Indo-Bangladesh and Indo-Nepal borders but also in the destination areas such as Goa,
Maharashtra, Delhi, Kolkata, Mumbai, Hyderabad and so on. Despite a focus on the rural to urban migration
trend, NGO experiences reveal that there are an increasing number of women that are being trafficked from
their urban places of employment. Such cases have not been a major focus among the NGO efforts barring a
few exceptions. In the presence of so many networks, there is clearly some potential for overlap and duplica-
tion of activities. This has implications both in terms of efficient use of resources and in terms of the effec-
tiveness of the activities.

Networking, Advocacy and Media interventions as a preventive tool are some of the initiatives which
are of extreme significance. In fact networking is considered as one of the best means of effective advocacy.
Most of their activity tends to be centred on organizing workshops and conferences to raise awareness and
engage in advocacy on the issue of trafficking. While these networks have a broad based membership engag-
ing in a wide range of anti-trafficking activities, however their effectiveness in addressing trafficking of
women and children still remains in deficit. Obstacles such as ideological conflicts regarding the definition
of trafficking could pose hurdles in networking and coalition building among NGOs engaged in preventive
anti-trafficking initiatives. In addition to weakening the network coalitions, such an impact could create fur-
ther hurdles in building regional cooperation programme.

The community based preventive measures in terms of training and capacity building necessarily oper-
ates at two levels — at the grassroots to build the capability of the different segments of the local communi-
ties and secondly, to strengthen the capacity of law-enforcement, border control and immigration authorities,
parliamentarians and the police in apprehending traffickers and rescuing victims of sex trafficking. While the
training for capacity building, skill development & livelihood opportunities concentrate along the borders of
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Indo-Nepal and Indo-Bangladesh and its surrounding areas, the training for Policy Strategy Implementers are
mostly in the metropolitan centres.

Some of the awareness and advocacy activities are case sensitive and the target groups such as parlia-
mentarians, police or the law enforcement officials may comprehend conflicting messages and contradictory
advice. There are no evaluations or assessment on the effectiveness of such intervention models, activities
and approaches in place. The current trafficking interventions also lack the comprehensive and systematic
monitoring and documentation. There is no standard documentation available for meaningful comparison.
Hence assessing the degree of effectiveness of such programme is difficult.

The very existence of anti-trafficking activities implemented by NGOs depend upon a steady flow of
donor funding, but the organizations also often have to compete with each other to secure a share of the
funds that is available. It is important that the NGOs build solidarity networks and coalition partnerships to
pool in resources. With a resource crunch and serious threat to the ever shrinking budget, it can be hard to
achieve the long-term sustainability that is required in achieving the effectiveness of a preventive measure.

Most local NGOs depend on foreign donors and have only limited resources and the programme are
generally of short to medium-term duration. Few of the NGOs working on community based preventive
measures are equipped to sustain a programme over a long period of time. Without a regular source of fund-
ing for the purpose, it is likely that such an initiative may not remain active and agile in due course of time.
Given their limited financial resources, NGOs are seldom able to undertake follow-up studies or to monitor
the situation after the completion of the project. While most donor agencies require NGOs to develop specif-
ic indicators to measure the success of the initiatives that they have funded, these indicators are mostly about
reporting on actual numbers covered rather than on the medium to long term effectiveness of the initiative.
Examples include records of the number of rallies held by women's groups, the number of times that wom-
en's groups discuss trafficking, the number of participants in prevention activities, the number of written ma-
terials produced and distributed, and the number of women and girls intercepted through border rescue or
community surveillance strategies.

Consequently post submission of the final report to the donor agencies, the implementing NGO, seldom
involve in independent evaluations of the efficiency of the community based preventive measures that they
implement. An assessment of community based preventive measures to trafficking of women and girls un-
dertaken particularly in the source areas suggest that those efforts that integrate awareness rising with some
form of participatory activity is more likely to be sustainable and effective. Developing innovative forms of
community leadership, empowering the young, challenge the intensely rooted habits and perspectives about
gender and the life options for women and men all usher in the real change. It is thus recommended to essen-
tially support local-level strategies designed to nurture grassroots responses that tend to become self-
generating over a period of time.

Community surveillance is found to be a most appropriate and effective tool of community based pre-
ventive measure to trafficking of women and girls involving the community in collaboration with outside
support. It assists communities to develop strong networking that eventually establish systems for taking ac-
tion in the event of suspected trafficking. Funding of such activities need to taper gradually rather than end
abruptly. Working with children and young people through schools, teachers or young girls (Kishori groups)
is another innovative anti-trafficking strategy. The peer group support/influence helps in the formation of
such groups and also provides answers especially to those children who may face family problems and re-
quire assistance. Field experiences have shown that people are more likely to identify with peer-led educa-
tion rather than that given by social workers. It is recommended that creation of groups particularly the
women's group and the adolescents group be formed for gathering such information for prompt action.

There is a lack of programme monitoring and evaluation mechanisms for a vast number of the commu-
nity based preventive measures to trafficking of women and girls. Most of the strategies’ success is usually
measured in terms of its short- sightedness based on the number game. For example the number of people
that had been reached in awareness campaigns and capacity-building, the number of law-enforcement offic-
ers and border guards who received training, the number of participants in skill-training schemes or other
programme, and even the number of laws that have been passed in source and destination areas to prevent
female sex trafficking. However monitoring and follow up of other responses and evaluating the effective-
ness of such programmes is of immense significance rather than estimating the number of people reached.

Whether it’s to sharpen awareness and alert people to the potential plight of innocent victims among a
particular community, portray the cunning methods used by recruiters, and demonstrate the illegality of the
operations, the ultimate success of a campaign lies in the fact in bringing down the number of trafficked vic-
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tims. Only then sustainability in the programme can be achieved. There remains a huge gap between the
prosecution, arrests and conviction. A fast track court can settle the huge number of pending cases and pun-
ish the guilty which would in turn act as a deterrent to the traffickers. The military institutions and peace-
keeping forces are encouraged to implement formal pre-emptive measures to discourage trafficking in their
spheres of influence, and to incorporate education about trafficking, child prostitution, and different views of
masculinity in their training of young men, and in their contact with local communities in the areas where
they are posted.

Sometimes victims are more like prisoners awaiting repatriation for months on end in the shelter homes.
Such experiences have been commonly observed along the Indo-Bangladesh and Indo-Nepal borders. As
witnessed from the field, the repatriation of 120 children that had been trafficked for being camel jockeys in
the UAE were rescued after many difficulties and repatriated back in Bangladesh with the help of “Bangla-
desh National Women Lawyers Association” (BNWLA). However they were all waiting to “go home” as
their parents had to be identified. The fear and trauma on the faces of these 3 to 5 years old children were
written large. Some of them had fresh bruises and injuries. Others had no idea who their parents were and
where they belonged to. The NGO in charge was running from pillar to post ascertaining their identity and
addresses to repatriate them back into their families. Children simply could not recollect the names of their
parents and locality. Their childhood seemed shattered in this short period.

Another example from the Indian Ocean area was observed during the reconstruction process of Mal-
dives post 2004 Tsunami. A group of men trafficked for labour, from South Asian regions of India, Bangla-
desh and Sri Lanka faced horrible conditions upon reaching Maldives. They were trafficked from their coun-
try to help with the reconstruction of Maldives after Tsunami. Being illiterate and unaware they were ex-
tremely vulnerable and become an easy prey to the fraudulent recruitment practices. Unknowingly they be-
come illegal migrants and get exploited by being forced to work in situations which do not comply with do-
mestic and international labour standards nor did they match the job profile that was stated in their work
permit. They fell prey to traffickers who promised a handsome salary of 150 dollars a month, free accommo-
dation and food. They had sold their precious belongings like land, cattle and other assets to pay the agents.
Another common practice is that upon arrival the passports of the migrant workers were confiscated by their
employers. This made them even more insecure and vulnerable. Those who were employed complained
about this practice as they were unable to leave the country urgently in the event of a death in the family or
to meet an emergency, more so if this happened to be a Friday or Saturday which was weekend for Maldives.
They were forced to stay under inhuman conditions with twenty odd Bangladeshi men, who cooked beef
which was a taboo for these Indian Rajasthani men. With no place to sleep, salaries not being disbursed, they
literally fell from the frying pan to the fire. They simply could not understand how this was not United States
of America where they were told, “dollars would rain upon arrival” [5].

The district of Murshidabad in West Bengal state of India, gets regularly flooded during the rainy sea-
son. People run helter-skelter in search of alternative livelihood options as their agricultural fields all get
drowned. Women are desperate to find some work to feed their young ones. This is the ideal time for the
prowling traffickers to spread their nets. Women get easily trafficked and land in the brothels of Sonagachi
area in Kolkata forced to become prostitutes with no outlets to escape. Once trapped they are reluctant to re-
turn home, even if they are rescued, as they are scared to get stigmatised by their own community and rela-
tives [6]. Instead each one tries to get another one as they get lonelier. Thus the exploited become the exploi-
ters. Factors such as poverty and vulnerability during a disaster, forces the victim to cross the borders by any
means, irrespective of what is in store for them on the other side. They just hold on to any straw of hope and
believe the fraudsters blindly who are that are quick to transfer them into the world of exploitation.

Similarly there are several such examples with children being the easiest target. Children that get sepa-
rated from guardians or children that are orphaned, get targeted facilitating “exploitation, forced labor and
slavery” [3]. It’s been observed that acceleration of legal adoption by families have been documented which
was mainly for the purpose of organ trafficking. Children as low as 9 years in age, became substitutes for
their injured or deceased family members.

In 2004 during the Indian Ocean Tsunami, boats were seized carrying 100 infants from Aceh in Suma-
tra. During the same period 35,000 children were documented as having lost at least one or both parents. Au-
thorities in Aceh banned children who were leaving the province, unless and until they were with a proper
family member who could be verified in order to guard against predators. The 2013 Typhoon Haiyan in the
Phillipines, found children engaged as child laborers working in the rural areas who were actually trafficked
to Manila for sexual and labour exploitation. The 2010 Haiti Earthquake, which was to the tune of 7.0 mag-
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nitude, witnessed yet another mass scale trafficking among children and infants for the purpose of organ traf-
ficking. Children have been trafficked for the entertainment industry such as circus, camel jockey (despite
the ban) and even to become suicide bombers.

In 2018, the Palu earthquake and the Tsunami that hit Palu in Central Sulawesi of Indonesia, resulted in
a death toll of 4340 people. Cases of child trafficking were confirmed by several organizations and NGOs.
Children who lost both their parents life for them was a day to day struggle. Traffickers were moving around
in the guise of rescue operators and NGOs in order to capture the unsuspecting victims. The United Nations
Children's Fund and the International Organisation for Migration (IOM) too confirmed cases of child traf-
ficking. Some of the non-governmental organizations expressed suspicion on the so called guardians espe-
cially when the couple was not consistent in their story as to where the child was being taken.

An impact study of COVID 19 by UN Women in 2020 [7], depicted how the most vulnerable got wors-
er, boosting the probability of their getting trafficked in terms of men, women, children and among the
LGBTQI community. Media reports showed the massive number of child marriages that took place during
the period and the increase in violence and abuse inflicted especially on the women and children. The
COVID 19, only made situations worse. Several factories had to be shut down. In a recent study [8] several
children from the state of Bihar in India who had been trapped earlier to work in the bangle industry in Jaipur
(Rajasthan) were all sent back loaded in trains to Bihar. Once the factories closed down, the factory owner
did not want to feed these children without work. So they were promptly put into trains and sent back to Ga-
ya district in Bihar. Once they arrived they had to be taken care of and repatriated back. Most of these traf-
ficked victims had no clue as to their whereabouts.

Another conflict ridden states such as Afghanistan, Iran, Ukraine, Russia, people have become extreme-
ly vulnerable. The recent withdrawal of USA from Afghanistan in Aug 2021, as displayed on the television
showed how parents were desperate to see at least their children and infants be taken away from Afghanistan
and literally kept throwing them onto the arms of army personnel across the barbed wires in the airport. This
shows the level of desperation that a parent face during times of crisis.

The innovative measures adopted by the civil society organisations are a marvel especially for handling
the Cross Border Trafficking. Whether it is the formation of adolescents groups, the Kishori (young girls)
groups and the Civil Vigilance Committee are so well conceived to nab the culprits and implement the pre-
ventive measures. Nevertheless there are some glaring differences between the civil society organisations
working in the field and the institutions in force. They seem to be in competition with each other rather than
complementing each other. Clearly as observed in the field, there was a lack of trust and deficit in confidence
building measures. Some of these areas follows:

* A lack of law enforcement machinery on human trafficking or faulty law enforcing machinery were
the biggest hurdle for booking culprits. As a result, the gaps between Prosecution and Conviction got wider
and wider. Thus, focus needs to be on areas which are the greatest sources of supply in the vulnerable areas.
The International Community must set a standard of laws in the context of existing vulnerabilities in the
country. Laws need to bind in the factor of elasticity based on their domestic policies highlighting the links
and wvulnerabilities between natural disaster and human trafficking. Imbibing anti-human trafficking
measures in every segment of development policy in terms of international and domestic policies is an urgent
need at present!

» There was confusion on the clarity of roles and responsibilities by the various govt agencies. For
example transporting a rescued victim to the shelter home was an arduous task by the officials in the borders
due to budgetary restrictions. It was not clear whether the transportation charges like taxi/train/bus will be
reimbursed to the officials. Sometimes such trivial expenditure became the biggest hurdle and resulted in
allowing the victims to get recaptured by the traffickers. Although there existed a clear direction that such
victims will be taken care of by the institutions in-charge but there was a deficit in communicating such in-
structions to the right quarters leading to police officials’ reluctance in reaching the victims to the shelter
homes. Often the difference in legal procedures on either side of the borders ended in a delay in the repatria-
tion process. Unending wait for children make them like prisoners trapped with restriction in their move-
ment. They end up going from the frying pan to the fire!

» Multiple communications also lead to confusion of the missing child and among the rescue team.
Proper orders tend to get ignored and taken for granted. This leads to a sudden mushrooming of placement
agencies that suddenly get registered. A bill was in the process to be formulated for regulating such agencies.
Cross border human trafficking needs a special status for speeding up the repatriation processes.

