Facts revealed so-called «Islamic terrorism» has nothing to do with the religion of Islam, and this process as
the response to the challenges of globalization, which for many radical Islamic ideologies is identical to
Americanization.
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La démocratisation des pays en «transition»:
une étude des idées principales

Au dernier quart du XXe siecle les régimes politiques dans certaines régions du monde ont été changés
beaucoup: ce changement a été défini par les savants et les hommes politiques comme un processus de la
démocratisation [1]. Selon T. Carothers [1; 5], il y avait quelques raisons importantes. Bri¢vement, on peut
les décrire en utilisant un terme répandu: la «troisiéme vague» de la démocratisation [2]. I s’agit d’une
tendance politique de la transformation des régimes qui a commencé dans les pays différents selon leur
location, développement historique et politique, expérience économique. Cette tendance a ¢été indiquée
comme une transition du régime dictatorial a celui de démocratie. Les experts américains ont investi
beaucoup d’espoirs dans ce processus qui leur a paru une démarche envers la «révolution démocratique
mondiale». Cette idée transnationale était utilisée partout pour expliquer et, méme, pour soutenir directement
la plupart de révolutions, crises sociaux et, parfois, de guerres civile autour du monde [3]. Dans les milieux
académiques ces changements avaient éveillé beaucoup de disputes qui ont fait naitre un nouveau paradigme
politique au cours de la transitologie. Nous pouvons inclure dans ce processus de transition les pays post-
soviétiques.

Une transition démocratique dans I’espace post-soviétique a commencé aprés la chute de 1’Union des
républiques socialistes soviétiques (I’URSS). Les anciennes républiques soviétiques ont déclaré
1’établissement du régime démocratique. Certaines ont fait des progrés et ont été considérées comme des «
des démocraties en transition », ad hoc, par la communauté internationale. L.’idée d’un aide international aux
pays post-soviétique au cours de ce processus venus a étre assimilée a 1'¢laboration et a la croissance des
ONG, et puis, cette hypothése est devenue dominante parmi les cercles diplomatiques et scientifiques
(Ottaway, Carothers, 2000; Korten, 1990; Weiss et Gordenker, 1996). En méme temps, il existe un nombre
des observations de I’activit¢ des ONG «en terrain» qui évoque un sens d’incertitude par rapport aux
résultats concrets et une efficacité de leurs efforts. Une dépendance permanente du financement des projets
et une ignorance des conditions locales, des traditions et de la culture particuliére de chaque région et de
chaque pays sont des obstacles assez sérieux pour une évaluation positive de leur travail au cours de la
démocratisation dans les états en développement (Escobar, 1995; Fisher, 1995; Koppel, 1995; Tvedt, 1998;
Weisgrau, 1997; Wedel, 2001). Essayons-nous a étudier ces deux dimensions de I’idée démocratique.

T. Carothers nous propose une telle analyse des positions essentielles du paradigme démocratique
[1; 6]. «Premiérement, chaque pays qui a un processus du mouvement a partir du régime dictatorial, tout
d’un coup, peut étre déclaré comme un pays en transition démocratique. Deuxiémement, chaque pays en
transition démocratique doit passer par trois phases: «opening» ou la dissolution du régime autoritaire, puis,
«breakthrough» ou la chute du régime et 1’établissement d’un systéme d’état plus ouvert et plus libre, enfin,
«consolidation» ou la consolidation de pouvoir d’état, des institutions étatique et civiles qui meénent vers la
démocratie consolidée. Troisiemement, I’établissement des élections libres meéne toujours a la libération de la
société et aide a former un systéme du pouvoir démocratique. Quatriémement, les conditions historiques,
économiques et sociales n’ont pas une importance pratique au cours de ce processus, chacun peut établir un
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régime démocratique. Cinquiémement, la transition démocratique a toujours comme conséquence la
modernisation des institutions d’état, leur libéralisation et, s’il est nécessaire, leur réorganisation» [1].

Les affirmations précédentes de T. Carothers donnent plusieurs exemples de la faiblesse d'arguments
des partisans du paradigme de transition démocratique. Selon lui, peu de pays qui avaient commencé le
mouvement vers la démocratie ont eu du succés au cours de ce processus. Certains sont revenus a
I’autoritarisme plus rigide qu’ils avaient plus tét. La plupart de pays qui avait été déclaré les régimes
transitoires s’est déplacés dans la «grey zone» de la politique [1].

Comme ils sont nombreux et divers par leurs conditions historiques, leurs formes du pouvoir et leurs
problémes principaux, il existe beaucoup de termes pour les identifier. En gros, on peut les interpréter avec
une définition suivante: «un pays qui est coincé a une certaine phase de la démocratisation». Mais pour une
analyse des exemples politiques 1’auteur propose a étudier «la nature des choses». Il partage la diversité de
ces pays en deux groupes généraux: avec un syndrome du pluralisme incapable et un syndrome de la
politique d’une puissance dominante [1; 10]. L’auteur évalue la Russie et le Kazakhstan comme les pays de
deuxieme groupe. Ces deux types de syndromes d’état ont une position stable. Selon les exemples existants,
I’auteur confirme que tous les cinq positions du paradigme démocratique peuvent étre réfutées par une
analyse de la réalité contemporaine. 1) Un mouvement & partir du régime de dictateur ne signifie pas le début
de la transition démocratique. 2) La transition démocratique peut passer d’une fagon incohérent. 3)
L’établissement des €lections libres ne garantit pas 1’établissement d’un systéme démocratique. 4) La
position de départ dans un pays joue un role important au cours de la transition démocratique. 5) Le
processus démocratique demande des efforts pour la modernisation des institutions politiques et civiles (ils
n’apparaissent pas d'eux-mémes) [1].

Enfin, I’auteur en vient a la conclusion qu’il faut éviter les affirmations fixées par le paradigme de la
démocratisation pour faire une analyse plus conceptuelle. Cette analyse est nécessaire pour élaborer des
programmes de 1’aide démocratique plus efficaces [1].

Apres des lectures de ces propositions pratiques, il nous semble que 1’auteur fait la méme faute que les
experts qu’il critique. A propos, il donne un exemple de 1’aide aux pays de deuxiéme type du «syndromey»: la
stimulation de I’augmentation du nombre des forces démocratique qui vont organiser une alternative du
pouvoir d’état. Aux conditions pratiques le pouvoir d’un tel état ne permet pas de le faire et les citoyens
peuvent interpréter 1’aide des pays démocratiques étrangers aux partis politiques comme une intervention
dans la politique intérieure. Cependant, il faut constater que telles réflexions sont bien renforcées par les
exemples concrets. Jusqu’a ce jour, beaucoup d’experts internationaux pensent que ce paradigme est actuel.
IIs n’imaginent pas d’autres versions d’évaluation de la démocratie et des régimes politiques en transition.

Une «idée optimiste» que «la démocratisation peut étre encouragée et soutenue — ce qui revient a dire
que les institutions et pratiques démocratiques sont possibles a peu pres partout» [4; 4] rencontre beaucoup
de critique par rapport a «I’idée profondément pessimiste selon laquelle les conditions préalables de la
démocratisation étaient rarement réunies» [4; 4]. Cela explique des situations réelles quand une déclaration
du régime démocratique n’est pas poursuivie d’une telle réalité pratique ou ce cursus rencontrait des
obstacles sociaux et économiques, ainsi qu’une résistance des élites locales a partir dudit moment. Les
conditions historiques et culturelles peuvent jouer un role vraiment important au cours de ce
processus: «I’hypothése actuelle est qu’une société civile peut étre renforcée par des actions délibérées
d’innovation institutionnelle et que la possibilit¢ de mettre en ceuvre ces actions et d’en obtenir de bons
résultats n’est pas totalement tributaire des habitudes culturelles et sociales» [4; 5]. Si nous parlons d’un
¢tablissement de la démocratie comme un systéme politique, nous devons 1’évaluer selon le cadre 1égislatif et
autocratique. Si nous la voyons comme un mode de vie, cela nous pose au niveau social lié aux conditions
historiques, culturelles et socio-psychologique, parce que cette forme de la transition démocratique exige «la
conceptualisation» de «préférences culturelles et morales » selon une vision universelle sur la démocratie [4; 5].

Selon Koppel, les perspectives de démocratisation, dans ce cas, dépendent généralement de trois
facteurs essentiels qui nous avons exprimé sous forme de trois questions: 1) Est-ce que 1’unité nationale et le
sens de sécurité qui a des liens direct avec 1’étatisme (un statut de I’»Etat-nation» fort) reste une valeur
générale pour la population d’un pays en transition démocratique? 2) Est-ce que la démocratie comme un
produit de culture internationale est pleinement convenable pour la culture locale ou nationale? 3) Comment
I’état et son peuple, estiment — ils un aide ou un soutien étrangeres qui viennent de 1’étrangére pour
renforcer des changements de toute sorte? [4; 14].

Ces questions sont posées a cause des hésitations qui existent dans les états en transition par rapport aux
réformes et a Dinfluence des acteurs de démocratisation basant sur une plateforme d’une vision
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transnationaliste. Nous pouvons discuter de quoi s’agit-elle, cette hésitation? Y a-t-il une peur de perdre un
contrdle de société, ou ses origines se trouvent dans une histoire de ces nations? En tout cas, une étude des
conditions particuliéres est la procédure nécessaire.

Les pays post-soviétiques restaient un objet de I’intérét de différents acteurs internationaux au cours de
leur transition démocratique aprés la chute de I’URSS. Certains pays ont été assez rapidement acceptés dans
un «cercle» des pays démocratique réunis au sein de 1’Union européen (la Lituanie, la Lettonie et I’Estonie).
Les autres sont considérés comme des pays qui sont en transition permanent: la Géorgie ou la Moldavie. Les
autres, tels comme la Russie ou I’Azerbaidjan, 1’Ukraine ou le Tadjikistan, ont une position discutable a
cause de leur respect des principes démocratiques. Selon Samuel Huntington, les obstacles de la
démocratisation sont divisées en trois groupes principaux: politiques, culturels et économiques. Un manque
de I’expérience de gouvernance démocratique est poursuivi d’apparition des leaders non-démocratiques. Les
obstacles culturels se basent sur les valeurs morales et les visions psychologiques différées de ces-ci qui sont
¢valuées comme universelles et convenables pour tous. Une austérité et un chomage, un échec des réformes
¢conomiques sont un ensemble des obstacles économiques qui menace a 1’établissement de la démocratie au
niveau sociétal [4; 5]. Nous pouvons trouver une vision aussi pertinente pour une étude de I’impact des ONG
transnationales a la démocratie chez Robert Cooper. Il a distingué les états selon leurs caractéristiques
principales : les Etats «prémodernes », qui n’ont pas accédé a une vie d’Etat-nation doté de frontiéres fixes,
d’un gouvernement doté du monopole de la violence légitime et capable de déployer une véritable politique
étrangére. On range dans cette catégorie la Somalie et 1’ Afghanistan; les Etats «modernes» (la Chine, le
Pakistan, le Brésil, etc.) trés attachés a leurs intéréts nationaux, pour lesquels I’idée de souveraineté et de
frontiéres joue un role important; les Etats « post-modernes », ¢’est-a-dire les démocraties de type occidental
qui ont rejeté 1’'usage de la force pour régler leur différends et dont la sécurité repose en grande partie sur la
transparence de leur politique étrangére et I’interdépendance de leur économie [4; 14]. Ce classement nous
permet d’accepter une hypothése de Cohen qu’un processus de la « mondialisation est percue différemment
par chaque pays : avantage pour les uns ; source de problémes sans issue, a court et moyen termes, pour les
autres» [5].

11 faut noter aussi qu’il existe une vision «minimaliste» sur la démocratisation dans certain cas, quand
on estime «la chute de régimes autoritaires» en Europe et en Asie et 1’établissement d’«un systéme
uniquement politique» comme un résultat acceptable et un certain succes [4; 14]. Si nous revenons aux
conditions réelles d’existence des ONG transnationales, dont les efforts au cours de la démocratisation
attirent beaucoup d’attention des OIG et de la société mondiale, nous voyons que leurs rapports annuels
concernant la situation actuelle dans certains pays post-soviétique n’indiquent pas un grand succes. Nous
avons déja noté la réaction des autorités étatiques dont les ONG transnationales ont recu en Russie. En méme
temps, un grand nombre des associations non-gouvernementales locales fonctionnent dans 1’espace post-
soviétique et ne rencontrent pas d’opposition de leurs autorités étatiques. Elles montrent un vrai succes par
rapport a I’échec des premiéres: leur nombre augmente chaque année, leur possibilité d’engager les citoyens
présente un bon résultat. Pouvons-nous supposer qu’une telle différence entre 1’efficacité d’action des uns et
des autres dépend généralement de leur mode d'interaction avec les autorités étatiques locales? Nous devons
faire une digression sur la nature d’activité des ONG de deux types, transnationales et locales, pour trouver
une bonne réponse a cette question.

Draw conclusions that opposing separatism, should first try to use non-violent, political meth-
ods, and stability in the country can only be achieved under the principle of social justice, regardless of region
of residence.
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Priorities of cultural policy in the context of national security

This article discusses the cultural policy as an important factor of national security. National security in the
framework of this work is understood not only as the territorial integrity of the state borders, but also as a
condition of protection of the individual, society and the state from external and internal threats which associ-
ated with the non-military factor. Analyzes the evolution of the concept of «cultural policy», as applied to the
modern conditions of Kazakhstan. Reviewed approaches and principles on which the implementation of cul-
tural policy by the example of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Key words: state cultural policy, culture as protection of national security, national culture, social stability,
national identity.

During the last two decades, in which issues of national security was developed, there have been some
shifts in the understanding of the basics of this phenomenon. Instead of the military component of national
security non-military components moved to the forefront.

Despite the resistance of supporters of the traditional military-force approach today in the scientific
community increasingly supporters gets the concept of cultural and humanitarian bases of national security.
In this regard, states should pay attention to the cultural and humanitarian factors in ensuring national securi-
ty. Therefore, correctly defined priorities in cultural policy will create a favorable atmosphere for national
security.

In order to study this question it is important to clarify the concept of «cultural policy». One of the first
definitions of this term was given at the round table of UNESCO in 1967 in Monaco. In the report «Cultural
Policy — Preliminary considerations» under the policy in the sphere of culture was decided to understand
the «complex of operational principles, administrative and financial activities and procedures which formed
the basis of state action in the field of culture» In this context, the implementation of policy in the sphere of
culture is «the full amount of conscious and deliberate action (or lack of action) in society which aimed at
achieving specific cultural objectives through the optimal use of all physical and spiritual resources of the
society at a given time» [1].

The definition proposed by the famous French researchers in the field of cultural policy Genevieve Au-
gustine and Gerard Gentil, emphasizes the definition of «cultural policy» in terms of not only their goals, but
also the conditions of institutions and resources: «Politics is a system of interrelated goals, practical tasks and
the means chosen by the expert and aimed at a particular group in society. Cultural policy can be carried out
within the framework of associations, parties, educational movements, organizations, businesses and city
government. But regardless of subject of policy, it assumes the existence of long-term goals, medium-term
and measurable objectives and means (human resources, finance and legal framework) united into an ex-
tremely complex system» [1].

Emphasizing the complexity of cultural policy as a control object, its complexity and not reducible to its
constituent elements, the French researchers give the correct formulation of the strategic objectives of cultur-
al development, but left outside the brackets the problem of tactical and operational management of cultural
institutions from the state institutions.

According to the concept of cultural policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan: Cultural policy — this is the
main ideological platform of each successful state, which forms the main value systems of society and the
individual creative source [1]. An important factor in the strategy of becoming a sovereign state, to ensure its
national security is the preservation and development of national culture society. As noted in the program of
cultural development of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-2008 «culture as a whole system of spiritual
values, affecting all spheres of public life, in conditions of life of the secular democratic state takes on the
task of preserving moral compass of the people» [2].

Nowadays development of culture and cultural potential is one of most important priorities of many
peoples and nations of the world. One of the most important success criteria is the level of development of
culture, the presence of a well functioning infrastructure of cultural institutions and mechanisms to ensure
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the preservation and enrichment of the national and world cultural heritage, creation, translation, and the
consumption of high-quality cultural values, cultural exchanges and productive spiritual and creative self-
realization of the individual.

National security will not be nearly complete without the inclusion of a reasonable system of activities
for the conservation, reproduction and improvement of the national culture. Protection of national culture by
and large — one of the most important functions of the army, police, judicial systems, legal provisions, con-
sistently active domestic and foreign policy. The foundations of such security are economic independence,
preserve the country and its people unique culture, consciousness of self-worth and the last based on this
self-esteem. The country can lose much in the material sense, but it can reborn still retains its spiritual, cul-
tural and intellectual potential.

What is the meaning of «culture» within the context of national security? It is known that in the scien-
tific and educational literature there is a huge number of definitions of culture that reflect the contradictory
nature of the philosophical, methodological or conceptual approaches, assessments of the phenomenon. Each
of the definitions is committed to overall, universal fixing of the most important features and aspects of cul-
ture. But in reality, any definition emphasizes and highlights only some face side of this phenomenon. This is
explained by the fact that, firstly, culture or its elements are incredibly complex phenomenon located also in
constant development and change; secondly, the culture in the broadest sense identical concepts of society;
third, person who studies culture belongs to a culture that is inside, his assessment, methods of perception
and language of his environment depend on the value-normative content of this culture. Therefore evaluation
of one's culture, cultural position can not be completely impartial, deprived of subjectivity [3]. Culture in the
broadest sense there is an environment of social existence of man, his «second nature» which he creates,
produces, distributes and transmits to descendants as existing, sustainable value (material, spiritual, social),
symbols, norms, traditions, and ceremonies. Therefore evaluation of one's culture and cultural position can
not be completely impartial, deprived of subjectivity [3]. Culture in the broadest sense there is an environ-
ment of social existence of human, his «second nature» which he creates, produces, distributes and transmits
to descendants as existing, sustainable value (material, spiritual, social), symbols, norms, traditions, and cer-
emonies. The content of culture and especially forms of its manifestation is always national and therefore
unique. So the concept of «national security» is functionally follows from the nature of national culture.