Children’s institutions in Karlag

The article discusses key aspects of the history of children's institutions and, first of all, children's homes, in
the Karaganda CLC (Correctional labor camp) of the PCIA (People's Commissariat of Internal Affairs) of the
USSR. The organizational and legal bases of the formation of the children’s contingent in the Gulag camps
have been revealed and characterized. Organization, structure and location of children’s institutions in Karlag
were determined. The number, composition and movement of the children's contingent, the nature and con-
tent of food and material provision, housing and living conditions, as well as medical and sanitary care and
child mortality were covered. The causes and scale of child mortality were evealed and characterized. The
dynamics of the number of children's institutions in Karlage were demonstrated. Quantitative and qualitative
parameters of children's nutrition and food allowance were considered. The extremely low level of material
and technical supply and the weak arrangement of homes for babies, the lack of caregivers and the lack of
medical and sanitary services were emphasized. A wise assessment of the character and content of the daily
practice of the functioning of the child's home was given. The opinions about the consequences for the Soviet
society of the results of the “education” of children in children's homes were expressed.

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Problems of trade and provision in the daily life of rural regions residents of Central
Kazakhstan during 1964-1985

The article discusses the place of trade and supply in the Soviet system, based on a planned economy, and the
impact of changes in the daily life of rural regions. The research paper used archival documents and interview
materials that were first introduced into scientific circulation. Since the Soviet trade and supply system, which
did not take into account demand, could not fully provide the common population with types of goods, the
qualities of the “Soviet man” in everyday life always helped to find a way out of the difficult, and the solution
of the problem was carried out in the system of institutional and beyond structures. The article takes into
account the disadvantages and advantages of providing local differences between districts and types of goods,
reflects changes in taste and innovations in human needs. Nomenclature with low interest and zeal for the
cause in Soviet institutions, as in other fields of activity of the Soviet era, the most important thing is an
ordinary “Soviet man” with the desire to satisfy his basic needs in a rigid state and ideological system are
given by examples of rural areas. The primary sources of the habits formation, which in most life situations
first give importance to informal contacts, are indicated by clear evidence. In conclusion, it was concluded
that the supply of the rural population with consumer goods was completely subordinated to the state, the
place of shortages was covered by informal contacts and relations on the local ground, and the common
people fought the deficit through the methods of “silent resistance”.

Introduction

The issue of providing the population with goods of everyday and basic needs will become important in
any historical period. One of the main features of the trade and supply sector in the Soviet period was that it
was completely at the disposal of the state. The process of production and sale of goods was carried out
entirely through state-owned enterprises and bodies, and was not excluded from the scope of supervision and
control.

In the article, the period between 1964-1985 is chosen as a time-based measurement, and rural areas of
Central Kazakhstan are taken as historical spaces. The object of the research is the problem of providing the
population in the rural area of Central Kazakhstan, and the research subject is the impact of the trade sector
on changes in everyday life.

To fulfill the stated goal under the title of the article, the following tasks were set:

1) determining the situation in the field of trade and provisions on the basis of archival documents,
indicating the specifics between districts;

2) description of the main differences in this area between different levels of settlements on the basis of
interview materials, analysis and justification of the impact of local differences on everyday life depending
on the level of provisions.

The historiography of the problems of trade, supply, consumption, commodity-money relations in the
history of everyday life can be divided into three groups: 1) foreign, as well as Russian; 2) Soviet, as well as
works of the period of the Kazakh SSR; 3) works of the independent Kazakhstan period.

In the historiography of Western Europe, the fundamental works of authors F. Braudel, E. Le Roy
Ladurie, F. Aries and J. Duby and etc., where aspects of everyday life are studied, deal with the problems of
trade and commaodity supply [1-3]. In Russian historiography, since 1991, as a part of foreign historiography,
there are a number of monographs and dissertation works related to the topic. As large-scale monographs in
terms of content and scope, S.D. Bagdasaryan, V.B. Bezgin, V.A. Berdinskikh works, Yu.N. Yefremova,
E.V. Migranova have dissertations on the topic, which dealt with the problems of rural regions and local
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features [4-8]. In Soviet historiography, the problems of rural everyday life, including in this field, were
discussed in the studies of M. Petrovich and I. Krivchansky who have undergone analysis and sorting [9, 10].
The problems of trade and supply in Kazakhstan in the Soviet period are covered in the dissertation of
M. Kamenova [11]. In the domestic historiography of independent Kazakhstan researchers Z.G. Saktaganova
and K.K. Abdrakhmanova pay special attention to this issue in their research [12, 13]. Z.G. Saktaganova's
research on various aspects of the history of everyday life is continuously published in publications of the
international level [14-17].

Methodology and materials

The methodological basis for the article consists in the principle of historicity and consistency, which
allow to analyze the sphere of trade and supply in everyday life in the space of rural regions of central
Kazakhstan in the Soviet period. Among the general scientific methods, the methods of induction and
deduction, analysis and synthesis were selected. In some examples, the method of induction was used to
determine the state of the industry in a small rural environment, the method of deduction for classification
and analysis of general trends in Soviet society. To conduct a full-fledged study, we will work over the
problem by classifying it from large to small and by assembling from small to large, giving priority to
analysis and synthesis among special scientific methods. The formulation of the problem and the
presentation of solutions were carried out by the method of historical dynamics, in which a comprehensive
analysis of processes changes over time was carried out.

The historical and comparative method used in the article analyzed the collected oral interviews and
helped to show similarities and differences in the impact of trade and supply between the districts and
settlements of central Kazakhstan on the conditions of everyday life. The historical and genetic method made
it possible to assess the change in the problem over time, starting from the origin. Through the retrospective
method, using interview materials, we tried to determine the causal relationship, gradually, consistently, fully
experiencing the events of the past tense in a situational and psychological-emotional context.

The study also used quantitative methodology, with a preference for qualitative methodology.
Qualitative methodology was used for interview materials, and for the archival documents quantitative
methodology was given priority. The study analyzed quantitative indicators and other subject matters at the
national and regional levels.

In our study, we will try to consider the picture of the state of provision within the framework of the
Soviet planned economy in the rural regions of central Kazakhstan. While oral data reflect the views of the
residents of rural areas related to the life of ordinary people in the local area, archival documents are clearly
dated 1964-1985 reflects the actions of institutional structures that have influenced the situation on this issue.
The article mainly covers materials collected by the method of oral interviews taken from all districts of Cen-
tral Kazakhstan during the period of 2021-2022. In the methodology for collecting oral interview materials,
the works of T.K. Shcheglova were taken as a basis and the in-depth interview method was used [18].

Discussion and results

Several key features of the goods provision for the the rural region population have been preserved and
reflected throughout the studied period:

-residents of remote and scattered rural settlements received the major part of food products from their
own farms;

- the purchase of daily necessary goods from state farms, district centers and other urban settlements
had become widespread;

- trade was used for residents of remote rural areas (a mobile stall or a mobile shop);

- mainly in the rural areas trade turnover, goods that are rapidly deteriorating and require favorable
conditions for transportation were sold in small quantities or were not sold at all.

During this period, central Kazakhstan gained a number of achievements in accordance with the
General Union and Republican trends. We see trade and commodity relations issues in Central Kazakhstan
among archival documents of various levels in the documents of the consumer's association at different
stages of management. We see a number of positive changes in the general sphere and in this aspect of the
rural residents' lives.

Among the general indicators of the time between 1966-1970 a number of works carried out by
cooperatives of Karaganda region to create trade services for the rural population are noteworthy. In 1970,
compared to 1965, sales of semi-finished products per capita increased by 5 times, sales of confectionery
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products-by 3 times. For 5 years, the book sales plan has been fulfilled by 103 %. If per capita book sales
were 1 ruble 44 kopecks in 1965, then 1 ruble 62 kopecks in 1970, or an increase of 13 %. In the 1970s, 46
or 87 % of the total 53 bookstores were self-service.

In general, the indicator of goods sales per capita in the region in 1965 was 375 rubles, in 1970 it was
made up of 495 rubles.

In comparison with 1965, the indicators for the sale of the following food products increased: sugar —
by 11 %, confectionery — by 54 %, animal fat — by 21 %, fish — by 83 % or 2.8 times, vegetables — by
45 % or 2.3 times. For other goods in 1970 compared to 1965, sales indicators increased: garments — by
86 %, leather shoes — by 36 %, rubber shoes — by 68 %, knitwear — by 2.6 times. The per capita vodka
sales rate in 1970 was 54 rubles, giving no increase. Sales of the following goods per 100 families increased:
radio goods — by 19 %, TV — by 2.7 times, refrigerator — by 1.9 times, tape recorder — by 50 times.

A number of works have been carried out to strengthen the material and technical base of rural trade. In
1966-1970 6,396,000 rubles were allocated for the material and technical base of consumer cooperation of
the region. For the 5th year, 19 stores with 136 workplaces, 7 public catering establishments with 560 places,
3 refrigerators with 53 tons, a warehouse with 5900 square meters, a vegetable and potato warehouse with
890 tons, a bakery with 4.5 tons of products per day and facilities were opened.

Work has been carried out to specialize and introduce advanced forms of the trading network. If in 1965
the most advanced forms of trading were in 20 stores, then in 1970 their number reached 104 or increased 5
times. 7 or 24 % of 306 industrial goods stores, 17 or 5 % of 320 grocery stores operated by self-service
method [19; 18-19]. The development of the eighth of five-year plan, which was generally called the
“Golden five-year plan”, concerned most areas of life and showed its results for many years, gave a certain
inertia to the development of the Soviet state. These inertia of changes were observed in the daily life of
ordinary people and persisted on the pages of history.

Since the Soviet supply was under the supervision of a state that relied entirely on a planned economy,
there was a shortage of necessary goods in trade turnover and supply facilities from the flow of production
issues.

Some of the complaints of ordinary residents of the rural area, which described the real situation, also
reached the publications of the Union level. According to the content of the letter, the straw burnt from
spring to autumn, and for the cow in the hands it was not allowed to take it. And there was no need to live in
the village if you did not have livestock in your hands, because nothing was sold in the store. During the
summer, meat was sold once and fish three times. Salted fish that had rotted in the store lied all summer and
often nothing was visible except black bread and canned fish. Although there was a lot of talk from the radio
and the newspaper about the improvement of countryside living, but the results were not visible in the local
area (Yu.E. Petruknene. Karaganda region, Nurinsky District, harvest state farm “Shakhter”) [20; 78].

From the beginning to the end of this period, the chain of main scarce and always in high demand goods
in the field of trade, did not undergo much change. There is a lot of information about these goods in the
interview materials, as well as information from archival documents. Goods in great demand, but in short
supply: sausage, fish, margarine, canned meat, Indian tea, Grade Il Ceylon Tea, buckwheat, potatoes,
vegetables, fruits, vegetables, vodka, wine, beer. From manufactured goods: cotton fabric, clothing, woolen
products, sheepskin products, leather shoes, rubber shoes, carpet, art porcelain and faience cups and teapots,
student notebooks, window glass, wood material, cement, slate, paint, olif, lime [21; 349].

The main reason for the shortage of goods is the work of production and delivery services without
taking into consideration the needs of the population. In the first half of 1978, the above-normal unsuitability
of goods in the system of the Zhezkazgan regional Consumer Union amounted to 40 thousand rubles. This
happened due to the fact that, that on the one hand the goods were imported without taking into account the
people's demand and on the other hand the non-compliance of stores and warehouses with storage
requirements made it impossible to create favorable conditions for material assets [22; 103].

Trade and supply out of the people's demand was constantly at a disadvantage, even with strict
supervision. If trade is one of the abilities given to a person by nature, then the transfer of the trade business
in the Soviet system to a certain institution leads to the handing the reins of a responsible business to an inef-
fective nomenclature, which can be traced in archival documents.

In 1971 the plan for the production of soft drinks from among the types of drinks was implemented by
the Kazpotrebsoyuz by 95 %. The regions that showed the lowest performance in the implementation of the
plan: Aktobe — 76 %, East Kazakhstan — 50 %, Shymkent — 74 %, Uralsk — 77 %, Karaganda — 81 %,
Semey — 84 %. These departments had the necessary production capacity and despite being provided with
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raw materials they could not fulfill the plan. In 1971, Esil, Irtysh, Karkaraly non-alcoholic beer breweries did
a poor job. Due to technological errors, these enterprises produced low-quality products. Equipment was
running to capacity due to delays in repairs [23; 76].

Poor supply of the population with sewing, knitwear, shoes, cultural and household products [23; 140].

During the inspection in March 1971, it was found that the Vostok state farm of the Karaganda region
had deficiencies in the supply of bread and other daily necessary goods. Similar cases were found in Aktobe,
Taldykorgan, Guryev, Almaty regions [23; 157].

Plans for trade turnover are not implemented. The main reason is that the plan for trade turnover is sent
to the district, cooperatives and stores without taking into account the possibility of procurement, and
commodity resources are not provided for the implementation of the approved plan. Many stores close for a
long time under various pretexts, such as inventory, acceptance of goods, or do not work for several days
caused by the sellers' fault [23; 159].

The deficit commodity issue did not concern only remote rural areas. Residents of settlements close to
industrial cities also faced obstacles in finding and purchasing the necessary goods. Until the collapse of the
general Soviet system, most consumer goods were scarce (“deficit”) and distributed root-familiar.
Employees of the district department of consumption have become “respected persons” on the way to finding
the necessary goods. Those who worked in the position and received a significant salary were able to go on
vacation to big cities, where they got the necessary things for a low price. For example, it was possible to go
on a 3-day voucher and get decent things for a salary of 90 rubles, in the case if you can tolerate large
gueues. Surplus goods, special work clothes and some other goods were stored in the warehouse in large
volumes. Warehouse managers could let goods pass at a low price to someone who came in search of “what
they need”, because the factory produced non-conforming goods. But, the enterprise had to pay and calculate
wages. Therefore, the factory left all the products in the warehouse. And in the warehouse those products
were distributed along with the deficit goods [24]. This is a disadvantage of a planned economy. The factory
makes a lot of clothes that may not be fashionable or not suitable for what you need. Therefrom, the surplus
goods appear. It is impossible to audit the whole economy radically.