The biggest and the most attractive feature of national culture — is its amazing variety, originality and
uniqueness. Developing features of their culture nation avoids imitation and humiliated copy, creates its own
forms of cultural life. If the culture has no particular only it inherent flavor, it is like a faceless man. Like any
manifestation of individuality, originality of national culture is enriched at the same time with the general
flowering of the nation, confidence in its future place in the world civilization.

Each national culture has its benefits: spiritual attainment and opening their dramas and tragedies, their
vision of the world. Its development is not done in a sterile flask, but in conditions of social contradictions,
the struggle of progressive traditions against the backward and conservative phenomena. Today every nation
connects their future with the national culture, which is a guarantor for life and integration into the global
culture. This idea has its own immanent logic: that it supports the spiritual and intellectual potential of the
nation, serves impulse of human creativity, strengthens the spiritual health of the people, and creates a na-
tional moral ideal.

Each national culture belongs to all mankind, and is obliged to express them to the world. Each of our
national culture has yet to have its say in the global culture of modern times. Because there is no a unified
national-cultural model. Baltic States characterized by its own cultural model, the Central Asian republics —
the other, and so on. But each of these cultures goes on their original and unique way to universal values.

Within of national cultures allocates subcultures. These cultures of individual demographic or social
strata and groups which embody differences of their way of life, thought and behavior from the national cul-
tural norms (youth subculture, subculture of the underworld, subculture of religious denominations). Special
role in the cultural development of a society have religious subculture which formed on the basis of belong-
ing to a particular religion. Each world religions create its own kind of subculture. The same way specific
subculture can be formed within the branches of world religions, such as Christianity exist within the Catho-
lic, Protestant and Orthodox culture. Professional subculture — is based on values norms of behavior which
shared by one professional group. Vocational education and training has a great influence on the formation
of this form of subculture. It is closely connected with the content of the work and the role played in society
by its representatives.
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Sometimes subcultures retreat from the national goes so far that its followers becomes in opposition to
society and come into conflict with its existing traditions and rules of life. And this in turn can lead to a
number of conflicts on the territory of the country, which can also harm the national security of the country.

It is worth noting that in legislation of the National Security of many countries «cultural factor» occu-
pies an important place. So in the Law «On National Security of Kazakhstan» in Article 6 among the main
threats to national security listed the loss of cultural and spiritual heritage of the people of the Republic of
Kazakhstan [4]. Because if the country does not have its cultural and spiritual heritage, so it does not have
the values that unite people and thereby open the way to various external threats such as extremism, terror-
ism, the emergence of different sects and communities, which entail different consequences threaten national
security. At this stage, Kazakhstan has faced a number of problems such as extremism and the activities of
various sects in the country. This led to an outflow of a certain number of citizens of Kazakhstan to the Arab
countries, where they voluntarily live under the guidance of these sects. Also with similar problems now fac-
ing many European countries. Long time there is debate on the subject of the collapse of the policy of «mul-
ticulturalismy, which is adhered by France, Germany, Norway and others. The influx of migrants to Western
Europe led to a inflow their traditions and customs which are not in all cases take root. And in consequence
of arises various problems that directly affect national security.

Socio-cultural crisis currently experiencing the world community in connection with the entry into the
period of globalization strongly required overcoming its significant intensification of the national cultural
resource. In the process of modern development of culture is more noticeable the regulating role of factor of
social life in many ways providing due to mobility of «central core culture» — national and cultural values
— sustainable and safe development of the country. In addition to the fundamental source of the spiritual
health of nation and social stability culture is system formation factor international and national security be-
cause of its pervasive ability to positively impact on social relations through the consciousness and behavior.
Contradictory phenomena in contemporary reality makes necessary to develop a holistic concept of cultural
policy in order to strengthen the role of culture in the context of national security. Priorities of this policy are
to strengthen the role of the family, preserving and strengthening of national traditions.

In this regard, it is important to note the importance of well-formed cultural policy. Despite the en-
trenched stereotype in society that culture for the most part — is the branch of leisure and entertainment, we
must first consider culture as a powerful tool for the formation of the national ideology, spiritual develop-
ment and positioning of the country in world space.

The modern approach to understanding the culture dictates the necessity to form new social and cultural
environment in which a change in society's attitude towards creativity as key success factors of personality,
business and the state as a whole. In such conditions, there is a radical transformation of the traditional cul-
tural environment: to the forefront creativity and competitiveness.

Currently there are a large number of typologies of policy models in the field of culture, due to the dif-
ferent approaches to the definition of its objectives, mechanisms of implementation and results. So Abraham
Moles distinguish four different groups of cultural policy, proposing as a basis for classification social static
and social dynamic characteristics.

Social static model describes sustainable objectives of cultural policy and its institutions. Mole identi-
fied three subgroups of this policy:

— «The populist» or «demagogic», which aims to satisfaction cultural needs as much as possible number

of people;

— «The paternalist» or «dogmatic», according to the right and the main distribution channels of cultural
property belong to «the Governing Body», disposing to an accurate scale of values of existing and
emerging cultural goods. Policy in the sphere of culture, in this case serves the purpose of a particular
political party, religious movement or the state as a whole;

— «The eclecticy, which mission is to equip each person individual culture, which is the undistorted re-
flection, «good» sample of more general humanitarian and humanistic culture. In this case, society
must ensure that each of the elements of culture corresponded to cultural values and distributed pro-
portionally, according to the frequency or «weight» of this element in the general culture, accepted in
society at the moment.

There are different ways and approaches in the field of cultural policy, and every developed country is

guided by its own unique strategy, conditioned by the existing historical and cultural experience, the objec-
tive political and economic benefits.
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Management models:

1. Charismatic policy — government efforts are aimed at building a strong value system, support for
image projects, creative organizations, groups and individuals that have national and international im-
portance.

2. Policy of accessibility — the main efforts of the state aimed at the promotion of elite culture and the
arts, the formation of taste and high aesthetic values in the general population.

3. Policy of cultural expression — blurred classical cultural hierarchy and aesthetic categories, the leading
role played by any attempt of cultural identity and expression (ethnic, social, professional, and others) [1].

In general, the basis of any model of management in the sphere of culture defines the principle of high
participation of the state in the creation of a powerful ideological platform. And as you know the powerful
ideological platform is the key to a single nation that can withstand any external threat.

Is accepted to allocate the following tools of state regulation in the sphere of culture:

— Legal methods. For several years, the representatives of the sphere of culture of Norway require the
introduction of «Fundamentals of Legislation on Culture» as a means of protecting the regional and
municipal sectors of culture. The central authority is quite skeptical about this idea. As the argument
is this: in Sweden, where there is no national law on libraries, the situation in the library sector is sig-
nificantly better than in Norway, where there is such a law.

— Organizational Methods. The state can influence the regional and municipal authorities by recom-
mending or ordering to create an appropriate organizational structure for the management culture.

— Financial methods.

— Expert methods. Exactly they are getting in recent years widespread. Particularly popular expert eval-
uation and system of detailed reports about the activities municipalities, regions and individual cultur-
al institutions. This is largely due to the increased use of the system support of cultural projects. A
similar trend is gradually becoming international. So the Ministry of Culture of France established a
special body for the assessment cultural policies and monitoring the situation in the cultural life.

— The professionalization. Increase of professionalization can also serve as an instrument of national
policy for specific territories.

Despite the crucial importance of all these instruments of state regulation of cultural policy, the most

significant for the culture stay current funding model of its state [1].

National security has become a major goal of cultural policy that can effectively deal with internal and
external threats of the stability of society. Internal threats are associated with an increase in problem situa-
tions that give rise to the phenomenon of xenophobia, religious and ethnic intolerance, extremism, deviant
behavior, marginalization and criminalization of society, the weakening of the family institution.

External threats are associated with the advent cultural uniformity in the context of globalization, the
possible loss of national identity. Protection against external threats of society can be achieved through cul-
tural and educational measures, with the systemic nature — educational, moral, tolerant, legal and others.
For this it is important to identify the main approaches and principles that should guide the cultural policy of
the country.

The initial condition of policy development in the cultural sphere — is to reach an agreement between
the formal, creative, social forces in relation to the priority objectives of cultural development.

Summarizing foreign analysts attempts to define cultural policy can be distinguished the target, institu-
tional and resource approaches. Often they are combined, and then uses an integrated management approach.

An example of target approach can be definition of famous Serbian researcher, Rector of the Academy
of Arts in Belgrade Milena Dragicevic-Sheshich: «The term» policy «means a conscious activity aimed at
achieving the objectives demanded by society. Each side of social life has its purpose; therefore we're talking
about the goals in the field of economics, health and education. When dealing with the implementation of the
objectives demanded by society in the field of culture, there appears the notion of cultural policy. Knowing
that there is no human society without culture could be reached to the conclusion that there is no society
without a cultural policy. This conclusion, however, is not true, because the mere existence of a culture does
not mean that the direction of its development is defined by a number of goals and objectives that must be
implemented by appropriate measures, mechanisms and actions, and in this lies the notion of «cultural
policy». Thus, cultural policy is conscious regulation in the field of culture in making the necessary decisions
on all matters relating to the cultural development of society as a whole» [1].

Assign a tactical function and purpose of cultural policy allows the definition of Mario D'Angelo and
Paul Vesperini that distinguish its five main characteristics:
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1. The objectives of the central government should be combined with those of regional and local
governments, as well as the interests of the major players in the cultural sphere;

2. Objectives of the state should relate to a real choice of subjects involved in the processes of cultural
policy;

3. Implementation of cultural policy action always involves logistical and creative ensure the function-
ing of culture;

4. Cultural policy involves the allocation of resources, both financial and administrative, structural, hu-
man and creative;

5. Cultural policy necessarily involves planning, which is the process of preparation of the state to par-
ticipate in cultural activities, as well as in planning the allocation of resources [1].

Of course, this understanding of the nature of cultural policy does not go beyond the concept of «formal
rationality» and «bureaucracy» of Max Weber, which formed the basis of most European models of govern-
ance in the twentieth century. Defining the institution of «state» as the main subject of cultural policies, insti-
tutions and creators of culture researchers secondary role «control object».

Three types of actions necessary for conscious cultural policy, allocate famous cultural development
consultants from California Don Adams and Arlene Goldbard:

1. Definition of cultural values, goals and priorities;

2. Programme of initiatives and costs corresponding to these goals, and that perceived actual as the
formation of cultural policy;

3. Monitoring of policy — the process allowing to estimate cultural impact of each social action in the
light of established standards, which are the means of achieving the established cultural policy [1].

While agreeing that the state should take part in the formation of such a policy, researchers have identi-
fied six major directions, which actually should be directed vector of of cultural policy:

— Preservation of heritage (museum collections, historic buildings, art, music literature, as well as the

skills of crafts and folklore);

— Dissemination of cultural product. The funds used to finance productions, tours, tickets subsidies,

broadcast, publishing, distribution network or special promotions to enhance the audience;

— Creativity (which includes both a job creator, and any auxiliary personnel involved in cultural produc-

tion);

— Research (which suggests checking compliance of cultural policy goals and objectives);

— Staff training (which includes training of creative professionals, administrators and employees related

areas);

— Education [1].

Special attention in the concept of D.Adams and A.Goldbard paid to cultural policy instruments for
which they relate:

— Distribution of grants and awards;

— Employment and job creation;

— Creation of cultural infrastructure — buildings, equipment, space for cultural activities;

— Formation of the legislative and regulatory framework for the activities of cultural and art institutions [1].

On the example of the concept of cultural policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan can be considered ap-
proaches that are necessary for the implementation of cultural policy in our country. The basis of the state
policy in the sphere of culture based on the following approaches:

— Systematic and comprehensive development of all areas of culture in the relationship;

— Historical continuity and continuity of the progressive development of culture;

— Justification and priority;

— Inclusion and social orientation;

— Innovation and creativity.

Human capital, creative resource, systematic state support and business initiatives should be a solid
foundation for intensive development of of competitive cultural environment, which in turn is the main indi-
cator of the success of the state and society in the economic, social and cultural life [1].

Implementation of the Concept should be based on the following principles:

— The priority of the national cultural heritage that defines the identity and national identity of national

culture in a globalized world;

— Recognition of culture as a factor of growth and a powerful resource for social development;
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— Respect for cultural diversity of the country, support and development of the cultures and traditions of
multiethnic Kazakhstan;

— Freedom of creative personality and cultural expressions;

— The unity of the cultural environment based on the new institutional associations, contemporary cul-
tural clusters and advanced technologies [1]. Proceeding from the aforesaid it can be concluded that
the social dimension of cultural policy is one of the most important principles and approaches to cre-
ate the right cultural policies. And as you know a stable social situation in the country is also an im-
portant factor in maintaining national security.

With a view to the proper formation of cultural policy, it is important to create a list of regulations that
will govern the implementation of this policy. It seems that the improvement of the legal framework of mod-
ernization in the field of culture should go in two directions: by changing the existing conceptual documents
on national security and through the development and adoption of concepts and laws of culture and cultural
development of the country. Of course, the development of such documents precedes comprehensive inter-
disciplinary research. In conformity with social sciences all social phenomena can not get universal descrip-
tion, but should be seen in a certain specific historical and social context, which determines their content. If
we consider the problem on the example of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the concept of cultural policy
should be realized by the following documents:

— Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

— Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On culturey;

— Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On protection and use of historical and cultural heritage»;

— Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On tourist activity in the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2020x»;

— Message from the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev to the people of

Kazakhstan «Strategy» Kazakhstan — 2050: «a new policy established state;

— Message from the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev to the people of
Kazakhstan «Kazakhstan's way — 2050: common goal, common interests and common future»;

— The national concept of social development of the Republic of Kazakhstan till 2030 and the National
Plan of social modernization of Kazakhstan for the period until 2016;

— Concept of becoming one of the 30 most developed countries of the world and plan for its implemen-
tation;

— The concept of development of the tourism industry of the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2020;

— The concept of the state youth policy until 2020;

— The state program «Information Kazakhstan 2020»;

— Strategic plans of the central and local executive bodies [1].

Culture is the fundamental source of the spiritual health of the people and social stability. It has a perva-
sive capacity (cumulative effect) impact positively on social relations through people's minds. Because of
this quality culture can act systemically important factor in international and national security, if it is focused
in the holistic concept of cultural policy. Priorities of this policy are to strengthen the role of the family, the
preservation and strengthening of national traditions, the increasing importance of language as the main on-
tological mode of national culture. In a symmetric configuration with them should be universal human val-
ues, starting with the equality rights of all people to live in dignity.

Solution of theoretical questions about the nature of culture and its human dimension is to determine the
main targets of cultural development. Foremost among these is the basic type of person. His image is formed
as an ensemble of intrinsic forces, the cultivation of which to the greatest extent meet the needs of society as
a whole, separate social groups and every individual. As pointed out by L.K. Kruglov, «from the point of
view of national security is of prime importance, of course, the interest of society. However, this does not
mean neglect of group and personal interests because maintenance of national safety is at the same time as
the priority interests of any social group and each individual» [5]. In this context, national security is under-
stood by us as a state of security of the individual, society and the state from external and internal threats and
dangers in the present circumstances of marked, in particular, features such as the reduction of intellectual
and cultural level of broad social layers, «blurring» of the spiritual foundations, individualism, self-
centeredness, the replacement of genuine cultural and spiritual values. Cultural policy as a condition of na-
tional security — is nothing more than an ideological weapon that can turn a historical civilization and values
of the people in the accumulation of public policy factors.
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In conclusion, it is important to note that the culture is present significant potential harmonization of
human relations in a transitional society undergoing social and cultural crisis in the context of globalization.
In this context, culture is directly involved in the system of social regulation of social development as a com-
plex ordered ideological and technological measures called «cultural policy», pursuing the goal of sustaina-
ble and safe development of the country. Culture, which has in the positive meaning the unique property of
total penetration into the minds of people, it becomes a factor which international and national security: in
the case — if this property is laid in a holistic concept of cultural policy of the state, which has the highest
human values priorities of national and international character, since equality of all human beings to live in
dignity. A key accent in the context of security of the country represented by constant presence of national
and cultural values in the concepts of mass-mediated everyday practice. This is particularly important in
terms of the dissemination of cultural values among young people.

It is proved that in the
conditions of modern independent Kazakhstan when the pluralism and a freedom of speech became possible,
returned to the people unfairly the forgotten names of outstanding Kazakh khans, among which first of all the
last khan of the Kazakh shoes, the grandson of Abylay-hana — Kenesary Kasymov.
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Economic Aspects of the Revival of Tibetan Buddhism
in post-Mao China in a Historical Perspective

The aim of my contribution is to analyze the issue of the changes in monastic economy of Tibetan Buddhist
monasteries after the incorporation of Tibet into the People’s Republic of China (PRC) in 1951 in a broader
historical context. This research is part of a larger project which deals with the religious policy in the PRC
and it attempts to answer the question of continuity/discontinuity in the approaches towards religion between
Imperial, Republican and socialist China with special focus on Tibetan Buddhism which represents a distinc-
tive challenge for the Chinese perception of religion. Although the economic aspects represent only a part of
this comprehensive issue, it illustrates the broader context of the developments of religious policy in China.

Key words: Tibetan Buddhism, Economic Aspects, religious policy, monastic economy, administrative con-
trol, society.