Archival data also shows that the demand of the population for many goods is not taken into account.
For example, in 1971, according to the consumer union system, clothing was sold to 285 million rubles. This
is an increase of 7 % compared to 1970, but the remaining surplus goods increased by 38 million rubles, or
22 %. The growth in sales of shoes amounted to 2.2 %, while the growth of residual goods amounted to 11
million rubles or 14 %. The situation is even more complicated when it comes to individual areas [23; 160].

Similar cases occurred in areas where animal husbandry was considered the main direction, the
respondent said: “the black fur coat or short fur coat became a deficit and came up with a special list and was
given to no more than two shepherds in each state farm a year. The short fur coat was taken from the district
warehouse and worn only by the leaders. The carpet and fabric types were also not abundant... Goods were
issued only with a limit and quantity. The product, came with the list, was not distributed free of charge.
Furniture was listed by the village council, and furniture like chiffonier was not available in all houses.
Furniture, such as sofas, beds, wardrobes, has been supplied from Balkhash and Karaganda since 1975, and
since the early 1980s. they started coming to the district center after the hardware store opened. When a
merchant left for a visit or for another reason, residents forced to open a store. The seller was like a boss”
[25]. Goods supplied in a limited volume had always become an irresistible attribute of the Soviet supply
system and had been preserved for a long time.

Although local production was carried out to put food products up for sale, the final result was not
always positive. According to the resolutions of the kazpotrebsoyuz union, it is planned to open a culinary
store in each district center until the end of 1971. But cooperative organizations of East Kazakhstan,
Karaganda, Kyzylorda, North Kazakhstan, Semipalatinsk, Tselinograd regions did not desire to open these
stores. At the beginning of 1971 only one out of 12 districts in East Kazakhstan region, three out of 10
districts in Karaganda region, four out of 10 districts in Kyzylorda region, four out of 11 districts in North
Kazakhstan Region, five out of 12 districts in Semipalatinsk District, five out of 11 districts in Tselinograd
district had culinary shops [23; 74].

The difference between urban and rural trade was mainly observed in the type of goods. In rural areas,
the types of goods sold more in industrial cities, were less in circulation. For example, in Aktogay, one of the
remote areas, the local population did not consume fish products. The respondent said about this: “In the
early 1980s. when | went to manage potrebsoyuz the shelves were completely empty. The leaders of the
raipotrebsoyuz before me did not organize the work correctly, did not find the right person. In this shere, it is
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necessary to have merchant and organizational qualities. In the districts close people are often appointed to
this position. But things do not work out” [26]. Gaps not only in production goods, but also in the provision
of food for everyday needs are directly related to the organization of trade and require a certain skill and
professionalism even in a small rural environment.

In terms of clothing types, the demand for expensive leather clothing has always remained high, as
always. In 1971, the sale of leather shoes was reduced by the following regional consumer unions: Aktobe —
3.6 %, Karaganda — 1.1 %, Kostanay — 3.5 %, Pavlodar — 2.8 %. But commaodity waste in these consumer
allies increased between 8 and 22 %. One of the main reasons is the production update of the model. In 1971,
the industry updated 66 % of the models of clothing and 40 % of shoes [23; 161].

On the specifics of finding scarce goods even in areas with poor supply, the respondent said: “In the
village, sometimes there were imported goods that were not found in the city. They were also sold at a
reduced price. Since the specifics of the village were not taken into account, the sent expensive shoes were
not worn. He doesn't herd sheep in expensive shoes. Oblpotrebsoyuz did not look at the demand. Therefore,
the “long-kept” (stale) goods appeared. They lie around unsold, no one takes them. If they were taken to the
city at a lower cost (marked down), then things that were not traded in the village were sold for cash” [26].
The inequalities between supply and demand are not believed today, but only the experts in the industry are
aware of interesting situations.

One of the main problems in the field of security in the Soviet period was the provision of housing with
furniture, the respondent said: “You stand in line for furniture for a long time... We were ashamed of the
guests who came home. There was only a round table and one bed, others lying on the floor. At this time, the
carpet is laid on the wall. We didn't get it either. You can't find them when girls get married. Even if it stands
in the store, it is issued with a list... The list never moves, only with familiarity...” [27]. Informal ties have
penetrated into the sphere of trade and influenced the receipt of many goods. Obtaining the necessary subject
reflected the general family status and contained a certain social criterion.

About the fact that even mutual closeness in access to goods cannot fully help: “Furniture, TV, etc., we
got through a comrade of my husband, who worked in a mobile stall. Often the deficit items were taken by
shepherds and root-acquaintances. Ordinary people like us will remain on the sidelines” [28]. Even in
informal relations, the influence of the position and rank in institutional structures was observed in solving
important issues.

Since 1970s the purchasing power began to gradually rise, the general population began to clearly feel a
shortage of goods. Regarding the Soviet nature of the trade and supply system: “The deficit goods were
bought from the inter-district base or through other indirect routes and through other channels. These were
not available to everyone, they were not sold in the free trade. These benefits could only be used by people
close to the management or working in the trade sector itself” [29]. Supply facilities and warehouses of
goods in district centers have become “special” places for obtaining the necessary goods, and instead of
official retail outlets, they have become additional points of distribution of goods.

About the existence of the trade industry in the nature of a scarce commodity distribution system: “For
example, if 1 am a shopkeeper, | will turn to my relative. If a good stuff comes to the shopkeeper, I will hand
it over to my relative so that he can take it. | will fulfill his request. Other villagers would complain that |
gave it to a relative. Even the unts were given in turn. If city dwellers came to the village to visit their
relatives, they would take what they needed from the village store, saying that there were good things to
find” [30]. The fact that a simple shopkeeper or salesperson has become one of the most important, special
“positions” in society was one of the manifestations of real absurdity.

Getting the necessary goods was equal to fighting on the local front: “It was hard to get a carpet, a TV.
My wife was a seller in the store. Sometimes she brought goods without permission. She was called by the
chairman of the village council and scolded. She argued about the fact that wasn't she authorized to get the
stuff as she worked there. I put on decent shoes and dress shoes as my wife worked in the store. My wife got
the items through the battle. It was not sold open. You could get them either through the struggle or through
the acquaintances. Good tea was given to a shepherd or a car mechanic in a store only with a village council
note. My wife could take the tea herself, saying that her husband was a mechanic. There was no abundant
flow of goods” [31]. The easing of the demands and punishments of the leadership during the years of
stagnation encouraged ordinary people to act openly in a number of situations, and not as cowardly as before.

Urban settlements were of great importance in the supply of goods to rural areas. Not only residents of
the settlement, but also residents of the surrounding rural settlements had the opportunity to find the
necessary goods. But even in this case, the problem of relations and interaction between people was
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important: “We went to the village of Karagaily for goods. There was a good supply there. But... | wanted to
dress my children beautifully... I was an operator in the district consumer society (raipotrebsoyuz). We know
what goods will come. We took the necessary things from the storekeeper. But even if you were an employee
there, we carried it with difficulty. We took the decent tea... and the others in the same way” [32]. Employees
who were directly involved in the supply business had become an official, as well as an unofficial “golden
bridge” between the population and the points of consumption.

The change in people's tastes and the main quality goods of that time: “Clothes were mainly only from
China, the Czech Republic, Poland. Mostly from China. The union had good relations only with China.
China's costumes, sweaters, dresses were highly appreciated. The vegetable did not appear on the table at all.
After the Kazakh people were obedient, they did not taste food. Only the meat and flour products of the
livestock were consumed. The life of the people has improved since 1975. There was nothing bright during
the other times. The supply was not very strong. As the people's life improved, tastes increased. Not enough
for everyone. The acquisition of furniture has increased since the 1980s. Imported furniture was not available
in many houses” [33].

The fact that meat products were not sold in local retail outlets was due to the fact that the population,
which mainly consumed food products at the expense of personal subsidiary farms, did not have a great
demand for these types of products. For the production of sausages and smoked meats in 1971, the Kaz
consumer union fulfilled the plan by 95 %. However, East Kazakhstan, Guryev, Karaganda, Kyzylorda,
Semipalatinsk, Turgai regions had not established the production of sausage products and smoked meats,
such as Kazy-karta, Zhal-zhaya, shuzhyk. The Karkaraly district consumer union closed a typical workshop
with complex equipment for the production of sausage products and used its building as a container
warehouse. Basically, the villagers receive daily necessary goods from the central manor of the state farm or
from shops in the district center [23; 139].

Although it seemed that the needs of agricultural workers, especially pastoralists in remote areas, were
officially put at the forefront, in reality the demand was not always met. “The first secretary of the regional
committee, Korkin, was a guest at my house. Korkin gave a scolding to the head of the regional potrebsoyuz,
named Khan at one of the meetings. He said “I was in the house of a shepherd with ten children, he had ten
sheep masters. Why don't you go and see his life?”” Then the things got better and we were able to go to the
regional consumer union and get the necessary goods” [34]. The features of the Soviet system, in which only
close communication made a significant contribution to solving the necessary problem, were found in many
places.

On the change in population demand, a trade expert said: “Before the 1960s the tea was Georgian tea.
After the 1960s, the shepherds despised Georgian tea. Everyone wanted to drink Indian tea with milk. If you
could find the right one, the herder would give you everything. Until the 1970s, alcoholic beverages were
strictly controlled and given little. Was it the rigidity of discipline... If you could find vodka at the wedding,
they would ride you a horse. If you could provide the ordered thing then the reputation of a mobile shoper (a
manager of a mobile shop — a seller of goods) was not inferior to the head of the district. There was no
person worse than you if you couldn't do it. They would write up a report” [35]. Open statements related to
trade, which were hidden and leaked to the press, were also a mirror of the disappointed people who were not
satisfied with the provision.

Applications for goods without taking into account demand have become widespread, and not only the
type of small-scale goods, but also the issue of buying cars. Karaganda regional consumer union in 1972 did
not order the following popular goods: motorcycle M105, scooter, boat motor, ski, voice amplifier, pen,
eraser, brush, strings of musical instruments, fishing rods, photoexponometer, photo lens,
electrogramophone, electric music player, photographic film and etc. Only 15 out of 112 items of goods
necessary for fishing were ordered. However, despite the fact that there were 5 thousand packs of paper in
stock, they ordered another 100 thousand packs of paper [23; 63].

In a rural area where public transport is rarely used, one of the most important issues was the purchase
of a means of movement. Here is what the respondent said about buying a car: “It was difficult to get a
motorcycle. Everything was in a deficit. When you come from the army, you don't even dream of getting a
car with my income. | got in line for a motorcycle. | couldn't get Ural motorcycle. My turn finally did not
come. A motorcycle that comes only 1 or 2 times a year. | stood in line for 7 years. My friend was
transporting goods from the mezhraibaza (inter-district base) in Osakarovka on a mobile stall. | was told that
Zaporozh got into Osakarovka. | got it, although it was an expensive car for that time, which cost 2100
rubles.

Let me give an example. If you are the director of a state farm, you want to please the children of the
village at the New Year holidays. Although it was possible to find cheap sweets, it was difficult to get fruits
like tangerines. In this case, you could go to the director of the plodovoschtorg in Karaganda with a warning
in advance and bring a slaughtered cow's meat. But, of course, you get tangerines for money” [36]. Among
the local leaders, there were some enterprising personalities who tried to please the residents. In this case, the
circumstances of informal intimacy have already come to the fore.

In trade and supply, both in rural and urban areas, there were also embezzlement and shadow points in
other industries. Minor events that occurred on the ground are found in the documents of institutions of the
union or republican level. Seller X. of the Ulyanovsk state farm workers cooperative sold second-grade flour
at the price of first-grade flour. In 1968 the concealment of fashionable shoes, women's clothing, knitted
dresses, carpets, a transistor radio receiver, Indian tea was detected in certain shops of consumer societies of
Zhanaarka, Zyryanovsk and other districts [37; 47].

Despite the audits carried out, retail prices were raised in many retail outlets, and there were often cases
of deception of buyers, sales with high prices. With the participation of the state price committee and the
pricing departments of the regional executive committee, 1062 outlets were inspected in August, which
showed that 182 or 17 % of them violated price indicators. The purchases of 421 goods were taken under
control, and price and weight violations were seen in 51 of them. The total amount of trade discipline viola-
tions stated 17311 rubles. From retail outlets of 9 regions of the Republic, 6279 rubles were issued to the
budget as income from goods sold at high prices. Among them, from the Kostanay regional consumer union
— 3347 rubles, Tselinograd — 1862 rubles, Karaganda — 389 rubles [38; 34].

In 1971, 42 % of theft and embezzlement cases identified by inspections amounted to an average cost of
1,300 rubles each. There were 4 heads of the district consumer union, 15 chairmen of the consumer society,
11 chief and senior accountants who were dismissed for appointing persons unworthy of positions
responsible for material values, which led to various shortcomings [23; 9].

The main reason for these actions was the admission to material-responsible positions of persons
without business qualities and professional training, doubtful, even those who had previously committed
embezzlement or other crimes. Having access to goods and material valuables made these people to be
engaged in theft and chaotic use of them.

A. Z. M., who was fired from Tokarev's state farm workers' cooperative for embezzlement of material
values, was admitted to the canteen of the Telman consumer trade union of Karaganda region. While work-
ing in public catering, he was again fired for abusing opportunities in his position [39; 4].

Conclusion

Based on the above data, the following conclusions can be proposed:

1. During 1964-1985, in the sphere of trade and supply in Central Kazakhstan, Union and Republican
trends were encountered, and a number of features were observed in accordance with the specifics of the
region.

2. At the beginning of the studied period, demand for the solvency of the population was at a low level,
gradually there was a change in taste associated with an increase in the population and an improvement in
the social situation, the number and volume of scarce goods increased, and this trend persists throughout the
years of stagnation.

3. Industrial cities in Central Kazakhstan and industrial and urban settlements scattered throughout the
region were important in providing rural areas.