According to the 18th century Imperial Code of the Chinese Qing & Dynasty (1644-1911) «these folks
[i.e. Chinese Buddhist monks] do not plough, and have no trades or callings, so they dress and eat on the
cost of the people; why then shall we allow them to build [monasteries] and thereby waste the wealth of the
people?» [1]. This short passage illustrates in a nutshell the basic attitude of Chinese Imperial State towards
Buddhist sangha. Since the spread of Buddhism in China in the 3rd-4th centuries A.D. the Buddhist sangha
«had to seek recognition in a society where the conception of governmental authority was incompatible with
the existence of asocial, improductive and autonomous body within the state and where systems of thought
used to be evaluated according to their practical efficacy rather than to their religious and metaphysical
merits» [2]. Starting from the 4th century A.D. in Chinese sources one finds a number of documents and
edicts promulgated by the Confucian elite which while criticizing Chinese Buddhist monks highlighted —
besides political and ideological — also economic arguments against their «unproductivity» and «parasitism»
of the Buddhist monastic community which represented a danger for the government revenue. The ill-famed
edict of the Tang Dynasty &5 emperor Wuzong ;7% (ruled 840-846) issued in 845 A.D. which triggered
the large-scale persecution of Buddhism in China had focused on the huge size of the monastic community
and its negative impact on the economy: «At the present moment, there are innumerable monks and nuns
under heaven who wait for farmers to feed them and women to clothe them. (...) More than 100 000 idle and
lazy persons have already been driven out of monasteries» [3]. As documented also by the quote from the
18th century this negative perception of sangha showed a long persistence.

However, this negative approach towards Buddhism — with special focus on its economic involvement
— in China was in deep contradiction with the role of Buddhist institutions in traditional pre-1950 Tibet
where in the mid-17th century a distinctive socio-political system characterized by the close relationship be-
tween religious authority and political power was established. The traditional political system of Central Ti-
bet is described in Tibetan as «having two [powers]: religious and politicaly (Tib. chos srid gnyis ldan)
which reflected the fact, that the supreme political and religious power rested in the hands of the successive
incarnations of the Dalai Lama [4]. The ecclesiastic elite of Tibetan society played an important role in gov-
ernment institutions and therefore the Tibetan polity is often characterized as theocratic. Due to this position
the Buddhist clergy successfully asserted also its economic interests and thus religious institutions and Bud-
dhist hierarchs accounted for over a third of arable land in Central Tibet and in pastoral areas they were the
largest owner of livestock (about 50%) [5]. The population in the vicinity of monasteries had to pay various
taxes (transportation corvée, agricultural work on monastic estates, escort service for officials etc.) to these
religious institutions, while further income of large monasteries came from usury (high interest monetary
loans and lending of grain), participation in commerce and income from religious services for the community
(donations collected from believers, chanting of Sutras etc.). The large monastic community — in pre-1950
Central Tibet there were about 110 000 monks, i.e. about 20% of the male population [6] — was an im-
portant economic factor. After 1951 the political role and economic power of Tibetan Buddhist monasteries
represented a specific problem of the Chinese religious policy in Tibet.
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As Tibet was till 1950 outside of the direct administrative control of Chinese Imperial or Republican
authorities, the limits imposed on the size and property of Buddhist institutions in China were not imple-
mented there. The foundation of the PRC in October 1949 and the incorporation of Tibet in May 1951 started
the process of dramatic changes. The religious policy of the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) reflected the
traditionally negative perception of Marxism towards religion and its guiding principle was the separation of
politics and religion (Chin. zheng jiao fenli de yuanze BUZ853 BfErY) i HI). After the foundation of the PRC
the socialist state strived to create an administrative, legal and institutional framework for the implementa-
tion of religious policy. In September 1949 the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference adopted
the «Common Program» (Chin. Gongtong gangling H:[F14{457) which served as the provisional constitution:
the article 5 guarantees the freedom of religious belief, but the article 3 declares the goal to requisition the
land belonging to ancestral shrines, temples, monasteries and churches [7] and this political goal was further
stressed in the law on land reform issued in 1950 which explicitly mentioned «confiscation of land of tem-
ples, churches» etc. [8]. These changes in early 1950s influenced primarily the religious life of Chinese Bud-
dhists and in the first phase they were focused on the economic aspects of the functioning of Chinese Bud-
dhist monasteries. In the course of the land reform which was launched in 1950 the monasteries’ land was
requisitioned and redistributed to peasants while the individual monks were also allocated some plots [9].
The official campaign under the slogan «lay equal stress on farming and meditation» (Chin. nong chan
bingzhong #8388 forced monasteries to establish production units in the field of agriculture, handicrafts,
light industry, services and the monks and nuns were obliged to work in these units. These measures were
adopted with the aim to raise the economic autonomy of Buddhist monasteries and thus shift the financial
burden in the form of voluntary donations from the laity and at the same time to reduce the size of monastic
communities. Some members of the Buddhist elite considered the participation of monks in physical labor as
a means to legitimize the existence of Buddhist sangha under socialist regime. The participation of monks in
production represented the implementation of the so-called Three-Self principle (Chin. san zi = H; self-
administration, self-propagation and self-support) which has been the blueprint of Chinese religious policy
since 1949 [10]. Despite the officially guaranteed religious freedom the economic reforms dramatically
changed the character of Chinese Buddhism, limited the religious activities and minimized the scope of Chi-
nese sangha.

Due to the guarantees of the so-called 17-Point Agreement concluded between the central Chinese gov-
ernment and the local Tibetan government in May 1951 in Beijing, which in its 7th provision stipulates that
«the policy of freedom of religious belief ... shall be carried out. (...) The central authorities will not effect
any change in the income of the monasteriesy [11], the traditional political system in Tibetan arecas was
maintained in the first years and the central government did not implement its economic policy towards Ti-
betan monasteries. In mid-1950s the first measures towards land reform and collectivization were launched
in peripheral regions of Tibet, Kham and Amdo, which were speeded up in 1958 during the Great Leap For-
ward (1958-1960). These economic reforms accelerated the escalation of the conflict between Tibetan
sangha and the state as they had a destructive impact on the traditional model of the functioning of Buddhist
monasteries and thus were perceived as a threat to the very existence of Tibetan Buddhism. The ultra-leftist
government policy provoked an armed rebellion of the local population and after its suppression in autumn
1958 the authorities launched the so-called «democratic reform of the religious system» (Chin. zongjiao
zhidu minzhu gaige =2 ] 32 4E) which with regard to monastic economy focused on the «abolish-
ment of the feudal system of exploitation», i.e. confiscation of land, forests and other property of the monas-
teries, abolishment of tax collection by monasteries and prohibition of the intervention of monasteries in the
economy, especially the prohibition to accept financial alms from the laity [12]. These changes — which
were in implemented also in Central Tibet in the aftermath of the suppression of the uprising in March 1959
— represented an infringement of the traditional self-rule of Tibetan monastic institutions and represented a
radical change of the traditional monastic economy which was shattered. The socialist state renounced the
relatively tolerant policy adopted in the early period and opted for the enforcement of its authority. As a re-
sult of this suppressive religious policy the monastic community in Tibet was reduced to approximately one
tenth and the remaining monks were obliged to participate in agricultural work. Thus the state authorities
adopted in Tibet the same measures as in Chinese inland, however with a delay of seven to eight years. The
anti-religious campaign which deprived the monasteries of their traditional income marked the beginning of
the first phase of the destruction of Tibetan Buddhist monasteries which was completely unleashed during
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the ill-famed Cultural Revolution (1966—1976) with the annihilation of institutionalized religion not only in
Tibet.

The economic reforms which started in 1978—79 had a positive influence on the minority and religious
policies as the state authorities have attempted to find a new modus vivendi of the relations between the state
and various religious and ethnic groups. The limited liberalization has launched a massive revival of reli-
gious life in China including Tibet, where since early 1980s a large number of monasteries were rebuilt part-
ly with financial support of the government but most of the work and financing was contributed by local
population. This resurrection of institutionalized Buddhism in Tibet again brought out the issue of monastic
economy as the property confiscated in late 1950s was not returned back to the monasteries. The crucial po-
litical documents promulgated by the state and Party authorities on religious policy in 1980s and especially
after 1990 when the policy of adaptation of religion to socialist society (Chin. zongjiao yu shehuizhuyi shehui
xiang shiying #5402 3 Wt EAH7EN) was proclaimed, as well as regulations approved by provincial
authorities [13] repeatedly stress as one of the main goals of the new religious policy the economic self-
sufficiency of religious institutions which was promoted under the already mentioned slogan «lay equal
stress on farming and mediationy as well as under the slogan «use the monastery to support the monasteryy
(Chin. yi si yang si LAFF5%F, Tib. dgon par brten nas dgon pa skjong ba) [14]. The large Tibetan monastic
communities have been perceived as a heavy financial burden for the Tibetan lay population and as an obsta-
cle in the economic development of Tibetan society as they do not contribute to production and the large
numbers of celibate monks impede population growth [15]. According to official perception, monastic com-
munities not only do not participate in production, but they drain large financial resources from the laity in
form of donations and alms. In order to prevent this, Tibetan monasteries are expected to provide services
and organize self-supporting production units, which would finance their religious activities and the liveli-
hood of individual monks as the state — with some exceptions — does not provide any financial support for
the monks. In order to implement this policy, monasteries have contracted land and orchards, established
restaurants, souvenir shops, hostels, tailoring work units, Tibetan medicine centers, they produce and sell
religious utensils and incense and these entrepreneurial activities should generate enough income to support
the monastic communities [16]. In official Chinese documents these monasteries are praised as positive ex-
amples which «pioneered the new brand of socialist monksy [17].

Chinese sources also stress the importance of tourism as a crucial source of income especially for big-
ger monasteries which are able to attract larger crowds of primarily Chinese tourists. When since 1990s a
«cultural and religious tourism» became popular in China, various religious institutions have tried to find a
niche in the market economy. Numerous larger Tibetan monasteries charge tourist entrance fees and monks
serve as tour guides for visiting groups. The local governments which receive in some cases about 40% of
this income [18] encourage tourism and promote the monasteries as tourist attractions. This — in case of
some monasteries — massive tourist presence is met with certain disquietude on Tibetan side. In interviews
conducted in 2000-2009 monks from the Labrang (bla brang) monastery (Gansu Province Hjfi, northeast-
ern Tibet) voiced their fear that the rising number of Chinese tourists might disrupt the traditional religious
life of the monastery mentioning the situation of the Kumbum (sku ‘bum, Chin. Ta’er si #4/X<F) monastery
in the Qinghai Province 7 as a negative example of such development. They were also repeatedly refer-
ring to the fact that the Chinese visitors perceive the Buddhist monastery as a mere exotic curio, a kind of
open-air museum of traditional culture existing only for the sake of the tourist gaze, and they do not respect
its religious meanings for Tibetans. Thus the tourist industry represents both an important source of income
and a new challenge for monastic institutions in Tibet.

To illustrate the structure of the income of Tibetan monasteries one has to rely on the scarce data from
Chinese sources which provide at least a general picture. The 1993 gross income of the Drepung ( ‘bras
spungs) monastery near Lhasa was approximately 550 000 RMB (i.e. almost 70 000 $) while over 40% of
this financial sources originated from entrance fees, the rest from various other agricultural and non-
agricultural entrepreneurial activities [19], the amount of donations and alms is not stated. The example of
the other large monastery near Lhasa, Sera (se ra), proves that donations still represent an important part of
the income, as in 1992 they constituted about 40% of the monastery’s income [20]. In 1993 the total income
of the Labrang monastery was about 1 100 000 RMB (ca 130 000 $) of which about 15% was made up by
the entrance fees and other 20% from other services related to tourism such as restaurants, hostels, souvenir
shops [21]. The data available for these three monasteries gives a general picture of the monastic economy of
large monasteries situated in the vicinity of urban centers, but for smaller monasteries in remote areas where
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there is little opportunity for economic activities, donations and alms are the most important source of in-
come despite the fact that monks and nuns are not allowed to facilitate nor encourage religious alms giving.

The issue of monastic economy in Tibetan areas plays a crucial role in the official discourse on the role
of religion in contemporary Tibetan society as Chinese authors very often use economic arguments — this
line of argumentation does not play such an important role in discussions on religious work in other state-
tolerated religions in China — which should support the restrictions imposed on the monasteries as far as the
size of the monastic communities is concerned [22]. As stipulated by provincial regulations [23] since 1980s
the local Religious Affairs Bureau (Chin. zongjiao shiwu ju 57%Z(525/5)) have fixed a certain quota of
monks for every individual monastery and therefore only some monks have received the official status in the
monastery and subsequently a long-term residence permit. However, the authorities are well aware of the
fact that the restrictions on the number of monks in monasteries have not been fully implemented and they
perceive the current confusing situation, with a large number of monks without official registration partici-
pating in the life of the monasteries, as a serious problem [24]. These state-imposed restrictions — which are
in contradiction with the tradition of mass monasticism in Tibetan Buddhist tradition (especially Gelugpa) —
should reduce the financial needs of Tibetan sangha while the political motives also play an important role in
implementing these restrictions as Tibetan monasteries are perceived as a potential source of political unrest.
In average, the number of monks has been reduced by administrative measures approximately between one
third and one half in comparison with the situation in pre-1950 Tibet. Therefore some small monasteries in
remote area fail to provide the villagers with enough religious services (such as performing rituals for wed-
dings and funerals, chanting of Sutras at villagers’ home, etc.). Economic reasons — namely large financial
expenses related to the enthronement ceremonies and to the maintenance of the residence of a particular in-
carnation — are listed in the regulations related to the process of the identification and enthronement of new
incarnations, tulkus (sprul sku), who have traditionally occupied a high status in traditional Tibetan society
and they embodied the supreme religious and often also local political authority. The state authorities have
been striving to limit the number of enthroned tulkus by an administrative procedure in which it is necessary
to secure an official approval and limit the expenditures on religious activities [25].

The issue of monastic economy in contemporary Tibet illustrates the different understanding of the role
of religion in society in China and in Tibet as well as the persistence of some negative attitudes toward Bud-
dhist sangha in Imperial and socialist China. The changes which the monasteries encountered in late 1950s
and after 1980 have reshaped and altered their traditional religious practices. In the post-1980 period «one of
the general guidelines to religious groups has been to help the country with economic developmenty» [26],
thus by engaging in various entrepreneurial activities Tibetan monasteries are implementing this principle
and legitimizing their existence in the market economy of today’s China. The state-dictated shift towards
commercialization of Tibetan Buddhist monasteries represents a new challenge for these traditional institu-
tions which they have to face under the current religious policy implemented by Chinese authorities.

Political content of ideology of the first Kazakh educators

In this article the author analyzes and evaluates the features of the development of educational thought in our
country based on the study of the formation's causes and functions of the Kazakh enlightenment. In the work
is comprehensively revealed the political essence of enlightenment in Kazakhstan, which had a different
character compared with Europe and Russia. The questions considered in this paper are devoted to the defini-
tion of the role and importance of the Kazakh enlightenment values in social and political life of society, as
well as in-depth analysis of its political content. Paying attention to what place in the folk history took great
sons of Kazakh people, the author shows how the socio-political problems have occurred in their Enlighten-
ment thought.
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What is Enlightenment?

Despite the prevalence of the term «education» its understanding and interpretation by thinkers ambiguous
and even contradictory. And the reason for this, firstly, the depth of the problem, rooted under this concept,
and secondly, the consequent complexity of its definitions. Even within classical philosophy permeated by
pathos in honor of the celebration of the human and scientific mind, among outstanding educators of his age
were thinkers, who noticed the presence of acute contradictions between education and spirituality,
knowledge and faith, culture and civilization, the human and the natural, human and divine, human and inter-
personal. How to get out of this to «light»? Which light? Where is the path to the light?

Key words: enlightenment, human, culture, knowledge, education, religion, religious faith, spirituality,
science, technological revolution, rationalism.

What is the Enlightenment? What is meant by this familiar to everybody term that have given the name
of an era in the history of European culture? If it is interpreted literally, then it is probably search light, out-
put of the light, the desire to light. If it is interpreted rationally, then we find in dictionaries: «Enlightenment
— transmission, dissemination of knowledge and culture, and also the system of upbringing and educational
activities and institutions in a State». Or: «Enlightenment and ideological trend of 18—19 cc., based on the
belief about the decisive role of reason and science in the knowledge of the «natural order», corresponding to
the true nature of man and society. Ignorance, obscurantism, religious are the things that fanaticism of the
Enlightenment believed to cause human disasters» [1; 48]. It would seems that the nature, meaning, content,
enlightenment are caught up in these definitions, are fully disclosed and understood.

But we find in Kant’s proceedings: «Enlightenment — is a way out of the human condition of his mi-
nority, where he is because of his own fault. Minority is inability of using of the own intellect without guid-
ance from someone else. Minority fault of their own — it is act the cause of which is not a lack of mind, but
in lack of resolve and courage to use it without guidance from someone else. Sapere aude! — that means
«Have the courage to use their own minds!» — This is therefore the motto of the Enlightenment» [2; 14].

At first glance, as the spokesman of the brightest ideas of its enlightenmented era (and philosopher lived
in XVIII century just in the Enlightenmented era) to the understanding of the Enlightenment Kant essentially
got nothing new to add, except that he emphasizes the aspect of boldness and courage of educated people.
But if you think about it and it was, probably, a very principal for the true educators of that time, that a corre-
late of Enlightenment was the human mind.

Philosophical tradition to share intelligence and reason in man there is no coincidence, and for a long
time in both the western and eastern philosophy. The issue is how the discovery in human mental abilities of
different levels of penetration, reflection of the world. With regard to the understanding of the Enlightenment
mind defines it as a synonym for education, scientific progress with its steadfast rationalism, while it opens
the mind as true enlightenment, not tearing ambivalent link between education and spirituality, knowledge
and belief.

Such a dialectical idea was not immediately apparent. She suffered classical linear paradigm of social
research. Therefore, it is in this context with acute pain sounded Rousseau's famous slogan: «Back to na-
ture!» And his words: «Enlightenment is harmful and culture itself — lies and crime» [3; 182].

From here a long time there was general consensus that education necessarily engenders lack of spiritu-
ality, any disbelief and primarily religious. Is this true?