4. The Soviet trade system did not work in accordance with demand, most goods were in short supply,
and in a number of places goods were in excess.

5. As in other areas of the totalitarian system, the “internal struggle” of the population against a rigid
system based on a planned economy, following the paths of familiarity, kinship and other non-institutional
relations, influenced the process of distribution of material goods.

Methodological foundations for the study of personalistics in history

The methodological problems of the study of personality (personalistics) are one of the traditional and most
fundamental problems in historical science.

The article discusses the biography, social and political activities
of one of the representatives of the Kazakh intelligentsia, a people's teacher and a professional lawyer, the
author of the constitution, a prominent figure in the Alash Orda national movement in the early twentieth
century — Kadyrbaev Seidazim.

Some aspects of the formation and problems of the main groups of transnational elites

The article is devoted to transnational elites in the world economic policy, which occupy an important place
in the system of international relations. Many researchers around the world currently distinguish three main
groups of transnational elites: the Vatican, the Rothschilds and the Rockefellers. The authors also consider the
formation of these three main groups that are at the head of the transnational elites, the main directions and
some aspects of their financial policy in the business sector. The history of these groups is rooted in the
distant past. For this reason, their socio-economic activity is higher compared to the national economy. In the
modern era of globalization, the strength of the national economy of states is associated with transnational
companies. In other words, representatives of the business elite can influence the global economy and change
its course. Given that the economies of states are directly related to their political, cultural and social spheres,
it is important to know how significant the role of transnational companies and transnational elites in this
process is. The article will show some aspects of this issue.

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Ideological campaigns of the Soviet totalitarianism in the field of science
(based on materials of the Western Kazakhstan)

An article focuses on the historical realities that took place in the field of science in 1945-1980. On the one
hand, there were successes in the opening the Academy of Sciences and their branches. But, on the other
hand, political campaigns began. Lysenkoism forbade the practice of genetics. Bearers of ideas of a “bour-
geois-nationalist” nature were found in all regions, including in the west of Kazakhstan. Ideological cam-
paigns in research institutes, higher education institutions, and in groups of creative intelligentsia intensified
suspicion, fear, the psychology of obedience and denunciation.

Key words: creative intelligentsia, science, Lysenkoism, ideologization, totalitarianism, psychology of obedi-
ence and denunciation.

Introduction

The history of science of the last Stalinist decade is not deprived of the researcher’s attention. This in-
terest is not accidental and is due to several reasons. First, it was the study of the post-war period that proved
to be a necessary step for an integral comprehension of the complex development of Soviet historical sci-
ence. Second, this was the period where the processes that prepared the de-Stalinization matured. Third, the
post-war period is the period of the final formation of Soviet science itself. There is another, not least, reason
why ideological campaigns deserve the closest attention. The fact is that almost all historians, who later be-
came the pride of Soviet science, a symbol of its achievements and traditions, went through the crucible of
campaigns. On the basis of archive data, we presented materials on the impact of political campaigns on the
activities of scientists in Western Kazakhstan.

Methodology and research methods

The methodological basis of the article is the basic scientific principles applied to the public life phe-
nomena — objectivity, historicism, determinism, consistency and development; theoretical provisions and
fundamental conclusions of major researchers of science problems.

The objectivity of the study was achieved by identifying and studying a wide range of materials, docu-
ments, facts expressing the properties and connections of the cognitive object — the problems of cultural
development.

The systematic study of scientific life was determined by the fact that the cognitive object is considered
as an integral part of culture as a whole, consisting of structural elements that have many connections, com-
mon and special among themselves.

The principle of historicism focuses on objective research of the studied period in the field of science in
Western Kazakhstan. The historicism principle is connected with the development principle. Development is
a dialectical process. The development principle finds its expression in the study of the contradictory nature
of the post-war period.

The determinism principle allows to reveal the pattern, the objective conditionality of shifts and chang-
es in the social appearance and practice of the object under study.

The article uses logical, systemic, comparative-historical, statistical and other research methods.

Research results

A major achievement and event in the cultural life of the Republic was the opening of the Academy of
Sciences of Kazakhstan on the basis of the Kazakh branch of the USSR Academy of Sciences in June 1946.

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The formation of the national Academy of Sciences testified the fact that numerous cadres of scientists grew
up in the Republic, scientific institutions strengthened and expanded. Great assistance in the development of
science in the Republic was provided by prominent Russian scientists-academicians S.I. Vavilov, I.P. Bardin,
A.M. Pankratov. K.I. Satpayev was elected the first president of the Academy, a prominent scientist and tal-
ented organizer of science in Kazakhstan.

Branches of the Academy of Sciences were also established in the Western region of the Republic. Vet-
erinary science was developed especially successfully, because the main type of economy was animal hus-
bandry. In the late 1940s — early 1950s, the West Kazakhstan Research Veterinary Experimental Station of
the Institute of Veterinary Medicine of the Kazakh branch of the All-Union Academy of Agricultural Scienc-
es worked in Uralsk. Scientists P.I. Ostrovidov, V.S. Anisimov worked on the topics as “Brucellosis infec-
tion in camels”, “Studying the degree of susceptibility to anthrax in animals that underwent artificial immun-
ization” and others [1].

On April 4, 1955 the Central Committee of the CPSU issued its resolution “On Improvement of Scien-
tific Work in the Field of Agriculture”. The resolution pointed to “unsatisfactory training of scientific per-
sonnel in the economy of agriculture, especially specialists of higher qualification”. There was no agrarian
university in the region in the 1950s [2].

In the 1950s the formation of another important node of science began in Guryev. The Institute of Oil
and the Institute of Ichthyology and Fisheries were organized in 1956-1958. The main attention in Guryev
Oil Institute was given to the problems of intensifying oil production, the study of the physical, technologi-
cal, chemical properties of oil and oil products [3].

In the 1950s, the development of the natural sciences was influenced by the triumphant Lysenkoism,
which caused great harm to science as a whole. This political action against science began with the famous
August session of the All-Union Academy of Agricultural Sciences (1948) led by academician
T.D. Lysenko. The outcome of the session was: “... in biological science there are two opposite directions:
one direction is progressive, materialistic, Michurinist..., and the other is reactionary, idealistic, Weismannist
(Mendele-Morganian), founded by reactionary biologists Weisman, Mendel, Morgan”. This confrontation
was classified as a form of “class struggle” of socialism with capitalism [4]. Special commissions were en-
gaged in the inspection of the biological and agricultural departments of universities. The universities of Ak-
tobe and Guryev were established later in the mid-1950s, therefore, such painful inspections affected the
Uralsk Pedagogical Institute. Not only the faculty and department, but also every teacher was investigated.
For example, during the inspections, the lecturer Yeremenko was accused of not sufficiently understanding
the contradictions between the progressive, Michurinist teaching and the reactionary, Weismanist false
teaching [5].

In lectures on the so-called classical Darwinism, candidate of biological sciences A.A. Tsygankov was
accused of leaving the erroneous aspects of Darwin's theory (except for the Malthusian errors) without criti-
cal analysis, “he did not give at least a brief idea about the solution of the problem by academician
T.D. Lysenko”. The main focus of the biological sciences in the 1950s was the propaganda of Michurin biol-
ogy. The commission sent to the Uralsk Pedagogical Institute pointed out that the employees of the depart-
ments of botany, zoology and chemistry did not immediately understand the essence of the decisions of the
All-Union Academy of Agricultural Sciences session, therefore there were shortcomings in the teaching of
biological sciences at the institute: a weak reflection of the teachings of 1.V. Michurin and T.D. Lysenko in
the courses taught, underestimation of their work... The commission, which verified the teaching of biologi-
cal disciplines, noted that the restructuring in the teaching of biological disciplines envisaged by the decision
of the August session of All-Union Academy of Agricultural Sciences, was essentially not completed [5].

Throughout the years of its existence, the totalitarian system demanded science to follow the Marxist-
Leninist dialectical, class and party approach. Even the natural sciences were required to observe “Bolshevik
principles”. Associate Professor V.V. lvanov was accused of the fact that, talking about the transformation of
wheat into rye, he did not emphasize that this transformation took place in leaps, revolutionary way. This
fact proved that “Associate Professor Ivanov did not sufficiently master the dialectical approach to the con-
sideration of phenomena in nature” [5]. The main outcome of Lysenkoism is that research in the field of ge-
netics and other important sections of general biology has almost ceased. New ideas and major discoveries in
chemistry, biology, and physics were declared hostile to materialism.

In the social sciences in the 1950s and 1960s, Stalin’s works, whose ideas were perceived as indisputa-
ble truths, occupied a leading place in the research and pedagogical practice of social scientists. The history
of the Party and the Soviet society continued to be based on the “Short Course of the History of the All-
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Union Communist Party (b)”. The development of social sciences was monitored by commissions sent to
universities. In 1952 such checks found that the lectures of a number of lecturers of the Uralsk Pedagogical
Institute “are delivered at a very low ideological and theoretical level”. The work plans of the departments
were not specific, and most importantly, a number of plans were not based on the decisions of the Central
Committee of the All-Union Communist Party (b) and the Central Committee of the Communist Party (b) on
ideological issues, which are the methodological foundations of all activities of these departments, every lec-
turer, the institute as a whole. It was revealed that the lecturer of the Department of Philosophy R. Michel-
evich in a number of his lectures did not reveal the role of the party in the socialist revolution. The lecturer
N.A. Kobyak was accused of the fact that the lecture “General Review of the USA” was not connected with
the report of Comrade Stalin at the XIV Congress of the Communist Party (b) about stabilization of capital-
ism [6].

Prof. Fremd’s lectures on “Oil” turned out to be deeply apolitical and insensitive. The lecture did not
show the original “philosophical positions” of the authors of various theories of oil formation, ideological
theories on this issue were not criticized. Also the questions about their significance for “formation of dialec-
tic-materialistic worldview” were not touched upon, the regularity of rocks origin was not revealed... Ac-
cording to the qualifications of the Commission members, “such lectures can be successfully delivered in
any capitalist country, as they are separated from the Soviet reality” [5].

The situation in science was clearly reflected in the discussions held in the late 1940s and early 1950s.
The party leaders took part in the discussions: on philosophy — A.A. Zhdanov, a member of the Politburo of
the Central Committee, who dealt with the ideology, on linguistics and political economy — L.V. Stalin. The
very participation of party leaders in the discussions made it impossible to discuss scientific issues freely, as
their statements were perceived as guidelines. The state of science has been heavily criticized; partly fair, but
unfair assessments of the activities of individual scientists have been made by labeling them. Development
campaigns created a nervous environment in university, scientific and creative teams. A number of social
scientists, historians, including E.B. Bekmakhanov, were accused of bourgeois nationalism and anti-Soviet
propaganda. Professor K.N. Nurpeisov points out that homegrown «superinternationalists» have started a
total search for the bearers of bourgeois and nationalist ideas among scientific intelligentsia. Suspicion, fear,
psychology of obedience and denunciation grew in scientific-research institutes, universities, the syndrome
of 1937-1938 arose [7].

The bearers of “bourgeois-nationalist” ideas were found in the Uralsk Pedagogical Institute. It turned
out that nationalist perversions of now “exposed bourgeois nationalists — Bekmakhanov, Dzhumaliev and
many others” were not subjected to proper Bolshevik criticism at the Institute. And S.A. Akmurzin as rector
and head of the Department of Kazakh Literature “showed political myopia and shortsightedness in exposing
Bekmakhanov, Dzhumaliev and others, he did not head the Institute of Criticism”. This political campaign
began when in December 1950 the article “For Marxist-Leninist coverage of the History of Kazakhstan” was
published in “Pravda” and in 1951 the Central Committee of the Communist Party (b) adopted a resolution
on an article in the newspaper. It turned out that the Kazakh Literature Department, headed by Akmurzin,
“did not outline measures to correct mistakes and shortcomings that occurred in its work and the implemen-
tation of tasks arising from this article and the Central Committee decision on this issue” [5]. And in connec-
tion with this, the ideologization of university science was even more intensified. This decision was followed
by a series of persecution of teaching staff.

Lecturer M.M. Tleuzhanov was accused of giving incorrect formulations on the creative work of Murat
and Shortambay. They are “reactionary writers”, they cannot be placed next to Abai and Altynsarin. Lecturer
Tleuzhanov makes “the worst political mistakes”. For example, when reading the “The work of Altynsarin”
Balkhozha is shown as a defender of the people, in reality Balkhozha was a feudal, ruthlessly exploited peo-
ple masses, had dozens of slaves and was a well-known and wealthy man. In the views of M.M. Tleuzhanov
mood of “low worship” towards the West came to light. When reading the topic “Literary methods”, he ex-
plains that the term “classicism” borrowed in the XV1II century from France [5].

Eradication of “subservience to foreignism” was attempted at the department of Russian and foreign lit-
erature. When analyzing the medieval epics “The Song of Roland”, “The Song of Nibelungh”, lecturers
should have not forgotten about their class character. This concerned E.Z. Litovchenko, who, reviewing the
report “Epithets bylins”, did not emphasize the anti-folk character of religious motives in bylins [6]. Thus,
the creative approach to science, the originality of thinking had to be within the limits of the “permissible”.

Scientists engaged in scientific research in linguistics were obliged to use Stalin's work on linguistics as
a methodological basis. Lecturers N.M. Malech and K. Kadyrbergenov were accused of not using the work
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of the leader “of all times and peoples”. Special requirements were imposed on lecturers of the humanities.
The lecturer Mishelevich, in covering the issue of the views of Hegel and Feerbach, “did not emphasised the
reactionary and nationalism of their philosophy” [8].

The historians course of thought was followed with special attention. Associate Professor
D.O. Medvedev paying special attention to the external course of historical events, “hardly analyzed these
events from the standpoint of party rule”. To recall that the most advanced science and culture was Russian,
Associate Professor L.M. Stupachenko was remarked that she “bypasses the world-historical significance of
advanced Russian science and culture” [8].

Ideologization of totalitarian scientific thought achieved its goal, all scientific researches, discoveries
had to have one single methodology — Marxist-Leninist.