In his «Introduction to Philosophy» Karl Jaspers wrote about it: «Requirements of Enlightenment di-
rected against blindly and thoughtlessly take for granted anything for the truth; against acts which can not
affect the fact that they have in mind — such as magic action — because they are based on false premises;
against the ban on unlimited questioning and investigation; against inherited prejudices. Enlightenment re-
quires boundless efforts related to the discretion and critical awareness of the process and the boundaries of
any understanding ... This is the claim of the person: it should be clear what he thinks, what he wants and
what he does. Enlightenment must be understood as the way in which a man comes to himself)» [4; 35].
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What is Enlightenment?

In this regard, Enlightenment is treated as the attribution of unlimited freedom, understood as arbitrary
as the starting point of anarchy and confusion, as the destruction of tradition, and in this regard, as nihilism,
as a result of making people unhappy, deprived of the soil under your feet, a strong core. However, these ac-
cusations are false education that far this sense, true enlightenment. Based on false education is always a ra-
tionality that is used everywhere, but not in its own borders, and it is an absolute sing hymns (by the way,
about the limited field of activity rational Kant reasoned, when introduced the concept of the antinomies of
reason, certainly arise in the solution of transcendental issues first of all the question of the existence of
God). False education, thus misleading the man himself, causing him to rely only on their knowledge, in-
stead of appealing to the life-giving power of holistic knowledge associated with the eternal questioning. It
craves only know and ignores any faith (Kant again, we find that rationally comprehensible only the phe-
nomenal world).

True Enlightenment, according to Jaspers, never mind the content likened content of human existence,
which, on the one hand, reveals a wise reason, but on the other, is not confined to them. In addition there is a
sense of reason, intuition, faith, especially religious and philosophical belief.

A deep sense of living of any religion is comprehensible only within the boundaries of the true genuine
enlightenment and brings to life the philosophy to explain the content and maintenance of native human ex-
istence in the scientific and technological modernized world. Religious canons, which seems to be designed
to be taken on faith, is an endless food for thought that feed the spiritual foundations of human life and
thereby further cementing religious belief.

The Bible and the Koran there are certain provisions that a person should not do image and likeness,
and the more the image of God as God, first of all, is not representable, invisible, inconceivable due to the
infinite God and limited human capabilities. Within the philosophical outlook as thought Jaspers, a silence
before being. Before lost to man pauses language, there is a silence of being. And this silence speaks louder
than the voice of the most skillful speaker.

In the world's religions is the main canon that there is only one God. Its meaning is that the life of a per-
son who believes in one God, rests on a radically new basis as opposed to the life of many gods. It lacks def-
initely elevated, it is scattered, confused.

In the dogma of the fall of the basic idea is that a person has sinned, pluck the fruit from the tree of
knowledge. Hence the relevance of existential Taoism: excessive knowledge devastates the human soul.

Attempting to clarify the faith, we think through God. Faith it is impossible to contemplate. Faith is al-
ways at a distance from us, and called into question. Life with faith in God does not mean to rely on costed
knowledge and means to venture on the existence of God.

Faith in God is based on the life of deep meaning, which is not given explicitly, and encrypted in the
language phenomena. It arouses interest in life, inspiration, creativity, imagination, aesthetics of life, without
which man is empty, dead. In faith there is no possession. It is no shred of confidence inherent knowledge.
But there is a strong belief in the practice, however, the value of life.

Even in a period of deep dominance of religious ideas about the world, when the relationship between
reason and faith seemed to be able to be resolved unambiguously, faith in God and knowledge of the world
(especially philosophical knowledge) is not broken.

Christian theologian Tertullian said: «I believe because it is absurd», because the world defies the laws
of human logic (in in the modern world, in the era of scientific and technological revolution, this idea is in-
creasingly being reborn in different variations not only in philosophy, but and in science). If the mind af-
firms the senselessness of faith, the faith refers to this it does not matter.

Less rigid position allowed for a specific public sphere of faith and reason. Some early Christian theo-
logians considered so. According to them, the faith has the advantage. If there is a conflict between faith and
reason, the right faith. This attitude was typical of the majority of Christian theologians — from Augustine to
Aquinas. But within it there some approaches. Thinking is not without belief: «I believe in order to under-
stand» (Augustine). This means that without the testimony of faith and people would be blind to the im-
portant aspects of life.

Another approach is that faith has priority, but only with respect to the basic Christian truths. Basically,
as belief (on the basis of revelation) and intelligence (based on experience) are independent and have equal
status. Partly they go about their specific problems, partly common to both. In the joint area for them be-
tween faith and reason, there is harmony. For example, this area is the question of the existence of God,
while the question of its essence belongs to the realm of faith based on revelation.
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In medieval Arabic philosophy relationship between faith and reason can be traced to creation its repre-
sentatives — Ibn Sina, Ibn Rushd, al-Farabi — the great scientists. Ibn Rushd (Averroes) introduces the
principle of interpretation. He says that not all in the Quran must be understood literally. If a literal interpre-
tation of the verses of the Qur'an seems to contradict the truths of reason, the surah should be interpreted
metaphorically or allegorically.

Philosophy and religion, knowledge and faith — two wings of the human development of the world.
Philosophy — a bridge between science and religion.

God is not available in thinking. God is available in the faith. Nevertheless, there is a philosophical the-
sis that we know about God, because its existence can be proved. Existing for a long time proving the exist-
ence of God in their totality are an excellent testament to that. But if the evidence is understood as forced,
like the scientific evidence that they are false. In his forced significance of these proofs were the most radical
rejected Kant.

Now, in the modern enlightened, civilized era, it would seem, everything had to be brought opposite: a
refutation of all the evidence of God's existence means that there is no God. However, the non-existence of
God can be proved in the same small extent, as its existence (remember Kant's antinomy). If the existence of
God would be proved, it would mean that God is proven — it is not God, he would have been a simple thing
in the world.

All existing arguments, proving the existence of God — does not have evidence in the scientific sense
of the word. Hence Voltaire: If God does not exist, it should come up. The variety of variations of the argu-
ments in favor of God has special routes thoughts that lead us to overcome in jumping borders, then detected
the presence of God in the natural world. The process of knowing the world is infinite, incomprehensible. By
the way, modern science is increasingly recognized principle of uncertainty in knowledge.

In search of absolute knowledge, of the impossibility which is increasingly say even in the field of natu-
ral science, rational, and God is trying to turn in the world of reality, at the border of the human world as the
second world. However, the usefulness of such arguments that all specific phenomena are considered in the
light of the lumen or higher world. And this gives rise to an understanding of the physical world as the only
one.

In the history of Enlightenmented traditions in philosophy and history was no atheists. And it means to
enlightenment of the mind has always been characterized by the harmony of the idea of God, the world, a
man of knowledge.

True education setting makes itself felt more and more. It does not declare God's knowledge of the sub-
ject, which must comprehend the force-convincing. In God can and must only believe, because it is not a
visual, sensual and empirical object.

Attribute deep philosophizing as limiting access to the grounds of being always think of God, devoid of
inherent knowledge of the reliability and therefore the conjugate with the freedom of reflection necessary for
comprehension of love and secrets of the universe, perceptible only at the level of the mind, with its attempt
to a holistic vision of a multi-faceted space, rather than reason.

«The fact that the attacks on education yet again justified, based on a distorted understanding of educa-
tion, in relation to which attacks actually justified. Distortion may occur due to the difficulty of the problem.
Keeping up with Enlightenment enthusiasm marches of the freer person who because of his freedom feels
more open to deity — this enthusiasm again and again is renewed by every person who starts to become on
his own feet. But in this case education very soon may become misleading. Indeed, on the basis of the very
freedom we are not able to clearly hear God — it can be heard in the course of life through the hassle mo-
ment in which a person is granted the fact that he could never come up by himself. At this moment, he is not
always ready to attentive listening. He claims on absolute knowledge» [5; 68].

When a person rejects faith, it is completely subordinated to reason, which is expected truthfulness
around in all that plays a decisive role in life. But since this way of thinking can not provide, such claims
can be enforced only through deception. One or another thought-formsform accepted as the only cognitive.
Permanent self-test loses its continuity, which are exempt from visibility due to absolute certainty. Any acci-
dental tied to a particular situation opinion claim to truth, however, having an apparent clarity, turns blind-
ness. Since such education argues that human can know everything, relying on their own discretion, it turns
into tyranny. It wasp-mented this impossible claim by a half thinking.

Against such distortion does not help the lack of thinking, and thinking only with with all the features,
with a critical awareness of the frontiers of knowledge. Only this development intellection, which is carried
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out together with the self-education of mankind, prevents any thinking turned into a number of misconcep-
tions.

The necessity of faith becomes clear only education in its pure form. The faith it is impossible to ra-
tionally neither by science nor by philosophy.

This is a fallacy of false education that reason can know the truth and being, relying only on himself.
Reason is dependent on something else. As scientific cognition it depends on the inherent experience of con-
templation. Speaking as a philosophy, it depends on content of the faith.

Whence premises from which is dependent on our thinking, it does not raise no doubt. According to
Karl Jaspers, they are rooted in the ambient, based on which we live. If the force is not the ambient emerges
in us, then we have a tendency to disbelief.

Prerequisites visual experience come from the world, they are palpable from the outside, the prerequi-
sites of faith — from historical tradition. With such external form, these prerequisites are only manuals, with
which you can reach the true premises. External background means consistency check and reason appears
here not as a judge, but as a means. Sanity checks on the experience of other experiences and translate faith
tradition, he also checks based on a different faith and deeper — and the whole tradition. In the sciences
needed to awaken views realm of experience, which could not be avoided for those who enter the corre-
sponding path; in philosophy by understanding and introducing the tradition in modernity becomes possible
very inner awareness. However, it is impossible to defend against disbelief, trying to overcome it directly.
Defend against unbelief can only reflect the false claims on the part of the imaginary and false knowledge
rationalized claims by faith.

The philosophy is as old as religion and ancient than any religion. Philosophy has grown thanks to the
height and the purity of its individual manifestations, demonstrating or otherwise specific man and thanks to
the veracity of her spiritual relationship to the religious world, to which it, though not always, however, for
the most part, treated favorably. And yet, in comparison with religious world philosophy is impotent due to
her lack of its own form. The philosophy lives in a situation of accidental protection from the authorities in
the world, including the religious. It needs a favorable social situation in order to objectively find himself in
what he does. However, in reality it is open at any time, each person; in one form or another it is always pre-
sent where a person lives.

In pursuit of certainty of those matters which are significant for the person he always rejects faith. Not
finding the answers that thinking in principle way is not able to give, people unwittingly falls into deception
and self-deception, and then there creates the appearance of that confidence. As a consequence there are
blindness, bias, arbitrariness, half-thinking. Get out of this false position is possible only if there is another
thought that is able to critically understand the possible limits of human knowledge. Get out of the miscon-
ceptions is only capability of developed thinking, generated in the process of self-education.

Only true enlightenment needs to have faith that you can’t get in rational and philosophy and science way.

Intelligence, which relies only on itself can’t know the truth, because it is always depending on some-
thing else — in the sciences it depends on empiricism, in philosophy it depends on the content of the faith.
But what makes our thinking depended? According to Jaspers, they are rooted in the ambient, based on
which we live. If the force is not comprehensive emerges in us, then we have a tendency of disbelief. In the
tradition of the Arab-Islamic philosophy the most comprehensive is called as activity of the mind.

Medieval Arabic-speaking educators asked the high level for a man who is worthy of the Enlighten-
ment. They differentiated the mental ability of a person, highlighting four of its level in the order of its
growth, in order of depth of the comprehension, and hence the possibility of changing the world - the poten-
tial mind, actual mind, Acquired mind and active mind. And only in this light upward to the Divine difficult
path possible human happiness and progress, which is the highest spirituality.

True spirituality — is the true goal of the Enlightenment. True spirituality defines as religion, philoso-
phy and science, and there are organic and harmonious. They can add value aspects of folk wisdom, and
even myth-making. Dividing the people thinking in the scientific world, which is based on rational argu-
ments, knowledge of laws of the being, and unscientific, based on the life, empirical wisdom emerging n by
identifying patterns of man of the world, we can’t unequivocally think about the benefits of one part in com-
parison with others ones. Recall that the law — it is the law inserted into the frame precious chance, and his
highness «the case» is a manifestation of life.

Ancient people did not know the laws of existence. The level of scientific knowledge did not allow this.
But the ancient man knew about the patterns inherent in the world around them. And these observations were
brilliant. Probably the lack of rational comprehension of being was compensated by thin intuition, colorful
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images, religions faith. Because of this the developed mythmaking appeared. There is the thought of the loss
of life as a mythological reflection on simplification, depletion of world humanity in modern philosophy.

With regard to the scientific world, there are many so-called «white spots» in her mass in the modern
era of the cult of scientific and technical intelligence, which represent not so much a lack of knowledge about
the world science and dialectical process of cognition. Therefore, the Socratic «I know that I know nothing"»
more relevant than ever right now.

And just for the person in the «Middle Kingdom» is always room for secrets, then religion and science,
faith and knowledge, faith and reason — inseparable attributes of human existence, coexisting dialectically.
In addition, within the rational reflection of the world there is the problem of correlation between scientific
and philosophical truth, which particularly was exposed at the moment and has a tendency for their resolu-
tion in favor of the latter.

As for philosophical knowledge, the real philosophy has always been associated with pure thoughts,
truthfulness and approving attitude toward religious world. It is open for person, it is riddled with people, all
philosophical problems are the problems of men. In other words, the world by itself is not interested in phi-
losophy way at all — the main object of philosophy are people in the world. This is the most humanitarian of
all rational knowledge. However, philosophy can also lead to self-deception, if it is deprived of liberty, if it
strives to blur the line with science.

If philosophy is focused on the individual person, if it is subjective, then religion is a mass phenome-
non, focused on more on big amount of people. «Church acts in the world as the visible structures of power,
organizing human mass. Philosophy is an expression of the kingdom of spiritual beings who through the ages
and people related to each other without any court in the world that would excludes or accepts in their ranks»
[5; 89]. Religion is directly linked with the idea of eternity, eternal spirituality, but if you suddenly forget
about it, eliminated the distinction between good and evil. This means you must always Golden Rule, or ra-
ther the rule of the golden mean.

Religion is for everyone — it is a mass phenomenon, philosophy — for an individual, single person.
«Church acts in the world as the visible structures of power, organizing human mass. Philosophy is an ex-
pression of the kingdom of spiritual beings who through the ages and people related to each other without
any court in the world that would exclude or accept in its ranks.

Since religion is associated with the Eternal, its power is exercised, based on the deep bowels of soul.
The more the places she was always at the service of its power in the world (through mosques, churches), the
more monstrous is then that power, which, like any other power, begins to act evil. As long as philosophy
yearns for eternal truth, she inspires without compulsion, is the soul of the order of the innermost primary
source. However, the more it puts its truth in the service of temporal power, the more it leads to self-
deception, topped interests determinate being, and to the anarchy of the soul. The stronger eventually philos-
ophy wants to be nothing more than a science, the more empty it is, becomes a simple indulgence, game
which is neither science nor philosophy.

And then the paradox of the modern world is no longer a paradox: in an era of scientific and technolog-
ical revolution, the era of the victory of scientific technical mind going deep crisis of rationalism. But it is at
first glance. Perhaps it is the natural result of spiritual development of mankind, which, like a child, finally
wiser. The key rule of true Enlightenment: through education to Wisdom.

Education bleached many words and concepts (conscience, love, patriotism). We live in a time of
bleached and not bright. And Enlightenment is a bright light.

Research of the relationship of organizational
culture and burnout syndrome

Distribution («epidemic») burnout, which leads to a deterioration of emotional, mental and physical condi-
tion, reduce the quality of life and professional work — to lower productivity, job satisfaction, puts the ob-
jectives of the study factors of burnout and find means of reducing occupational stress. One of the most im-
portant factors of burnout are organizational characteristics, such as organizational culture, which can both
strengthen and weaken the effect of occupational stress. The authors give the results of an empirical study on
the relationship of organizational culture and burnout bank employees in Karaganda. The authors identified
the conditions under which the characteristics of the organizational culture can perform «protecting» (against
stress) function.
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Representation of the image of a political leader
in men in the modern Kazakh society

The article deals with the quality of political leadership in this regard, the study was conducted in two phases.
In the first phase analyzed the media, with which words were allocated category characterizing the image of
a political leader. In the second phase, also with a view to identifying image of the political leader of the
study were performed on 2 samples of male subjects: indigenous migrants from Kazakhstan and Georgia.
It was found that ethnic and cultural stereotypes have a significant impact on the formation of an image of the
future in our subjects. But on the political representation of these factors have a significant impact.

Key words: image of the future, psychology migration, presentation of the image of a political leader.

Policy in the modern world is one of the leading and most important places in the life of each person.
People voluntarily or involuntarily analyzes political life, most take part in the elections, often Comprehend-
ing life of their country, society through the lens of key political figures, political leaders. Understanding,
giving semantic values of their lives through political leaders allows you to create and build their lives, their
future. It is, therefore, our task was to examine, explore, then how is an idea of political leadership in the
context of the formation of ideas about the future of a person, what mechanisms influence the formation of [1].
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In order to study and obtain objective (quantification) representation of the image of a political leader,
formed by the media in the Republic of Kazakhstan we carried out a content analysis of Kazakhstani publica-
tions: 1. nationwide, the Republican newspaper Kazakhstan «Kazakhstan truth»; 2. The regional newspaper
«Industrial Karaganda»; 3. The newspaper «Kursiv»; 4. The newspaper «Business Kazakhstany.

These newspapers were selected as newspapers, reflecting and republican and regional audience,
the official press.

Analyzed period for newspapers — period: November 2013 — November 2014.

1. «Kazakhstan truth». Total views 250 issues of the newspaper, 124 issues of the newspaper published
materials involving issues of political leadership in Kazakhstan, the quality and characteristics of the image
of a political leader.