But despite political campaigns, the region’s science has evolved. In the 1960s, the Central Research
Laboratory (CSL) of “Kazakhstan Qil” Association carried out many important research works for the oil
industry, which were mainly of a practical nature. The Emba oil and oil products, the physical properties of
oil and gas in reservoir conditions and the condition of the oil and gas mixture at various pressures in the
fields Kulsary, Teren-Uzyuk, Karsak, Prorva and others were studied in detail.

The cadres of specialists have grown in the Central Scientific Research Institute. Some of them under
the leadership of V.G. Benkovsky made a serious contribution to the study and development of the Emba
region and received academic titles. At the same time, scientists experienced certain difficulties in their
work: they lacked modern equipment for studying cores and stratal oil, for hydrodynamic research of oil res-
ervoirs. Lack of space hampered the expansion of the work scope [9].

In the 60s of the XX century scientific discoveries made great economic importance. This was the dis-
covery of large oil on Mangyshlak. In 1960, in accordance with the decree of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of Kazakhstan and the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh SSR, the Institute of Geology
and Geophysics and the Institute of Chemistry of Petroleum and Natural Salts were created in Guryev on the
basis of the Institute of Oil [10].

Geologists, together with biologists of the Academy of Sciences of the Kazakh SSR and other institu-
tions, organized comprehensive studies of the natural environment at Mangyshlak. These studies were of
great importance for the development of the vast mineral resources of the region. State hydrogeological maps
of Kazakhstan and forecast maps of artesian basins were compiled, groundwater balances were studied, and
sources of water supply were found in many industrial and agricultural areas [11].

The Institute of Chemistry and Natural Salts operated 10 laboratories. They developed questions in the
field of studying the properties and transformations of hydrocarbons, petroleum products and some salts
important for industry, in the field of synthesis of new effective reagents for drilling flotation and well
casing, in the field of studying oil emulsions and oil microelements. In the laboratory of physical chemistry,
headed by a corresponding member of the Academy of Sciences of the Kazakh SSR, Professor
V.G. Benkovsky, a great work was completed on the synthesis of strong acid and weakly acid ion-exchange
materials by chemical processing of any resinous petroleum feedstock (highly resinous oils, fuel oils,
cracking residues, bitumens).

In the laboratory of chemistry of inorganic salts, interesting work was carried out to elucidate the
composition and properties of light metals. The petrochemical synthesis laboratory has completed a number
of important works, undertaken on behalf of the Government of Kazakhstan, on the synthesis of new
effective, non-toxic flotation reagents from petroleum raw materials, from hydrolysis and fish processing
waste, from reeds, etc. Reagents obtained by chemical processing of non-commercial oil products of the
Guryev Oil Refinery have been successfully tested at the largest flotation plants in Kazakhstan and scientific
institutions.

The chemistry and gas laboratory carried out a lot of work on oil and gas analysis of Uzen and
Zhetybay (Mangyshlak) fields. Studies were carried out on the dewaxing Mangyshlak oil [12].

Physicians worked closely with chemists. Polymers were used to make artificial ribs, joints and tendons.
Eye lenses were made from acrylate, parts of cartilage and bones were made from fluoroplast. Thin plastic
films replaced damaged eardrums and restored hearing, a plastic tube could replace the esophagus. Plastic
heart valve prostheses have been comprehensively tested. Chemicals served as excellent blood substitutes
[13].

In 1963, the resolution of the Central Committee of the CPSU and the Council of Ministers of the
USSR “On measures for the further development of biological science and strengthening its connection with
practice” was adopted, which noted that the main problems of biological science are:
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- research of biological methods of combating parasites of farm animals and pests of agricultural plants;

- all the achievements of biology for the national economy and medicine were used;

- the links between biological research institutions and production were strengthened,;

- the creation of new drugs used as medicinal agents and means of combating diseases and pests of agri-
cultural plants and animals.

In connection with this resolution, biologists of the region together with specialists of collective farms
of the Uralsk region conducted scientific research in the field of reproduction of farm animals. In the 1970s,
new breeds of sheep were developed, including the Akzhaik breed, which has a high productivity.

Scientists in the fields of biology, genetics and microbiology have made great progress. In the field of
veterinary therapy, Efrem Dymco successfully conducted research, whose main scientific works are devoted
to the diagnosis and prevention of internal non-communicable diseases of farm animals, the use of biostimu-
lators, microelements and ultrasound in livestock [14].

Yegizbayeva Hadisha Ilyusinovna, doctor of biological sciences, parasitologist, worked successfully in
the field of helminthology. She studied the life cycles of bird helminths, developed methods of control of
hymenopids of waterfowl [14; 201].

During the height of the “Lysenkoshchina” (Lysenkoism), the scientific activity of S.N. Boev began.
The main scientific works in the field of morphology and systematics of helminths. He clarified the classifi-
cation of the family of lung nematodes; 11 new species of protostrogenids with ontogenesis in some of them;
introduced a new doctrine of the species; for the first time in science, a new phenomenon in helminthology
— the latency of helminthiases was noticed. Together with R.S. Schultz the concept of subclinical forms of
helminthiases was introduced; the teachings of K.I. Skryabin on devastation (as applied to helminths) was
developed; the teaching of E.l. Pavlovsky about the natural foci of diseases (in relation to helminthiases and
helminthoatropozoonoses) was supplemented. In veterinary practice, measures have been introduced to com-
bat dicticulosis, coenurosis of the brain in sheep [15].

The protection of Kazakhstan’s water bodies from industrial wastewater pollution was the main topic of
hygienist F.A. Daulbayev.

For a long time, the director of the Guriev State Agricultural Plant was A.J. Jangaliev, who successfully
worked in the field of fruit-growing. He identified prospects of development of horticulture in mountain re-
gions of Kazakhstan, gene fund of fruit forests of the Republic, improved methods of growing fruit plants,
made a number of proposals on zoning of their varieties [16].

In the 1950s, Fatiha Dzhumagalieva, doctor of medical sciences, worked in Guriev region. Her scien-
tific works in the field of pharmacology received a calling. The efficacy of drugs from Bunge zizaphore in
the treatment of myocardial infarction is shown in the works of the scientist [16].

Among medical scientists of the region special attention should be paid to the scientific activity of
doctor of medical sciences, professor, honored worker of sciences of KazSSR R.G. llesheva (born in Uralsk).
In 1951-1971 she was postgraduate student, assistant, associate professor. Since 1971 Professor of the
Department of Psychiatry of the ASMI. She identified the characteristics of mental disorders in older
persons, children and adolescents and introduced methods for their diagnosis, treatment and rehabilitation,
provided clinical classification of deviations in the behaviour of adolescents, recommended measures to
organize a psychiatric service in Kazakhstan [14; 223].

An important contribution to the selection and seed production of sugar beet in Kazakhstan was made
by lzteleu Abugaliev, the native of the Jangali district of the Uralsk region. He bred and zoned a new hybrid
of sugar beet — Kazakh half-hybrid 24, developed and implemented technology of cultivation and
harvesting of this crop in the fields of the republic. He took part in the development and implementation of
regional rain-fed agriculture systems for Western, Eastern and Southern Kazakhstan [14].

In the 1970s and 1980s the name of Yerdan Azerbayev became known among chemists. He developed
and introduced the production technology of vinyl ethers, acetaldehyde, acetic acid and ethylacetate; he
found antitumor drugs — glyophene and its analogues; created plant growth stimulants — akpinol and
phosphinol, used in agriculture.

Schmidt Aytaliev was an outstanding scientist in the field of rock mechanics and underground
structures. For a long time he headed the Western Regional Branch of the National Academy of Sciences of
Kazakhstan. Over time, the branch should become a training and industrial corporation with no analogues in
the academic system [16].

The discovery of several deposits in Altai, on the basis of which the ore-processing plant operates,
Kazakh science owes Zharkyn Aitaliev, whose activity began in Western Kazakhstan.
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Conclusion

Thus, there have been notable successes in the development of science in the region over 1945-1980. A
large scientific center was the city of Guryev. The Institute of Qil and the Institute of Ichthyology were es-
tablished there. The Institute of Chemistry of Petroleum and Natural Salts operated. Research was carried out
in the field of geology, chemistry, genetics, biology, medicine, animal and plant breeding, petrochemistry
and other branches of science. It should also be noted that the political campaigns and discussions of the
1950-1960s touched upon the science of the region. These “investigations” affected the lives of well-known
scientists K. Dzhumaliev, A. Zhubanov, as well as young scientists of the region — V.V. lvanoyv,
M.V. Fremd, A.A. Tsygankov and others. University science developed. Successful exploration in the geol-
ogy of the region led to the discovery of oil at Mangyshlak. Research was conducted in the social and human
sciences. The humanities were completely ideologized.

Recommendations

The study of the history of science of the Soviet period is relevant. Theoretical and methodological
achievements on this problem should form the basis for the development of the history of Soviet science in
Russian historiography. These materials can be used for educational courses on the History of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, scientific research and projects on the problems of historical science in Kazakhstan.

Marriage diplomacy of the Khans of the Kazakh Horde in establishing relations with
the dominion of the Genghisid dynasty

The Kazakh Khanate is a large Muslim power with the traditions of a complex economy, based, among
others, on the economy of semi—nomadic horse breeding, occupying the main part of the Great Steppe in the
late Turkic period. The state of Kazakh Khandyk can be judged by its relations with the largest Muslim and
neighboring states of that time. Extensive scientific reviews, articles, and works have been written about it
and are being written now. We will not dwell on the history of the Khanate itself, on political issues of
formation, in our article we will consider one of the topical themes — the role of women in this patriarchal
semi-nomadic Muslim state. Let's try to write an analytical article about the role of women in politics, the role
of women in public life, the role of women in cultural and spiritual life, the role of women in the life process,
and also study how dynastic marriages were built between representatives of the Tore-Genghisids, between
its ruling branches — Batuids and Sheibanids, as well as Juchids from Mogulistan. Also, based on medieval
historical data, articles by domestic and foreign historians, the article provides some information about
Kazakh women who lived in the palaces of the rulers of neighboring states, who had an impact in
international, interstate diplomacy. Often they, being representatives of the Kazakh ruling elite, ended up
there as a result of dynastic marriages. Women from among the Tore Genghisids were faithful companions in
their husband's life, were mothers of the children of sultans. Some of them held high positions in the State and
participated in its political (including international) and public life. We can write in more detail about such
women as Mihr-Sultan from the Shibanid dynasties, Chuchuk Khanym in Mogulistan, Bopai Khanym in the
Kazakh Horde, Aisha Khanym in Babur's palace, Suzge Khanym in the Siberian Khanate.

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The existential needs of the elderly: the problem of quality of Life

Consideration of such an essential and significant part of the problem of population ageing as their existential
needs since it is at this age that a person is profoundly confronted with life-meaning experiences. The paper
uses comparative research methods and conceptual and hermeneutic analysis of philosophical texts. The exis-
tential needs of a person in old age directly affect the quality of his life, awareness of himself as a creative
person, freedom in his manifestations, responsible for his actions, and living in harmony with himself and so-
ciety. The search for roots and identity complements a person's holistic worldview, making him the creator of
his own life, and not a shadow of the years he has lived. Unrealized or unsatisfied existential needs destroy
the integrity of a person, negatively affecting the quality of his life. The problem of population ageing is
closely connected not only with economic, demographic and social problems, but it also expresses, first of all,
the existential essence of a person, measured by the quality of his life. The quality of life of older people
would be significantly higher if existential needs were consciously satisfied.

Introduction

The ageing of the population is one of the dominant trends of the XXI century. It has crucial and far-
reaching consequences for all aspects of society. According to the UN (United Nations) [1], in 1950 the
number of elderly (65+) in the world did not exceed 130 million. By 2015, it had grown 4.6 times — up to
600 million. In 2050, 1.6 billion is expected, and by 2100 — 2.5 billion. There should be 100 times more peo-
ple over 80: from 10 million in 1950 to 910 million in 2100. The share of the first group today is 10%, and
the second is no more than 2%. By 2100, the indicators will increase threefold and fourfold, respectively, so
the ageing of the population cannot be ignored in any way but should be considered an urgent problem that
requires close attention and comprehensive research.

The ageing of the population has many different complex facets, such as an increase in the number of
retired people due to an increase in life expectancy, a decrease in the number of able-bodied members of so-
ciety caused by the global demographic crisis, and other socio-economic problems generated by this process.
In our opinion, the existential needs of older people, which determine the quality of their life, also require
careful study, since they affect the physical and mental health of a significant part of the world's population.
The relevance of the problem under study is also related to the fact that the coming decade (2021-2030) has
been proclaimed by the World Health Organization as the Decade of Healthy Ageing, which emphasizes the
inevitability and significance of the problem under study.

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Methodology and research methods

The authors studied the texts of existentialist philosophers, the materials of the World Assemblies on
Ageing in 1982 and 2002, the Report on the implementation of the regional strategy for the implementation
of the Madrid International Plan of Action on Ageing in the Republic of Kazakhstan in 2016, the report
“Analysis of the population situation in the Republic of Kazakhstan”, developed in 2019 with technical sup-
port of the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA) in Kazakhstan, the basic report “Decade of Healthy
Ageing” for 2020. In addition, the authors of the article used methods of comparative studies, and conceptual
and hermeneutic analysis of philosophical texts. There is no specific approach to the definition of the concept
of “quality of life” among scientists, therefore, the authors rely on an integral characteristic that includes a
complex system of socioeconomic, political, cultural-ideological, and environmental indicators, factors and
conditions [2].

Discussion

During the existence of the UN, the problem of population ageing has been discussed twice at World
Assemblies. The first World Assembly on Ageing was held in Vienna in 1982, and as a result, the Vienna
International Plan of Action on Ageing was adopted. The Second World Assembly on Population Ageing
was held in Madrid in 2002, and the outcome of the assembly was the Madrid International Plan of Action
on Ageing.