As the results of the content analysis, often in a printed publication one of the main qualities of a politi-
cal leader is called: authority — 45.1 % (56 articles), education — 21.7 % (27 articles), oratory — 12,9 %
(16 articles) chestnost — 4.8 % (6 items), image, appearance oblik — 4.3 % (5 items), popularity, ability
to command by 3.2 % (4 articles), wisdom, sociability, intuition 1 6 % (2 articles).

2. Regionalnaya newspaper «Industrial Karaganda». Viewed 156 issues of the newspaper. Of these
115 numbers published information, which contained the analyzed characteristics. Thus, the credibility, reli-
ability traced in 48 articles (41.7 %), education, knowledge in 32 articles (27.8 %), image (positive) in
22 articles (19.2 %), other qualities (oratory, honesty popularity, intuition) in 13 articles (11.3 %).

3. The newspaper «Kursiv»; analyzed 52 issues of the newspaper (article 132), in their business acumen
(which have been associated with the ability to command, to make a decision, wisdom, intuition), education,
determination is inextricably linked with the political way in the majority of cases, respectively, 57, 43, 13
articles, which amounted to 43.1 %; 32.5 %, 10.0 %. In the 19 articles (14.3 %) in total were specified and
other qualities — honesty, commitment to family values, ability to make decisions, wisdom, etc.

4. The newspaper «Business Kazakhstan». 50 issues of the newspaper, which we have reviewed and
analyzed (122 articles), special emphasis was placed on education (37 articles — 30.8 %), and the ability
to make decisions (35 articles — 28.6 %), reliability and wisdom (23 articles — 24.6 %). Other qualities:
kindness, justice to the criticism were not so significant.

The ideal image of a political leader in Kazakhstan is associated primarily with the President of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev. Thus, the article which describes the political activities of the
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan met in the above newspapers in 92 %, in contrast to the leaders
of the capital and regional scale.

In modern societies, there is a request for a charismatic, unique policy, including personal dignity which
authority is clearly seen as outstanding achievements, skills of the individual. Primarily for Kazakhstan it is
expressed in the determination, activity, «iron» will of the leader. In addition to the «iron character», a politi-
cal leader must possess qualities such as confidence, decision-making ability, the ability to command. These
qualities presuppose thoroughness, commitment to one idea, one line reliability. Such policies can clearly set
goals and achieve them. It is this individual and charismatic image of the politician demanded in today's society.

Thus, formed a positive image among the masses policy. Of course, the prevalence of «business» quali-
ties in no way rejects and emotional category image of a political leader. Emotional qualities contribute
to the formation of public attitudes about fair and honest leader.

No less important is the education policy, his mind, his ability to speak eloquently and persuasively,
that his oratorical skills.

Thus, most of the articles form the perfect image of a political leader as a wise, educated man, authori-
tative, decisive, with a fine intuition, honest, popular, able to form a clear idea of the masses to further the
development of the state. It is these qualities of a leader, selected as a result of a content analysis were used
in determining the image of a political leader in our sample.

According to the results of content analysis was carried out by us as a political group leader. We have
identified 4 groups: political, personal, business and moral.

The political, we carried: authority, rhetoric, image, popularity. The structure of personal qualities —
intelligence, self-control, sensitivity, wisdom, intuition, sociability. Business qualities — qualities that are
needed primarily for policy decision-making, ie ability to command, determination. Moral qualities, respec-
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tively, nepotism, tolerance of criticism, fairness and honesty. These qualities are allocated as a result of me-
dia content analysis served as the basis for the formation of scale in the future.

Summarized the results of content analysis, we can note that the political and personal qualities were
mentioned more often than business and moral. The totality of all these qualities and forms a highly positive
assessment of the political leader of the masses.

In the future, these results were confirmed.

Ranking as the image of a political leader (as modified by us Likert scale) showed that significant dif-
ferences in men indigenous Kazakhs and indigenous Georgians missing. This can be seen in the chart com-
paring the ranking as a political leader of men in our sample.

Thus, the most important qualities for a political leader Georgians called education (7.2 points) and ora-
tory (4.5 points), and it is clear that education is the leader among all the qualities of selected representatives
of this ethnic group. Native Kazakhs almost equally appreciated qualities such as education and oratory
(respectively 4.9 and 4.8 points). Just give them the highest scores in their sample.

The diagram shows that the scale of "education" Georgians estimated at 7.2 points; scale «art of orato-
ry» — 4.53 points; scale «leadership» — 2.73 points; scale «self-control» — 2.23 points; scale «popularity»
— 2.43 points; scale of «goodwill» — 1.9 points; scale «sociability» — 1.83 points; scale «mind» — 2.16
points; scale of «sensitivity» — 2.5 points; scale «tolerance to criticism» — 2.33 points; scale of «nepotismy
— 2.56 points; scale «determination» — 1.4 points; scale «image» — 1.73 points; scale of «honesty» —
1.26 points; scale «intuition» — 0.8 points; scale of «justice» — 0.7 points; scale «ability to command» —
0.56 points; scale «wisdom» — 0.43 points.

These preferences confirming previous findings that the value of ensuring the realization of their aspira-
tions for the future and Kazakhs, Georgians rely on the value of achievements: dedication, commitment
to education, competence, success and social approval activities. And it is these qualities of the ideal image
of a political leader formed the media.

The diagram shows that the scale of «education» of Kazakhstan was estimated at 3.77 points; scale «art
of oratory» — 4.87 points; scale «leadership» — 3.77 points; scale «self-control» — 1.83 points; scale
«popularity» — 1.67 points; scale of «goodwilly — 1.77 points; scale «sociability» — 1.8 points; scale
«mind» — 2.8 points; scale of «sensitivity» — 2.63 points; scale «tolerance to criticism» — 1.7 points; scale
of «nepotism» — 1.47 points; scale «determination» — 1.97 points; scale «image» — 2.17 points; scale
of «honesty» — 1.97 points; scale «intuition» — 1.17 points; scale of «justice» — 1.13 points; scale «ability
to command» — 0.8 points; scale «wisdom» — 0.53 points.

In determining the least important qualities of the ideal image of a political leader and representatives
of the Georgian Kazakh ethnic groups have also expressed solidarity. So, the least important qualities for
a political leader was the name of the following: equity, ability to command, intuition and wisdom. And the
wisdom in this instance, acquired a different meaning in contrast to the mind. The mind is treated as certain
show pleasing, perzhde all analytical abilities of the individual, and wisdom — as the ability to apply these
skills in certain situations based on life experience. In general, the sample, the mind takes a leading position
than wisdom.

So, the Georgians appreciated qualities such as wisdom (0.4 points), the ability to command
(0.5 points), justice (0.7 points) and intuition (0.8 points) is very low. Similar positions in both men Kazakh-
stani: wisdom (0.5 points), the ability to command (0.8 points), justice (1.1 points) and intuition (1.1 points).
That shows, in general, a pragmatic attitude to the world, inherent in men as native Georgians and indige-
nous Kazakhs.

The diagram can be seen the gap in relation to education for men and Kazakh Georgian ethnos, some
smaller discrepancies in relation to the popularity of tolerance to criticism and nepotism. Georgians for these
qualities are more important than for Kazakhstan. For representatives of the Kazakh ethnic group more
important than for the Georgians are oratory, leadership, intelligence, image and integrity.

Thus, the highest ranks were obtained from the Georgians, and the Kazakhs on the scales: education,
public speaking, leadership, which shows a similar representation of men in our sample.

Significant differences between the groups in the distribution of the results on the scale of «the ideal
image of a political leader» (Mann-Whitney Uemp = 162, at critical values » <0.01 = 88 and » < 0.05 = 109)
had not been received. Thus, the ideal image of a political leader in the increasingly shaped the media than
in the images of the future representatives of our sample.

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Comparing the image of the future and the image of the political leader of men in our sample, we con-
cluded that the image of the future in men Georgian nation and Kazakhs are different, but the image of a po-
litical leader is similar.

So, most Kazakhs (16 %) appreciate their future, because the future they bind many plans, hopes, inten-
tions. It is full of opportunities and valuable to them. The future for them in an orderly and structured, de-
pends on your own efforts, as evidenced by high scores on «structuring» (HSR = 4.68) and «internal control»
(HSR =4.72).

By the method of Schwartz and the highest rates were obtained from the same values as the «achieve-
ments» (HSR = 5.21), ie, for Kazakhstan is very important commitment, respect in the community, compe-
tence.

For the Georgians, is now more important (15 %), Georgians sufficiently appreciate the temporal di-
mensions of their lives, take them meaningful, relevant and important.

The future for them as structured (XCP = 4.38), as well as for Kazakhstan, but to a lesser extent.
Because the future is perceived as something very far, it seems that time is running too slow, «still to come»,
they are not fully aware of the easy or difficult it will be.

The value of the «achievements», «maturity» received higher grades, respectively (XCP = 5.23) and
(XCP = 4.42). They also appreciate the authority, education, hard work and dedication.

Image of the future depends on the cultural and ethnic rights, a significant role in the development
of ideas about the future is just playing the cultural and social context. Idea of the future life events is not
an individual phenomenon, but is determined by the influence of the social environment in which a person
develops.

Time perspective man at every moment determined by the characteristics of the situation and individual
preferences, the latter are relatively stable and depend on cultural factors and social belonging.

In the process of socialization formed ethnic and cultural patterns of behavior that leads to the for-
mation of the national character. National character — a set of common and recurring in persons of a certain
nationality traits as manners, behaviors, ways of understanding reality.

In the process of character education harmoniously integrated and significant for the formation of ethnic
and national traits that are considered normative. For Kazakhs — a genuine kindness, honesty, compassion,
hospitality, sobriety, patience in suffering transferring And Georgians often become leaders in the team,
it contributes to the development of such qualities as formed organizational and communication skills, self-
reliance. Also play an important role especially education, in which a boy from childhood orient the importance
of men taking care of the younger and weaker. In this case, education (especially boys) are not used prohibi-
tions and punishments, families cultivated a love for the younger Drinking elders, as has been said, respect-
fully but quite differentiated. If the disposal of the head belonging to other ethnic groups perceived as touch-
es their national dignity, that such an order is resisted.

Despite the fact that both the Kazakhs and Georgians are fairly traditional cultures, ethnic and cultural
stereotypes have a significant impact on the formation of an image of the future. But on the political repre-
sentation of these factors have a significant impact. The image of a political leader is possible to form only
at high awareness, in this case the men in our sample as well as the modern information society requires easy
access to the diverse nature of the information, including the political. Information everywhere, constantly
and rapidly updated.

Experts and authoritative sources, which include the official and the press, are some of the major shaping
political attitudes of the population.

These sources of information and allow the participants to form our study quite a number of characteris-
tics of the image of a political leader, especially a positive plan. That is, in a positive way with the political
leader pin their aspirations, hopes for the future of men in our sample, giving it qualities such as education,
intelligence and composure.

Thus, it is important in shaping the image of a political leader have value orientations of people: well-
being, the nation, the state, economic or political freedom, strength, equality, social justice, loyalty to the
traditions of society, technical and economic progress, social hierarchy, the protection of the environment,
democracy and others. For most people, the image of a political leader is on a pragmatic foundation. They
relate the policy according to their needs and interests, which are manifested in the present and future orient-
ed person [2].

Psycho-pedagogical and organizational features of a modern
system of Finnish education

The transformation of the Kazakh general education tool for economic growth and development of the state
— is the main challenge facing front and the Republic of Kazakhstan. Finding an answer to it, necessarily re-
quires understanding of domestic and international experience in the education of children and young people,
analyzing the dynamics of the values and policies of education in the world educational space. The article
analyzes some of the features of the model curriculum in the education system in Finland. The choice of the
Finnish experience of reforming the education system is associated with the achievements of this country
in the study of national and international level. In comparison with other countries Finland since the late
60-ies of XX century to the present day has moved from his seat in the middle of the list for the leading posi-
tions.

Research of strategies of psychological defense in communication of senior
with different accentuations of nature

In this article discusses the question of relationship between psychological defense strategies in communica-
tion with accentuations of nature in youth. The content of the concepts of «nature», «accentuationy, «psycho-
logical defense» is formulated, presents brief characteristics of youth. The urgency of the research is justified.
A general characteristic of the sample and investigation procedure is formulated. The dominant strategies
of psychological defense in communication and their similarity among seniors with certain accentuations na-
ture are described. Types of accentuations without the expressed prevalence of a specific strategy of psycho-
logical defense are identified. Strategies inherent in pupils without accentuations of nature are detected.
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Features of Parental Relations toward the Children with Disabilities
and the Children with Normal Development

This paper presents a comparative analysis of attitudes towards children of parents who have children with
disabilities and parents who have children with normal development. Social adaptation of children with disa-
bilities are usually complicated by their emotional background and negative behavior. Here the author is try-
ing to bring the idea that the features of parents toward the children and their attitudes towards their children
have affected for the development of the child. It shows that the features of the impact of the requirements
and expectations of parents to children are not awareness by parents. In most cases, it is revealed that parents
of children with disabilities do not want to perceive adequately opportunities of their children.

Key words: children with disabilities, social adaptation, parental relation, attitudes, child development, child
adoption, cooperation, symbiosis, control, failure of the child.

Recently there has been an increase in the number of children with various special needs, learning disa-
bilities and school adaptation, disturbances in emotional-personal sphere and other features.

The birth of a child with disabilities (mental, physical or mental) is a very serious problem for his family.
In this regard, often the family is going through a severe crisis, since it is becoming impossible of its existence
in former way, and it is required a deep restructuring of the entire structure of both inside and outside of the
family relationship. The future of the family and the child's future — how he will feel himself: as loved and
cherished member of the family, and later of a society or as an unnecessary burden — depend on successful-
ly overcome of this crisis [1; 52]. Studies on this issue revealed that improper family upbringing leads
to aggravation of the severity of general mental underdevelopment of a child with special needs. And there
are results of a survey which shows that the relations of majority families toward the mentally retarded chil-
dren is not conducive to their intellectual and social development, parents are often inadequately assessed
psychophysical capabilities of child with retardation in development: either overestimate or, conversely, un-
derestimate them. In addition, parents are prone to excessive paternal care or to ignore the child.

Implementation of the normal life cycle of the family faces with significant obstacles, thereby it needs
reorganization of family roles. Regardless of the actual age mental retarded child remains in the role of
a young child than actually he is, so parents are forced to stay in the role of «nursesy. If restructuring in fami-
ly roles and relationships is fail, there are two possibilities: the separation the member of the family who
breaks habitual life of family by territorial detach or family breakdown [2; 20]. It is also accompanied with
changing in emotional status of parents: emotional alienation from the child, fear, a sharp drop in self-
esteem, irritability, self-incrimination, i.e. prevalence of destructive feelings about the child. A. Adler point-
ed out that the sense of his own impotence psychological or social, guilt, etc., all these about the compensa-
tion of inferiority complex. Very often the parents of children with disabilities demonstrate overcompensa-
tion behavior concerning to the child.

M.M. Semago, N.Y. Semago formulate two types of problems that must be decided by psychologists
in this situation.

The first type includes the creation of psychological conditions for adequate perception by parents
the information related to the special features of development of the child, psychological readiness for long-
term work on development of children with special needs, correction and education of them.

The second question is related with the exemption of parents from guilt and the necessity to overcome
the stress state of the family, including maternal depression, creating and maintaining as much as possible
the normal climate in the family [3; 56].

Social adaptation of children with disabilities, for the most part, the harmful effects of their feelings and
behavior. These anomalies are due to early diagnosis and treatment in the special institutions, defects
of education in their families and social recession. Misbehavior of the children with disabilities is also due
to the organic weakening of the nervous system [4; 26, 5; 13, 6; 892].
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Negative result always brings to concerns, anxiety, forms pathological features in the person — one
becomes an introvert, passive, doesn’t participate in activities, assaults or, on the contrary, shows his best,
curry favour with the adults or those who is stronger . This gives the way to obedience, obscenity, angriness.

In such families adverse child's stage of development and all sorts of defects in him/her requires psy-
chotherapy work of speech pathologist (or psychologist) [7; 101].

Family do not always understand the personal qualities of their children, too; they either appreciate the
child too high,or don’t appreciate at all. And mostly the child’s ability is not fully estimated. Some parents
don’t believe in the results of this treatment and education. If some of them do not want to follow the instruc-
tions, others do not have the ability to work. There are also parents who would like to work with the child,
and they have possibilities, but they really do not know what to start with and how to do it properly [8; 36].

In this regard, the goal of our work is to compare relationship in the families between the parents and
their children with disabilities and relationship between the parents and children in normal families.

This empirical research on the above given data was collected. In the study of parents of children with
disabilities we have used «Parents relation inquirer» and PARI — parental attitude research instrument.
«Parents relation inquirer» is defined as a system of different feelings of adults towards the children. This
technique is aimed at a comprehensive study of parental attitudes, the relations of parents to different sides
of family life (family roles). The methodology allocated 23-dimension feature on different sides of parent’s
relations to the child and family life. There are 8 signs of describing the attitude to the role of the family and
15 relate to the parent-child relationship. These 15 signs are divided into the following three groups:
1 — optimal emotional contact, 2 — excessive emotional distance with the child, 3 — excessive focus on
the child.

Psychological approach to the parents ratio is kind of pedagogical and social instruction for the parents
that includes rational and emotional components. It includes five points that clarify parents ratio various
aspects:

1. The acceptance-rejection of a child. This indicator determines if they are positive or negative to the
child.

2. Cooperation. Here, the adults try to consolidate their true interests of the child, they try to understand
his life .

3. Symbiosis. The adults attempt to integrate the child’s life or vice versa, try to keep the psychological
distance between the child and the adults.

4. Control. This indicator shows how adults control the children, how democratic or authoritarian they are.

5. Failures in child’s life. This indicator shows adults’attitude towards the child’s abilities, property,
illness, shortage, lack of success.