The preamble of the Vienna International Plan of Action on Ageing states that the countries gathered at
the World Assembly on Ageing has consciously approached the issues of increasing the number of the age-
ing part of their population. Based on this, the countries jointly discussed the issues facing them, taking into
account the achievements associated with increasing life expectancy and the resulting challenges and oppor-
tunities. As a result of the discussions, the UN members agreed to develop and apply policies at the interna-
tional, regional and national levels aimed at revitalizing the life of an ageing population. In addition, the UN
member states also expressed their intention to study the impact of the ageing part of the population on de-
velopment, to ensure conditions for the full use of the potential of ageing people, and to mitigate, through
appropriate measures, any negative consequences of such influence.

The Vienna International Plan of Action on Ageing also notes that the fundamental and inalienable
rights enshrined in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights fully and unconditionally apply to ageing
members of society [3]. The UN member States recognize that quality of life is no less important than long
life expectancy, and that, therefore, the ageing should, as far as possible, be allowed to live a fruitful,
healthy, safe and satisfying life in their own families and communities and be considered an organic part of
society.

The Madrid International Plan of Action on Ageing [4] makes it possible to respond to the opportunities
and challenges posed by the ageing of the world's population, based on new international priorities.

Researchers note that the main reason for the international community's concern about ageing issues
was the fundamental demographic changes that occurred in the world by the end of the last century and cap-
tured to one degree or another almost all regions of the world [5]. It became obvious that the development of
society in the new century should take into account the growing processes of demographic ageing, find solu-
tions to emerging problems and take advantage of the opportunities. The understanding has been established
in the world that the ageing of mankind has become universal and irreversible, equal in importance to the
process of globalization.

A review of articles on the state of the problem of population ageing in the world shows that scientists
pay more attention to the social economic and medical aspects of the problem [6-16], whereas, in our opin-
ion, the existential components of the problem are no less important for research. As Erich Fromm notes: “In
an attempt to define the human essence, we do not rely on such abstractions as speculative metaphysics op-
erates in the person of, for example, Heidegger and Sartre. We turn to the real conditions of existence of a
real living person so that the concept of the essence of each individual coincides with the concept of the ex-
istence of the genus” [17].

In 2016, the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Kazakhstan prepared a Report on the implementation
of the regional strategy for the implementation of the Madrid International Plan of Action on Ageing in the
Republic of Kazakhstan [18]. This document provides data on the socio-economic changes that occurred in
the Republic of Kazakhstan during the reporting period from 2012 to 2016, as well as on progress in the im-
plementation of the Madrid International Plan of Action on Ageing during this period.
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Although the ageing of the population is a relatively new phenomenon for Kazakhstan, statistics show
that the country is on the verge of ageing. The number of people aged 65 years and older in the total popula-
tion was 7.5% at the end of 2018. It is believed that the 7% threshold is typical for an ageing nation, and in
general, this threshold has already been overcome in Kazakhstan, although the situation in the regions of the
country is different. So, in the north-east of the country and part of central Kazakhstan, the situation is simi-
lar to the countries of Europe, that is, the population is ageing due to the rapid increase in the number of el-
derly people compared to young people (due to insignificant natural population growth and a negative migra-
tion balance). And in the southern and western regions of the republic, as well as in the capital of the coun-
try, there is an increase in the birth rate, as a result of which the indicators of population ageing decrease
[18].

Researchers of social economic factors of the problem of population ageing note [1] that the key ques-
tion from the point of view of the welfare of society is how an increase in the share of the elderly in the total
population will affect per capita consumption — will it decrease, increase or remain neutral? The ageing of
the population is the result of the interaction of a declining birth rate with an increasing life expectancy. The
economic consequences of increasing life expectancy are a simpler case. Reducing the ratio between the
number of employed and the number of the entire population leads to the fact that each employee is forced to
support the same number of children as before but at the same time a larger number of elderly. Hence, there
is the reduction in per capita consumption at any possible level of capital labour.

According to forecasts [19], in Kazakhstan for the period from now to 2050, the coefficient of potential
support will decrease by 2 times, that is, only about 3.5 people of working age will account for 1 pensioner
aged 65+, which will increase the burden on the latter. At the end of 2018, there were 6.8 able-bodied people
per 1 retired person and 7.5 in 2014. The low forecast values of this coefficient emphasize the potential im-
pact of the ageing of the population in Kazakhstan on the labour market, and economic indicators, as well as
on the increase in the burden on the state budget in terms of social and pension provision, which Kazakhstan
may face in the coming decades.

Within the framework of the G20 symposium held in January 2019 in Japan, automatic adjustment of
the retirement age with an increase in life expectancy was discussed as a possible measure in response to the
ageing of the population (this mechanism has been implemented in Denmark, the Netherlands, Portugal and
Finland) [20].

The increase of the retirement age in Kazakhstan to 63 years, which was initiated by the legislative au-
thorities in 2015 with the introduction of amendments to the Law on Pension Provision in the Republic of
Kazakhstan in 2013, caused an unambiguously negative reaction in society. Although the increase in the age
limit is associated with an increase in life expectancy and the ageing process of society, the population of the
country perceived these changes as an antisocial and unpopular measure adopted by the state in response to
the problem of ageing. In our opinion, the issue requires a comprehensive solution. It is not enough to raise
the retirement age based on the global trend of population ageing and count on the long-term positive effect
of this measure. An increase in the retirement age should be accompanied by an improvement in the quality
of life of older people, an increase in the quality of medical services provided to them, a variety of leisure
activities for older people and their opportunities for full rest, and other activities aimed at public awareness
of the value of old age.

It is important to understand that the ageing of the population is not only a demographic process with
economic consequences but also a social phenomenon that considers the possibilities of a person in various
spheres of economic, social and political activity. With a competent state policy, an increase in life expectan-
cy means that longer economic activity of people can become an additional incentive for economic growth.

Earlier we wrote that the philosophy of independent life orients a person with a disability to the fact that
he sets himself the same tasks as any other member of society [21]. This position is also applicable to elderly
people. It is necessary to create conditions for continuing work activity after retirement age, so that pension-
ers have the opportunity to study or retrain, or, with highly qualified elderly people, have the opportunity to
consult in their professional field. In other words, it is necessary to encourage pensioners to continue work-
ing.

However, solving the problem of population ageing involves not only the possibility of continuing to
work. Much more important and relevant, as we have already noted above, is the issue of the quality of life
of older people, both around the world and in our country. According to the report “Analysis of the popula-
tion situation in the Republic of Kazakhstan” for 2019 [22], the ageing process of the population has a seri-
ous impact on all aspects of human life and society: economic growth, investment, savings, labour market,
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consumption and leisure, pensions and taxation, and much more. The ageing process of the population af-
fects the health and lifestyle of the elderly, as well as the growth of their dependence on the economically
and socially active population. In other words, the ageing process directly affects the existential needs of
older people.

From Fromm's point of view, unique existential needs are inherent in human nature. Firstly, it is the
need to establish emotional connections. Fromm writes that realizing his isolation from nature, a person must
find new connections that would replace his biological connection with his mother. “Without strong emo-
tional ties with the world, he will suffer unbearably from his loneliness and loss. But it is in his power to es-
tablish various forms of communication with other people”, writes Fromm [17].

People always need to take care of someone and take part in the lives of the people for whom they are
responsible. And if most young people can establish emotional connections with their surroundings without
any problems, then the situation becomes more complicated with age. Children grow up and no longer need
guardianship, work no longer takes up most of their lives, or, due to retirement, it simply does not exist, and
an elderly person is particularly acutely aware of his isolation. This condition is not experienced only by
those who continue to lead an active social or creative life, but, unfortunately, most people with retirement
begin to feel huge problems with establishing emotional connections, which naturally leads to a feeling of
loss, uselessness and meaninglessness of existence.

Secondly, Fromm draws attention to the problem of people overcoming their natural origin, which
generates an existential need to overcome themselves. Pashchenko O.V. in the article “Existential needs as
the basis of the integrity of personality” writes that in everyday life “there is a distortion of the existential
situation. A person, satisfying daily needs, feels unhappy because there is no satisfaction of existential,
essential human needs. Unsatisfied existential needs are behind the majority of personal psychological
problems” [23].

The most promising solution to the need to overcome everyday life is seen as an activity based on crea-
tivity. If a person can combine his main activity with creativity during his life, or devote his life entirely to
art in its various manifestations, then elderly people who have retired and realized that they have free time
can master creative practices in a new way. For example, promoting ideas based on life experience, creating
spiritual and material values in the field of art, and helping young people with mentoring and pedagogical
activities. These practices allow older people to realize their importance and achieve a sense of a certain
freedom from boring old age, unpromising everyday life, and, in a sense, even from a destructive future. It
can be argued that the development of new skills, especially creative ones, improves the quality of life of
older people.

The third existential need is the search for roots, or, the desire of people to feel an integral part of the
world. According to Fromm, this need arises from the very birth, when biological ties with the mother are
severed [17]. By the end of childhood, every person refuses the security that parental care provides.
Throughout life, people experience this need in different ways. Existential experiences of middle age are as-
sociated to a greater extent with the needs of everyday life, including feelings of stability and security, which
are similar to parental protection in childhood. But at a more mature age, every person is faced with the reali-
ty of separation from life itself, when death is approaching.

In modern society, the problem of separation from the roots is particularly acute, since community cul-
ture, which provides an existential need for roots, is gradually giving way to urban culture, blurring the line
between the past and the present. Therefore, elderly people living in cities feel this need most acutely. At
first glance, it seems that liberation from the norms and values of the community can give a person the op-
portunity to gain personal integrity and freedom, but this is not quite true. This kind of experience is neces-
sary at a younger age, when a young person, freeing himself from the custody of his parents, builds his per-
sonality. The existential need for roots experienced by older people can be compared to returning home after
a long journey, with accumulated life experience and the desire to apply it to a new understanding of com-
munity life. Often, it is in old age that people begin to be drawn to the roots, to gain integrity with the com-
munity to which they belonged, belong or could belong. The researchers write: “Fromm'’s main thesis is that
human evolution is based on the loss of his original home — Nature — and the inability to return to it again.
However, having lost this prehistoric unity, they developed the ability to think, foresee, and imagine” [24].
Perhaps it is this ability that helps people in satisfying the existential need to search for roots.

The fourth existential need that Fromm draws attention to is the need for identity. Fromm talks about
the identity that helps a person to realize himself, his essence. In our opinion, this is the highest existential
need, since the meaning of human existence lies in the awareness of one's essence, and the loss of this kind
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of identity can lead to the consequences of complete denial of oneself as a person, to dissolution in society.
And if, in search of roots, a person is looking for integrity with the community to which he belongs or would
like to belong, then in the awareness of his essence, a person is trying to find personal integrity, unity of the
existential being principle with spiritual foundations.

The search for oneself is inherent in a person always, throughout life. Considering existential needs
through the prism of old age, it can be noted that at this stage of the life path, a person can accept his identity
in different ways. Someone feels satisfaction from their achievements and is fully aware of their integrity.
Someone continues a restless or thoughtful search for new facets of himself. It seems to someone that life has
passed by, and he has only touched it with the edge, not realizing his exclusivity to the full. In any case,
awareness of one's own identity is a deep existential need of an elderly person, which, positively, helps him
to accept life as it is, or, negatively, due to various circumstances, plunges into denial of life values. The state
of senile depression is one of the most severe forms of this disease. Anxiety, irritation, apathy, and general
negative mood, all this is often associated with both a decrease in physical activity and an unwillingness to
accept oneself in a feeble old age. All this contributes to the deterioration of the quality of life of the elderly
and a decrease in its duration.

Another existential need, from Fromm's point of view, is the need for a value system that helps a person
to perceive the surrounding reality in all its manifestations: ontological, epistemological, and axiological.
“People need stable and constant support to explain the complexity of the world”, (rae oTkpBIBalOTCS KaBbIY-
ku?) Fromm believes [17]. A person needs to constantly explain and clarify all the events taking place in the
world and correlate them with his system of values. Moreover, it does not matter at all what is the basis of
this system — scientific facts, religious beliefs, moral attitudes, the main thing is that this system does not fail,
and does not leave a person alone with disordered chaos, depriving solid ground under his feet.

If we proceed from existential values, then a person is always in a situation of choice. In his book Being
and Nothingness, Jean-Paul Sartre expounds his understanding of freedom as a person's ability to create him-
self [25]. Accordingly, freedom of choice is human destiny. Man is doomed to freedom. Sartre's researchers
write that in later works the French existentialist began to recognize the social conditionality of human free-
dom. So he turned to the problem of necessity. Sartre argues that necessity is the opposite of freedom. It in-
terferes with a person's free activity, shackles his initiative and does not allow him to show his spiritual and
physical potencies [26]. In this regard, | would like to note that an elderly person, being freed from the bur-
den of necessary everyday social actions, begins to gain genuine freedom. He overcomes the necessity and,
provided he is open to the world, realizes this world as an integral person, free in his choice. It should be tak-
en into account that there are a lot of options for the development of events, and a person can be broken by
the realities of society or overwhelmed by necessity, which he begins to realize as his own choice. Or, he
builds some illusory system of values, since he is unable to resist existing narratives. But a person's openness
to the world presupposes his full perception of himself as an integral person, and in this case, a person over-
comes his dependence on necessity and forms his system of values, free from external interference.

Thus, the existential needs of a person in old age directly affect the quality of his life, the awareness of
himself as a creative person, free in his manifestations, responsible for his actions, and living in harmony
with himself and society. The search for roots and identity complements a person's holistic worldview, mak-
ing him the creator of his own life, and not a shadow of the years he has lived. Unrealized or unsatisfied exis-
tential needs destroy the integrity of a person, negatively affecting the quality of his life.

Most people gain their integrity by relying on common sense. Tolstoy in “War and Peace” characterized
common sense as mediocrity, in our opinion, because common sense suggests the simplest way, more based
on practical experience, not burdened with intellectual efforts. The quality of life of the elderly would be sig-
nificantly higher with the conscious satisfaction of existential needs.