Psychologically, the parent access for its rational, emotional behaviour components that implements
educational and social orientation.

In accordance with the purpose of research, we have formed the study samples. It includes the 40 men
and 40 women. The main criterion for sampling was the presence of children aged 6 to 10 years in a married
couple. We have formed 4 samples: the first sample consisted of mothers of children with disabilities; second
sample is fathers of children with disabilities; the third consisted of mothers of children with normal devel-
opment; and fourth sample — a fathers of children with normal development.

The results are illustrated in the following figure.

According to the figure we can reveal that mothers of the children with disabilities, acceptance-rejection
scale scored an average of fifteen points. It means that in this group of tested children there are two-sided
feelings about their children. That is, on the one hand,they take into account the individuality of the child,
they accept him as it is, on the other hand, they feel angry ,because they are not fully confident in the future
of the child.

Next, the scale of cooperation. According to the answers of the tested mums average value of three
points is reached. This means that these mothers of the children with disabilities feel really upset because
they can’t perform the role of a good teacher.

Six scores the scale of symbiosis. It’s high degree.Which means that mothers and children can not
handle the psychological distance between themselves and always wanted to be close to the child, are always
ready to be a defense in a failure, to carry out basic needs.

Supervision scale got 6 points, which is proved by the above shown scale become the object of high
level of demand, in order to protect the child, demanding strict obedience, it has been excessively
authoritarian.
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The scale of the failures of the Child shows a high level of mothers of children with disabilities, that is
7 points. They protect the child with all their mind, and therefore the child's interests, addicts, thoughts,
feelings, are not superfluous for them.

The following analysis of the No. 2 refers to a group of fathers of children with disabilities that
answered the given questionnaire of this methodology.

Acceptance-rejection scale of the child was 8 points. It’s a low level. This means that adults are
of negative feelings towards the child.. They are hurt, anger, disappointments, etc. This means these children
won’t be successful, they don’t have future.

Cooperation scale shows 5 points, it’s an average level. That is, on the one hand, they are confident
in the child’s abilities, on the other hand, they seem not to hope for the future.

The highest score of 7 on a scale of symbiosis group indicates that the group of adults can’t build
psychological distance with the children.
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Here: I — acceptance — rejection; II — cooperation; III — symbiosis; IV — supervision; V — child’s failures.

And supervision of the fathers of children with disabilities scale shows 3 points, the average level.

In his relationship with a child under certain circumstances he makes the child do what he demands,
that is becomes authoritarian; in some cases,when needed father lets the child behave on his own.

Failures to determine the relationship of the child scale is 2 points only. It’s low level. They claim their
son's failure was accidental, which contravenes the data on the scales above. This is contradictory because
on the one hand, the child’s disability don’t give father hope, on the other hand,the adult still has hope that
the situation might change in the future.

No. 3 Select — mothers of normal children. No. 4 Select shows fathers of the normal or unlimited
opportunities children.

Acceptance — rejection scales No. 3 No. 4 show 9 points and 10 points .That’s a medium level. This
means that parents recognize the individuality of the children on the one hand, on the other hand, in some
cases, they have expressed lack of confidence.

Cooperation scale tells that mothers are on the medium level, while fathers express low level which
means that they are reluctant to be on an equal relationship terms.

Symbiosis scale .Both mothers and fathers show low level, two points only. In other words, there’s
a significant psychological remote between the child and adult.The parents are not very much interested
in the needs of the children.

Scale of supervision test gives the same low level as before. This is compatible with the above scale
data declares about a lack of supervision in respect of a child by an adult.

My failures scale group of mothers and fathers again show low-level. They think their children’s
failures happen accidentally; they believe nothing of this kind happens in future.
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To review the results of this approach, there are significant differences between each tested group:
group 1 and 3, group 1 and 4, group 2 and group 4, 3 and 4. Now the parents of children with disabilities and
the normal children's parents, when compared to the values in between, it is not superfluous to say that they
have a high level of differences.

Further results obtained by the second method does not contradict the data that appeared earlier. First
of all it should be noted that mothers of children with disabilities is strongly depend on the family, on the
other words, the vital interests of these women are limited to the domestic sphere and family needs. Then
in this group of women it is tended to express high level of sense of sacrifice. They are characterized by the
perception of family conflict as a normal phenomenon of life. In their opinion the authority of parents in the
family must be absolute, that mean if they are sacrificing themselves for family needs, they require for that
absolute obedience from the child. It is obvious that mothers of children with disabilities so compensate the
frustration of his life situation. In the majority most of them are not satisfied with the support of their hus-
bands in this situation and feel lonely.

With regard to children the subjects in this sample show that children must adhere to a passive role
in the family. So as a result they do not make an effort for the development of children's activity. Indicator
of emotional distance towards children in this group have medium level. This suggests that for mothers emo-
tional communication with own children is not as relevant. But despite of this they are too march focused
on the child.

Mothers of children with disabilities do not want children to grow up to fast. Probably it is due to the
fact that deep down they are afraid of the future of their child.

Fathers of children with disabilities are also denied their needs for the sake of the family. Le. the inter-
ests of the family are placed above individual. As mothers fathers also are characterized by sacrifice, the per-
ception of their child as a passive and feeble person. While most of the child care they shift to mothers.
At the same time they are not satisfied with the own status and their place which occupy in the family. They
are characterized by strategy of avoiding problem, acute situations. However the fathers compeering with
mothers are want to their children have grown up quickly. An additional it can be said that the subjects
in this group show tough style of parenting.

In the control group neither mothers nor fathers of normally developing children are not inclined to sac-
rifice themselves for the sake of the family. Fathers take a more authoritative parenting style here. In contrast
to the parents of children with disabilities, this group of parents are not overly concentrated on the child.

Thus, the parents of the children with disabilities are more strict to their children and expect the children
to do what they say in comparison with the parents of normal children.

Parents of children with disabilities want them to be dependent on the parents. The parents of normal
children give freedom to their children to a certain extent.

Most parents believe it is important to be authoritative.

Mothers of the children with disability think that they are alone with their problems (to grow and bring
up their children) and they are afraid of their children’s growth. On the contrary fathers want their children
to grow faster.

In comparison with fathers mothers do not like the idea of growing, developing and becoming inde-
pendent of their children.

In most cases, the parents of the children with disabilities tend to reject his/her real state.

So parents of children with disabilities are not realize that their children could be on their own. There-
fore they more watch over and make their children dependence from parents. This is achieved by an authori-
tarian style of interaction with the child.

Mothers of children with disabilities have more fear about the future life of their child than fathers.
Because of this, they do not want their children to grow up very quickly.

All parents are feel that they should be respected and require children to be submitted to them.

They overly inflate the abilities of the child and demand the child too high tasks that do not meet
the requirements. This means that the parents do not realize what impact occurs.

In the article it is investigational problem of guidance of activity of leader, optimization approach is related
to the most widespread theory in modern science of management by the educational systems theory of opti-
mal management. In obedience to this theory, activity on a management must beoriented on the achievement
of the best result at the leastexpenses temporal, labour, material and another resources.
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Mechanisms of adaptation of repatriates to the homeland

Today the phenomenon of ethnic paradox is widespread all over the world so the problem of repatriations is
one of actual. This article focuses on the social and psychological adaptation mechanisms returnees. The con-
cept of psychological adaptation within the theory of acculturation in modern literature is interpreted as result
of researches of cultural shock. Cultural shock — an emotional or physical discomfort and disorientation of
the individual caused by hitting into a different cultural environment, encountering with a different culture,
unfamiliar place. The problem of cultural shock is considered in the context of a so-called curve of process of
adaptation. According to this curve G. Triandis identifies five stages in the process of adaptation visitors.

Key words: ethnic paradox, social and psychological adaptation, ethnic identifications, ethnic group, cultural
shock, cultural environment, curve of process of adaptation, U-shaped curve, readaptation, acculturation.

In the last centuries the concept of ethnic paradox has extent worldwide. in a phenomenon of ethnic
paradox it is possible to refer such social and psychological process as repatriation.

Repatriation is the process of returning to historical homeland from other countries.

Repatriation is a kind of revolution for each person. A revolution which divides his life into two parts:
«before» and «after». In a new place, in the new environment, with a new social role and the status the per-
son independently of age starts living on the new [1].

Today ethnic development is one of signsof general development of humanity. One of forms of ethnic
paradox is interest in the national roots. For example, a reconstruction various forgotten national custom and
traditions, studying of folklore or even sometimes propagation of the historical homeland and national patri-
otism.

Different psychological schools consider the aspiration reasons to ethnic development. There are psy-
chological reasons of ethnic grouping. The most common causes it:

—reaction of the countries which are lagging behind in development from economically and technologi-

cally the developed countries;

— the world social rivalry within the ethnic group;

— mass media action.

The ethnos as psychological communities is interesting for us which carries out important functions for
each person [2]:

1. orientation in world around with the help accumulation of a certain information;

2. determination of values of life;

3. maintenance of social safety or function of protection.

Ethnic identification is psychological category defining belonging of a person to a certain ethnic group.

Usually formation ethnic identifications happens during formation of the personality, that is in the peri-
od of childhood.
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For example a boy who moved from Uzbekistan to Moscow lives among Russians, speak Russian and
doesn't notice difference from the friends. Considering his Asian appearance at school he is given offensive
nicknames. Eventually he starts understanding the differences and on the question «what is your nationali-
ty?» he answers «Uzbek». Formation of ethnic identity in psychology is considered in the context of the de-
velopment of self-consciousness.

Understanding that the child belongs to a certain ethnic group for the first time was considered in the
concept of J.Piaget.

In J.Piaget’s concept development of thinking of the child is shown in an egocentrism. The egocentrism
is the central feature of thinking, the hidden intellectual position. Originality of child's logic, child's speech
and child's ideas of the world.

Belonging of the child into the ethnic group is connected with many processes. As it was mentioned
above not only for the process of ethnic identification, these processes also include processes of
inculturation, adaptations and so on.

According to U. Serl and K. Ward psychological adaptation at entry into other cultural environment is
set of psychological consequences, including clear understanding of personal and ethnic identification. The
concept of psychological adaptation within the theory of acculturation in modern literature is interpreted as
result of researches of cultural shock [2; 29].

In the process of cross-cultural adaptation of a person sometimes feels a cultural shock. Cultural shock
— an emotional or physical discomfort and disorientation of the individual caused by hitting into a different
cultural environment, encountering with a different culture, unfamiliar place. Getting used to a new envi-
ronment can be exciting, stressful, funny, confusing or can fail to meet expectations.

Cultural shock — a concept that is most often used to reflect the process of entering into a new ethno
cultural environment since the 1960s. The term «cultural shock» was introduced by the American anthropol-
ogist K. Oberg. It proceeded from idea that entry into new culture is followed by unpleasant feelings — loss
of friends and the status, isolation, surprise and discomfort at awareness of distinctions between cultures, and
also confusion in valuable orientations, social and personal identity [3].

After the hypothesis of cultural shock which is put forward by K. Oberg there were many researches.
These researches were devoted to difficulties which visitors meet with development into the new cultural
environment. The analysis of works on a problem of cultural shock was carried out by famous scientists A.
Fernkhemom and S. Bochner. Summing up the result they give the following definition of cultural shock:
«Cultural shock is shock of new. The hypothesis of cultural shock is based that experience of new culture is
unpleasant or shock on the one hand it is unexpected, and the other hand because it can lead to a negative
assessment of own culture» [3; 14].

Symptoms of cultural shock are very different: constant concern, fear of physical contact with other
people, general uneasiness, irritability, lack of self-confidence, sleeplessness, feeling of exhaustion, abuse of
alcohol and drugs, psychosomatic disorders, depression etc. Feeling of loss of control over a situation, own
incompetence and non-execution of expectations can be expressed in attacks of anger, aggression and hostili-
ty to representatives of the country of residence that doesn't promote the harmonious interpersonal relations
at all.

There are different reasons of cultural shock. For example, when one gets to other country different
from the country where lives.

The person has a conflict of old and new cultural norms and orientations. It is the conflict of two cul-
tures at the level of own consciousness. Cultural shock arises when familiar psychological factors which
helped the person to adapt to society, disappear. Instead appear unknown and unclear, come from other cul-
tural environment [1; 64].

People differently endure cultural shock, unequally realize sharpness of its influence. It depends on
their specific features of an individual, degree of similarity or distinction of cultures. It is possible to connect
a number of factors to it, including climate, clothes, food, language, religion, education level, material well-
being, structure of a family, customs etc.

The problem of cultural shock is considered in the context of a so-called curve of process of adaptation.
According to this curve G. Triandis identifies five stages in the process of adaptation visitors [2; 89].

The first stage called «honeymoony. It is characterized by enthusiasm, high spirits and great expecta-
tions. Really, most of visitors seek to study or work abroad. Besides, they are waited on a new place: people,
responsible for reception, that try to make them feel «as at home» and even provide with some privileges
[3; 15].
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But this stage quickly passes. And at the second stage of adaptation unusual environment starts making
the negative impact. For example, the foreigners coming to our country face uncomfortable living conditions,
the crowded public transport, a difficult criminal situation and many other problems. Not only similar exter-
nal circumstances, in any culture, new to the person, he is influenced also by psychological factors: feelings
of mutual misunderstanding with locals and rejection by them. All this leads to disappointment, confusion,
frustration and depression. During this period «stranger» tries to escape from reality, communicating mainly
with fellow countrymen.

At the third stage symptoms of cultural shock can reach a critical point. Serious diseases and feelings of
full helplessness can be shown. The visitors who didn't manage to adapt successfully in the new environment
«leave ity — go back home before the put term.

However much more often visitors get social support of an environment overcome cultural distinctions,
learn the language and get familiar with local culture. At the fourth stage the depression is slowly replaced
by optimism. Feeling of confidence and satisfaction. The person feels more adapted and integrated into life
of society.

The fifth stage is characterized full or long-term, on terminology of Berry, adaptation which means ra-
ther stable changes of the individual in response to requirements of the environment.

In an ideal case process of adaptation results in mutual compliance of the environment and the individ-
ual, and it is possible to talk about the end of process of adaptation. In case of successful adaptation we will
compare its level with the level of adaptation of the individual to the homeland. However one should not
identify adaptation to the new cultural environment with the simple case of getting used to it.

So, five stages of adaptation form U-shaped curve: well, worse, badly, better, well. But even the test of
successful adapting visitors not always ends with going back as they should pass through the readaptation
period to feel «return shock». At first time they are in the good mood, opportunities to communicate in the
native language, they are glad to a meeting with relatives and friends, etc., but later on surprisingly they note
that features of native culture are perceived by them as unusual or even the strange [2; 111].

So, upon return home some German students that trained in our country during the Soviet period were
very much irritated that Germans scrupulously observe «order». For example cross the street only green
light. And only gradually they completely adapted to life in the native land. According to some researchers,
stages of a readaptation repeat U-shaped curve therefore for complete cycle the concept of W-shaped curve
adaptations was offered.

So, five stages of adaptation form U-shaped curve: well, worse, badly, better, well. But many empirical
the researches conducted in recent years doubt on the universality of U and W — shaped curves. Really,
people, getting to the new cultural environment, not necessarily pass through all stages of adaptation and re-
adaptation [2; 156].

First of all, not all visitors come across cultural shock, at least because some of them are tourists that
usually go back home before the termination of the first stage.

Secondly, staying in others country not necessarily begins with «honeymoony, especially, if culture
person comes from and culture person goes to strongly differ from each other.

Thirdly, many visitors don't finish adaptation process and leave as soon as they start feeling symptoms
of cultural shock.

Fourthly, return home is not always injuring.

Process of adaptation of immigrants considerably differs from the one described above, who needs to be
integrated into culture completely — to reach the high level of cultural competence, join in life of society
and even to transform social identity.

In psychology there are many evidences on considerable difference in course of cross-cultural adapta-
tion process and its duration — from several months to 4-5 years — depending on characteristics of visitors
or immigrants and features own and foreign for them cultures.

Most often cultural shock has negative consequences. But it is necessary to note its positive side at least
for those individuals for whom the initial discomfort pursue to acceptance of new values and behavior mod-
els which is eventually important for self-development and personal growth. On this basis the Canadian psy-
chologist J. Berri has even suggested instead of using term «cultural shock» use concept an acculturation
stress: the word shock is associated only with negative experience, and as a result of cross-cultural contact
the positive experience is also possible — an assessment of problems and their overcoming.
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Pain of separation from the homeland is also felt by modern immigrants. According to sociological poll
lots of emigrants of «the fourth wave», those who left the former USSR in last years, are tormented by
nostalgia: in Canada — 69 %, in the USA — 72 %, in Israel — 87 % [2; 18].

Therefore studying of the cross-cultural adaptation gets a great value, broadly understood as difficult
process, thanks to which the person reaches compliance (compatibility) with the new cultural environment,
and also result of this process. Usually highlight the interior adaptation which is expressed in feeling of
satisfaction and fullness of life, and the exterior adaptation which is shown in participation of the individual
in social and cultural life of new group [1; 137].

Originally, acculturation was considered as a phenomenon of group level, and the concept of
psychological acculturation was introduced only later. If acculturation is a process of change in culture of
group, psychological acculturation is a process of change in psychology of the individual. And even in this
case, changes valuable orientations, role behavior, attitude of individuals, whose group is exposed to the
general acculturation.

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Analysis of the report of governor—general Kolpakovskiy G. for 1887-1888
about the assumed ways of Christianization of Steppe area Kazakhs

In the article it is analysed the report of governor-general Kolpakovskiy G. about the ways of Christianization
of Kazakh nation. His ways suggested at first to Christianizate the poorest groups of Kazakh population
by giving them some lands, equipment and money grants. So poor Kazakh had to become the base to diffuse
Christianity in steppe and move from the nomadic lifestyle to settled life. But the plans of Kolpakovskiy
could not become true and the report left as the office work historical source showing the attempts of colonial
apparatus officials to Christianize and assimilate Kazakh nation.