The author agrees with M. McLuhan's periodi-
zation, supplementing it with specific characteristics of the current stage in the development of communica-
tion, which can be designated as mass communication. Among its constitutive features stand out: derealiza-
tion, glocalization, individualization, publicity, the disappearance of intimacy and semantic involution.
Communication is defined as a mode of existence of modern man and, more broadly, modern society. Identi-
ty, basic modes of activity, formats of existence — all this is somehow connected with mass communication,
which has become the ontological framework of culture. New media allow a significant increase in the partic-
ipation of their users, who are no longer passive recipients of information, but actively produce content and
information. There is a negative trend of devaluation of traditional forms of communication, within which
significant values were articulated and cultivated, contributing to the consolidation and solidarity of society.
The question is raised about the possible threats of uncontrolled development of modern forms of culture
based on a high speed of message transmission, which, in the author's opinion, leads to the disappearance of
the option of deep reflection, the possibility of understanding at the level of the whole. Digitalization threat-
ens the barbarization of society, its return to the state of the dark Middle Ages, when the value of personal
and autonomous intentions is leveled, and thoughtless collectivity comes in their place.

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On the Problem of philosophical understanding of virtual reality.

The article provides a philosophical and historical analysis of the phenomenon of virtual reality from the
standpoint of socio-cultural typology; an attempt is made to identify the specifics of the functioning of alien-
ated reality, to show trends, changes and their features. The features of the philosophical reflection of G. An-
ders and J. Baudrillard in their relation to the otherness of virtual reality are considered. The article focuses on
the identification and reflection of the forms of human alienation in virtual reality. The author of the article
pointed out the problems and factors of the loss of individuality, the dominance of virtual communication,
and the simplification of personal life. Through the methodological distinction between the concepts of
“knowledge” and “information”, the position of the author of the article is presented, according to which the
perception of information by a modern person is a phenomenon that is distinguished by ambiguity, reality,
specificity of manifestations and is fixed in the concept of “information reality”. The article provides a brief
methodological review of the ontological, epistemological, axiological problems of this new kind of reality
from the standpoint of philosophy. The scientific position of the author of the article, according to some con-
clusions, is consistent with post-non-classical philosophy: the recognition of the idea of virtual existence and
virtual reality as a special type of worldview, a new reality.

Introduction

“When the world comes to us, instead of us coming to it, then we are no longer this world, but are only
happy consumers” [1]. The relevance of this statement by G. Anders in the work (essay) “Obsolescence of
Man” / “Die Antiquiertheit des Menschen” is still obvious, since this world also comes to us, it is worth turn-
ing on the TV or accessing the Internet, the only question is whether we are “happy consumers”. We can be
considered happy only from the position that the available sources of information, as a rule, are our property,
and this gives us a sense of satisfaction from the possession of the subject and its capabilities. The first
source of mass introduction of mankind to the virtual world was television, later — the Internet and other
gadgets. To the question of what makes us happy in this information world: the information and the pictures
that they give us no longer give happiness, but have become a habit. It should be noted that during the recent
global pandemic, this habit is increasingly being replaced by the Internet and streaming giants (Netflix, etc.).
Only in the 20th century did computers appear and the starting point of the phenomenon that we know today
as “information societies” began. Informatization initially arose exclusively for the transmission, storage and
use of information, however, over time, the function of creation, which was perceived as additional in this
series, began to prevail and turned into an imperative of social development in less than a hundred years. To-
day, information resources have the status of strategic resources. Information is today, in the 21st century,
the main object of study of many sciences, including philosophy. And, perhaps, it is philosophy that still
stands on humanistic positions in solving those social problems for the sake of which computerization was
called to life. Therefore, it is very interesting and methodologically important to review the main philosophi-
cal and ideological approaches to the phenomenon of virtual reality.

Giinther Anders, in his well-known essay “The Obsolescence of Man”, one of the first authors, gives us
a rather pessimistic conclusion that television, which was created as a means for the “happiness” of a person,
(like any other means) has long ceased to be only a means (here is just one of the associations in this context:
this is the idea that in their affections “first a person drinks wine, then wine drinks wine, and then wine
drinks a person”, as Chinese wisdom says). And this fully applies to the delusion of man, that man himself
controls what he himself created, invented. At the same time, imperceptibly, there is a transition first to the
level of parity relations with its “creation” (whether real or virtual), and then to the stage when this alienated
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entity begins to dominate its creator. Or another association: the English writer R. Stevenson in the novel
“The Strange Case of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde” shows the same transition from control and management of
his creation to submission to him and even death from him and along with him.

Summarizing different opinions, this approach should be called an anthropological and philosophical,
and humanistic approach. It was this anthropological approach that was considered dominant by the founder
of cybernetics, Norbert Wiener, who in his work “Cybernetics and Society” gave the following definition of
information: “information is a designation of the content received from the outside world in the process of
our adaptation to it and the adaptation of our senses to it” [2]. Thus, information is directly connected with
us, people, and outside of us, outside of human consciousness — there is no information. In the 21st century,
it has already become obvious that artificial intelligence does without a person and his consciousness in
terms of the processes of obtaining and transforming information. Knowledge has a different nature com-
pared to information and requires the construction of fundamentally new processing systems. The main fea-
ture of knowledge that distinguishes it from information is the ability to generate new knowledge.
Knowledge and information are entities of different nature. There is another important “contra” argument in
relation to the anthropological approach: the subject field of information cannot be limited to the “man-man”
paradigm, since there is also genetic information of living nature, the exchange of signals in the world of flo-
ra and fauna, between cells, between man and artificial objects created by him, etc. That is why, among the
ontological problems of modern philosophy, the problems of understanding the social, cultural, intellectual
problems of the development of modern man, the state and prospects of his worldview are considered. The
range of epistemological problems of modern philosophy in the context of information reality includes, first
of all, the problem of the relationship between human intelligence and artificial intelligence. The phenome-
non of artificial intelligence is not included in the topic of this article, however, the author considers it im-
portant to clarify that this concept is a metaphor for a whole complex direction of many areas of modern
knowledge: from the creation of knowledge systems and dialogue in computers (which was the original idea
of cybernetics) to imitation computer-assisted creative process of intelligence and automation of purposeful
behavior of robots. By the way, we should not forget that the same N. Wiener in his other work “The Creator
and the Golem” warned people against voluntary submission to “machines”, because machines are “free
from human limitations in terms of accuracy and speed” [3].

The axiological problem is another very important aspect in the study of virtual reality, since today it is
obvious that the glorification of the mind, the assertion of the infinity of human knowledge as a guarantee of
progress and the implementation of humanistic ideals, is being revised and tested. Reassessment and loss of
the former meaning of the mind, the idea of “knowledge is power!” with the achievements of science, it is
increasingly recognized as the creation of new ideas and ways of deceiving a person, as well as the creation
of something that does not help a person become better, more humane, closer to each other, but only increas-
es the alienation between people, and makes a person a slave to technology and deprives a person of individ-
uality. Perhaps we are witnessing the emergence of the existence of a “one-dimensional man”: this is how
Herbert Marcuse showed modern man in the world of machines, a man who has lost his individuality and
does not live by his own rules, but obeys general rules. That is, all people have become a special mass and
have lost their individuality. At the same time, there is a rapid development of technology, the world has be-
come universal, we are surrounded by the same things, we live in the same houses, we are told and shown
the same thing, etc. Therefore, in our opinion, the philosophy of existentialism appeared and its founder S.
Kierkegaard, one of the first philosophers, drew attention to a person, his real feelings, moods, experiences.
The philosopher expresses sympathy for the person, makes an attempt to restore the integrity of the person,
to destroy alienation. Kierkegaard spoke of “the hopeless tragedy of human existence” in this growing ab-
surdity. And today we see an increase in the absurdity of this world that surrounds us: the simultaneity of the
events of war and peace, the global pandemic, etc. And labor, professional activity is the loss of identity by a
person, “separation (alienation) of a person and business” [4], which he is engaged in, as a result of which
“the value of labor itself is lost” and the value of “selling one’s labor” comes to the fore.

Today we have witnessed a rethinking of our usual values — understanding of science as a guarantee of
progress, since new achievements in science, the accumulation of technologies lead to the destruction of na-
ture and man. Philosophy from the point of view of the worldview also raises questions about why and where
this or that discovery of sciences will be applied? For the good or for the harm of man? Is the great writer
L.N. Tolstoy, according to whom “Of all the sciences that a person should know, the main science is how to
live, doing as little evil as possible and as much good as possible?” [5]. Here is the opinion of the outstand-
ing genetic scientist, academician Josef Riman, who for many years headed the National Academy of the
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Czech Republic: “For the overwhelming mass of people, science becomes something intangible and there-
fore not very necessary”. The famous French virologist Pierre Grabar believes that “Unfortunately, the spirit
of Pasteur is gradually disappearing. The youth, of which there are so many at the institute, do not think
about preserving the old traditions. I'm talking about the tradition of academic, in-depth research, about work
aimed at finding high scientific truth. The rhythm of life has accelerated, young people are in a hurry, they
think very practically. They are assertive, purely business people» [6]. There is a well-known phrase by Ern-
est Rutherford that “a scientist should not serve science and mammon at the same time”, but at the same
time, humanity has repeatedly witnessed that science is neither good nor evil, it is probably impossible to
apply ordinary norms to science morals.

Research methods

To analyze the complex, multidimensional and dynamic situation regarding the perception of virtual re-
ality in the modern world, the author of the article involved various sources of information, took a systematic
approach to the consideration of various socio-philosophical concepts and scientific judgments on the per-
ception and interpretation of the phenomenon of the information society. The consequence of the globaliza-
tion of informatization processes in modern society has been a change in the content of our knowledge about
the world, and the ways of obtaining, reproducing and transmitting it, which, ultimately, significantly affects
the internal structures of the individual.

The article provides a review analysis that showed the presence of a spectrum of fundamentally new
problems of virtual reality that require scientific research and philosophical reflection: polypositionality in
relation to any event (own interpretation and from many other points of view), polysemy (personal self-
identification and indifference of the individual to his objective being), in corporeality of objectivity (virtual
reality is modeled in accordance with the needs of a bodily and existential nature and creates possible mani-
festations of human duality). Relevance, autonomy, interactivity, their generation by both human intelligence
and artificial intelligence are highlighted as the main functions of virtual reality.

The conclusion is made about the fundamental change in the nature of human labor as a social conse-
guence of the Informatization of society. Based on the analysis, an attempt was made to make social fore-
casts for the development of the information society.

The use of the comparative method made it possible to compare the opinions of various scientists on the
issues of understanding virtual reality, to carry out a conceptual understanding of the problem and to express
a proposal on the trends in the development of information technologies, the importance of a systematic ap-
proach, and building a model of social development.

Discussion

The thought of G. Anders that “If it (a virtual phantom, note of the author of the article) comes to us as
an image, then it is half-present, half-absent, that is, it is a ghost” [1, 56]. It is difficult to disagree with the
fact that this conclusion is still relevant. Today, digital television is a phantom, a new and different reality,
like the Internet and mobile applications, in a word, virtual reality. In the history of philosophy, the ancient
Greeks understood the concept of “phantom” as a ghost, an image. Television, which Anders originally
wrote about, today coexists and is supplemented (if not replaced) by the Internet, is present in our lives and
fragmentary, that is, semi-present and therefore semi-absent, we turn on and / or turn off the TV at any mo-
ment, then let in, then we exclude these images and this figurative reality from our lives. But at the same
time, we have been integrating these images into our lives for a long time, they are present in us and we have
to paraphrase A. Chekhov to improve through “squeezing a slave out of oneself drop by drop” [7], that is, to
get rid of ghosts, which are our shortcomings and delusions. Here is what G. Anders wrote about this:
“Without any struggle between the ghost and reality, the ghost won at the moment when the TV was brought
into the house. He came, showed and conguered. The walls immediately became ghostly, family ties were
broken, personal life perished” [1; 112].

Very true in philosophical reflection is the conclusion of G. Anders in “negative anthropology” that “If
we can let him into the house (turn on) or let him out (turn off) at our will, then this is a manifestation of di-
vine power” [1,120]. We already, indeed, decide for ourselves which television channel to turn on, what to
refuse, what to choose, and we completely hold the buttons and information consoles in our hands. This
makes us the holders of “divine power”. We have an illusion, a delusion, and this property of a person was
accurately expressed by the great poet A.S. Pushkin: “But pretend, this look can express everything so won-
derfully! Oh, it’s not difficult to deceive me, I myself am glad to be deceived! [8]. He said it in a different

context, but we can interpret it that way. Or another biblical association: ... you will begin to see clearly and
you yourself will become like gods — you will know good and evil!” [9]. So we think that we already know,
that is, we know, and are able to distinguish between good and evil, holding remote controls from our TVs or
digital gadgets in our hands and “dominating” information.

Being physically on the other, silent side of the TV screen or the Internet in smartphones, iPhones, tab-
lets, etc., we are doomed, in philosophical terms, to be alienated from virtual reality. Not being able to ex-
press our attitude, give our assessment and correct something, influence, decide, participate, we are not free.
Anders writes that man “thus pays for selling himself, his freedom. If the world turns to us, and we are silent,
because we are condemned to be silent, then this means that we are not free” [1; 128]. In the context of “neg-
ative anthropology” [10; 134], lack of freedom — in the impossibility of influencing and changing, obviously
turns us, people, into — idle onlookers—, that is, idlers watching TV. In comparison, for example, with radio
as an audio source and other similar sources (for now I’'m only talking about music, performances) that leave
the “work” to the imagination, conjecture, completing images, even singing and singing along (speaking of
music and songs), television gives ready-made pictures, in color, sound, form, space, etc. And there is no
need to speculate, finish building, or finish anything.

The deprivation of individuality, uniqueness and originality of each person, turns even a person into a
commodity. After all, who are media people, “stars” of show and television business, celebrity? As paradox-
ical as it sounds, goods, because they either “sell” themselves, enter into contracts as presenters and receive
royalties, that is, the paid cost of themselves, or advertise other goods. The expressions “such and such is the
face of our TV channel, our products, our brand” and so on have already become familiar. Anders, correlat-
ing the mass and the individual, writes that “Mass production for the mass man was gaining momentum
more and more. Millions of listeners were served the same “food for thought”. At the same time, they were
addressed as indefinite beings — “people of the masses™ and this characteristic property was assigned to each,
or rather, the absence of all kinds of properties. A type of mass hermit arose. Each of them, cut off from the
outside world, sits, one like the other, at home. But not in order to abandon the world, but in order, God for-
bid, not to miss anything that happens in it. Everyone becomes, as it were, a homeworker, albeit in a very
special way, since his work — the transformation of himself into a mass man through the consumption of a
mass commodity — takes place during leisure [1; 134].