Key words: governor-general, Steppe area, Christianization, Orthodoxy.

One of the brightest representatives of political course of Russian tsar government in Kazakhstan was
Kolpakovskiy G. Joining to Russia and government in Kazakh steppe were directly related to his administra-
tion and military activity in the second part of XIX century.

Inthearticle the most part represents the paper «All subjected report of the steppe governor-general
for 1887-1888» where there are some notes of Kolpakovskiy G. to the project of new regulations about
Steppe government-general 1891 which was represented to Russian emperor Alexander III. In the remarks
there were considered problems related to changes in nomadic lifestyle, traditions, religion of Kazakh nation,
ways of further use of Russian language by local population and its Christianization, earthquake in the city
Verniy. We want to stop and analyse this point as «Opportunity and timeliness of taking measures to diffuse
Orthodoxy among Kirghizes» as we are interested in that.

In this point of the report Kolpakovskiy G. writes about the sequences of administrative reforms
of 18671868 and starts with these words: «... I informed that ancient basis of Kirghiz life were subjected
to strong break over the influence of Temporary regulations about the government of Steppe area which
started in 1869 ... These new commands especially the right of population to choose their governors strongly
changed their manners and customs. Especially most of the main manners of lifestyle of this nation are nit
useful in the modern life» [1].

Later he writes: «At these conditions when old moral manners of national life are shaken and there are
no new of them it is natural that nation is looking for the spiritual basis in religion and that is why it is atten-
tive to propagation of Magomet dogma which is distributed by merchants Tatars and Bukhars... At these
conditions I summarized that it is time for Orthodoxy church to use this moment and to propagate Orthodoxy
where there is the secret propagate of Magomed dogma. At the raw of ways to assimilate our Asian territo-
ries to the Empire in the first plan there should be in my opinion the way directed to achievement of religious
way... Some data and thoughts about that area which is undoubtedly prepared to accept the dogma of our
God Jesus Christ» [2]. Kolpakovskiy G. notices further that the land was given to rich and it is necessary
to give some lands to the poor Kazakh population at the condition to accept Christianity as well as equipment
to work in the land, to provide habitation and it will be the basis for diffusion of Christianity by Russian co-
lonial government: «... According to these conditions there were marked out some Kirghiz unities and con-
tinue to be marked out some poor people who don’t have cattle and habitation. These unhappy people live
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by earnings from the local factories and mines and mainly hired to farming at Kazakh. Almost all the Kir-
ghiz speak Russian, learnt to farm fields and gardens, they don’t hope to any help from their tribesmen and
they are not related to them. The situation of these people is miserable as their salary in steppe is very small
and there are thousands of poor people who are abstinent and hard-working. That is undoubtedly the area
to accept the dogma of Christianity and it is the soil where this dogma will give us the good harvest...
The land and forest can be given to new Christians for free according to the Temporary regulations but we
should help then to get cattle and simple equipment, otherwise having got the land they would not be able
to farm it [3].

In his report Kolpakovskiy G. calls the Orthodoxy church to help in the Christianization of Kazakh na-
tion — it is the active help in the settled life of nomadic people and the full move of poor people to farming
for those who are in difficult situations (reserve of lands by colonial apparatus, dzuts). It is well known that
at the position if governor-general Kolpakovskiy G. actively assisted to colonial immigration policy. After
the cancellation of serfdom the elemental immigration from the Central governments to Kazakh steppes and
Siberia started. Farmer colonization got almost all the territories of Kazakhstan and formed thousands
of Russian villages. So according to census of 1897 in Akmola region Russian population was about 33 per
cents. In 90 s in Northern Kazakhstan there was the lack of lands for immigration. To provide them for the
farmers arrived government created «immigration land fundy». To form it the huge lands suitable for farming
were taken from local population.

Only in 1885 to 1893 there were taken from the local population in Akmola region 251 779 dess of land
and formed 24 immigration regions with the population of 10 940 males, in Semipalatinsk region there were
taken 33 064 dess. of farming lands at Kazakh sharua. Especially big flow of immigrants went
to Semirechinsk region. For 12 years (since 1868—1880) 3 324 families emigrated and 2 099 of them formed
villages, 1 225 families settled in the city [4].

At the result of immigration policy of tsarism main farming lands were given to Russian farmers and
Kazakh went to waterless and useless lands. The demographic situation of Kazakhstan changed. According
to data of census in 1897 position of Kazakhs reduced in Kazakhstan till 87.1 %. Fromliving 4 471.8 thou-
sand people Kazakhs were 3 399.5, Russian and Ukranians were 532.7, Tatars were 55.4, Uzbeks were 73.5
thousand, Uygurs were 56 thousands. Immigrants were settled mainly in strategic areas and were equipped
with fire guns. So they served for military aggressive internal and international policy of Russia [5].

Returning to report we should notice that Kolpakovskiy in his report offers to create Omsk eparchy and
writes about missionary activity. Further, he asks to give the money grants and presents for those Kazakhs
who accept the Orthodoxy and at first to give the lands in amount of 600 dess. near the village Bukanovskiy.

Kolpakovskiy G. makes the summary in his report as: «I cannot keep silence about that the dignity
of Omsk bishop should get the person who really knows the missionary work and who is able to lead the
saint mission to put the Christian flag in Kirghiz steppes and diffuse the Orthodoxy in them» [6].

Fortunately, his emperor plans to Christianization could not be true. In 1889 Kolpakovskiy was dis-
charged from his position and went to Saint Petersburg where he became the member of Military union.
He died on 23 April 1896 and buried in the Nikolsk cemetery of Alexandro-Nevskayalavra.

In conclusion we should summary. Having the proper position in the structure of administrative appa-
ratus Kolpakovskiy G. made military and administrative territorial changes in the Steppe region to make its
mechanisms work according to common empire laws and colonial policy of Russian empire in Central Asia.
Of course the final purpose was the Christianization of population and liquidation of Steppe government-
general making it the part of Russian empire. It is impossible to make people accept Christianity by Kazakh
nation whose ancestors accepted Islam in the period of Golden Orda in 1312 together with tengri religion
in the shortest period using the lack of lands and equipment. Ignorance of history, traditions and customs
of people lead to destruction of reforms and emperor ambitions of officials in Steppe region in 1917.

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To the problem of social political development of Great Orda

In the article it is considered the social and political history of the country Great Orda that is the successor
of the Gold Orda (ulus of Dzhuchy). Earlier in the Kazakh historiography this problem was not considered
enough that is why this theme is actual today. The policy of Great Orda’s khans had a big role in the world
policy. Many European governors were trembling at the power of vagrant tribes of Great Orda. For example,
Russian princes continued paying contributions to Orda’s khans. Among all the governors of Orda we should
mark Akhmet-khan, a politician whose policy was directed to strengthening the country in the second part
of XV century and union of all Turkic-Mongolic khanates of the western part of Dzhuchi’s ulus as: Crimean
khanate, Syberian khanate, Nogay Orda.

Key words: social-economic development, Great Orda, Ulug Ulus, darugs, baskaks, khans, murzas, sultans,
biy, tribes, princes, khanates.

In the middle of XV century on the territory of disintegrated Golden Orda was formed the new state
which is known in history as Great Orda which political history have something in common with Kazakh
Khanate. Its tribes settled the territory from the Volga (the Yedil) in the east to lower of the Dnepr (Uzeu)
in the west. In the ethnic social unity there were Turkic Mongolian and Turkic tribes among which were
konyrates, argynes, kypchaks, kereits, mangyts, alshyns, as well as the nations of the Volga region and
Northern Caucasus: udmurts, mariyts, Chuvash, mordva, osetins, cherkes, kabardins, adygis. The Turkic
tribes named above made the basis of those states as Nogay Orda, Siberian Khanate and especially Kazakh
khanate. Civil wars among numerous dzhuchids in the Golden Orda contributed to formation of Great Orda.
In 1432 the last khan of Golden Orda Ulug-Mukhamed was defeated by the dxhuchid Kishi-Mukhamed and
left to the north, at first to the territory of Russian principalities and then to Bulgary where he founded Ka-
zan khanate in 1438 and Kish-Mukhamed founded the new nomadic state as Great Orda which had the se-
cond name as Ulug Ulus [1; 98]. Its short political history is full of wars with the neighbor relative Turkic
settled and nomadic states and civil wars.

In the territory of previous Golden Orda (Ulus of Dzhuchy) from the lower of the Dnestr in the west
to the ODb in the east and in the north from the rivers Vyatka and Kama to the foothills of the Northern Cau-
casus in the south there formed numerous khanates and uluses of independent governors — previous darugs
and baskaks — deputies of Golden Orda khan, murzas, biys, sultans from the clan of Dzhuchids who
claimed themselves as khans. We can name among them also Kazan Khanate, Crimea khanate (1443—1783),
Nogay Orda, The Khanate of Abulkhair (1428-1468), Kazakh Khanate (1465-1715), Siberian Khanate
(1468-1598) [2; 228].

The Great Orda is a deputy state of Ulus of Batu which existed only 73 years (despite the opinion
of many modern Russian historians that Russia was the deputy of Golden Orda which of course causes the
smile of European and Asian scientists noticing the chauvinism theory made in 90s by the historians of Rus-
sian Federation) but it contributed to the development of Turkic later Middle Age states and made its step
in the history of Russia and Kazakhstan. In the pre-revolution period and Soviet period the researchers paid
a little attention to the social and political history of this state. Today this topic is actual. In our opinion this
article is the attempt to research some aspects of political and social history of the Great Orda that took its
second name (after the Golden Orda) and it is impossible to research everything in one article.

After death of khan Kishi-Mukhamed there was the war for the throne among his sons. The throne got
the energetic and powerful khan Akhmet in 1465 (in Russian sources Akhmat) who had won his brother
Makhmud who left from Saray and founded his own khanate in Astrakhan. Akhmet-khan at first established
his power in the Ulus of Batu by subjugating and punish rebelled beks, murzas and sultans who had support-
ed previous khan Makhmud. In the 60s of XV century Akhmet and numerous leaders of nomadic Turkic
Mongolian tribes marched to Russian princedoms making them pay contribution which was not paid
for about 20 years because of distempers and disorders in Orda. We should notice that most Russian prince-
doms paid contributions for different khanates and uluses of ex-Golden Orda [3]. However, Russian prince-
doms grew stronger by joining around Moscow into one state which was promoted by arrived Tatar leaders
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with its armies for serving to Moscow princes while Turkic Mongolian khanates and uluses had civil wars
destroying and killing each other.

In 1466 khan of the Crimea khanate Khadzhy-Girey crushed the army of khan Makhmud at the Azov
that assigned the territory of Pridonye to him. In 1460—70s there were wars of the tribes and uluses leaders
of Great Orda with khans of Kazan khanate and Great Orda. After the foundation of the Siberian khanate
in Chimga-Tour (Tyumen) the new governor shaibanid Ibak united to nogays attacked the capital of Great
Orda many times and robbed it destroying its beautiful buildings and captivated merchants and citizens
of Saray. Other cities of Great Orda were subjected to destruction and robbery. Some time ago Saray —
ex-capital of Golden Orda, political, trade and cultural center of Eurasia was ruined to the end of XV centu-
ry. Having destroyed Saray in 1481 and moved its citizens and merchants to Chimga-Tura, Ibak-khan tried
to show the deputy of the Siberian khanate as the capital of Golden Orda is the Siberian city Tyumen and all
Turkic murzas had to coma and show respect to the new great khan of Ulus of Dzhuchy paying him contribu-
tion. At the government of khan Akhmet (1465—1481) the population of Saray was more than 100 thousand
people. Frequent wars and civil wars led to injury of economics, devastation, frequent epidemics in the step,
high level of death and migration of tribes which led to decrease of population. Many nomadic Turkic tribes
left to the Northern Caucasus, the territory of Russia, Kazan, Crimea under the government of more powerful
gOVernors.

Some prosperity and centralization of power in 60-70s of XV century were under the khan Akhmet
named above who intensified his power and put the trade in order with the neighbor countries of Europe,
Central Asia, there were caravans to and from Saray, Sygnak, Khorezm, Bukhara, the visitors and ambassa-
dors from the Western Asia started to travel to the capital of Great Orda again. However Akhmet-khan had
a purpose to join all the uluses and khanates into one state — Ulus of Dzhuchy (Golden Orda) by military
ways [4; 286]. At first to save the boarders of khanate in the north he marched to Russian princedoms where
fighting at Olexina in 1472 he won and Moscow prince Ivan III paid contribution. As he had seen inactivity
of khans in Kazan khanate and governors of Nogay Orda from the north and east khan Akhmet marched
in 1476 to Crimea whose governor Mengly-Girey left to Istanbul under the government of Turkish sultan
(since 1475 Crimea khanate had the vassal dependence on Osman Empire), the army of Osman governor
were defeated and the city Bakhchisaray was taken. Akhmet-khan made Zhanibek-khan as the vassal gover-
nor and since that time the Crimea was temporary joined to Great Orda. At the same time the governor
of Great Orda managed to get power under nogays which lived between two rivers the Yedil (Volga) and
Yaik, Turkic tribes and alans in Cuban and Terek, had a military union with Lithuania and Poland with the
king Kazimir. However, the dreams of Akhmet-khan about the united state did not come true, the unity was
not long and in 1479 ex-khan Mengly-Girey came with the Turkish army which was equipped with the fire
guns to Crimea and drove out the territory his brother Zhanibek, so he forced his power and reestablished
Crimea khanate [5]. In 1480 Moscow prince Ivan III refused to pay contributions and Akhmet-khan decided
to march to Moscow to punish rebelled ulus vassal (since the period of Batu khan governors of Golden Orda
considered Russian princedoms as their territories). In September 1480 armies of both leaders stopped at the
river Ugra. Meanwhile the power of Moscow prince got force and Russian army which included Lithuani-
ans, Belorus, Kasim Tatar served to his father Kish-Mukhammed princes of other princedoms of Northern-
Eastern Russia were equipped by the modern fire guns and cannons of that time and the army of Great Orda
khan was not equipped in this way. The attempts of khan Akhmet army to cross the river Ugra were not suc-
cessful as they were met with the cannons. The period of Golden Orda governors left when they were able
to fight the enemy flanks with the first class cavalry equipped with the fire guns and defeat it (for example,
biy and commander Yedigye in 1399 in the war at the river Vorscle defeated the army of Lithuanian prince
Vitovt equipped with fire guns and cannons). On the 26 October 1480 the army of khan Akhmet held for
2 month stepped back for the reason of early winter and freeze (army had to prepare to wintering) [6; 94].
This date was considered at the Soviet time as a final overthrow of Golden Orda yoke named so (in the opin-
ion of Moscow state university named after Lomonosov scientists because of the Moscow prince’s refuse
to pay contributions) which did not exist. To be frank we should notice that the contributions were paid for
different Tatar khans with some breaks further by not only Ivan III but also his son Vassiliy, the grandson
Ivan IV, all the tsars of Moscow kingdom until the first Russian emperor Peter I.

Unsuccessful march made some murzas and sultans of the khan Akhmet army mad, for example,
the powerful dxhuchid and sultan Kasym separated with his army from the khan army and left to the south,
to the Dnepr, to nomad. Akhmet khan dismissed his army left just khan Guards. Outer enemies of khan used
this case. While khan Akhmet was absent in the Orda khan of Siberian khanate Ibak joined nogays marched
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to Great Orda, destroyed Saray and at the benches of the Don unexpectedly attacked and defeated the rest
of khan Akhmet army and killed khan. Ibak-khan immediately informed the Russian prince Ivan III about
that. We should notice here that the first independent to that time Moscow governor used the conflicts among
the khans-dzhuchids. For example, he temporary arranged with the Crimea khan Mengly-Girey who was the
deputy of Tokay-Timur and with the Siberian khan-shaibanid Ibak as well as nogays murzas and biys set
them on to fight. Ivan III managed to destroy a huge on the territory and nomadic culture state Great Orda
by the khan Ibak. Later Ibak threatened to attack ex-partner Moscow prince when he understood his idea
to conquer new territories. The part of the river Don territory and the river Dnepr (south polovets steps)
Moscow prince managed to join them to his territory during XV — the beginning of XVI century.

Two more sons of Akhmet-khan tried to renovate the power under such a vast territory between the
Volga and Dnepr. The younger son Shig-Akhmed marched some times to Crimea but every time was defeat-
ed. Meanwhile the territory of Northern Caucasus (Cuban and Terek) became the part of Osman Porta. Shig-
Akhmed managed to reestablish the city Saray temporary. Nogays governors in the east got the best pastures
from khans, murzas and beks of Great Orda between two rivers the Volga and the Yaik. In 1499-1500
Mengly-Girey destroyed uluses of Shig-Akhmed and devastated uluses of the last one in the lower of the
Dnepr and Don made people in slavery and took the cattle, even the family of khan was captivated by the
Crimea khan. Also new misery happened this time as the jute of winter 1500-1501.

Social economic, political and demographic crisis made the Great Orda weaker. In 1502 the Crimea
khan’s ordas destroyed the city Saray insisted by Moscow prince and destroyed Great Orda. Shig-Akhmed
was killed and the city Saray was never reestablished [7; 211]. The territory of this state was separated
by Russian state, Crimea khanate and nogays governors. In the empty territory Russian governor in contrast
to his ex-partners build cities, for example, Saratov, Samara, Tsaritsin built by governors Vassiliy III, Ivan
IV and Boris Godunov. Attempts of Tatar khans to renovate the territory of the powerful Golden Orda were
not successful because of started colonialist policy of Russian princes for the territory of free now Lower and
Middle Povolzhiye, Pridonye, middle course of Dnepr, which was previously named as Wild field and the
territory of Northern Caucasus. The next reason of misfortune of Tatar khan and nogay murzas we can name
the absence of political military unity against the Moscow state. When the threat of infringement to inde-
pendence of the rest khans from Russia was understood in the middle of XVI century there was formed mili-
tary union among Crimea, Kazan and Siberian khanates half a century later. We should notice that Moscow
prince Ivan III did not dare to get the title of tsar despite the advice of clergy as tsars were considered since
1243 according to Gumilyev L. the khans of Dzhuchy ulus rather following traditions and showing respect
to khans of Golden Orda (somewhen Ulug-Mukhammed and his sons helped Moscow in the fight against
other Russian princes for the prince throne). Only in 1547 young governor of Russia Ivan IV got the title
of tsar in the background of rebellion in Moscow and because of the lack of pressure from Tatar khans.