This is related to the phenomenon of post-truth, which can be understood in our age of informatization,
and as “descriptions of circumstances in which objective facts are less important in the formation of public
opinion than appeal to the emotions and personal beliefs of people” (Oxford English Dictionary, 2016 ). The
thematic spread of modern television clearly illustrates this, suffice it to say about the television presentation
of local conflicts, political events, norms accepted by societies, etc. We are talking about “shifters” in the
cause-and-effect relationships of presentation and coverage of events. In 1997, the film “The Tail Wags the
Dog” / Wag The Dog / USA was shot indicative in this sense. Accurate statement. Especially when we are
told about politically significant social events and use post-truth, which leads to the fact that the reproduction
changes the original from which it originated. Anders wrote that “The fact that for us, radio listeners and TV
viewers, the world no longer appears as the external world in which we live, but as our world, is already nat-
ural for us. Including for me. There is an idealistic element in this “for me”, because “idealistic” means the
world in me, in us. If the term “idealistic” is alarming, it is only because it denotes the existence of a person
in common parlance, but here it denotes a situation in which the metamorphosis of the world is that | have
what is created technically. When radio and television open a window to the world, they turn their consumers
around the world into “idealists” [1; 89].

And at the same time, Anders does not claim the truth of his reasoning and conclusions, he just says that
he is trying to resolve the contradictions found, to find answers and a way out. This allows us today to look
for examples and draw analogies, to try to find some answers. | think that we become idealists in television
existence (as well as in Internet existence) because by appropriating this virtual world, a reproduction of
events, we not only alienate ourselves from the real events themselves, from their eyewitnesses (Anders very
interestingly talks about the loss of authority by humanity in face of travelers, eyewitnesses of events, etc.),
but also from real selves, since we become part of a mass of people, and at the same time we are alone at
home, alone. Perhaps this dichotomy should be understood as that we, as it were, individually consume and
consume mass products and at the same time contribute to their mass character, and the reproduction of re-
production can only produce reproduction. However, is everything so pessimistic and negative in the ontolo-
gy of our being today?
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It is worth agreeing with the opinion that computers, the Internet and iPhones are already both phenom-
ena and part of social life. Moreover, they constitute a directly separate reality in which people, we, com-
municate, store, transmit information, in fact, we live in this new digital world. Probably, we can confidently
talk about the virtual existence of all of us, in any case, during the global pandemic. I think that being itself,
and space, and time, and the meaning of life — have become different in this reality. Everything is being re-
thought, and philosophers are talking about new existences, taking into account such a factor as the World
Wide Web (World Wide Web /WWW/Internet), which has existed for a little over thirty years. Today we can
say that the world has become networked, that the network or the Internet has become a special world in
which human existence is carried out. Where does our day start today? From iPhones, smartphones, comput-
ers and the Internet, with the words “Did you see yesterday on Instagram, Facebook, Telegram?”, which
means that events are first reflected there and only then comprehended. If at all, they make sense. After all,
very often, all comprehension comes down to a set of hashtags and comments on the principle “whoever
spoke first, the “truth” follows”.

| think that the psychology of people, humanity is changing. And the purpose for which the World Wide
Web was created — to globalize the world, fragmented and divided by borders, that is, to connect people spa-
tially and in time, has played a cruel joke on humanity: we have become mobile, we are in an endless stream
of messaging, we are impetuous. But we have become impersonal, we reveal ourselves in this “network
world” under “nicknames” and hashtags, “avatars” and “icons”. We are and we are not the total alienation of
man in virtual reality. People are afraid to miss something, not to “fast”, to fall behind. Financial markets
have long moved online, leisure activities have moved online, you can work remotely and via the Internet,
and so on and so forth. During the global coronavirus pandemic, after almost two years of communication
using computers, iPhones, smartphones via Zoom, Microsoft Teames, when a person was reproduced, his
appearance, voice, intonation, we are now experiencing a strange feeling during direct, “live” communica-
tion: it turns out that we are not only “talking heads” in the screen of a laptop, iPhone, but whole beings —
people. Even the perception of a person by a person has become different, transformed. Philosophical under-
standing of this phenomenon, through a comparison of the points of view of J. Baudrillard and G. Anders,
according to E.M. Spirova, allows us to conclude that “the choice in favor of artificial intelligence has al-
ready been made. And the only thing that protects the world from extinction is the dual nature of man. Nor-
mal human existence always exists in dependence or resistance of its model, in constant challenge, in oppos-
ing energy... If duality leaves a person, then... the existing world will be replaced by a world of technology
without a person. The conclusions of J. Baudrillard are consonant with the ideas of G. Anders. A person can
save himself and not disappear from this world only if he does not lose his own humanity, albeit an imperfect
natural uniqueness. Simplifying himself to a technical object, a person himself denies himself the right to
exist [10; 140]. It is no coincidence that the expression “brains in a barrel” appeared, the emergence of which
is associated with the name of the American philosopher Hilary Putnam and which expresses skepticism re-
garding a person’s confidence in the reality of his existence. And this idea excited the minds of mankind long
before the bestseller of the film industry — “The Matrix”, since the 20s of the XX century, when the first fan-
tastic story on this topic by the Soviet author A. Belyaev “Professor Dowell's Head” was published (later, in
the 80s years, a feature film was made based on this story), and in the 60s the film “The Brain That Wouldn't
Die” was released in the USA. The idea of these fantasy novels is understandable and leaves in memory an
ambiguous and disturbing feeling due to a terrible and inhuman experiment on people, when, without asking
their permission and wanting to discover a method of immortality, they transplant the heads of people
doomed to death onto other people's healthy bodies with other people's memories, and they live only as
heads, feeding on some special solution. According to Putnam, man (and mankind) may not suspect that he
exists only in the form of “brains in a barrel” [11], and we understand that Putnam's statement is an intellec-
tual provocation, he is trying to reach out to humanity, which is increasingly immersed in this “barrel”, clos-
er to the situation of the “Matrix”, and it seems that he does not even really mind that a super-smart computer
, @ certain Matrix, ruled his life. And not even life, but the feeling and feeling of this life. How was it in The
Matrix? There is one moment that is striking: when the Matrix says that at first people were given feelings of
grief, suffering, and then they were unhappy, and then the Matrix finalized the program and began to send
impulses of happiness and pleasure to people connected to it, and everything worked out like this that people
are now happy in this reality that doesn't really exist. That is, people do not need reality, because it is unpre-
dictable, tragic, dangerous and finite. What else is Putnam talking about? About how cognition is possible at
all, because the fact that all sciences began with — with Rene Descartes statement ““I think, therefore | exist”,
which became a support in the world of the unknown — is called into question in our era, the era of infor-
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mation reality. Descartes emphasizes the idea of his existence as a reality and proof of such existence, and
from here he concludes that what becomes the object of my thinking is real. And Putnam raises the question
that thinking is possible without physical existence, which takes sensations from reality, and this very reality
can be impulses of artificial (computer) intelligence. That powerful breakthrough that humanity made in the
20th century, this rapid development of technology, made it possible to make the world universal, including
for us — stereotyped and mass. The advent of television and the Internet has exacerbated this phenomenon,
because we receive identical information. What are we now and where is our individuality? We may have
become the “one-dimensional people” philosopher Herbert Marcuse warned about because we live in a one-
dimensional world. It seems that this is also happening because a huge flow of information is pouring out on
all of us and this information needs to be simply perceived every day, processed (at least somehow), and this
takes away our independence of thinking. Is there a way out of the “one-dimensional reality” to overcome
the “one-dimensionality of man?” | think that yes, there is, and it lies in relying on the very mind that all phi-
losophers have been talking about throughout the history of human thought: a person must learn to compare,
compare different points of view and different sources of information, try to develop his own position, with-
out repeating other people's thoughts and words, probably, to refuse or, more precisely, to be able to periodi-
cally refuse some mass sources of information, communicate more with living people, listen and hear differ-
ent opinions. The situation with the global pandemic still needs to be understood, but we can already note
two opposite development trends that it has generated: on the one hand, the pandemic has returned us to each
other, to paper books, to live communication, to walks and to nature, which we surround. On the other hand,
the pandemic and quarantine have totally drawn us into remote digital technologies. There is something to
think about and something to rethink.

Conclusion

In the context of this article, the author constantly recalled the wise words of S. Freud that “The task of
making a person happy was not part of the plan for creating the world.” And in this regard, it is necessary to
single out and analyze the most disturbing trends in global Informatization for humanity, including the prob-
lem of selecting reliable information and the problem of adapting people to the environment of the infor-
mation society. And here again we are faced with a reassessment and loss of the former meaning of such
values as trust in information and the authority of information sources. What is meant by reliability of infor-
mation? Reliability of information — something that shows the quality of information, reflects its complete-
ness and accuracy, has such features as intelligibility of written and oral speech, the absence of false or in
any way distorted information, a small possibility of erroneous use of information units, including symbols,
bits, figures, etc. In other words, reliability is characterized by the undistortedness of information, the au-
thenticity of information and the adequacy of the methods by which it was obtained. And now we live in a
world of unreliable information and its conscious, deliberate, thoughtful distortion. Why is this extremely
important and why does it have a value, meaning of which has been revised in the 21st century? Because
decisions are based on information! It is philosophy that draws our attention to the factor of information
sources, their authority and, therefore, perception as a value. These sources are: individuals who, due to their
authority or position, have access to such information that is of interest to various kinds of mass media; the
documents; real environment; virtual environment; printed publications (textbooks, books, encyclopedias,
etc.); sites on the Internet, portals, pages, etc. There was a division of sources into competent and incompe-
tent. For example, authorized representatives of official structures of government and state institutions here
should be exactly the competent sources for us of objective and accurate information, complete information,
i.e., reliable. However, they can be falsified, unreliable. Therefore, today to receive information does not
mean to trust it completely or at least with a high degree of probability. This is exactly what we are seeing
today. The significance of authorities has been lost, including in the person of the authors of the 19th and
20th centuries, both politicians and great figures of culture, philosophy, and science. And this, in many re-
spects, was facilitated by the modern information space, which plunges us into some kind of bottomless
ocean of tiktokers, instagrams, and so on. Reading and thinking about the thoughts and works of Tolstoy,
Chekhov, Dostoevsky, Faulkner, Dickens, Balzac, etc. is work, time, and you open an iPhone, a smartphone,
the Internet and — everything is ready, without burdening yourself and me, somehow they sing, teach some-
thing, broadcast something. And most importantly, they fill the entire information space. The question “What
will the 21st century give up?” has become relevant for our time. And, for example, the famous historian
Yuval Noah Harari answers this way: “The best advice I could give is to invest in your own adaptability. All
your investments — learning this or that skill, for example, programming — are a lottery. You don't know for
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sure if this or that skill will be useful to you, but in times of chaos, you will definitely need emotional resili-
ence, the ability to survive all these changes. I don’t know of any university that teaches this.” [12].

Summing up the considered methodological approaches: both the Cartesian position “Cogito ergo sum”,
Anders' “negative anthropology”, and Putnam'’s “brain in a vat”, we come to a number of conclusions. The
meaning of Rene Descartes' statement is not to doubt one's existence (being) due to the presence of a thought
about this existence. And | will immediately continue the previous thought: after all, even the thought that |
may not exist is already proof, according to Descartes, that | exist. If | am not, then there will be no thought
of me. And since there is a thought about me and my existence, then | am. And the more | talk about this
statement of Descartes, the more | understand that perhaps he anticipated somewhere both the ideas of the
Matrix and “brains in a vat”, because, according to the logic of Descartes, we are not talking about my oblig-
atory body, my thoughts are enough and this is the proof of my existence. Perhaps Descartes did not identify
knowledge and being, in the sense that knowledge is untrue, changeable, because | perceive my body and my
existence as a person, very subjectively, it often fails me, does not suit me, even irritates me, but thoughts,
they are arranged differently: perhaps that is why new images of a person and his body, and his images in
literature, painting, music, etc., arise from this source. If we continue this thought, then first comes a thought,
an idea, and then the word as an embodiment and other embodiments. And about the body, the poet Osip
Mandelstam asked: “Given a body, what should I do with it? So single and so mine...” Or William Shake-
speare in “Romeo and Juliet” says through Juliet: “ Tis but thy name that is my enemy; Thou art thyself,
though not a Montague. What's Montague? It is nor hand, nor foot, Nor arm, nor face, nor any other part Be-
longing to a man. O, be some other name! What's in a name? That which we call a rose By any other name
would smell as sweet!”

It seems that the philosophical ideas of Rene Descartes are not accidentally considered the beginning of
modern sciences, the affirmation of sciences, scientific knowledge. For when he affirms, ““I think, therefore |
am”, he moves away from taking something on faith, as was the case in the Christian religion, from believing
in authorities, traditions and customs. Pushkin once wrote in Godunov: “Great in custom is strength! A cus-
tom for people is a scourge or a bridle”, saying that this loyalty and blind adherence to traditions and cus-
toms, without adjustments and revisions, without accepting the new, is a dead end for the mind, for thinking.
And the famous Socratic “I know that I know nothing” is also a challenge to this blind following, for which
Socrates was executed, because he dared to question the inviolability of the old faith and authorities. It is
possible that in this new worldview situation for humanity, our reference to Descartes is methodologically
and worldview correct: in addition to the priority of thought, the Cartesian raises for humanity, first of all,
the question of the openness of knowledge. And provided that the priority of the individual is preserved as
the most important moral principle of the emerging information civilization, humanity should not be pessi-
mistic about the further course of its history: according to Y. Masuda from the Japan Institute of the Infor-
mation Society, new information technologies will entail fundamental changes in the value orientations of
people to take into account interests of all mankind and modern society will turn into a polycentric global
society based on collectivism and competition.