Totally, tribes of Great Orda had an important role in ethnogeny of Kazakh population, most of them
went under the power of nogay biys and murzas in the territory of West Kazakhstan, to the territory
of Saraychik and those went under the power of Kazakh khan Kasym and their uluses finally became the part
of Kazakh khanate under Khakk-Nazar forming tribes and clans of Small dzhuz Kazakh.

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Disintegration of Golden Orda: confrontation of Golden Orda khans—dzhuchids
for political leadership in Eurasia in 20-50s of XV century

In this article it is described the history of political fight among khans of Golden Orda in the first part of XV
century. Especially in this time ulus Dzhuchy started to lose its previous power in the territory of Eurasia. It is
shown the fight among the pretenders for khan throne and exactly among the khan Ulug-Mukhammad and
chingizids came from different uluses of destroyed Golden Orda. There are marked the features of govern-
ment of last khans of Dzhuchy ulus, their internal and international policies and was directed to force
the khan power and government. Ceaseless civil wars, fight for the throne, demographic and economic crisis
lead to fail of powerful state.

Key words: Golden Orda, ulus, civil wars, khanate, Saray, biy, emir, prince, khan.

In the modern period of development of Kazakhstan Republic one of the main problem in the national
history is a question related to the decay of Golden Orda in XV century. As the national secretary of Ka-
zakhstan Republic Marat Tazhin noticed in the speech at the session of interdepartmental work group about
the problem of national history study: «Today in the period of established state we should understand our
history since the height of modern state and create the whole national history». State Secretary reminded the
phrases of the President of Kazakhstan Republic Nursultan Nazarbayev that «whole Kazakhstan identity
must be the core of historical national awareness». According to Tazhin M. this problem concentrates our
attention at the problems of national history especially the history of Golden Orda in that period [1]. Espe-
cially this period had a great meaning in the history of many nations of Eurasia as the political hegemony
of Golden Orda became weaker in this region because of internal civil wars. In this article it is considered the
political history of Golden Orda in the first part of XV century especially the fight of khans for the throne in
the final period of existence of Dzhuchy ulus that was the final decay of powerful state in Eurasia.
We should mark three periods of political fight in Golden Orda:

1. The fight for the throne among pretenders for the Golden Orda throne as Ulug-Mukhammed,
Khudaidat, Devlet-Berdy and Barak in the 20s of XV century;

2. Continue of wars for the throne among Ulu-Mukhammed, Kishi-Mukhammed and Seit-Akhmet
in the 30s of XV century;

3. The final period of Golden Orda decay as the rule of nominal khan Kishi-Mukhammed (son of Timur-
khan) with whose death the state fell.

In 1419 Ulu-Mukhammed got the throne in Saray (descendant of Tukay-Timur) who disputed the pow-
er in Orda for the long time. He used the support of Crimea noblemen such as emir Tekiye fron the clan
of shirin. He managed to get the power in Volga Bulgary, Khadzhy-Tarkhan and declare himself as khan.
But his government was not long as in this period one more pretender for the throne appeared in the political
scene — Barak the son of Koyirshak and the grandson of Orys-khan who got the support from the noblemen
of Blue Orda (in other sources as Ak Orda) and especially the son of Yedygye emir Mansur. Also we should
notice that in the western part of Orda the situation got worse because there ruled cousins of Ulu-
Mukhammed as Kudaidat and Devlet-Berdy who were independent governors and wanted to get the throne
of Golden Orda. In 1422-1423 Barak won the war with Ulu-Mukhammed supported by mangyts and got
the biggest part of the Golden Orda territory and declared himself as khan. Ulu-Mukhammed managed
to escape to Lithuania where he was supported by Vitovt. In this period this situation was used by Kudaidat
who pretended to throne. Barak khan won in this fight defeated Kudaidat in 1423. Further, Kudaidat was fi-
nally defeated by the army of Lithuanian prince Vitovt in 1424 and probably he was killed as later there was
not any information about him. In the same year Vitovt helped Ulu-Mukhammed who returned Crimea
to himself. In 1426 Ulu-Mukhammed managed to win the fight at Saray-Bereke over Barak who had to escape
to the east. The unity of Golden Orda did not last for long. One more pretender for the throne was Devlet-
Berdy who got the power in Crimea. The result was the new conflict among chingizids [2; 135].
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In 1427 Barak returned again in povolzhiye. He managed to conquer Saray of Ulu-Mukhammed.
So Ulu-Mukhammed managed to save power in Bulgary and Khadzhy-Tarkhan. According to conditions in
the period of civil wars in 1428 Devlet-Berdy left Crimea and defeated Barak, conquered Saray and declared
himself as khan. But Barak-khan could assemble the rest of his army and go to counter-offensive and finally
defeated Devlet-Berdy and return to the capital. Ulu-Mukhammed used this situation and drove away Barak-
khan from Saray having attacked him. In 142801429 Barak died as he was killed by nogay biys Gazy and
Nauryz the sons of Yedigye revenging khan for execution of his elder brother Mansur. So we should notice
that Ulu-Mukhammed-khan eliminated all his enemies with hands of other people in the fight for the power.
The unity of Golden Orda reestablished and centralization of the power started.

We had to pay attention to the foreign policy of khans in this period and its relations with other coun-
tries especially with Osman Empire. Having returned his throne Ulu-Mukhammed tried to force his authority
of Golden Orda in the international area. The correspondence with the Turkish sultan Murat II can be a proof
of that. There is one letter which was found in the museum archive of Topkapa in Istanbul. This letter had
an important meaning to understand the events happened in Golden Orda in this period.

This letter was written on the 14 March 1428. There was following information: «With the favor of the
God, the sign of prophet Mukhammad. From Mukhammad gazy to Murad. Peace and respect to you.
Our previous brothers-khans and your fathers, sultans of vilayets Rum, rum and elder brothers sent ambassa-
dors for many times to each other, exchanged with presents and greetings, had trade among merchants-urtaks
and had good relations...». Further in the letter it was told about the win of Ulu-Mukhammed over the ene-
mies and offer to renovate friendship and unity which was supported by their ancestors. We can see from the
letter that relations among governors of the powerful empire were very warm that was roved by this:
«... Now... for two of us... one century... as the throne was given, with help of the God and traditions
of our ancestors we should have good relations to each other. If we exchange presents and greetings, ambas-
sadors, if our merchants visit each other is not it the blessing? [As] all is transient and it will stay forever...»
[3; 334]. Unfortunately, the text of the letter was not saved fully, some parts suffered from moisture and
could not be read.

In 1429 Ulu-Mukhammed sent the letter to the governor of Egypt Barysbay. These letters were left
without answers that proves the next fact exactly the military union with German Emperor Sigizmund
against Turkish. But this agreement did not work because of some reasons.

In the same period Ulu-Mulkammed had correspondence to the prince Vitovt and great master of Livon
order. All this events to improve international prestige were finished because of the started rebellions in the
Golden Orda.

The agony of fight for the throne got the new phase with the appearance in Khadzhy-Tarkhan in 1428
of the new pretender for throne of Mukhammed-sultan Timur-khan who was supported by nogay biys Gazy
and Nauryz who we had told about before. It was related to the draught and fame in Povolzhiye. Ulu-
Mukhammed could not help his people to fight this misfortunes as the result most of them pushed off him
and supported the new governor of Orda Kishy-Mukhammed. We should notice that contemporaries in order
not to mix up two competitors for the power decided to call the son of Timur-khan as Kishy-Mukhammed.

It seems that the fight of Ulu-Mukhammed for the throne was lost but one case helped him. That was
the quarrel among Lishy-Mukhammed and nogay biys the sons of Yedigye. One biy Gazy started to serve
to shaibanids Dzhumaduk-khan, the new governor of the Eastern Desht-and-Kipchak and the second Nauryz
started to serve to Ulu-Mukhammed who made him his beklyarbek. The rise of nogay biy offended other
powerful emirs Tekiye and Khaidar who always supported khans in difficult periods. Later the relations be-
tween khans spoilt a lot.

We should notice that at the end of 1420-the beginning of 1430s Ulu-Mukhammed was considered
as the top khan in Golden Orda. In 1432 khan gave the label to great princedom for Moscow prince Vassiliy
II. Displeased with the policy of Ulu-Mukhammed emirs Tekiye and Khaidar left from him to Crimea with
all the followers especially in the period when Kishy-Mukhammed fought against the khan in 1432 again.
Displeased with the left from Ulu-Mukhammed emirs decided to take away the peninsula from him: they
declared Kerim-berdy the grandson of Toktamysh as khan of Seit-Akhmet whose power was admitted by all
the Crimea.

In 1430 prince Vitovt who was the ally of Ulu-Mukhammed died in Lithuania. The long-last war for the
throne started in the great princedom of Lithuania among the successors. Ulu-Mukhammed intervened in the
war in order to have an agreement of military union with one of them supporting either one or other. But this
attempt was not successful. After Tekiye and Khaidar left Ulu-Mukhammed he had to use diplomacy to save
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the power under some previous territories having agreed to Kishy-Mukhammed. He refused to pretend
to Povolzhiye and saved his territory to the west from Volga including Crimea and Northern Prichernomoriye [4].

In the middle Povolzhiye in fact appeared independent Kazan khanate under the government of Giyas
ad-Din. During 1433-36 in Golden Orda there was the parity of three khans: Ulu-Mukhammed, Kishy-
Mukhammed and Seit-Akhmet. The situation was so unusual that in 1434 the great Moscow prince Vassiliy
II paid contribution to all three khans. This fact shows that there was triumvirate (peaceful) as every of them
was independent governor in his territory. That is why there were not any fights. According to the words
of Venice diplomat Barbara I who visited Golden Orda in that period Ulu-Mukhammed was nominally con-
sidered as elder khan [5; 198].

In 1436-1437 the balance was broken. Beklyarbek Nauryz who did not get on well with Ulu-
Mukhammed supported Kishy-Mukhammed. In this period Ulu-Mukhammed attacked Seit-Akhmet and later
Lishy-Mukhammed. But Kishy-Mukhammed did not manage to defeat his competitor as Kazan governor
Giyas ad-Din attacked him from the back. Kishy-Mukhammed had to return to guard his nominal capital.
He managed to defeat Giyas ad-Din (who was killed in the fight) and come back to Saray. Ulu-Mukhammed
had to leave to Crimea where he soon argued to the local emir Khaidar who asked help at Seit-Akhmet.

As he did not hope to win Ulu-Mukhammed with the army of 3 thousand people left to Crimea at the
end of 1437 and directed to Moscow princedom where he got the boarder city Byelyev. Nominally byelyev
princes were under the power of Lithuania. While he was in Byelyev Ulu-Mukhammed had a military
agreement with Moscow prince Vassiliy II. Soon to the camp of Ulu-Mukhammed arrived a lot of followers.
That made byelyev princes worried and they asked Moscow prince to decide this problem. This situation
influenced on the relation break among Ulu-Mukhammed and Vassiliy II. Moscow prince categorically
asked khan to leave the city Byelyev. After the refuse of khan prince Vassiliy decided to send the army
against Ulu-Mukhammed.

On the 5 December 1437 in the fight under the city Byelyev 40 thousand Russian army was defeated
by Ulu-Mukhammed. This fight is an important event that forced the power and authority of Ulu-
Mukhammed in the Middle Povolzhiye. After the fight khan decided to leave the territory of Russia to Kazan
where he established the new khanate Kazan. Having strengthened in the Middle Povolzhiye Ulu-
Mukhammed decide to renovate his power under Moscow princedom that paid contributions before and
whose princes got labels to princedoms. Military actions against Moscow started in spring of 1439. He was
able to occupy the city Nizhniy Novgorod, went to Moscow and burnt its posads. In this period Ulu-
Mukhammed did not have to resist his ex-enemies Seit-Akhmet and Kishy-Mukhammed. He was able to put
in order relations with Caucasus vassals of Golden Orda as Circassians who he got support for his army
from. In 1440 Ulu-Mukhammed intervened the cases of Northern-Eastern Russia and especially resisted the
strengthen of Moscow prince power in the Middle Povolzhiye. For example, in 1442 khan gave the label
to Nizhniy Novgorod prince Daniil Borisovich. At one of the attacks to Russain territories his son Mustafa
died. In 1444 after the death of prince Daniil Moscow deputies tried to get Nizhniy Novgorod but Ulu-
Mulhammed managed to get the city by attack. He made the city as foothold of his army to move to Russian
territory. After the capture of the city Murom by Ulu-Mukhammed Moscow prince gathered his army and
marched to defeat khan. To help Vassiliy II armies of other Russian princedoms arrived. The march of Rus-
sian army was not successful as Ulu-Mukhammed did not fight openly and left Murom.

The military confrontation of two governors finished with the fight under Suzdal. In the fight at the riv-
er Nerly on the 7 July 1445 Russian army were defeated and the prince was captured. Later prince paid con-
tribution in amount of 200 000 rubles for his freedom and admitted himself as the vassal of khan Ulu-
Mukhammed. In autumn 1445 Ulu-Mukhammed died and all his power goes to his son Makhmud [6; 76].

The government of Golden Orda khan Ulu-Mukhammed finished in this way. His life was devoted
to the fight for power. Replaced by his competitors from Orda and lost authority Ulu-Mukhammed managed
to renovate his prestige set his power under Russian territories as well as Kazan khanate.

In 30-40s XV century in Golden Orda the main competitor of Kishy-Mukhammed was Seit-Akhmet
who owned steppes from Volga to Dnepr and is considered as the founder of Great Orda. Kishy-
Mukhammed nominally was the last khan of Golden Orda but there is a little information about him. Proba-
bly, for all the period of his government Kishy-Mukhammed tried to renovate the unity of Golden Orda.

There is most information about the period of government of khan Seit-Akhmet who started the fight
during the final period of Golden Orda decay. He was born and grew up in the territory of Great princedom
Lithuania. As well as Ulu-Mukhammed he intervened to deals of Lithuanian princedom in 30s of Xv centu-
ry. As it was marked before Seit-Akhmet was declared as khan in Cremia with the help of emir Khaidar
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in 1432. In 1441 at the result of war with Khadzhy-Girey he lost his power under Crimea. Khadzhy-Girey
was the relative of Seit-Akhmet. And Seit-Akhmet started the war with Kishy-Mukhammed for the Northern
Prichernomorye and Povolzhye. He marched to Poland-Lithuanian area and in 1448-1451 Seit-Akhmet
intervened into the civil war of Lithuanian princes for the throne. He devastated and attacked the territory
of Ukraine, Poland, Lithuania. The next important direction in the policy was Moscow princedom. He tried
to make Vassiliy II pay contribution. There are well-known marches in 1449—1450 to the territory of North-
ern-Eastern Russia. In June 1451 the son of Seit-Akhmet Mazovsha with the cavalry could cross over the
river Oka and intervened the Moscow. The people of Orda fired posads but were beat off the Kremlin and
left the city at night.

In 1445 and 1459 Seit-Akhmet tried to march to the territories of Moscow prince but unsuccessfully.
In this period khan of Great Orda marched to the territories of southern part of Great Lithuanian princedom.
In 1455 after the march to Podoliya Seit-Akhmet was defeated in the back way at the Dnepr with the army
of Crimea khan Khadzhy-Girey. With the rest of army Seit-Akhmet arrived to Kiyev, he was arrested and
sent to Lithuanian prince Kazimir Yagellonchil where he lived for the rest of his life as the honorable prison-
er [7; 89].

The territory of native lands of Golden Orda was between the Volga and Dnepr where the last khan
Kishy-Mukhammed (1437—-1459) ruled. In this period its capital Saray-Berke was devastated for many times
because of frequent wars as the result the number of population reduced and also many tribes left Povolzhiye
looking for the protection at his enemies as Ulu-Mukhammed, Seit-Akhmet and Khadzhy-Girey [8]. The lo-
cation of the last khan was the city Khadzhy-Tarkhan. There we should notice that after the death of Kishy-
Mukhammed the Golden Orda got the name Great Orda whose khan was his son Makhmud (1459-1465).
By this time there formed some khanates in the territory of previous Golden Orda among which we can mark
Crimea khanate (1443—1783), Siberian khanate (1468—1598), Kazan khanate (1438—1552), Astrakhan khan-
ate (1465-1556) and Kazakh khanate that was founded by the son of Barak-khan Abu Saif Dzhanibek and
his relative sultan Kerey in the western Semirechiye, the field of the river Chu and Talas.

Totally we have considered the period of civil wars between khans-dzhuchids in the Golden Orda
in 20-50s of XV century and marked three periods of fight for the power in the history of this state.
We should mark some reasons of Golden Orda decay as:

1. Non-stop civil wars among the khans;

2. Intervention of Lithuanian and Russian princes into the civil wars of khans;

3. Frequent epidemics and bad harvest in steppe that made the amount of population less.

We should say about the special role of Golden Orda khans as Ulu-Mukhammed and Barak who despite
all the difficulties of internal and international situation of Dzhuchy ulus tried to make centralization of the
power and force their authority at the sight of Eurasian states and made everything to save the territory
of Golden Orda unlike their competitors (Kudaidatm Devlet-Berdy, Giyas-ad-Din, Kishy-Mukhammed, Seit-
Akhmet, Khadzhy-Girey). The ulus system led to disunity and final decay of Mongolian-Turkic state
as Golden Orda.
