The formation and development of the Kazakh National Cinema Art

In this article, the authors investigated the complex features and spitsifiku development of filmmaking in the
independent Kazakhstan. At the same time, a comparative analysis of cinematography of Central Asia and
Kazakhstan, defined role in the global film industry. Analyzing the features of development of the Kazakh
cinematography, it concluded that its development is associated with the cinematography of Russia, Central
Asia and other foreign countries. Kazakh cinema since independence has made some bold moves and it is
estimated that the Kazakh film industry is developing positively. Kazakh cinema has changed beyond
recognition in the last twenty years. Thus, the formation of the Kazakh cinema history, in accordance with the
requirements of the modern development of research and detailed study of a theme Fidler today. Authors
analyzing the period of the «new wave cinema» convey to readers the important aspects of the development
and role in the world cinematography.
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Revival of the «Silk Road» in the context
of regional security in Central Asia

Chinese geopolitical interests in post — Soviet Central Asia are reviewed. Realization of idea of Silk Way’s
resurgence are implemented by China in order to give effect to the Program of Western provinces. Conse-
quently, it is necessary to provide security in Central Asia for realization of this program. Instability in Cen-
tral Asia poses a threat to the strategic interests of China, which is determined, first, factor in the elimination
of separatist sentiment in Xingjian, the presence of which virtually would negate all the efforts of the Chinese
leadership to raise the Western provinces; The second factor in the acquisition of Central Asia as a sales mar-
ket of developing industrial production of Western China; Third, the purchase factor of inland provinces out-
put to European countries. The implementation of its interests in Central Asia China stands for and imple-
mented in the framework of the SCO.

Key words: «Silk Way», security, geopolitical interests, integration, Western provinces’ development Pro-
gram, SCO.

As the result of reforms spent be Chinese government last two decades of XX century, the Peoples Re-
public of China had achieved significant successes in economic development of the country. According to a
plan of Chinese leaders the accelerated development of seaside areas will allow to use their opportunities to
exercise stimulating influence concerning other parts of the country. However this process began to show
itself in the form of increased demand for raw material of western regions, expansion of finished goods de-
liveries for them, dissemination of new technologies, and formation of horizontal associations «dissemina-
tion effecty». Seaside areas more and more drew raw material, capital and even the most prepared staff from
the western areas (washing away effect). At the different degree of regions progress in economic reforms,
irrational structure of the prices (overestimate for finished goods and understating for raw material), the
prevalence of the dissemination effect above the washing away effect has made the situation when the devel-
opment of seaside regions exhausted western regions which more and more turned in some kind of an inter-
nal colony of China [1; 86].

The problem of alignment in all regions of the country has been already formulated at XIV congress of
Chinese Communistic Party (1992). In Jiang Zemin's report it was emphasized, that at preservation of a sea-
side areas dynamical development it is necessary to stimulate industrial growth in western part of China.
As he said, economic revival of these territories is a main problem defining all structure of China's economic
development strategy. Has been planned to give to economic development of the western areas a complex
character, to expand interregional communications and to connect them to a system of the uniform national
market. The liquidation of disproportions in economic and cultural development between the seaside and
western areas has begun to consider not only as the important condition of fuller and rational use of natural
riches of the country, creation of national economic space, but also as the important factor of strengthening
of territorial integrity of the state and observance of a principle of territorial validity. In June, 1999 has been
decided to begin the policy of western regions development since 2001 [1; 86].

However, opposition of central government and regional elites, expressed in sabotage of central govern-
ments attempts by macroadjusting measures to level too sharp fluctuations in rates of economic growth, a shift
in balance of authority between the central government and regions in favour of the last, has happened in first
instance because of the delegation of powers from the central bodies to regional and, secondly, the transfer of
many functions of the central government to the market complicates formation of the uniform national market.
Regional authorities, being guided by local interests, quite often directly interfere with an movement of goods
and services from other regions. At the weakness and dissociation of a home market the accelerated inclusion
of most successfully developing provinces in the international division of labour conducts that prevailing the
external orientation of their economy. Internal integration lags behind external integration.

Creating the enclaves in coastal provinces of China, some states receive the powerful lever for influence
on foreign policy of the Peoples Republic of China through provincial authorities. Reasons of local and own
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economic gain for local officials can become above political loyalty that conducts to weakening of the na-
tional integration foundations.

It finds the reflection in problem of uneven development of territories which becomes more and more
complicated. Deng Xiao Ping's dreams that economically more advanced provinces will help lagging behind
hardly have a chance for realization. The attempts to carry out them only strengthen the friction between the
center and territories and between rather rich and poorer regions. The aspiration of the most arrogant regional
authorities to involve the foreign and national capital, giving additional (often illegal) tax and other privileg-
es delays the resources from less successful regions [2; 219].

Therefore in this conditions, on the one hand understanding the importance of development of the west
regions, not only for the further growth of Chinese economy, but also for existence of China in its present
borders, and on the other hand, having collided with unwillingness of east provinces to render any essential
aid for realization of this process, the leaders of the Peoples Republic of China had forced to search another
decision of this problem which should not put in the chapter of a corner the aid from east provinces, but as-
sume a support on own forces of the western regions.

Change of an international situation (collapse of USSR) has created additional stimulus for frontier
trade with the countries of Central Asia and has given the opportunity to construct Transport Bridge between
Europe and Asia. According to a calculation of the Chinese leaders these two components should become the
basic pillars in the policy of western regions development. And if China declares regarding importance of
Central Asian region as a trade and economic partner, but actually, considering commodity circulation be-
tween China and Central Asia, and also trading balance where export of mineral resources from the countries
of Central Asia obviously prevails, it is possible to conclude about insignificant interest of the Peoples Re-
public of China in acquisition of Central Asia as a trade and economic partner. Moreover, if to consider, that
75% of commodity circulations between China and Central Asia belongs to Xinjiang district, and except
Xingjian, it is necessary to tighten up near 11 western provinces to a level of east region, Chinese govern-
ment can not hope for Central Asia in the western regions development process.

Another matter is Europe. EU has become the largest trading partner of China. In 2005 the volume of
bilateral trade has exceeded 200 billion euro [3]. Until now all trading operations between Europe and China
were carried out by the sea through the Suez Canal which is favorable that there are only two checkpoints
(port of loading and port of unloading) on the way of ships. However the clear advantages of a sea route
connected with its simplicity and profitability adjoin to frank lacks, first of all, terms of delivery. On average,
delivery term by the sea route is 30-35 days, and in a view of modern lines in logistics, short time of deliver-
ies is a one of the major factors influencing profitability of business. Other problems of sea transportation
have become monopolization of market and strengthening of instability factors. Some large owners of con-
tainer fleet have grasped the market and dictate conditions of traffic that, certainly, promotes to rise price of
transportation. Annually over 18000 ships cross through the Suez Canal which connects the Mediterranean
and the Red Sea, and bring to Egypt every year 3.4 billion profit, but it regularly demands the privileges
from the European Union, referring on increasing charges on maintenance service of the channel [4].

Now there is an understanding that capacity of the Suez Canal is not boundless, therefore it is necessary
to search new alternative routes.

Realization of the Eurasian transport project, revival of «the Great Silk Way», substantially will lower
terms of cargoes transportation, in fact, that in case of good's transportation using this corridor, duration in a
way can be reduced considerably, moreover, it will reduce dependence of participants of barter on the forces
have monopolized a unique sea route, that give a new impulse in development of economic relations between
Europe and China, will promote simplification of barter procedure and increase in commodity circulation.
On the other hand, considering that Silk Way will be laid from east provinces of China through western re-
gion it will be possible to draw a conclusion that construction of this transport bridge will render essential
influence on development of the western regions of China. It will be expressed as in construction of infra-
structure, which is necessary for functioning of a corridor that will recover economic situation in this prov-
inces, will involve new investments there, as in opportunity to increase own production of finished goods in
western provinces considerably and to supple it for Europe.

Acceptance of the western regions development program in 2000 by Chinese government, and also
transformation of «Shanghai group of five» in «Shanghai Cooperation Organization» in 2001 are two events
have marked the beginning of construction of a new «Silk Way». It is necessary to pay attention that realiza-
tion of western regions development program and functioning of SCO are two parallel processes that means
about interdependence of these two processes and about influence against each other.

Revival of the «Silk Road»...

Undoubtedly that new «Silk Way» can operate and bring expected result only at maintenance of univer-
sal security on all site of a route. Most problems from the view of security are Xinjiang and Central Asia
where extremist organizations have an influence and support. They wish to create own Islamic state.

The situation in Xinjiang, related to the activities of the Islamic Party of East Turkestan, aimed to the
output of the PRC province and the establishment on its territory and in parts of Central Asia, an independent
state Uygurstan is particularly sore point for China.

Due to historical, national, cultural, linguistic and religious reasons movement «East Turkistan» has
close ties with the countries of Central Asia. A development of international terrorism and religious
extremism forces in Central Asia have turned it into the most important external factor forcing to the safety
of China 's western regions. «East Turkistan» receives ideological support and substantial financial
assistance from international terrorist groups in the region. International terrorists is supplying weapons and
subversive materials in China through the Central Asian region. Terrorist activities in Xinjiang and other
areas of China is organized from Central Asia [5].

In this regard, China strives to prevent the transformation of Central Asia into foreign base of «East
Turkistan» and its interaction channel with strong international terrorist organizations.

Therefore, the security of Central Asia is directly linked to the security of Xinjiang , and instability in
the Central Asian region has a direct impact on the security of the whole western China [6]. Moreover, the
issue concerns not only the activities of various extremist organizations, strengthening the position of the
United States and NATO in Central Asia, also their military presence is a concern of the PRC [7].

Of course, when there is existence of such threats of any economic development of the western
provinces, raising of living standard in these provinces can not be considered. And consequently, eastern
China not be able to fully develop and chinese economic miracle can be to forget.

Certainly, that at existence of a similar kind of threats, the priority in transportation of cargoes will be
given more expensive but security sea route, rather than cheap, but nothing guaranteeing new «Silk Way».
Except this factor, the presence of separative and extremist moods in Xinjiang and Central Asia are hardly
allow to begin the construction of this transport artery that planned to improve a network of roads, airports,
tracks and seaports on all site of a route. In this situation

Chinese strategy lies on the one hand by unilateral measures of the central government to lower tension
in the most problem regions of the western China, and on the other hand as a result of collective actions of
SCO's members to liquidate potential threats of security and stability in the Central Asian countries which
can influence on the western China internal political conditions [7].

China strives to create a unified regional security structure by SCO taking into account of Russia and
the Central Asian states in order to ensure collective security measures in the Region.

These measures include joint action against three dangerous trends — national separatism, religious ex-
tremism and international terrorism poses a serious threat to regional security, stability and development [8].
For this chapter SCO member states developed appropriate multilateral program, signed the necessary con-
tracts and agreements on cooperation between states, regularly organize meetings of security, border and
customs enforcement executives: depending on the situation hold joint exercises and maneuvers in order to
work out methods of combating terrorism and subversion [9].

It is important to consider that in a context of security SCO's members do a greater emphasis on the set-
tlement of political, social and revive economic in region instead power decision of a problem. This approach
allows to speak about desire to decide two problems simultaneously: on the one hand to provide security on the
most important site of a «Silk Way», and on the other hand to lay the foundation for the construction of neces-
sary infrastructure by the integration of country-members on the economic basis. The final aim is to create fa-
vorable conditions for free traffic of goods, capacities, technologies and services in Central Asia.

In 2003 for achievement of this purpose, within SCO, the Program of multilateral trade and economic
cooperation was accepted, in 2004, the Plan of measures on realization this Program was approved and in
2005 the Mechanism of realization of the Plan of measures on realization the Program of multilateral trade
and economic cooperation was elaborated.

This Program has defined the basic points and stages of economic integration within SCO for the period
till 2020 [10].

First of all, development of regional transport communications and transnational corridors. Bad devel-
opment of transport communications in region is one of the basic deterrents in development of economic and
investment cooperation, particularly trade relations between countries.

Prospects of cooperation on this main direction should be embodied in concrete projects on construction
of new and modernization of the operating transport corridors opening for the countries of region optimal
routes for cooperation on regional and world markets [11].

In the whole, the decision of a question in the field of development of transport infrastructure countries
sees in following:

1) to research opportunities for formation of uniform transport space in region;

2) to finish the work above the Agreement on simplification of an automobile communications of the
SCO's state-members;

3) to work in details the question regarding realization of some projects of railway construction in Cen-
tral Asia [10].

Secondly, development of regional trade.

The simplification of procedures on the custom, the modernization of equipment of custom's terminals
and disseminated communication system connecting in a uniform network all infrastructure of custom ser-
vice will promote to development of regional trade [11].

At the same time for the stimulation of regional trade the Program of multilateral development coopera-
tion stipulates followings:

1) exchange of information about legal standards of countries in investment sphere and data on a condi-
tion of investment climate;

2) actions for improvement of professional level of experts;

3) stimulation of investments in power, transport, telecommunications, agriculture, tourism, water-
protection and nature protection areas;

4) stimulation of direct contacts between managers of small business [10]. Thirdly, cooperation in tele-
communication sector.

There is an appreciable break between the countries of region regarding condition of telecommunica-
tions and information technologies. High processes on service of communications are the basis of this prob-
lem. Also, it can be explain that countries of Central Asia have started to solve questions of a mass comput-
erization rather later then others.

Information technologies are a future, and now it is necessary to join in this process more actively [11].
Fourthly, cooperation in tourism sphere. The expansion of cooperation in tourism sphere is a very important
direction of regional cooperation.

Here, it is necessary to prepare a complex program of regional tourism development which foresees
simplification of visa procedures, reduction in price of tourist service, organization of advertising and infor-
mation work with the population, improvement of tourism infrastructure [11].

Thus, Central Asia is an original springboard for penetration of Chinese goods into the Western Europe
that will undoubtly gives a power impulse to economic development of the western regions. Certainly, that the
bridge, connecting Europe with China has a main importance in Strategy of western regions development.

Today there are two important projects of «Silk Way» revival. First of them «Western Europe — West-
ern China» project. The road from Europe to China through Russia and Kazakhstan is a shortest way with a
minimum quantity of countries, so also borders. Term of delivery is 12 days [4].

TRASEKA (Transport Corridor Europe — Caucasus — Asia) initiated by EU in 1993 is an alternative
to this project. It plans to organize and develop transport communications between Europe and Central Asia
through Caucasus. In this case term of delivery is 20 days.

But if these two transport corridors will function simultaneously it can arise some risks of not full con-
gestion each of them that break the acceptance of decision by country-participants to realize it because of
unprofitable ness.

However, essential lacks of TRASEKA are plenty of participants in the project (Armenia, Azerbaijan,
Bulgaria, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Romania, Tajikistan, Turkey, Ukraine, Uzbekistan)
and consequently traffic barriers and political risks. Also it is possible to add difficulties connected with a
frequent movement from kind of transport to another (from the railway to the ferry and back) and also dis-
proportions in development of ports of western and eastern coasts. On the total capacity, the western Black
Sea ports (Odessa, Ilyichevsk, Yuzhniy, Varna, Burgas, Contance) surpass eastern partners (Sukhumi, Batu-
mi, Poty). The similar situation is observed on the Caspian Sea where capacity of eastern Aktau and
Turkmenbashi mismatch capacity of Baku [4].

In this situation China counts on realization of least expenditure from the point of customs and other bu-
reaucratic procedures the «Europe — China» transport project, that, certainly, will give a significant ad-
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vantages in future above TRASEKA. Especially as Europe suggests that new road is not a competitor of
TRASEKA, but it is one of the parts of Europe's route.

On the other hand, this new project has own drawbacks — risks which are able to lower results from its
realization and so to doubt the development of western provinces.

First of all, Central Asia, where will stretch the main part of route, is a platform of rigid political and
military counteraction of Russia, USA and China, each of them struggles for replacement of the opponent
from region and ascertains the control over Central Asia, and it is also the territory of influence section be-
tween these countries, where Russia has the right to have historically caused primary interests.

In political context, interests of China and Russia are focused on Shanghai Cooperation Organization.
The problem is that today SCO is not so much at a stage of formation, but in conceptual deadlock. Boundary
questions from which SCO has grown are settled, counteraction to expansion of NATO is removed from
agenda. Russia and China are not ready to deep economic integration in SCO format.

«The challenge to SCO» is a common challenge for China and Russia, to answer it Beijing can only
searching for ways — ~ interaction with Moscow on the sharpest aspects of work of organization.

To leave the deadlock, SCO should become clear on following key questions:

1) Contradictions in work of SCO and OCS plus EuroAsEU (Organization of Collective Security plus
EuroAsian Economic Union). Practically, there are same countries except China and Uzbekistan (and also
the states situated far from Central Asia) enters the SCO and these two organizations. Thus contradictions
already were outlines in approaches of the parties. Russia wishes to leave for SCO concrete military-political
functions, for EuroAsEU — concrete economic integration functions, and for SCO more abstract political
and economic functions. The Beijing's plea to create a zone of free trade on the SCO space has not received

approval in Moscow. China is interested in the dynamic development of the SCO member states, also in
deepening comprehensive trade and economic cooperation within the organization. Convergence of China in
wider use of SCO potential is approved by new proposals, put forward by Hu Jintao at the Tashkent summit
(June 11, 2011). He proposed to develop within the SCO framework a legal document providing security of
oil and gas pipelines in the region [7]. Russia and China should do huge work to provide a division of labour
and interaction between OCS, EuroAsEU and SCO. Otherwise one from these organizations which work in
identical geopolitical space and with similar functions is doomed to dissolution or formal existence. And
most likely it will be SCO.

2) A zone of responsibility of SCO. The zone of its responsibility is registered in established documents
and it is sufficiently wide broad. But really it is the Central Asia. For overcoming the contradiction between
SCO and OCS plus EuroAsEU it is necessary to integrate China in two last organizations (that means ab-
sorption of SCO by them), or refocus a zone of responsibility of SCO to Southern Asia (Pakistan, India) and
regions adjoining to Central Asia (Afghanistan, Iran).

In case of preservation of contradictions between SCO and OCS, China, aspired to strengthen its posi-
tions in Central Asia will cooperate with Uzbekistan closely. Consequently, Russia regards this step as an
accumulation of aggression potential from China that can infringe on Russia's interests. Russia's reciprocal
measures on restraint of China and Chinese-Uzbek special partnership will be able to weaken role of SCO in
Central Asia [2].

The decision of these contradictions implies the adequate formulation of interests in Central Asia by the
participants of «Big Gamey. In this case, realization of them will allow not infringing interests of the partner.
Some steps in this direction have already done. In October, 2007 it was signed the Memorandum of mutual
understanding between Secretary of SCO and Secretary of OCS, that had made possible to liquidate duplicat-
ing structures and to create uniform system of safety from Belorussia to China, that means the aspiration of
China to approach with Russia on most thorny questions of presence in Central Asia, and also to provide
guarantees of safety on all site of a route to Europe in future [12].

Besides ambitions of Kazakhstan (which is interested in successful construction of this strategic bridge
not less than China), connected with chairmanship in OSCE in 2010, joining to Regional Forum ASEAN on
security, and also idea of President N.A. Nazarbaev about Organization of Security in Central Asia, has stated
in 1992, talk to us about the attempt to connect these organizations and to construct uniform system of secu-
rity on all Eurasian continent that finally will promote to integration and will remove contradictions between
duplicating structures at least in security issues.

The second challenge of this project is the competition between countries of Central Asia and western
provinces of China towards foreign investments, for example in tourism.
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It is not a secret that the west of China and countries of Central Asia possess huge tourist potential that
can give a boost to economic growth. Certainly, the functioning of «Silk Way» will recover a situation in this
sphere of economy, however arise a question: « Where are more favorable conditions for investment in tour-
ism infrastructure». Western China, possessing cheap labour resources, has a significant advantage above
Central Asia that will displease its countries. The settlement of this contradiction can become the concept of
regional tourism development, assuming joint efforts in development of this sector, and the investments of
China in tourist object of Central Asia.

However, experience shows that China does not aspire to cooperate with Central Asia in this sector of
economy. It is paradoxical that such pearls of east culture and world civilization as Samarkand and Bukhara
annually visited by hundred thousand foreign tourists, basically from France, Germany and Japan while are
outside of a field of vision of tourists from China.

It is sad, that from 100 million Chinese tourists leaving abroad in 2004, there are only 300 of them have
arrived Uzbekistan [13].

In addition, it is possible to state that similar situation observes towards other routes, directions and
kinds of tourism, which now are practically missed.

On the other hand, the settlement of Central Asia problems, maintenance here stability, security and
necessary balance of forces are not guarantee effective functioning new «Silk Way» and successful perfor-
mance of western regions development program. The important role also plays Eastern Europe. Here there
are a lot of problems on borders; many cares are also with the out-of-date infrastructure, bureaucracy and
problems with coordination of separate parts of transport process.

Besides the contradictions arising between Russia and some countries of Eastern Europe for the politi-
cal reasons render a negative influence on a process and will break the project in long term prosperity. It is
necessary to note, that the success of this project depends on the ability of such states as Poland, Belorussia,
Ukraine, Slovakia, Russia and Kazakhstan not only to find a common language, but also to act as a united
command. Today it is under a great question [14].

In this case as the arbitrator China should act having achieved from political elites of the above-named
countries the understanding that long-term economic interest of the country should stand above momentary
political interests of separate leaders.

Thus, doubtlessly that it is not enough unilateral measures from the Chinese government for successful
western regions development. The west of China can develop only in a context of Central Asia and East Eu-
rope development. Security in Central Asia, which is the most important part of all SCO activities, will help
to create a favorable external environment for the long-term development program of lagging western territo-
ry. New «Silk Way» is a pilot project on development of the western provinces of the Peoples Republic of
China and depends on its successful realization depends future of China.

Consider the works of Mustafa Chokay «Yash Turkestan», «At the
turn» and other publications in the period of emigration abroad. Determines influence Jadidism movement,
emerged in the early twentieth century in Turkestan, on the political ideas of Mustafa Chokay. Analyzing the
works of a public figure, identifies the main issues.
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The role of independent media in society

This article considers the influence of the liberal opposition newspapers on the society, their place and fea-
tures, the freedom of expression thoughts and words, the impact of alternative information that occurred in
the years of independence, that is, between the years 2004-2014.The author evaluating liberal opposition
newspapers that published for twenty years, based on the clarification investigation of public opinion, he ana-
lyzes influence of independent edition in the development of democracy in the country, the freedom of
speech. Furthermore, the scientist voiced his views on the various events from the first transitional period of
independence until today significant changes in society. Author, using as much as possible property of the
social policies in the liberal opposition newspaper, and Internet resources, and various interviews, in the
disclosure of work in the context of national interests the press materials «Jas Alash», «Aikyn» with work of
the journalist K.Amanzholov «The fight against censorship, better do free work», and the article of social
activist A. Sarsenbayev «There is no advantage at that truth to be told too late», he shows the role of
alternative editions of Kazakhstan in public life.

Key words: The independent newspapers, freedom of the press, official information, political and social
situation in the country, statistical data.

After having sovereignty, rising, for more than twenty years the newspapers and magazines open the
eyes of the masses, if we say that we poured in their soul joy and faith, it will be no exaggeration.In the end,
anyone, regardless of social status through the media receives information about positive change in society,
the direction ofdeveloping country, even read different quickly flashed news, he begins to change his
outlook.In particular, opposition-liberal newspaper disclosed a lot of truth, detected state, control authorities.
Language and religion, national history and tradition of our people, customs, culture and literature, in one
word in the newspaper began to appear articles about propaganda of national ideology. Of course, all this
will make the reader to think about.

Before we share thoughts about newspaper, lets look for an answer to the question what is a
«newspaper». At this difficult question clearly and accurately answered leader of Alash Ahmet Baitursynov
«Newspaper — its ear, eye and tongue of people», he said. Accordingly, the newspaper — it is a herald of
great news; it is the heart of the people. Newspapers need ethical level, which would raise this load. And the
people, as the reader should not turn away from the truthful newspaper. On the one hand today they will
learn about the public something new for themselves, and with the help this knowledge they would be able to
protect their interests. And journalists who work hard — with great diligence, making every effort and all
their strength, their work is invaluable. Famous writer Sherkhan Murtaza has wise words, «The journalist —
is the person who is like a camel rises gold and eats dzhantak». How can we evaluate a journalist even more?
That is why people should read truthful newspapers and articles. No one doubts that the newspapers serve
the whole society as a teacher free. About the newspaper we are not fully formed a common opinion. Na-
tional writer, a famous publicist Mukhtar Magauni in his sorrowful poem titled «Ultsizdanu urany» said:
«Our Kazakh journalists, even easy things can not finish or deteriorate, and what we need to embellish and
add something unusual, they generally all ruin». Summing up, it's all because of illiteracy people. One fa-
mous man said: «Without freedom of speech we can stay dumb and quiet, like sheep to the slaughter» —
quite the right expression, clearly expresses the positions of those laws have to be silent. Vocation of free-
dom of speech could give people the opportunity to offer something new, to change the country is not a re-
volt or revolution, but a word. Alas, we have not reached that, we ignored urgent and important issues [1].
«From the first days of independence, we tend to doubt, in the end, today we are in a helpless and anxiety
condition» — raises the question. Famous writer said: «For many years in the Kazakh media there is a signif-
icant direction — on the one hand praise and flattery, and on the other side the abuse and censure. Those
who eulogized — people sitting in power. «Of course, as the well-known writer said: there are still short-
comings in Kazakh newspapers, this is no exception. However, it is not characteristic of all creative people.
Cause of such questions, and ultimately answer itself in the formation of a truly independent and neutral me-
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dia. But, as Kazakhstan gained independence, since the founding of the democratic press, we have begun to
express the freedom of expression of spirituality.

In independent Kazakhstana media in the special situation. Starting with the government newspaper
number one «Sovereign Kazakhstan»,and the newspapers «Nur Otan», «Aykin», «Steppe and the city» ,
«Alash ainasy», «The young Kazakh», «The Kazakh literature», «Almaty akshamy, «Astana akshamy to-
gether with regional and city and district newspapers, today the authorities on the basis of policy support,
evaluate their work and propagandize them to the people [2].

Among the first laws of sovereign Kazakhstan in 1991 adopted a law «About press and other mass me-
dia» their news and democratic norms served as a powerful factor in the development of the Kazakh mass
media and printing. In a society was eliminated the monopoly of the mass media. In Kazakhstan, 80 % of
media is privately owned. 184 owners of the mass media is a public association, 9 political parties, 18 reli-
gious associations.

Today in the republic works 1862 mass media, including the 1211 newspapers, 477 magazines, and 152
electronic mass media. In 1999 was adopted conceptually new law «About the Media», his liberal standards
contributes to the further development of the powerful national media. At the same time, more advanced
law-enforcement and guaranteed in the Constitution, freedom of speech and independence of the media, as
well as the safety of public information, society and every individual, domestic media market with taking
into account the need to ensure competitiveness, and all this, now «About mass media» adopted project of
the new law. It was examined by order of Representative for Freedom of the Media of the OSCE. In the re-
public is spread 2230 foreign newspapers and magazines. National newspapers and programs consistently
receive financial assistance from the state [3]. However, while most Kazakh press is a private, we cannot say
that they are independent publications. Because, every publication are not working in the way of national and
political interests. In Kazakhstan, the few independent publications, which protect the interests of people and
which, really care for their country.

Government institutions and the budgetary sphere accept the responsibilities to engage the circulation of
newspapers. Thus, noting only the good side, we noticed that the bad side remains in the shadows. However,
in the life cannot be all perfect. Now, the time is not like the period of the Soviet Union, today, we have de-
veloped and grown, we discern truth from falsehood. There are independent newspapers, such as «Jas
Alashy, «Dat», «The young Kazakhy», «The young Kazakh day», «Epoch of Kazakhstany, «Turkistan», also
the regional newspapers «Altin orda», «Aina plus», «Moldir sana», «Aigak», «Alatau», who tell the truth
and the only truth. These newspapers have a good reputation and who really deserve them. System of the
mass media in real social life contribute to improving competitiveness, they show an example of independent
thinking [4].

It would not be a lie to say that today the independent media in public life have reached the highest
point and the greatest level. All data suggests is that, though the appearance of the independent media in Ka-
zakhstan, it is for the better, but to stabilize freedom and entrenched laid down principles, publications in the
future have not been able be a reliable instrument in the continuation and preservation of these things Some-
times in the press the small things, details praises, as well as in the emergence of national thought and using
the freedom of thought for the self-interest appeared individual acts. In the history the unknown «warriorsy,
«wise meny idealize and raises, inappropriate praise and even worship them.

Some journalists have turned to such people who indicate the contradictions and litigation of those
people who have the authority.All of this eventually resulted to the development of mass media to the begin-
ning of new twists. As a result, many newspapers have changed and updated their duties. Finally they
stopped doing some work. A circulation of newspapers and the magazines, which in was in state form de-
creased. Journalists, who work there, for various reasons, have been compelled to stop their activities. News-
papers and magazines which have abandoned their old principles and from the old direction, adapted to mod-
ern requirement, the new conditions of the market economy and they have taken a step to upgrade their activ-
ities. If resort to some reports, it becomes clear that in Kazakhstan the total number of emerging newspapers
and magazines about 2500. And in Russia, the control information is quite different, newspapers and maga-
zines that come out from their country are not counted. The well-known poet Mukhtar Shakhanov even when
he was a deputy of Majilis of Parliament of Kazakhstan, wanted to do so, that the Kazakh language became a
new way of mass medium. Chosen of people in his speech solemnly said that Kazakh young people are ex-
actly read old edition, not even considering the fact that the message of the Russian State TV and Radio
Broadcasting Company, which conquered the market ether of our people, about 6000 newspapers and maga-
zines that are arbitrarily transported in our country. Those publications which do not have their own opinions
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and views, who just use the Internet and prepared things with the power of technology, in the industry their
days are not great. Without thirst search of creative, their life will be like life of a butterfly who, lives only
one day, sooner or later the destiny will show it. Representatives of the media: independent and dependent
publication they are like on the fields of battle without a gun [5]. In general, speaking about independent
publishing, we cannot get away from the term «free journalism». Because the advantage of the liberal oppo-
sition publications — is that they do not hide what had happened, they do not conceal the truth, they do not
keep the people in deluded, they speak everything is clear. That's why we are enlisted liberal opposition
newspaper in the category of free journalism, in contrast the publication which closes to the government.

The term free journalism is not used during the Soviet Union. In the studies Bekhozhin H.,
T.Amandosov, B.Kenzhebaev, T. Kozhakeeva who examined Kazakh journalism, we met these terms.
The outstanding scientist, academician Rymgali Nurgaliyev, who introduced the term to use in his works
often use the term «Free Journalismy. Indeed, he based on the idea of freedom, freedom of thought and mind
of newspapers which have a national character, which was born the beginning of XX century. They actually
held a democratic direction. In this direction, they used the term free journalism as the basis, but exactly to
the free journalism requirement many more [2].

In the political life of independent Kazakhstan role of the media is exclusive. For example, a politician
K.S.Gadzhiev says: «The media is not only a synthesis of policy and creativity, its pre-eminent element of
the «fourth power» [6]. In countries where the power of democracy is very weak, or where there is no de-
mocracy in general it is very doubtful in the formation of the fourth power of the press. Regarding the situa-
tion in Kazakhstan, a little bit, but we have the signs of democracy, nevertheless pressure of the authorities
on various newspapers cross out all aspects of democracy in our country. However, in our time, the views of
many politicians and political scientists have changed; they consider mass media is not only as the fourth
power, but also as a factor in forming the public opinion. The level of development of democracy in Kazakh-
stan, and his whole nature is similar to the level of development of the Kazakh media. Because the verity of
freedom of opinion and speech reflected in the mass media.

Political scientist A. Sarsenbayev gives a description to the «fourth power» in the direction of the transi-
tion period in information sphere. In the fight towards the creation of a democratic society he pays particular
attention to representatives of the press [7]. From this aggregate of opinions, we understand that an inde-
pendent publication — it means forming public opinion and leading democracy in the country.Undoubtedly,
the media especially the liberal opposition newspapers is not only extend the capabilities of the country, but
also turned into a force contributing to political power. Because the superiority of an open information policy
sphere ensures the reader purchase their views and their opinions, judgments and conclusions of the
community has become a factor of careful research.Thus, the liberal opposition newspapers not only explore
the mood of society around a certain problem, but it becomes also the tool of formation social views. Infor-
mation policy and its significant results in the area of the new information did not go unnoticed people, who
sitting in power and professionals. As a result, authorities have to consider with the media, they became
make the right decisions and began to realize them.

If the removal of Soviet censorship, the attainment of freedom of creativity together with independence,
the new trends in the press service, in connection with growth types of media in the information sphere in-
creased competition is one reason. That the rise of the mass consciousness to a new level, increasing the re-
quirements tied on former state media audience, the whole development of the taste of readers, listeners and
viewers become the another reason. The newspaper — it is narrator of era. Looking at the image of certain
publication, see sorrow, grief and suffering of every time we learn about protecting the interests of our era.
1993, when we gained independence, but is still not in a stable system, the development of regional newspa-
pers led to the stagnation of national consciousness, we got into a hopeless situation and reached an impasse.
Newspapers were born respectively with real events, with specific social phenomena based on certain
amount of time, requirements and necessity of particular social groups. Therefore, they primarily follow the
influence of time and humans [2]. Of course, having received independence, making the first steps, a young
country such as Kazakhstan, according to all international standards, had adopted a law on the media. This,
in turn, becomes the subject of the whole people and there was a common theme for journalists. Because the
people who strove to freewill; would not be subject to pressure from the authorities. Of course, censorship
forced unnecessarily reprimanded the media, including the liberal opposition publications.

During the plenary session of the Senate deputies for the project law on «Mass Media», while overcom-
ing the arisen disagreements among the Houses of Parliament, they approved the proposed wording of
Commission. After that, according to the regulations adopted a law and sent to the signature of the head of
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state. However, after approval by Parliament the law about «the media», the World Forum of Editors and
newspapers have expressed concern and appealed with the Declaration to the President Nursultan
Nazarbayev. In this treatment, they said that the law on «mass media» can be a threat to freedom of speech
and asked the President not to adopt a law approved by Parliament. World Association of Newspapers and
the representatives of World Editors Forum: Seok Hoon Hong and Gloria Brown Anderson in circulation
addressed to President Nursultan Nazarbayev on behalf of the 18,000 publishers in 101 countries, reports that
the law on «Mass Media» approved he Parliament of Kazakhstan restrict freedom of expression. Also, they
wrote in their appeal that that the law «Mass Media» there are obstacle things to the development of inde-
pendent publications. Authority, since in those years, when we gained independence, strictly adheres to
democratic orientation, would continue in the same spirit [5]. From here you can and learn the views and
opinions nation in relation the liberal opposition newspapers. Because, if we restrict freedom of speech, slow
down the development of society, and we would have lost a source of joys and sorrows of the people. Liberal
opposition newspaper describes the problems of the common people, and conveys their problems to the au-
thorities and make demands. The interesting thing is that if the opposition media say about strengthening
censorship, the authorities announce publications which openly express his thoughts, that the road is open.
"Today, in this hall, our foreign guests probably shocked about opposite views on freedom of expression and
in general from socio-political situation in Kazakhstan by the NGOs. I treat this problem a purely political
point of view. Five years ago, during the presidential elections, a total of 600 thousand Kazakhstanis voted
against President Nazarbayevlt can, constitutes only 10 percent of the electorate of Kazakhstan. I suppose
that this Kazakh opinion about this part of the electorate in today's meeting openly and clearly stated.
Of course, we respect this judgment. However, from Greece, where democracy was born, this direction is
always the power of the majority, that we should never, and under no circumstances forget. And the majority
here — it's 6 million. 186 thousand Kazakh people, that is, of course, support the strategic course of the head
of state 91 percent of the electorate», — said E. Ertisbaev [8]. Of course, you cannot hide the fact that news-
papers are openly criticized the authorities have been subjected to persecution. There are publications that
have been able to oppose the authorities, who saw all the difficulties of life, and who brought the truth to the
people. And in this aspiration personal contribution of every journalist is priceless.

«Yes, five years ago | wanted to make a serious and discreet liberal newspaper. In my opinion, the staff
of the newspaper reached this purpose. For the formation of such publications we needed some time,
professional specialists and money ... Now we have made a unique image. We have dedicated, faithful
readers, and own view for every occasion in our country. During this time the newspaper has an objective
and reasonable viewpoint on life in Kazakhstan and Central Asia. Our newspaper is conservatism, the desire
to depict real life and a critical, honest look at the reader. It seems to me that I, as a leader doing my job at
the level that I myself want. All conversations about freedom and independence of the press in Kazakhstan is
— empty worries. Who does not know how to write, who cannot think, he comes up with myth about cen-
sorship. We have no censorship. You just need to take responsibility for every word and every deed. All!
Here therefore, inappropriate to start a conversations about the responsibility of journalists. At the present
time, none of the journalist and no authority there is no their fault. Those people who read newspapers and
magazines should be aware of the responsibility of not less. Any journalist wants to justify the authority. I'm
also talking about the responsibility of readers and viewers, everyone who is able to think straight. We took
this slogan: «read and think yourself!» Is not just mass media — it is not much isolated from society factory,
which produces information, this is — personally control system. Society and the man should have the right
to choose the information. Now almost all of our opposition suffered a crushing defeat. Because, they did not
have a bright and clear leader and the good ideas. Their slogans are the slogans of yesterdays, which far from
the truth. The most important thing — they do not admit their mistakes and stepping on the same rake, they
do not learn from their mistakes [9]. If we say that this idea is the idea of simple and ordinary journalist, we
do not run away far from the truth.

TV presenter and the journalist Kasim Amanzholov express his thoughts as follows: «The endless,
pointless to fight against censorship, it is better to work as a freelance journalist. The fact that people have
forgotten partially me — it is not a problem, for the purpose to remind and to show myself — to appear in
any channel — is not my position. You can go to the opposition media, but they love to criticize the govern-
ment, however, hide their own drawbacks. I do not like that kind of one-sidedness. I always write in my own
name and under the pseudonym of any views about political issues and problems. Today's word is not con-
trary with statements tomorrow. Stand with a clear conscience to the future generations. For me, this position
— is the most important thing. If in the blood there is the quality of integrity, then the society is not a hin-
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drance. «Do not be a principle!» — no one said this. Do you want to be a principled — be principled.
But this position can stay on the sidelines, is not seen in public, you can experience the tribulations of pov-
erty. Be ready for it. If do not stop the resistance — you can get in jail. If you have enough risk, courage —
remain principal. However, in our country against the principled set social obstacles and barriers. People are
afraid of it and adapt to live monotone, under caution. But there are courageous citizens. Such nationals are
like Aron Atabek, Ermek Narymbaev for having told the truth, they came out against government and now
they are in the prison. We know about these injustices but we pretend like we do not know. During the well-
known events «Shanyrak» in Almaty people appeared in the street, their cry of the soul «we cannot live in
this world, we live in another world», homelessness, unemployment among the population, the problem of
young people ... governance raises only Astana and the other Kazakhs people moved the rest aside. For the
rich men and for bureaucrats build a beautiful, glass Astana; villages, earthen houses around it were covered
with posters. There are some courageous nationals, fighting such injustices. We must support these person-
alities [10]. The position of any of the independent newspaper, and if it coincides with the principles of the
head, or rather, with the national interests, the interests of the Kazakh people — it's good. In this context it
has a negative impact that the Kazakh edition distributed in small quantities that the Russian newspapers,
magazines advocating the opposite ideology.

Today the situation is changing. There is a demand of information in the Kazakh language. Firstly, the
growing influence of Kazakh-speaking reader. Second, a growing number of Kazakh-speaking reader.

If we can at this time to properly distribute the relationship between supply and demand, that is to create
the Kazakh journalism on a global level, then Kazakh reader will find all the necessary information from the
own newspaper. We must lead Kazakh journalism to this ... If this event in the past, and does not apply to-
day, the future — then it is not necessary. We must speak the truth at the time in the face. If you do not have
the guts for it, then keep quiet and shut up [11].

Kazakh journalism, including journalist’s liberal opposition newspapers adhere to this opinion. Among
the liberal newspapers, we have a special edition format, with a special giving of the information. For exam-
ple, the newspaper «Amam aitHacsl» cannot only gives precise information to the readers but also raises ur-
gent and painful problems of society.

Generally, the name of the «Alashy» the second name of Kazakh, and «Ainay in translation is like a mir-
ror. And so we try to keep the newspaper was all that was happening in our lives, it was a mirror in the life of
the Kazakh people. The reason for the name «Alash ainasy» reduced to this. Than to write about the story, it
is better to tell about real life. And then, our poets, writers and journalists are prone to history. Our main duty
are say and write about life and experiences of the Kazakh people, about his questions and urgent problems.
Prior to that, except «Sovereign Kazakhstan» n «Aykin» was not a daily newspaper. In the country the main
nation are Kazakhs, the newspaper provides our people with the necessary information should be plenty. For
this purpose we have yet another edition [12].

Liberal newspapers largely protecting the interests of the Kazakhs; they try write about the omissions in
this connection by the authorities’ only hints. And opposition newspapers about power, relying on estab-
lished facts, write openly. And that is why opposition publications than liberal newspapers, subjected to per-
secution.

On the eve the appellate board of the Almaty City Court confirmed the decision of the first judicial au-
thority to close the opposition newspaper. These days Medeu District Court of Almaty city decided to close
another opposition newspaper — edition «Assandi-taims». Before that Court of Justice was sentenced to a
fine on a large scale another opposition newspaper — «Area of politicy. On April 24 in Almaty the repre-
sentatives of these newspapers made such a statement: «The government will find reason if they desired to
deal with the undesirable media. Its basic purpose is — to clear the information space of the opposition
newspaper. The publication «Assandi-taims» was closed, speaks that the newspaper is supposedly part of the
country banned opposition newspaper «The republic». They blocked sites to disseminate information about
the Anti-Eurasian Forum which was held in Almaty.

This reminded the representative is published, but recently at the request of the Ministry of Defense
pensioner fined for the two million tenge (about 11 thousand. dollars) opposition newspaper «Area of politic
Inga Imanbaeva. She forecast that the power in this year trying to close the newspaper Area of politicy.
As journalists say closing newspapers, the current situation in Kazakhstan, other information tools will trans-
form in opposition media, and this process will continue [13]. Yes, freedom of speech in Kazakhstan
chained. But without printing a person's life is hard to imagine.
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Before we talk about the changes that have the newspaper brought to life of the Kazakh people; run-
down one look at the opinions of writers, who were the first at the expense of people, who published press
materials. «Of the every nation, every state on the labor front the meter past and present — is the press. In
some nation the power of the print and force of the press is undeniable, that nation is great and skilled at
what they do. In short, people who master and craftsman, in their nation the press will be literate and immac-
ulate. Except for the blind and ignorant, wise people have always been faithful to this conviction. That's why
the people of Europe named the press as the «sixth authority». «This word of the great Kazakh writer and
poet M. Dulatova.

According to the candidate of philological sciences, the leading scientific employee of the Institute Lit-
erature and Art named M. Auezov Toktar Alibek «How could we not say that we are a free country, that we
have no censorship, that we have not yet formed the freedom of speech. And, independent, opposition
sources of information, they often do not condemn, do not experience, and do not blame, they are now just
criticize. Says that good is good, bad is bad, it is not correct. I sometimes think that our opposition newspa-
pers to raise the ratings ridicule and grin at shortcomings and mistakes of the Kazakh people. In my opinion,
without the unreliability and accuracy of information, we should not condemn certain things or put them on
display. ... It is very sad that the newspaper «Leninshil zhas» which has a lot of experience, has deviated
from their system and ruin their position. Today, in the era of globalization, we need a serious publication
which will teach our generation» — he said. The correspondent of «Azattik radio» Asylkhan Mamashev says
that «today first we divide the publication as the independent and opposition media, only later editions,
which paid by the state. People distinguish the word «independent media» and «opposition media» only at
the second attempt. Nevertheless, independent, impartial and neutral source of information is very small.
Now is the age of the information flow. If in due course publication will send the information without the
concealment, then it will fulfill purpose of this newspaper. And if you will to promote any ideology and to
drive it in the consciousness of the people, then they will move away from the main function of the newspa-
per, and will remain one of the only means of agitation propaganda. That which is needed now is the speed
of the newspapers, agility and quickness. The matter is that in 1991, when in Russia has happened «August
Putsch» all Kazakh newspapers stayed silent. Only the chief of the newspaper «The centric Kazakhstan» of
the Karaganda region Nurmakhan Orazbekov wrote the article «This is the revolution» and praised this inci-
dent. In such situations where you need to show their bravery, many publications are terse and dumb.
We know that, in peacetime heroes has always been so much. Broadly speaking, many of those newspapers
raise and distribute all the issues and problems of the ordinary people. Nevertheless, exactly in the critical
and decisive moment that newspaper who will describe soberly, intelligently, without any circumlocution the
situation that newspaper is real and true. For example, when Zhanaozenevent happens, every publication
talked differently. But there was no one who truly laid this incident and who wrote about how many people
were killed, and who shot these people. On this theme can write only independent publications. When there
was this tragic incident, everyone understood which newspapers are honest and truthful [14].

Journalist Rahat Kosbarmak said: «Do not take us for the enemies». The publisher of the newspaper
«Ar.kz» has been more than a year. The newspaper is published from July 21, 2006. We don't have like in
Almaty or in Chimkent the dozen different newspapers and magazines. Especially we have few the mass
media in the national Kazakh language. And people generally read the information in exactly the official
language. We want correct this gap. Secondly, we have a gap in the provision of reliable information. News-
papers, which are published every day — they equally under the influence of the authorities or opposition
publications in formation against the government or in the interests of a particular corporate group. And, in
fact, the main task and the direction of the newspaper is not like that. A journalist or edition first have in-
formed and spread proven, genuine information. Caters this information to the government or the opposition,
or the government and individual groups — it's not the most important thing.

This is a question of the second stage. About the incident or forming people's lives, people must receive
reliable, objective information. The task of the journalist — without distorting, delivers information. After
receiving the necessary information, the people discuss it and argue with each other, and then appear differ-
ent opinions. Thus, is born the public opinion. Many leaders of publications and journalists do not under-
stand that, due to this, they are lost. They work with frozen principles and old customs. That is why, in most
cases they leave nation not satisfied. So we want once again convey these common principles to the con-
sciousness of our colleagues and co-workers. That is, we want to do the right newspaper [15]. Yes, the most
important is the dissemination of accurate information to the people on behalf of the liberal opposition news-
paper. If you look at the opposition newspaper, you read truthful information. The liberal newspapers do not

write everything adhering to the truth; they write opinion of several people forming public opinion. The fact
that they are for example, by the announcement of the views of people who support the Eurasian Union, the
decision they left to the people. Thus, we have seen and are convinced that the liberal opposition newspaper
has a special place in people's lives.

The main mission of the press — is in providing reliable information. Needless to say, mentioned thesis
individually cannot be true, that's why the truth is determined in the achievement anti synthesis to synthesis.
All journalists pass along the path to this synthesis in all directions. In this case, regards to opposition news-
papers. Indeed, to achieve this synthesis, these newspapers is not necessary to exert pressure in cases when
they cannot find the nitpicking and charges to bring the noise and administrative resources trying to close
them. It is bad for the authorities. Today, the reader has extensive knowledge and their eyes are open.
The person distinguishes black and white, and find out the truth, for the society such man as ever necessary
and useful. That's why the antithesis necessary to us as air. In a democratic state they do not ask this of us.
In that case, there will be a lie to say that, in general, journalism completely fulfills the main task. Of course,
another important issue is that not only one edition speaks the truth, read thoroughly all publications find the
truth is not so difficult. There are advantages to reach the truth by the team. The fact that, the reader will
come to an objective view, this is exceptional phenomenon. Currently a unified picture of the Kazakh jour-
nalism can be characterized as follows. The press has always evaluated his truthful words, but not lies and
inaccuracies. Thanks to the knowledge of all the details of a specific problem in one number, consisting of
three pages of my own newspaper «Aikara» which I created with my colleagues, we have explored and un-
derstood how to create a modern newspaper. Only 23 editions on the account, which was published in 2008,
the people took quite well. That concept of the newspaper, 1 would suggest today's editions. In fact, in to-
day's newspapers publish current news, you feel upset. In our time, the structure of the newspaper should be
created as informative and analytical articles. Only then we can protect our newspaper. Only then we will
have the right to live in peace with other people [16]. Yes, independent publications cannot attract people
with just a single information. Because, for them print illiquid article — it means losing readers to the next
day. Authority makes print district, regional, national newspapers about public policy. That's why they do
not pay attention to that, readers began to think about certain things, they are baked mainly on agitation and
propaganda material. In short, the government promotes the ideology of Kazakhstan. That's why people are
tired of official information; they want to read the liberal opposition publications that will describe precisely
the situation which is happening in our society.

Now journalism finally does not give the ideology. In the Kazakh editions do not have an ideology?
They do not know about how the Kazakh people living, good or bad. But starting the opposition newspapers,
to the publications which are working together with the authorities, they autocratically asserting that «Ka-
zakhs live badly». Is this not an ideology? This has been going during for two decades. Maybe Kazakhs live
like forever. The Writers' Union has already managed to give the Kazakh journalism all their good and bad
qualities. Today's better to be a journalist than a writer. Today, people need not a novel; people need the in-
formation [17]. It should be noted that in our country now in the foreground not the Kazakh interest protect-
ing the national interest, namely Kazakhstan interest. Of course, in Kazakhstan where live representatives of
more than a hundred ethnic groups, it is necessary cohesion, consensus and harmony in friendship. However,
the interests of the Kazakhs, who created this country, their opinions basically do not count or left without
attention. That's why, we should have an ideology, which will pull not only living conditions of the nation,
but they pay their attention to the national value.

In the aforementioned problem, though not intense, but there are certain steps forward. As soon as pos-
sible number of media communication has increased dramatically; at present about 7,000 officially registered
media about 2,500 of them work consistently and uniformly. The fact that 80 percent of them do not consist
in the public format. That is the sign that the independence of the mass media takes a real look. It's no secret
that among them newspapers «Jas Alash», «Dat» and oppose and independent newspapers «Kazakhstany,
«freedom of speech» and «Time» drew a lot of attention. And the newspaper «Turkistan», «Altin orda»
(the management of M. Akdauletova, D.Kuata), «The young Kazakh» (the management T.Eshenova,
D.Kuata), «Alikera» (journalist A.Koshkenova K .Tasbolat etc.) and his free thoughts in his impartiality and
neutrality, his serious, calm outlook on different things, they have awakened sincere feelings of the readers.
Out of periodic publications has increased the number of private radio and telecommunication, as mentioned
earlier, though there are intensive steps forward, but they still can not compete with the press. The press,
which is now in the number of not conceding to each other, joining other countries passed to the form of the
Kazakh-Russian, Kazakh-Turkish («Lime-Kazakhstany, «Aif-Kazakhstany) [18].
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In Kazakhstan, John Ordway, who worked for the past four years, the US Ambassador in retirement,
had to return back to California, he was replaced by Richard Hoagland, a spokesman for the temporary Em-
bassy of Turkmenistan.John Ordway to the question of about there is freedom of speech of the Kazakh
journalists in our country, said: «Freedom of speech is like water in the glass, depending on how you stared
at the glass, you noticed that the cup half full or half empty, or dirty, or transparent,or clean, everything
depends on you; All that I want to say — if there is water in the glass, then it should be full. «He believed
that in Kazakhstan there is no problem with regards to the freedom of expression [19].

Now, thank God, the number of Kazakh press has increased. The problems and issues that they describe
also are not bad, but the press, which said that purely and truthfully from the face the people, is very small.
In the real journalism there is little competition. This applies to the Kazakh press. And, of course in the Rus-
sian printing there are competitions. They for advertising, for increasing number of circulations, will go to
anything, and often write about different sensations. I often travel abroad. I have noticed that there are jour-
nalists to reveal the truth, according to conscience and honor, they tell the whole truth, even if it were not for
what the situation was, though official mistakes or shortcomings and disadvantages of the government.
If they prove a mistake bureaucrat, officials publicly apologize to the people and willingly resign. Here, the
real fruits of the journalist. That is, if written article affects the government, the only in that case journalism
doing his job. In the country only some of the media is run by the state, some private and the other opposi-
tion publications. If one of them openly expresses their thoughts, while others, even cannot open their
mouths. All of this, I understand perfectly. Some fear the founder and ruler, while others fear the govern-
ment. Even being far from the regional media they cover the fear of akims. We understand it very well.
In the accordance with capabilities, we give them advice. We organize sessions and meeting of the press.
Over the last five years in the law «About the mass media» have changed many things and corrected. But no
one has corrected their works in a better way. I buy and consider all the newspapers every day. If you look at
the opposition publications there all is — minus, and in all state editions everything is — plus. After watch-
ing each of them, the man himself find the gap between the means. The Kazakh newspapers are needed to a
fierce criticism. But they avoid criticism and controversial issues, they can only sit and ask the same question
«why the number of our circulation is so small?» In order to increase its circulation let them do productive
work and let them write readable article. I notice that all the people willingly take the newspaper «public po-
sition» on the project «Daty». « What newspapers do you read?» I ask the Kazakh journalists they answer that
the «Republicy». Because, they write neat and competent materials not only about the opposition topics, but
the economic and social topics. Many people say that «journalism — is the fourth powery, it's not that there
is some kind of fourth power, journalism — a defender of nation [20]. Of course, we can agree with these
words. But to say that in Kazakhstan the press is the fourth power, we just cannot. For just as in Soviet times
we do not have the mechanism to influence the government. Of course, behind certain opposition publication
is a political force, for example, beyond doubt the party. However, in Kazakhstan there is any party that will
stand against the party in power. From this we are so far the concept of freedom of speech in Kazakhstan.

Representatives of the official government does not agree with the opinion of independent journalists
and international organizations, who argue that in Kazakhstan the situation freedom of speech is very shaky
and limited. The man who is sitting next to the president of Kazakhstan and the Secretary of the Commission
for Human Rights Tastemir Abishev said that in Kazakhstan there is freedom of speech. He believes that the
main law in Kazakhstan appropriate to the international requirements, stating that every national of the State
has the right to receive any information. Also Tastemir Abishev thinks that we must adopted law, which will
be spoken about, that young people have the right find information to their own devices». Hard to say that in
Kazakhstan there are problems with freedom of speech and freedom of the press as the publication
(«Taszhargan», «Freedom of speech»), which openly criticizes the government, these independent media can
flourish, and they are easy to get to residents hand — this is the first step towards freedom of speech. There-
fore, we can say that in Kazakhstan there is freedom of speech» — says T.Abishev [21].

This is how, since the country gained freedom, independent newspapers have influenced not only the
development of the social economy and spiritual culture of the country, but also exposed to an increase in
political activity and outlook of society. All this of course may take place in the country where there is the
term «freedom of speechy.

Some of the problems of formation and development
of Kazakh periodicals

The article discusses some problems of formation and development of Kazakh periodicals as a historical
source. The article investigates the place and role of mass media in general complex sources. The history
of Kazakh periodicals from the late nineteenth century to the contemporary period, analyses the state of peri-
odicals on various stages of development of national newspapers and magazines. The comparative analysis
of newspapers and magazines published in Kazakhstan at the end of XIX- early XX centuries, during the So-
viet period and in the period of independence. The role of censorship and censorship documents were ana-
lyzed as an additional source for the study of periodicals.
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SCO and NATO: comparative evaluation
of the activity in the foreign research

Processes of regional cooperation in non-Western world become a separate area of research in international
relations. In this regard, SCO is an interesting object of analysis. All members of this organization are facing
common traditional and new security threats. Need to confront to these threats creates a natural basis for co-
operation. At the same time, researchers abroad significantly differ in their assessment of results of SCO
practical activity. In Western circles, Shanghai Cooperation Organization is often compared with NATO is
considered as anti NATO. From this perspective, the article analyzes the views of Western researchers and
political representatives about SCO, it is proved that SCO is not anti NATO and its activities are not directed
against the United States.

Key words: SCO, NATO, Security, Central Asia, International Relations, Foreign Policy, International
Organizations.

On problems of relations with NATO of SCO adjoins problematic relations with the U.S. Many experts
suggest that, in spite of official statements of the organization that SCO is not directed against anyone what-
soever, the true purpose of SCO — containment of U.S. hegemony in the world and in the region.

In its present configuration, SCO is a typical defensive-oriented organization primarily addressing re-
gional problems. According to its charter organization does not seek any aggressive or expansionist aims.
On the contrary, one of the main objectives of the organization — maintaining internal stability, which threat
is constituted of terrorism, separatism and extremism.

According to the Russian researcher A. Baranov, confrontation between SCO and NATO would be a
clear mistake. SCO does not become a «NATO of the East», because a significant increase of SCO member
states cause substantial harm to the Organization: in comparison with European countries Asian countries
have too different political culture and history. Today it is clear that SCO member countries are not ready to
create a unified military organization with a common command [1]. However, SCO can play a significant
role in maintaining peace and stability in one of the most volatile regions of the world. Cooperation of big-
gest countries in Asia to combat terrorism, in order to avoid regional conflicts — not only possible, but also
necessary.

Till «reset» in the West prevailed interpretations about SCO as a counterweight to NATO. However for
this purpose, there were reasons. In summer 2005, followed Astana Declaration by the results of the SCO
summit, which caused a strong reaction in the west. In declaration were call to coalition members to set a
date for withdrawing its bases in Central Asia. United States, represented by the Minister of Defense Donald
Rumsfeld lashed out at the russian foreign policy doctrine. According to Rumsfeld, Russia, China and North
Korea prevent cooperation in security sphere between Asian countries: «They can get in the way unless be-
come more openy». Criticizing foreign policy of Russia and China, United States argued by «Russian at-
tempts to restrict the freedom of neighboring countries, lack of transparency in China's military spending as
well as the threat of North Korea's nuclear activities» [2].

Response to the SCO declaration adopted in Astana in 2005 was the adoption U.S. Congress resolution
from July 19, 2005, expressing concern to SCO statement, which was regarded as «a blatant attempt of Chi-
na and Russia to squeeze out of the United States from this region» [3].

In 2006, Iran was adopted as an observer of SCO, which is also considerably affected the perception of
the organization in the west, where in a press SCO became known as «anti-NATO». For example, one of the
conservative American experts responded to the said event following opinion: «...» anti-terrorist «<SCO ap-
propriated observer status to Iran, the main state sponsor of terrorism in the world, which annually hosts the
regular meetings of almost all terrorist groups on our planet» [4]. In addition, according to Rumsfeld, Tehran
cooperation with the SCO, putting it mildly, is not logical. Speaking at a conference on security in Singa-
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pore, Pentagon chief called Iran a major terrorist state and said, that he considers as very strange Iranian in-
volvement in the work of SCO — organization fighting against terrorism [5].

During the Administration of Bush Jr. all countries of the SCO leaders in varying degrees evoked dis-
approval from Washington. It was believed that every year SCO becomes increasingly anti-American. Par-
ticularly U.S. was irritated by invitation of Iranian President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad on the anniversary
SCO summit in Shanghai in 2006.

«It is unclear why the organization, declaring rejection of terrorism, calls on his meeting a lead sponsor
of terror in the world» [5] — then said Rumsfeld. Then «overseas partners» was assured that «Iranian prob-
lem» will not be considered at the summit. And Russian foreign minister Sergei Lavrov promised, that Ira-
nian nuclear issue would not be discussed at the summit. Moreover, SCO does not intend to expand.

At the same time, when the idea of Iran concerning the anti-imperialist goals of SCO is wrong. Russia
itself is an observer-member of NATO, China and Central Asian countries have good trade relations with
America, Europe. In this regard, we can say that SCO countries are not going to endanger security of their
economic development at the cost of protecting Iran.

Taking into account propensity of the SCO member states to the West, their policy can not be prone to
the East, to Iran within a unified and perspective policy, that ensures the long-term interests of the Islamic
Republic of Iran.

Therefore, we can assume that Iran join the SCO will be possible, when the problems between Iran and
the West will be solved; these problems can not be solved by SCO member states in favor of Iran, and
commitment to the East will be considered involuntary. In any case, it seems that Iran's entry depends not
only on SCO, but also depends on the solution of nuclear program problem and other issues, i.e. Iran's mem-
bership in the SCO from the perspective the international community is associated with each member of the
SCO. Consequently, the waste of time and assets for adoption of Iran is likely in the near future will remain
inconclusive.

It should be noted that on the eve of the summit well-known American political scientist Ariel Cohen in
his article in the Washington Post called the summit «meeting of the Bear and Dragon». He writes that «SCO
has become a leading economic and military alliance in Eurasia», I advise Washington «to find a way to start
a dialogue with the SCO». Otherwise, White House may suffer from «another humiliating defeat from Mos-
cow or Beijing» [6].

The sharp increase and expansion of the SCO, which happened at the summit in Ufa (Russia) 2015 July 1,
did not go unnoticed in the West. Moreover, influential Western publishers have sounded the alarm on the
strengthening of a multipolar world and, consequently, reduce the hegemony of the West. Plans for joining
India and Pakistan to SCO show a multipolar world, which is caused a concern in the West, it said in an arti-
cle entitled «The new eastern bloc: China, Russia and India are joining forces» devoted to the SCO summit
in Ufa and published in the electronic version of the US weekly magazine Newsweek.

The magazine, commenting on the expansion plans of the SCO, said that «an international organization
all but unknown in the West is set to announce that its membership will soon include countries representing
half the world's population» [7]. Weekly magazine also denotes that «If the hopes of its leading backers —
particularly Russia — are realised, the 15th annual summit of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO)
in the Russian city of Ufa will mark the moment when this previously obscure body starts to demand much
closer attention from the West» [7].

The publisher notes «The idea behind these invitations is to extend the SCO's reach south across the
Asian landmass, bolstering its claim that it is a counterbalance to the Western-dominated international insti-
tutions that have held sway since the end of the Second World War» [7]. There is something to discuss about
the interaction of SCO and NATO. For today, the vast region of Central Asia is located in the center of Alli-
ance attention, and NATO’s policy in the region has growing trend towards cooperation with the region. At
the Istanbul summit in 2004, NATO countries have identified Central Asian region as the area of strategic
importance to interests of the alliance and ensuring stability in Eurasia [8].

NATO penetration to Central Asia occurred in 2001 under the auspices of the antiterrorist operation in
Afghanistan. After the final stage of military action against the Taliban, NATO leaders decided to take re-
sponsibility for maintaining peace and stability in Afghanistan, thus, receiving the possibility for continued
presence in the region.

It is obvious, that over the next years the strategic importance of Central Asia for NATO will increase
[9]. Although, possessing problems for NATO, this region also opens up opportunities for enhanced coopera-
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tion, that can help NATO to counteract security threats of the XXI century in the ongoing transformation
process.

Until recently, the nature of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization was mainly political and economic.
However, existing threats signal the need for closer security cooperation in Central Asia. However, SCO
lacks of essential elements, which NATO has: integrated military-political structure with permanent opera-
tional headquarters, rapid reaction forces and continuing political debate. Another significant difference of
NATO from SCO is that NATO is mainly oriented to the external security risks, while SCO attention is con-
centrated mainly on the territory of its member states. It was mentioned earlier, that in Western estimates
SCO is seen as emerging mechanism, forcing the United States and its allies from Central Asia, and as con-
sequence, the threat to Western security interests. SCO project «Energy Cluby, the idea of which belongs to
the President of the Russian Federation VV Putin, in a similar manner perceived as a threat to the energy se-
curity of the West. The Alliance has a cooperative relationship with all members of SCO, except China.
Since 1990 Brussels develops bilateral relations with five Central Asian countries in the framework of the
«Partnership for Peace», and also has a special relationship with Russia, which since 2002 are implemented
under the NATO-Russia Council. However, China often finds its suspicion to the shares of the alliance in
Asia.

China realizes emerging threats in Asia, may consider cooperation of SCO with NATO as the best way
to solve many regional problems. In November 2005, SCO established a contact group with Afghanistan. At
the SCO summit in Bishkek in 2007, was expressed a concern about the destabilization of the situation in
Afghanistan, which also affects the Central Asia. It turns out that Central Asia is the only region in the
world, where the armed forces of Russia, China and NATO acts regularly in close proximity to each other.
Nevertheless, NATO has no formal institutional ties with the SCO, and with China. After the cooling-off
period in respect of damage mistakenly hit the Chinese embassy in Belgrade by NATO warplanes during the
Kosovo campaign in 1999, Chinese ambassador to Belgium met in October 2002 with NATO Secretary
General Robertson to discuss the question about establishing a close relations. Official PRC officials have
expressed particular interest in the bilateral dialogue on the events of strategic importance, and security
threats in Central Asia. And in July 2004, the Secretary General de Hoop Scheffer said that NATO wants to
cooperate with China in several areas of common concern: fight against terrorism, counter-proliferation of
WMD and «maintaining regional stability», particularly in Afghanistan and Iraq [9]. This manifestation of
mutual interest has not yet led to concrete progress. Unlike Japan, China does not have even «dialogue part-
nership» with NATO. In response to the establishment of official relations with China, NATO members
could insist on building a partnership with the SCO. Instead, the Alliance could determine SCO as «a global
partner» in order to emphasize the value of cooperation in the field of general security.

Suggested relations would entail cooperation between NATO and SCO concerted in certain functional
areas. Topics that might arouse the interest of SCO in working with NATO governments may include re-
gional development in the socio-economic field, energy exploitation, fight against terrorism, drug trafficking
intersection, people and weapons.

Thus, in April 2008, SCO Secretary-General Bolat Nurgaliev said in an interview, that the potential ar-
eas of interaction between the SCO and NATO can be the fight against terrorism, drug trafficking and weap-
ons, and there are no any principal obstacles for the establishment of such cooperation with NATO in the
future [10].

For cooperation between two organizations has performed President of Pakistan, Pervez Musharraf,
who believes that SCO could participate in strengthening security in Afghanistan in conjunction with NATO,
and if SCO will contribute to the solution of the Afghan problem, it will mean that there is no confrontation
of NATO with this organization [11].

In order to explore issues of potential interaction between the SCO with U.S. and NATO in June 2008,
was initiated an international conference. It was organized by the Friedrich Ebert Foundation (Germany),
Alexander Knyazev Public Foundation (Kyrgyzstan), Ahmad Shah Massoud Foundation (Afghanistan).
The conference was attended by experts and representatives of political and scientific circles of Russia, Chi-
na, Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Iran, Italy, UK and Germany. Was agreed the final doc-
ument which among others stated that:

— Absence of cooperation between the SCO and NATO in Afghanistan is not in the interests of mem-
ber states of both organizations, as well as other states in the region and the world. There is a real possibility
of using SCO potential, as well as some of the NATO member states, ready for dialogue and mediation in
order to establish close interaction.
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— The conference participants recognize the fact that the international coalition and NATO contribute
to military deterrent of «Taliban» and development of Afghanistan.

— SCO, as well as all Afghanistan's neighbors, is not willing to defeat in Afghanistan, but have the
right to have full information and insights about the effectiveness of the intersection of drug trafficking and
international terrorism.

— The intention to keep U.S. military bases in Afghanistan and Central Asian countries should be clear-
ly motivated and linked to the interests of the countries themselves.

— U.S. Strategic Partnership with Afghanistan will find support from neighbors only if it is not directed
against them. If Afghanistan becomes a launching pad for attacks on Iran, Iran will be able to respond in the
strongest terms, turning the Central Asian region into the arena of war against the United States and the in-
ternational coalition. It disturbs the SCO - Afghanistan has to decide issues of relations with neighbors, in-
cluding Iran itself.

— On Pakistan direction, SCO has significant opportunities: it could contribute to better relations and
understanding between Afghanistan and Pakistan.

— For NATO, it would be appropriate to begin consultations on the future of Afghanistan with partici-
pation of all neighbors, including Iran, Russia, China, India and the Gulf countries.

— SCO and NATO as a whole have a common understanding of tasks for integration of Afghanistan to
Central Asia and international community, so that this entire region stopped being hearth of international
terrorism.

It is clear that Afghanistan stands alongside among multiple factors threatening sustainable develop-
ment in the Central Asian region. The current military and political situation in Afghanistan, U.S. and NATO
military contingent buildup in this country, say that the conflict is still far from a final resolution and contin-
ues to cause tension, representing a real threat to stability not only in Central Asia but around the world
community.

In this situation, as an objective solution of this problem may be unification of the efforts of states in
order to expand military-political cooperation, which can be established in the framework of cooperation be-
tween the SCO and NATO. In this regard, the invitation for U.S. representative to participate in the tenth
SCO summit, should be considered as an invitation to NATO more open dialogue on Central Asia.

Also it should be noted, that during a senate hearings in December 15, 2009 many of senators have ex-
pressed concerns about the development of relations between SCO and NATO. These relationships are con-
sidered as promising areas of USA, Russia and China interaction in Central Asia [12].

At present, in Russian political circles are considered three perspective models of cooperation: full Rus-
sian membership in NATO, alliance with western alliance on the basis of a bilateral agreement on coopera-
tion, and establishment of coordinating council. This Council will be called to coordinate the activities of
NATO and SCO, correspondingly will bring triangle US-Russia-China relationships to a new stage of devel-
opment.

Should also pay attention to variant of «China-NATO» council creation on the model of the council,
«NATO-Russia» and taking measures, that will develop closer cooperation with the SCO on the basis of the-
se councils, proposed by employee Clingendael Institute of International Relations Marcel de Haas [13].

At the same time, recent events show that the United States has progressively changed their attitude to-
ward the SCO. In 2007, only six months later, after the Munich speech of V.V. Putin, at the peak of US-
Russian relations cooling, U.S. Assistant Secretary for South and Central Asia Evan Feigenbaum, making a
report at the Nixon Center, stated that United States believes that the SCO will not play any antagonistic role
toward the United States, moreover — America needs SCO help on security issues in Central Asian region
[14]. Among the problems, impeding full cooperation of U.S. with SCO, E.A. Feygenbaum allocated organi-
zational weakness of SCO, lack of ability to define its foreign policy agenda.

However, after 3 years, permanent rapporteur of congressional hearings on Central Asian topics Ste-
phen Blank, on the basis of the Tashkent summit of SCO notes, that the organization «has passed the age
testy, it is possible and necessary agree: Beyond the ongoing interest in full membership, perhaps the most
striking evidence of the SCO’s maturation is the fact that the United States is publicly showing interest for
the first time in what the group is up to. Uzbekistan is assisting US participation in the 2010 summit. For
years, Washington kept its distance from the SCO, but it will have representatives in Tashkent for this year’s
summit. It’s willingness to engage the organization is certainly connected to Afghan stabilization efforts, but
it is also a reflection of a stronger US-Uzbek strategic relationship. It is too soon to say whether the United
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States will formally recognize the SCO as a major security provider in Central Asia, but there is no question
that the group led by Moscow and Beijing is coming of age [15].

U.S. realize the expediency of cooperation with the SCO, at least based on the fact that such coopera-
tion will help U.S. to forestall Russian attempts use SCO as a tool for anti-Western policies and prevent SCO
from becoming paramilitary organization. There is a mutual interest between United States and SCO: U.S.
needs energy supplies from Central Asia, and Central Asian countries need a reliable investment. Another
area of mutual interest is Afghanistan, with which SCO formed a contact group. Both the U.S. and SCO seek
to early establishment of peace in Afghanistan, and effect of their activities may increase due to the coopera-
tion SCO and NATO.

Such cooperation will not simultaneously eliminate major differences between the U.S. and SCO about
issues such as democratization and human rights, but will include already much more than the development
of joint declarations. This interaction may provide mutually beneficial joint projects on global security.
NATO and the SCO can work on neutralization of landmines in Afghanistan, carry out joint preparation law
enforcement agencies and conduct operations against drug trafficking.

Quite possibly, it's time to move to more integrated forms of collective security and military coopera-
tion with all countries concerned to solve the Afghan problem. And in this context, relationships between
SCO and NATO look quite perspective.

Basileus and Turkish emirs in 1328-1347: paradigms
of ceremonial relation

The article explores the paradigms of ceremonial relations between the Byzantine emperors and Anatolian
Turkic emirs in the first third of the XIV century. The author identifies three models of relationships, two of
which were borrowed from the XII and XIII centuries. And the other one appeared only in the XIV century.
The new model of relationship was proposed by the Ottoman emirs and offered ceremonial equality between
the emperor and the Ottoman emir.
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Values transformation of Kazakhstan society
under the influence of modernization

Process of transformation of the system of values which occurred in the Kazakhstan society as a result of so-
cio-political changes of the 90th of the XX century is considered in this article. Sociocultural transformation
of the Kazakhstan society, namely — reduction of social values of society in compliance with its economic
and political characteristics is shown on the basis of results of sociological research. Authors state preserva-
tion as traditional system of values in which dominate stability, a family, health, and arrival of more individu-
alized values — success, career, material welfare.

Key words: transformation, system of values, results of sociological research, traditional values.

As is known, modernization of society is accompanied by not only the replacement of its economic and
political institutions, but also serious social and cultural changes, which is an integral part of values trans-
formation in society.

Modernization not only makes changes of axiological characteristics of society, but also is a problem of
adaptation of individual to the changes. And this, in turn, has a direct impact on the future of society, pro-
moting or inhibiting its development. So, Charles Cooley points out «values are the «energetic center» of
emotional attachment in close relation with the world, and at the same time the basis mechanism of motiva-
tion of social behavior» [1; 20]. This means that, on the one hand, it forms value-conscious base of self un-
derstanding and close relation of a man to the world, reflected in his meaningful actions, and on the other —
values provide social integration, helping individuals to carry out socially approvable choice of behavior in
vital situations.

In the Republic of Kazakhstan modernization process has been going on for nearly a quarter century.
During this period of time economic and political systems had changed significantly. The Soviet planned
economy tightly-controlled by the state changed market-oriented economy with competition and private
property. Political system today represented by democracy based on political pluralism and multi-party sys-
tem. Socio-cultural transformation of Kazakhstani society, the reduction of social values in line with its eco-
nomic and political characteristics is also the consequence of modernization process [2; 7].

The relevance of the study the transformation of spiritual and moral values in Kazakhstani society under
the influence of modernization is due to several factors. So, over the past quarter of a century in Kazakhstan
a new generation was formed. This generation, in the process of socialization, already assimilated the values
of renewal society. However, the greater part of the population is composed by people whose socialization
was carried out in the period of Soviet society existence with its community values, and also in the transition
period when old values were destroyed and new ones have not yet formed. It raises the problem of adapta-
tion, on the one hand and the problem of understanding each other by different age groups, on the other.

In addition, we cannot ignore the specificity of Kazakhstani society. It manifests by the fact that Ka-
zakhstan is a multiethnic country, and it does not surprise today. However, the uniqueness of Kazakhstan
concluded in fact that a relatively small population of the country (about 17 min. people) is represented by
140 ethnic groups, each of which has its specific value orientations. This situation is getting worse by well-
known division of society into two groups: ethnic Kazakhs and other ethnic groups that, in spite of the state
consistently pursued policy of society integration on the basis of national system of values, raises the prob-
lem of interrelation of national and ethnic identity. Thus, the study of transformation system of values of Ka-
zakhstani society under the influence of modernization will not only determine how and to what extent
changes going on, but also give an opportunity to determine the mechanisms of adaptation of different social
groups to these changes.

To study the processes of values transformation of Kazakhstani society under the influence of moderni-
zation and adaptation mechanisms of individual to these changes, the authors of this article has done the re-
search, the object of which is the population of Karaganda, the fourth largest city in Kazakhstan (more than
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400,000 people), at the age of 18 years and older. Sociological data were collected by means of question-
naire. In our research we implemented simple occasional non-repeated sample. Internal differentiation of
respondents represented by the following socio-demographic characteristics: gender, age, nationality, educa-
tion, income. During the survey 36% of men and 63.5% women were polled.

The subject of this research are the values of population under the influence of globalization. The main
hypothesis is the transformation of values, that occurs as a result of Kazakhstani society modernization,
causes the problems of adaptation of individual.

The results show that respondents' opinions to the changes that take place in Kazakhstani society are ra-
ther ambiguous. Thus, 20.3% of them believe that the changes are positive because provide economic devel-
opment of Kazakhstan, 25.7% indicate that the consequence of reforms is «separation of our society into rich
and poor», and almost each five respondent (21.6 %) does not observe any significant changes in Kazakh-
stani society. In fact for 23.4% of respondents the criterion rather positive assessment of the modernization
process is improving living standards of the majority of Kazakhstanis. As we expected, the most positive
outlook about the changes belong to the representatives of the middle age group, represented by people at the
age of 30-45 years (34% — positive, 16% — rather positive). In contrast, significantly pessimistic repre-
sentatives are of older age group (46 years and older), including 56.1%, who estimate reforms in Kazakhstan
anyway negatively. Comparison of the responses to this question by gender criterion shows that women
(23.8% — positive and 27.5% — rather positive) assess the situation more optimistic than men (18.4% and
21.3%, respectively). There is a differentiation of views on national basis: for example, Kazakhs tend to
evaluate changes in our society more optimistic (23.4% — positive, 17,6% — rather positive) than members
of other ethnic groups (14.5% and 17.6% respectively ).

Despite the ambiguity of opinions to the changes in the country by different groups, the vast majority of
respondents gave a negative answer to the question as: «Do you feel difficulty of adaptation to the changes
which take place in our society?». At the same time, respondents pointed various reasons on the absence of
difficulties to adaptation in the period of changes in our society. For example, 40.1% explained that they did
not feel any particular changes, and 27.0% of respondents believe that they were able to use the new oppor-
tunities to achieve life success.

The greatest adaptive capacity (77.0%) shows the youngest age group, which includes respondents at
the age from 18 to 29 years, while the smallest belong to the older (42.0%). This is logical and understanda-
ble both by psychological and social reasons. The psychological factor is concluded in greater flexibility of
the young, and, as a result greater ability to adapt. Social factor of low adaptability of older age groups be-
cause of the break of social and cultural cycles. In past, social life cycle was much shorter than cultural. Hav-
ing born, person meet with a certain system of values, which is not subject to change over long periods of
time, up to several centuries, defining the lives of a number of generations. In our time, over the lifetime of
one generation several cultural epochs rotate crops. As a result, the older generation, who met with former
social and cultural practices based on the concept of a stable, rational world order and community identity
cannot adapt to rapidly changing social reality than young people, who were socialized in an age of «stable
instability».

The analysis of the results by groups shows that, as with the answers to the previous question, the best
adaptive capacity shown by representatives of Kazakh ethnic group (73%) than members of other ethnic
groups (56.3%). Some disagreement observed among people who have secondary and vocational education,
who, on the one hand, are positive to changes (29.2% positive and 22.9% rather positive, respectively), and
on the other — show a rather low level of adaptation (10.4%).

The main factors that have a negative impact on adaptive capacity of individuals are problems as the fi-
nancial (14.4%) and the «ideal» order, expressed by changes in the methods of social «interaction between
people» (10, 4%).

Our research work has established statistically significant correlation between complacency with the fi-
nancial situation and the success of social adaptation.

Thus, 59.4% of respondents are satisfied with their financial situation, 28.8% — without any additional
consideration, 30.6% — with additional consideration. The smallest percentage of «totally satisfied» (31.7%)
is observed among older generation, for whom the only source of income is the retiring pension, and the
highest point is among young people (73.3%), who is more optimistic about their financial prospects, even
though (and in some cases, that's why), most of them still do not have their own sources of income. This sit-
uation is explained by the fact that young people have common personal strategies to improve the material
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well-being, such as «part-time job», «getting higher education», «professional experience acquisition», while
for the older generation basic strategy is «savings and cutting down in spendingy.

Among the respondents dissatisfied their financial situation, there is a significant percentage of those
who are trying to improve it in every possible way (55.3%), and women in this issue demonstrate significant-
ly higher activity than men (64.2% vs. 40.6%), as well as representatives of Kazakh ethnic group in compar-
ison with respondents of other ethnic groups (65.2% vs. 42.1%). It can be explained by the specific socio-
cultural practices that established in Kazakhstani society in various socio-demographic and ethnic groups.
Further, this feature may require a separate study. Furthermore, 25.9% of respondents do not see any possi-
bilities for this, so do not have any attempts to change something in this direction; and 14.1% of respondents
believe that «our state should take care of it».

It should be emphasized that 52.7% of respondents noted the absence of gender characteristics influence
on possibility of self- realization, because «men and women have equal opportunities in our society». Never-
theless, a third of respondents (32.4%) believe that men have more opportunities for self-realization. Moreo-
ver, in this issue the respondents demonstrate solidarity, regardless of gender: 35.0% — men and 31,2% —
women, respectively. So, in this case we are talking about common traditional values and social attitudes in
our society that have a direct impact on the practices of everyday interaction.

Thus, our research has confirmed the hypothesis that a stable financial situation contributes to social
adaptation, but also no doubt the fact that successful adaptation in society is one of the basic principles of
living standards.

The analysis of the results also showed the prevalence among respondents nationwide and not purely
ethnic identity, that implies the success of political socialization. Confirmation of this fact is 54.1% of re-
spondents who feel that they are, first of all, citizens of Kazakhstan, rather than representatives of a particu-
lar ethnic group. At the same time the highest level of national identity is showed among the respondents
belonging to middle age group of 30-45 years (68.0%), with higher education (66.7%), as well as representa-
tives of the Kazakh ethnic group (62.8%). Ethnic self-identity, in contrast, is more common among people of
other ethnic groups (18.2%) and the older generation (22.0%). So, in the first case it can be explained
by already mentioned political exclusion, and the second reason is the development of community values
formed on the traditional ascriptive basis, a system of values when ethnicity plays a very important role.
It ought to be remarked a significant percentage (about 28.4%) of respondents who did not think about this
question, among youth they are more than 30.5%. These results may indicate as incompleteness of political
socialization of young people, and also as this part of the respondents has successfully adapted, feel them-
selves comfortable in our country, and therefore do not think about the problem of identity.

Globalization, often is a contradictory social process. On the one hand, it can be represented as a ten-
dency to universalism, on the other - as the interaction of opposing tendencies of universalism and particular-
ism, as strengthening of cultural unity at global level keep current increase of cultural, ethnic and religious
diversity at local and glocal context.

The problem of correlation of local and glocal trends has become one of the most important in modern
age. Expanding the intensive expansion of global economy accompanied by the growth of cross-border su-
pranational communication and information systems, it contributes to the extension of value sensitivity at the
local level. The competition of these tendencies is one of the most characteristic factors of modernity.

So, survey results has allowed to establish a direct correlation between a successful social adaptation
and assessment of international relations, that is, the more successful social adaptation of the person , the
more positive he evaluates the practice of international cooperation. Significantly, the national policy without
any additional consideration support 57.2% of respondents who believe that it aims to ensure equality among
all ethnic groups that represented in Kazakhstan. It is evidence that more highly appreciate the efforts of the
government in this direction the respondents Kazakh ethnic group (69.3%) of older age group (65.9%), as
well as with higher education (71.3%). Statistically it should be noted that 39.6% of respondents highlight
the positive trend in the field of inter-ethnic relations, which is, in their opinion, «becoming more respectful
and beneficial».

As a rule, people start to think and analyze their lifestyle, not when they are quite satisfied with it and
appreciates its prospects, but when they have some problems. Therefore, we can assume that a huge percent-
age (about 20.7%) of respondents who found out it difficult to evaluate the nature of the state policy in the
sphere of inter-ethnic relations indirectly means that they evaluate it as quite positive.

Against the background of such positive indexes almost each fifth respondent (18.9%) made a point on
the declarative character of a state policy in the field of inter-ethnic relations, which «only proclaims the
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equality of all ethnic groups, but really only creates good conditions for the indigenous nation». Evidently,
the highest percentage among the negatively evaluating this criterion respondents, are the representatives of
«othery, i.e. non-indigenous ethnic groups (33.3%) who believe that the equality of ethnic groups only pro-
claimed, but not implemented in practice. This result not only correlates with mentioned above sense of po-
litical exclusion of this category of respondents, but also explains the reason.

The analysis of the responses to the question, which allows to determine the dependence of individual
social perspectives from ethnicity, shows that the opinion of respondents on this issue is divided almost
equally. Thus, 24.3% of respondents agree with the statement that «the nationality of the person has almost
no effect on the possibility of self-realization». The same number of respondents (i.e. 24.3%) indicate that
«national identity in our society has a significant impact on the possibility of self-realization in life». We also
found out the impact of this factor on realization in some areas of social life, such as employment, the choice
of a partner, etc. (38.8%).

Kazakhstan is one of those regions of the world where beside the fundamental social priorities
the values of traditionalism are of most importance, and protecting of traditions against the internal and ex-
ternal innovation effects were formed for centuries. In the era of globalization, with its intention of domi-
nance when global and glocal social priorities are in contradictory unity, axiological elements of traditional
culture becoming increasingly important. Increasing interest to the spiritual origins of Kazakhstani society
under the influence of globalization is also associated with the growth of religious consciousness. For in-
stance, according to opinion of respondents (about 45.9%), religion remains the basis of spiritual values of
Kazakhstani society, and young people are «ahead of time» in this issue in contrast with the older generation
(51.1% vs. 39.0%), most of them have secondary and vocational education or higher education (52.1% vs.
43.7%). Taking into account the group with poor knowledge and education, and most of them youth, is evi-
dently, that the distribution confirms the hypothesis about a glocal religious renaissance at the age of globali-
zation. So, reducing the role of religion in modern society is recognized by 16.7% of respondents. Moreover,
a third of respondents (27.0%), recognizing the importance of religion in social relations, evaluate it more
negatively, recognizing it «as a means of manipulating public consciousness and behavior of a person. State
policy on regulation of interfaith relations is evaluated as positive by every second respondent (50.9%). And
the highest rating is given by the respondents who have higher education (58.6%). However, 12.6% of re-
spondents in our region pointed out that state is too obstinately interferes into the affairs of religious associa-
tions. However, there is a number of people who believe that the state religious policy is often «irresponsi-
ble»; «our state does not fully control the activities of religious associationsy»; and even some respondents
suggest that «there are too much religious communities in our society».

Make a point, that our research work let us reveal the respondents' assessment of religious impact on
individual social perspective. The vast majority of respondents believe that the influence of religion on the
ability to succeed in the modern society is minimal (37.4%) or absent at all (20.3%). However, 18.0% of re-
spondents agree that «religious affiliation in our society has a significant impact on the possibility of person-
al self-realization». Furthermore, respondents (about 23.0%) also emphasized the influence of this factor on
the separate spheres of social life, such as employment, the choice of a partner (helpmates), etc. Most differ-
entiation on answers to this question is on the ethnic criterion (Kazakhs — 20,1%, other ethnic groups —
13.3%). Thus, data show that ethnic and cultural values as the basis of the traditional strategies of social
adaptation and self-realization in Kazakhstani society have much more importance than religious affiliation.

The era of globalization is one of the most complicated and controversial historical periods. And the
biggest danger for humanity is not economic crises or destructive transformation of political systems, but in
destruction of socially important spiritual and moral foundations of personality. The dominance of material
values over spiritual are able to destroy the traditional ideas of good and bad, social responsibility and jus-
tice, citizenship and patriotism. The shift of accent in support of material values has been confirmed by the
results of our survey. Only 25.7% of our respondents said that the moral values for the majority of people
today are in prior, while the majority of them (64.4%) expressed the view that society moral values forced
out the material in our society today, and almost all the respondents are agree. Beside the main social im-
pacts of widespread distribution of material values are the following: «because of money people may forget
about friendship and love» (48.3%); "the main criterion for communication is concluded in material well-
being» (32.2%); «welfare is the most criterion for love» (15.4%). But, in daily practice social interaction of
people in our society, by respondents claim, are guided, above all, by moral values. Only 5.0% of respond-
ents indicated «getting any benefit» as the priority value in relations with others, while for 79.3% of them
marked «mutual kindness and respect». It is important, that the choice of priorities is in close dependence on
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education (89.7% of respondents, who have higher education versus 66.7% of respondents, who have sec-
ondary and vocational education), as well as ethnicity. So, on the one hand, 84.7% of respondents of Kazakh
ethnic group mark the same priority criteria. On the contrary, 13.1% of respondents indicate priority criteria
as «keeping their dignity» which belongs to the other ethnic groups living in Kazakhstan (18.2% of respond-
ents in this category). To sum up, personal strategies of social interaction and socialization as basic values
are governing, above all, by the spiritual and moral order. This conclusion is confirmed by answers to the
questions on fundamental life values (figure).

As you can see, for majority of respondents as basic social objectives mention the following: «universal
values of personal happinessy», «healthy»; «family»; «wealth»; «live in a good society»; «opportunity for self-
realization»; «happiness», «love and be lovedy.

It is significant that the purely material values, except for the «wealthy, associated with family well-
being and health, did not take higher positions. Moreover, for certain categories of respondents these values
have different significance. For example, as for men the most important values are «wealth», «self-
realization», «friendship», whereas women are focused on «healthy, «family», «happiness» and «lovey.
Young people appreciate «healthy, «family», «wealth», «happiness», but middle and older generations ap-
preciate such values as «health», «good social structure» and «family». Respondents with higher education
are focused primarily on such values as «healthy, «social justice», «happiness», «wealth», «self-realizationy.
This distribution is repeated in the responses of the respondents who is getting higher education, with the
exception of a more pronounced orientation on «family» «self-realization», «love», and «prosperity». Re-
spondents, who have secondary and vocational education appreciate «social justice», «lovey, «health», and
«prosperity» as the most values. On the national basis the responses are slightly differ, except for such values
as «family», «self-realization» and «social justice», which are more formulated in the responses of represent-
atives of «other ethnic groupsy.

Thus, taking into account personal strategies of social interaction, our respondents agree in one thing
— their prior values are mainly of spiritual and moral character and associated with human communication
that traditionally belongs to the culture of Kazakhstani society. In this regard, it should be noted that cultural
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values not necessarily are in a conflict with modernization processes, they often allow to preserve the cultur-
al identity of the country, contributing to its sustainable development in a globalizing world.

However, the actual behavioral strategies of people are often defined by situational context and can be
quite far from the ideal, which is confirmed by the results of the survey. So, 71.6% of respondents indicated
that their behavior depend on the situation, and sometime they are ready to abandon some principles. The
percentage of those who will never ignore the basic principles and those who are easily abandon them was
almost equal — 13.1% and 13.5%, respectively. Moreover, men (21.3%), representatives of «non-
indigenous» ethnic groups (20.6%) and older generation (17.1%), according to their responses are more prin-
cipal. It corresponds with the answers to the question: «Are you ready to support a person against your own
interests?». In this case, 75.2% of respondents said that they would decide in terms of situation; 14.9% of
respondents ready to the course of action, while 6.8% said they would never sacrifice their own interests.
And the intensity of altruistic attitudes appeared in dependence of a number of social criteria, such as: sex
(men — 22.5% of women — 10.6%), ethnicity (Kazakhs — 18,2%, representatives of other nationalities —
9,7%) and age (older age group — 17.1%, average age group — 14.0%; and younger age group — 14.5%).

Notice incidentally that the actions of «other» people, respondents tend to evaluate more critically. For
example, 36.9% of respondents come to agreement that today people appreciate personal interests higher
than the interests of society; 55.9% tick the answer that it «depends on the person», and only 4.5% believe in
priority of public interest of the most people in modern society. But significant differentiation by category in
this case is not observed, that is an additional sign of changes the mechanism of adaptation of a person to-
wards individual socialization.

So, the current stage of development of our society raises the problem of motivation in employment.
Job is a basic feature of human nature, and is a form of human life and society support, it also defines the
strategy of adaptive behavior.

Our research has allowed us to indicate the head-motives of respondents in the sphere of employment
(table).

As you can see from the Table predominant motivation of the majority of respondents are representa-
tions of moral than material order that corresponds with mentioned above survey results on other questions
of our questionnaire.

So, the most significant motive for both data and most categories is «the presence of interesting job that
satisfies». The most importance belongs to the category that job should be interesting and well paid, and
general social motivation is largely represented in the responses of men than women. Exceptional financial
motivation, according to the responses, is the least developed for both data in general, and in almost all cate-
gories of respondents. And significant percentage belong to the older age group and group of people who
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have secondary and vocational education, who point out the principal unwillingness to work, and it is enough
to note that most of them are of retirement age.

It is not surprising that 56.8% of respondents marked «the desire to help and support others» as head-
motive energizing them, while obtaining a personal benefit is guided only by 26.8%. The greatest altruism
demonstrated among the representatives of middle aged group (74.0%).

The research work helped us to confirm our hypothesis and do the following conclusions:

1. Most of the respondents do not have difficulties adapting to the changes taking place in society, be-
cause they are able to form individual socialization strategies that allow to adapt to the dynamic social pro-
cesses.

2. There is a stable statistically significant correlation between satisfaction of the financial situation and
the success of social adaptation.

3. There is a nationwide and not purely ethnic identity among the respondents, which indirectly mean
the success of political socialization.

4. Statistically significant direct correlation between the success of social adaptation and the develop-
ment of values of national identity was identified.

5. In Kazakhstani society are of great importance ethno-cultural values as the basis of traditional strate-
gies of social adaptation and self-realization, rather than religious affiliation.

6. Individual strategies of respondents in the sphere of social interaction and socialization as basic val-
ues are measured, above all, by the imperatives of spiritual and moral order.

7. Basic values of most respondents are primarily of spiritual and moral character and associated with
human communication that is traditionally belongs to the culture of Kazakhstani society.

8. The spiritual and moral motivation of most respondents in fact is not against the instrumental indi-
vidual approach to practical activities.

So, realization of social transformation of Kazakhstani society requires the development of a compre-
hensive concept, which would be able to cover all institutions and processes of social and cultural environ-
ment. In transitional Kazakhstani society, in contrast with the stable social systems of Western countries, the
rate of social and cultural changes is much higher, so it is important not to lose the general tendency of de-
velopment, while keeping a determine line to the modernization of society [3; 8].

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Application features of group work in the conditions
of educational process

The article discusses the relevance of the problem of using of innovative educational technologies in the pro-
fessional adaptation of young specialists, graduates, independent analysis and innovative forms of learning
students, the authors give the examples of influence on the formation of groups and the students’ competence.
Special attention is paid to innovative technologies the organization of the educational process of higher
school as critical thinking, group work, dialogical training and work with gifted and talented children.
The innovative technology of the educational process in high school the authors consider the dialogical learn-
ing. Based on the best practices of the Cambridge teachers the authors share their experience of using new
technology as part of teaching the curriculum for their specialty.

Key words: educational process, group work, dialogical training, team, cooperation, motivation, professional
adaptation, innovative learning technologies.

We began the article with words of the British historian, philosopher of history, the culturologist and
sociologist Arnold Joseph Toynbee «There is no achievement above, than to make indiscernible a side be-
tween work and game». Arnold Toynbee considered that it is necessary to organize working process so that
the person liked what he does and it should be attracted by the purpose of the activity, and process of work
brought pleasure. Game as anything else bewitches the person, brings him pleasure and attracts the person at
any age.

Game is a development tool of the child as persons. Each child trains at school where learns the world,
studies, brought up and matures. As well as game activity is necessary for the pupil of school, for the student,
and for any adult. One of the most productive forms of the organization of educational process where there
are game elements is group work.

Many years in student teaching used actively ideas of cooperation. Collective forms of work, group and
pair forms of the organization of cognitive activity of the child in educational process (Dyachenko V.K.,
Shchetkin M.P., etc.), different approach to training (Guzik N.P.), adaptive system of training (Granitskaya A.S.),
training individualization (Unt And., Kirsanov A.A., Schukin M.R.) for the purpose of the maximum devel-
opment of the pupil.

Practical experience shows that in this plan cooperation, collective, group, pair forms of the organiza-
tion of cognitive activity are very productive though development of the student in itself isn't the end result
of training. In collective cooperation motives of the person play nearly a paramount role as a lot of things
define in readiness to a compromise, work in adverse conditions, etc. Therefore if the higher school sets the
task of training of the pupil for life, for work, it has to think of a solution of the problem of motivational
training of the pupils.

In order that motives became the original engine of educational activity, it is necessary to change pro-
fessional — pedagogical position of the teacher in educational process, by keeping its information function
(however not as the leader) to develop ability skillfully to operate cognitive activity of pupils. It means, the
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organization, the analysis, control and correction have to be entered into procedures of activity of the student,
using for this purpose various tutorials and stimulations directed on that the student himself designed such
system of actions which would support his informative motives in an active state. It is for this purpose im-
portant that the student on each occupation passed through all psychology and pedagogical stages of educa-
tional process from perception before systematization, controllers the activity not only at some concrete stage
of a lesson, but also in the course of studying of all subject.

Group work — is a way of the organization of joint activity of students in small groups at the mediated
management and in cooperation with the teacher and other students.

Group work allows:

— to give each student emotional and substantial support without which at shy and weak children devel-

ops school uneasiness , and at leaders distorted character formation;

— to give each student the chance to be approved themselves;

—to give each student experience of performance of functions of control and an assessment, later —

a goal-setting and planning;

— to allow the teacher additional motivational resources to involve students in the content of training.

Meanwhile group work is a full-fledged independent form of the organization of training; this technolo-
gy bears the lines of innovative training: independent getting of knowledge as a result of search activity. Ef-
ficiency of group work is that students solve objectives, for children are created favorable conditions for ed-
ucational self-determination , there is a formation of skills of organizing work, and, perhaps, the most im-
portant, that in the course of group work are formed the reflexive abilities of students .

Work in group assumes collective thinking, in the course of it students uses the communicative quali-
ties, learns to oppose, protect the point of view. And it allows using group work in educational process.

Special attention demands at the organization of group work of the question of selection of students in
groups. There are some options of completing of groups:

1. Optional, when students are distributed on groups and unanimously elect the leader of group. Such
way of formation of groups, we consider, the most convenient for students, but for the teacher who needs to
be able to open each student, this way the least productive.

2. In a random way. For example: a lot, association by means of «forfeits», etc. The group is formed on
the basis of chance, and in the same group can join the students who in other circumstances could not inter-
act with each other, or even hostility. This reception of formation of groups for collaboration develops ability
to adapt to various conditions of activity and to different business partners at participants.

3. On a certain sign. For example: on the first letter of a name, from time to time years, on zodiac sign
etc. This way of division is interesting for, on the one hand, can unite students who or seldom interact with
each other, or in general feel emotional hostility, and with another — initially sets some general sign. Children
in one group have something that they are made related and at the same time separate from others.

4. Selection of group according to the leader. In this method of formation of group or the teacher gives
to a certain student a role of the leader, or students elect the leader and form group when each previous per-
son chooses the following.

5. By the choice of the teacher. The teacher has the right to elect the leader of group at discretion, there-
by to create equivalent groups and to give the chance to all students to show themselves. Thus for partici-
pants of group the choice of the teacher can be unclear and be perceived negatively.

The organization of group is the first and very important stage in group work. At this stage it is possible
to cause negative attitude to group in students or on the contrary to allow them to reveal in group.

After groups are created to the teacher it is necessary to explain a task to group and to give the roles.
In group can cast as well as the teacher, and participants of group. Existence at the student of a certain role
gives it the chance to reveal, feel the importance and need for work of group. Also not less important stage in
group work is development of rules of interaction as well as between members of group, and rules of interac-
tion between group and the teacher.

In any forms the studying there are the pluses and minuses as work in group is also form of education, it
means and in this form there are both positive and negative characteristics. In our opinion, treats the main
pluses of a group form of work:

— activity of students;

— convenient rate of work;

— presence at group of mutual aid;
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— lack of direct control of the teacher.

To an obvious lack of work of group belong:

— students in groups cannot always fully and deeply sort a training material;

— students can choose not the most economical and rational way of studying of this or that problem.

In group work the students are formed the following processes:

— Self-determination process. This process assumes that each participant of group understands the im-
portance in group, shows all the opportunities and talents. The purpose of this process — to gain self
independence and ego-trip in group.

— Research process. Each participant of group and all groups in general investigate this or that problem
or carry out an objective and by that independently cover all interesting material.

— Process of a goal-setting. This process is directed on understanding of a task and conditions of its per-
formance.

— Process of thinking. As we speak about group work, and process of thinking is considered as group or
collective. The purpose of this process is — to make the uniform decision, having listened to the
points of view of all participants of group.

All above-mentioned processes are very important for development of the student, for process of train-
ing and education. After all not only at school, in higher education institution people take part in group
work, but also further, in process of a growing, the person faces collective (group) in which it needs to inter-
act and show themselves.

Group work is innovative technology of training. In the course of group work the teacher departs from
traditional introduction of occupation. For example: at a traditional lesson the teacher asks a question, and
the student answers it, during the work in group the teacher asks a question to any student, and all group, and
having conferred the group gives the answer. In group work it is possible to capture the widest range of
knowledge of this or that subject, so for example, one group can consider positive sides of this or that prob-
lem, and the second group — negative. Summing up the results on this problem, we can draw a conclusion
that group work one of the most productive forms of the organization of educational cooperation. The es-
sence of group work distinguishing it from other general forms of education is expressed, mainly, available
direct interaction between pupils.

As the teachers of discipline «Social and pedagogical work with a family» and «Foreign language» we
conduct lessons with students of 3d and Ist courses speciality «Social pedagogics and self-knowledge» and
«Foreign language: two foreign languages». The lessons on which we planned to use a technique of group
work were focused on all subjects. The purpose of use of group work with students was to develop ability to
work in common for the solution of the set educational tasks since this important quality for future social
teacher who directly has to work in the sphere of formation of self-knowledge of pupils which isn't imagina-
ble without cooperation and interaction.

On the lessons were intensive group communication which became necessary attribute of educational
activity, and a subject of communication became:exchange of results of cognitive activity, their discussion,
discussions.

As a result of interpersonal communication increased the motivation:

Student A: «there is a personal responsibility, content from publicly endured success on occupationy.
All this forms qualitatively new relation to a subject, feeling of personal participation in common cause what
is a joint mastering knowledge at students.

For application of group work we planned the following stages of work:

1. So we divided group into microgroups for the solution of the specific educational objectives which
are a component of an all-group task: to draw a poster «My representation of a family», to make cinquain on
the subject «Lovey.

2. Each group received a certain task (identical). Uniform group work assumes performance by small
groups of students of a task, identical to all: «To make cinquain». During work joint discussion of the course
and results of work, the request for council to each other was allowed to members of group.

3. The organization of a workplace of a school desk moved so that could work together on 5 people and
to separate one group from another. Before work in common developed criteria of estimation of results of
work which fixed on stickers and glued for work: the poster has to be clear, correspond to a subject, etc.
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4. We went on working hours of groups on audience, watched work of groups, whether it managed to
group to find the most rational solution, whether were formed what mistakes, in case of difficulty got into
work of group.

5. In each group was allocated the «emotional» leader. It helped «to adjust» students on joint activity.
The student of «B» when faced misunderstanding of performance of a task by the student «S», began to ex-
plain quickly what to do: creative matrix.

6. During the group work activity amplified the interest and level of the gained knowledge, developed
the ability of communication, interaction with others: in games, in work on tasks.

7. The organization of group work arose a number of difficulties: so that group work was interesting, it
was necessary to consider individual abilities of everyone, on it we had no time; students answered in mono-
syllables, didn't develop the thoughts from the professional point of view, were afraid to be mistaken.

But students were convinced of advantage of collaboration, mutually communication, rallied among
themselves, learned to work in coordination and harmoniously, having feeling of group responsibility for
results of joint activity. The group form of the organization of work on occupations allowed including active-
ly students in the atmosphere of coauthorship, to create motivation of training, to stimulate personal percep-
tion of material. Students appear in conditions when they want to speak because in microcollective everyone
feels the personal importance, belief in the opportunities and force. The group form of the organization of
work, besides, does obvious efforts and abilities of everyone that is natural incentive of healthy creative
competition. Results of collaboration of students in groups, as a rule, are always much higher in comparison
with performance of the same task by everyone individually. The main effectiveness is that students help
each other, to bear collective responsibility for results of members of group.

Productive team work is the consolidation and improvement of student’s knowledge. After explaining
the material offers students several examples to solve together. In the course of solutions we find out all the
strange questions. After this work to give students a task for the independent exercise, which helps them to
reproduce acquired knowledge. Analyzing the issue, students listen to concerns everyone. The first students
expressed with low educational opportunities. Unfolding process of discussion, during which secured the
material studied.

The group form of work pays off, and the repetition of previously learned material. The work of stu-
dents in groups at this stage of training improves their activity. Repeat the process turns into a reproductive
and search activity can form an in-depth knowledge of all students. The group used a form of academic work
and in identifying the knowledge and skills of students. To carry out mutual control of knowledge in educa-
tional groups in the structure of the lesson stands out for 5—7 minutes. We write questions on the board in
advance, in response to which the students report to a group and how the learned material. Listening to the
answers comrade, they corrected it, clarify certain provisions. At that time We watch them work, figuring out
inaccuracies in knowledge. Various types of mutual knowledge test groups allow students to develop effec-
tive self-management skills in training activities. Mutual control contributes to the improvement of opera-
tional control from the teacher of the quality of students mastering of knowledge and skills, it allows the
teacher to get quite accurate advance information about the level of their training, to organize smooth opera-
tion of all students significantly improve their performance.

Collective jobs make the lesson more interesting, alive, educate the students conscious attitude to
school work, stimulate mental activity, allow many times to repeat the material helps the teacher to explain
and to constantly monitor the knowledge, skills and abilities at students of all classes. We see that students
increased levels of development, training and education. The teacher is able to really carry out an individual
approach to students: take into account their ability, the pace of work; by dividing the class into groups, give
assignments group differentiated by the difficulties on the volume of educational material.

We note that the collective form of training places high demands on the teacher. It is, above all, must be
proficient in the discipline of students. This form of training requires special organizational effort. Working
groups should be in the field of view of the teacher. The teacher should encourage students to work together.
It is necessary to master the method of determining the tasks for group work, ably guide the work of the stu-
dents. In the course of this work it is necessary to carefully monitor the progress of cooperation in different
groups of pupils, their behavior in different situations of the educational process. The teacher must act as an
arbiter in all disputes, directing training activities in the progressive development. The teacher needs to en-
sure that a position is occupied by students in groups with low educational opportunities. They must include
vigorous activity in the study of new material. Master students should be encouraged to cross check done.
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Mutual checks, interviews always produce a collision of different points of view. This promotes thorough
analysis of the content of educational material.

Change of requirements to result predetermines need of changes of educational process. Now it is nec-
essary to refuse completely idea of educational process as process of information transfer. The main role of
the teacher is to become the organizer of cognitive activity where the student becomes the main character.
The teacher has to organize and operate educational process.

Formation of key competence in educational process can be provided, first of all, with change of educa-
tional technologies. Use of innovative pedagogical technologies allows getting to the teacher new opportuni-
ties to influence traditional pedagogical process of training and to increase its efficiency.

For mastering the discipline «Innovative technologies in the educational process at school», which is
taught in the 4th course, you must have knowledge of techniques teaching self-knowledge, pedagogy, intro-
duction to the teaching profession.

The knowledge and skills acquired in the study course «Innovative technologies in the educational pro-
cess in the school» can be claimed in the study of special subjects such as methods of teaching self-
knowledge, use of TRE in the classroom, new technologies in education. The purpose of the special training
course «Innovative technologies in the educational process at school» to equip the teacher knowledge and
skills needed to work in the school, vocational and technical schools.

Objectives of the course to familiarize with the theoretical basics of methods of teaching chemistry,
with the latest achievements of modern pedagogy and their applications to the teaching methodology of self-
knowledge.

Learning outcomes:

Upon completion of the course of future chemistry teacher should know:

— theoretical foundations of teaching methods;

— education, educational and developmental goals in the learning process;

— the content of programs, textbooks and teaching aids, regulatory documentation;

—advanced learning technologies most frequently used in teaching;

— to be able to make plans, summaries of various types and kinds of lessons, analyze lessons to use ped-

agogical experiment.

For example: Subject. Barriers to training: teaching and learning according to the age characteristics of
students. Pedagogically effective tools: learning how to learn.

Selection and specification of pedagogical approaches in order to over-
come barriers to learning, including — age features.

4. Concentration and educational efforts on the personality of each student; assist students in learning
how to learn.

5. The concentration of attention and effort on the methods and approaches of learning how to learn.

Pedagogically effective tools: the use of information - communication technologies (ICT) in
teaching and learning.

Tasks:

1. The objectives of the use of ICT in teaching and learning.

2. Method of using ICT in the classroom, in order to improve the quality of education.

Subject. Assessment for learning and assessment of learning. The purpose of the evaluation process.
The essence of assessment for learning (EAL). Preparing for the assessment of teaching and learning.

Tasks:

1. Method of EAL in the planning process of learning.

2. Method of EAL in the classroom.

3. Preparation of teachers for assessment (performance setting) teaching and learning processes during
the implementation of interventions / changes.

Subject. Education of talented and gifted students. Pedagogically effective tools: the dialogical conver-
sation and learning.
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Tasks:

1. Using the appropriate approaches in the classroom. Individualization of learning in order to enhance
the talented and gifted students.

2. The essential characteristics of dialogical learning.

3. Methods of using the conversation in the classroom in order to ensure the quality of education.

Subject. Pedagogically effective tools: critical thinking.

Tasks:

1.The essential characteristics of critical thinking.

2. Using critical thinking in teaching.

The central moment is change of the organization of process of training. It is necessary the introduction
of such forms and methods of teaching which are based on own responsibility of students. The shift of the
teachers’ emphasis is from activity to the independent doctrine, responsibility and activity of pupils, repre-
sentation the results of activity.

It is possible to carry to active methods of training what are constructed on communicative interaction
and independent getting and application of knowledge by pupils: brainstorming, method of projects, train-
ing, research method, business games, etc.

To
justify this provision draws a parallel between the Soviet socialism and Soviet literature. As a methodological
framework was used by the famous Kazakh philosopher B.G.Nurzhanov.
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Attributes of social integrity

The author raises the problem of the search of social integrity through an adequate understanding of it. In
modern social philosophy there are many definitions, concepts and approaches in understanding of society,
sometimes conflicting. One hand, the society is represented by an integrated organization by definition, but,
on the other hand, this unity in the history of mankind has always broken. Then what do «integrity» as an at-
tribute of the social structure and how to create it? It is necessary to have a correct understanding of the dif-
ference between such concepts as «society», «community», «state». The determining factor is also the using
of the successful methodology of social cognition of study social life, especially today. All this is not only
cognitive interest. The search for the integrity of society is a necessity for solution of social problems and
disasters.

Key words: society, community, state, paradigm, truth, reductionism, integrity, synergy, knowledge, tech-
nique.

Nothing in the world does not exist singly. Under the category of «individuality» should be understood
not only the quantitative aspect («single»), but also qualitative. In a quantitative sense, there is nothing in one
copy (not to be confused with the concept of 'uniqueness'), and in the quality — everything in it is intercon-
nected, is in alliance with like itself. In other words, when we talk about the existence of the world, we mean
by that co-existence in the world, one of the particular cases of which is the principle of «corporate». Every-
thing lives, there is functioning within the general «corporation» and its separate. This is a prerequisite, an
attribute, a way of being of the world, but otherwise the world would not exist. At the same time it is a clear
prerequisite for the possibility to know it (although to what extent — is another question). After all, what is
the process of understanding the world? This finding in it laws, laws, development trends, and possible evi-
dence only if it interconnectedness and interdependence. We take a look around and find all this mass of evi-
dence.

The exception to the rule in this world can not be a person who is also in spite of the many conflicting
hypotheses about its appearance it is part of a whole part of the World building. Another thing, a way of be-
ing human — specific, markedly different from the others.

The main and defining feature of the human factor, and education is the presence of intelligence, con-
sciousness («consciousness» is used here in the sense of consciousness in general, and not as a degree of so-
phistication among men). And call it education — society.

The concept of «society» should not be confused with the concept of «community». The difference be-
tween them is significant in spite of the single root «Society» — «general». Russian term «shared» dates
back to ancient Russian root «obchy», meaning «what's around». Latin verb «socio» means «connect»,
«combine», «conceive joint work». Hence the original meaning of the concept «society» — a community
alliance cooperation.

Community is a form of co-existence of people related by common descent, language, and the fate of
views. These are gender, race, nationality, nation, family, class, caste and many other communities.

Society is a product targeted and intelligently organized joint activities of large groups of people united
not on the basis of common and shared interests, and the contract.

German sociologist, one of the pioneers of professional sociology in Germany, founder of the «under-
standing sociology», a supporter of «formal sociology» Ferdinand Tonnies (1855-1936), distinguishing be-
tween these concepts, a community characterized by two essential features. This, above all, a social associa-
tion, based on proximity, proximity (solidarity by similarity as Durkheim would say). This may be the geo-
graphical proximity: the village, commune, parish nation. It could be a psychological proximity or consan-
guine (especially persistent Tennis stresses common blood) — the best example of this is the family. Finally,
we can talk about spiritual intimacy, a kind of consanguinity of minds, which is close by, and their kind:
friendship, by Tonnies, almost fits into the concept of community. It goes beyond the extent that it has a
point of «selective affinity» associated with freedom of choice, while the community — the social associa-
tion of natural, spontaneous, prior individual; it is the second essential characteristic. Commonality not create
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— it find open. In the community, strictly speaking, do not come — it will automatically turn, want it or not.
With a community linked by generic ties, it is impossible to avoid. «Individual course belongs to his family,
his village, his country, his race — and ownership of this natural, involuntary» [1; 89].

Tonnies characterized society by antithetical traits. It is a conscious social union based on the contract
and joining the members. It includes free, on their own — but may not enter. Society — the product is entire-
ly artificial — in nature, in a natural way, it does not exist. His pose, because they see in it a certain interest.
What interest? The logic of common human sense tells us that initially, at the beginning of human existence,
our ancestors decided to create their own association as the need to get away from the wildness of nature,
spontaneity, randomness, unpredictability, deceit, that certainly poses a great danger to human life.
The Company is not based on proximity, proximity or kinship — it is based on interest. Membership in the
society is associated in this case with the benefits that can be drawn from this. But the concept of interest is
to be understood broadly and comprehensively. It includes material interests that form the basis of trade as-
sociations, trade unions, insurance companies, associations of solidarity; intellectual interests, which are the
source of the creation of scientific associations, literary or philosophical circles, academies, art associations;
moral interests, brings to life the charitable associations, temperance societies, associations, mutual aid.

But here again, we need to take into account the hierarchy of criteria in determining society. If the key
criterion we call the artificiality of any public association, it should not be ignored, for example, a quantita-
tive criterion in determining society. And then society understood as a universal association, not a society
understood as a philosophical or literary circle.

It should also distinguish between the concepts of «society» and «state». For a long time in the philo-
sophical knowledge of these concepts are not disconnected. It was only with the emergence of bourgeois re-
lations, where social structure has become complicated, namely to develop the political sphere, in which, as
we know, the key issue is the question of power in society, scientists began to share (though initially only
terminology) them.

It turned out that the state is a product of society at a certain stage of its development. It occurs in the
process of social division of labor, when, along with artisans, herders, traders, allocated in an isolated group
of people whose profession — management.

Thus, if a society — is a historically evolving system of human relations that developed as a result of
their interaction in the process of life together, the state — a means of social control.

The term «Company» is thus clearly derived from the ratio of the concepts of «society» and «community»;
«Society» and «state»; «Society» and «nature». This is a human education, on the one hand inscribed in the
natural reality, and, on the other hand, opposes it. This discernible specific features of social reality.

What are they? From the viewpoint of classical social philosophy specificity society in relation to the
nature characterized by the following features:

— the presence of the factor of consciousness, rationality;

— hence the complex interplay of natural (natural) and artificial (culture) factors in the social organism

(because man — the unity of biological and social);

— the existence of objective and subjective processes of human activity, their complex dialectic;

— availability of employment as the basis of society;

— the history of society in contrast to the natural processes made by people;

— the society to study harder than nature;

— social forecasts have a huge range of probability that distinguishes them from the forecasts of nature;

— evolutional for a much smaller amount of time, unlike nature, dominated by the principle of cyclicity

and repetition;

— limit the action of social laws in time ...

But the classical paradigm in the study of society in the XX—XXI centuries, began to lose its relevance
in many of its provisions. It is found in many metaphysical, straightness, idealization, in many respects op-
portunistic, certain lifelessness. This is not surprising. Classical social paradigm absorbed sound facility in
the knowledge society and the world as a whole. But at the turn of 19-20 centuries in all spheres of
knowledge in the natural sciences, as well as humanitarian, discovered a whole new trend in the develop-
ment, indicating a more complex functioning of the world of nature and society, the presence in it of factors
such as relativity, subjectivity , irrationality, chance and even uncertainty. For the first time the uncertainty in
the development of the world talking naturalists, scientists, when in 1927 Heisenberg was discovered the
principle of the uncertainty relation in the order of the the principle of subsidiarity Bohr. In quantum physics
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was the discovery of the antiproton, proving the existence of two forms of matter — particles and antiparti-
cles. According to one of the key provisions of the new theory, we can assume probability of the existence of
another world, or the anti-world, consisting of antimatter. For this discovery was awarded the Nobel Prize
award to two American scientists — nuclear scientists Emilio Segre and Owen Chamberlain. This has led to
fundamental changes in both the natural sciences and especially the social picture of the world. And it is
even more aggravated by dramatic changes in the world of human activity caused mainly grand scientific
discoveries.

In an era of scientific and technological revolution the world has changed society in many ways — its
quantitative change such as the acceleration of social time with dialectical inevitably led to tremendous
qualitative transformation. We are on the «threshold» completely unknown reality that frightens us greatly.
For example, now it is found that nature also socialized. Due to large-scale human activities, penetrated deep
into its structure, nature has changed. Now she is not the one that was up to the individual — pristine, un-
touched. At the same time it changed its relation with the quality of society. Unbiased confrontation between
nature and society is mediated by a man, his influence on her. Nature acts so humanized material, anthropo-
morphic, unlike the myth, reality becomes apparent. Nature is actively involved in the human space, thus
expanding the social reality. As it turns out, nature also has its own history. But more precisely, under the
influence or pressure, human nature gets its own history. And now that has changed, it is in turn a completely
new, unknown to us, affects society.

We live in a period of acceleration of social time, which led to a natural change in the social space.
In addition, the trend of the maturing of the usual ratio of social time and space under the influence of a high
level of development of information technologies (being here and now, to chat over a vast area, including
past and future). This century has got a lot of epithets, these thinkers — contemporaries: «post-industrial so-
ciety», «information society», «post-modern society», «postmodern society» and represents a qualitatively
and quantitatively new education than we know in the history of mankind.

The term «postmodern society» was introduced in the philosophical literature of the French post-
structuralism (G.Deleuze, Jean-F.Liotar, Derrida, R. Barthes, etc.). As a symbol of the state of the spiritual
life of society, associated with the destruction of metanarratives (the «rules of the game» culture) that justify
human life and society in general.

As you know, the twenty-first century — the era of radical changes in all spheres of human life. Age of
dynamic variety of events, ups and accidents, controversial and amazing, «energy» in various senses of the
word. «The twentieth century did not live by the clock, and a stopwatch ...» — sung in one of the songs.
It requires maximum mobility of modern man, concentration, alertness, constant tension, change the tradi-
tional landmarks of life, breaking stereotypes — in general, innovative thinking. The reality that emerged
suddenly around us, often paradoxical and absurd. There is a total break-up lifestyle, worldview. Man is in
the face of the new reality, which has not had time to adapt, which in many ways seems to be alien and hos-
tile to him, it is very difficult to comprehend everything in a timely manner.

The man «ripped» from your own life. In accelerating the time he lives or past, yearning for it and call-
ing it often «good», or the future, laying on a large bright hope. He does not live here and now. All the time
he is only willing to live. Therefore, the end perceives as a surprise.

This is reflected in the nature of relationships between people. Human life, according poststructuralists,
within a pre-industrial society was a game between man and nature. At that time, people were working in
small groups and were dependent on the nature. In industrial society, the nature of the machine is replaced.
The main type of interaction becomes the interaction between man and man. However, this interaction does
not mean communication that focuses on communication. During this communication are the only people in
certain social roles. We are talking about the relationship between the subjects of society, that is a relation-
ship with a purely practical value and not for the sake of dialogue communication. In the post-industrial so-
ciety is a situation in which the length of human relationships is growing, people are carried on our life as the
things and places. The thing can be thrown away and replaced with a new one. In the same way to treat peo-
ple, if we consider them only as carriers of social roles. Therefore, from the point of view of the sociologist
Daniel Bell of the US «people need to learn to live with each other» [2; 91].

According to the Russian philosopher T.H.Kerimov «... Architectonic modern society today is seen not
one-dimensional, homogeneous, but a multi-dimensional and multi-faceted. Each of its faces is approved in
his world, taking into account other possible worlds. The society has always been a heterogeneous, but now
his heterogenization was not just a fact, but also an acute problem [3; 3]. In an effort to identify the modemn
society Umberto Eco discusses our epoch as «a new Middle Ages», Michel Maffesoli takes us into a society
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of tribal type Jacques Derrida — in society «coming of democracy», Peter Drucker heralds a «new plural-
istic» society». And the American futurist Fukuyama declared the «end of History and the Last Man» (com-
pare with Marx's idea of the beginning of the true history of mankind).

As part of the classical tradition of society understand the basis of an external archetype of order —
Space, God, Nature, the idea — which organizes, guarantees the stability, integrity, social functionality, stay-
ing out of the social space. Ideal of social searched in union, merger, ordering, goal-setting and expediency.
It was the sociality around something in common (the history and evolution of the Company are considered
linearly).

And, indeed, the first stages of its inception, the society, social relations, institutions were an attempt to
jointly solve the pressing problems of the people in order to survive and improve. Recall virtuous degrees
Al-Farabi, which requires a person to compensate for the limited individual human potential creation of col-
lective social organism, promoting the achievement of universal happiness. In other words, society arose to
improve human life through the order, harmony, coherence, rationalize it, which corresponded to ideas of
homogeneity of society. But the further evolution of society creates a tendency to «snowball», associated
with the increasing complexity, acceleration, invariance, relativization of social processes.

It is time to reverse the impact of society on the human tendency of subdual person for themselves, un-
der the soulless machine society, a monster Leviathan. It seems that, like the nature of human society aveng-
es stage of social progress. And as a cry of despair Rousseau sounds the famous slogan «back to nature!».

Hence, the worsening trend of striving for East Indian and Taoist wisdom to their principles of non-
action, with the flight of sociality. We think that the path of human development — is the path of the infinite
extremes reels from one side to the opposite, the inability to find the «golden mean», measure, moderation,
to which called Confucius, Buddha, Solon and other ancient sages.

Apparatus of modern social sciences and humanities is not sufficient for the decision before us now
embarked social problems. It turns out that the science used to explain society and human, but in the field of
social research that was not enough, so suddenly identify the problems of conformity of the science of socie-
ty within the meaning of social demands. And then I have a lot of the classical sociology, such as:

— understanding of the human community as an abstraction, driven by the utopian ideal of the projects;

— alinear view of history (hence the idea of the «end of history»);

— focus on the outer man (man in general);

— absolutisation goal-setting ideas and feasibility;

— rigid determinism;

— ignoring the problem of the quality of human life (due to rabid rationalism and constructivism);

— and many others. But this raises a new postmodern frightening trend «of inflation truth» when offset
by the possibility and the importance of social cognition in connection with the discovery of relativistic con-
ception of truth. Hence the special importance in a holistic study of society today by general sociological and
philosophical approaches. The sociological approach is largely related to the study of social structure, specif-
ic mechanisms of social development, having in the arsenal of empirical research methods, such as question-
naires, surveys, testing, interviewing. The philosophical approach to studying the society of integrity, focus-
ing on such concepts as the goal, the driving forces, the meaning and direction of the historical process. The-
oretical background of the «philosophy of society» contained in antiquity, in the «philosophy of history»
(a term introduced by Voltaire), in an attempt to comprehend the essence of the early thinkers of society, its
ideals and goals. This ancient historians Herodotus, Thucydides, Polybius, Plutarch. Next is Augustine,
Leibniz, Vico, Montesquieu, Hegel, Schopenhauer, Spengler, Toynbee, Conte and others.

Fundamental questions of social philosophy is the question of the relationship between objective and
subjective factors in the development and emergence of society. On this occasion, there have always been
different views. Let's start with the extreme right opposite positions on the issue. It is, above all, on whether
the story of a purely objective process, similar to the growth of a living organism, a kind of biological evolu-
tion, or whether it was deliberately constructed by people like some mechanism. In other words, the question
of what society considered — an independent body, the natural continuation of the development, but at a dif-
ferent stage or mechanism, running man — in other words, dead or alive form.

According to the first point of view, the emergence of human society — a continuation of nature and
develop it as a result of the evolution of «codes of conduct» (technological, social, cultural, moral, religious).
These «rules of conducty», as a rule, no one consciously invented, but emerged as a result of a very complex
process in which each step was accomplished on the basis of all previous history. The future is born past,
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history is not on the subjective intentions of man. Just as a new body of an animal does not arise because the
animal previously understood its utility and a new social institution more often than not created intentionally
to achieve a particular goal. Proponents of this approach to the question of the origin of society and all social
formations are historical materialists (historical materialism — a socio-philosophical trend that sees the
primacy of objective material processes in the genesis of society, that is, push the materialist conception of
history). These include, for example, is Marxist philosophy (founder Karl Marx), who saw in all social
phenomena, such as the formation of the society, private property, classes, government and others in the first
operation of the objective (independent from persons) material processes.

The second view argues that society is built logically people, as appropriate, on the basis of the decision
in advance, based on the arbitrariness of subjective will of man power. Among the supporters of this
approach include the British modern philosophy of Thomas Hobbes, John Locke, the French Enlightenment
philosopher Jean-Jacques Rousseau — the author of contractual social theories, according to which private
property, the state emerged on the basis of artificial agreement between people. As part of this approach,
there is an idea that is quite possible, and often necessary, to ignore historical trends, popular character, value
system worked out for centuries. But the decisive role played by those who possess the necessary knowledge
and skills: these are the true creators of history. They must first work out a plan, and then customize the life
under these plans. The whole nation is only material in their hands. As a carpenter of wood or concrete
engineer, they elevate this material a new design, a scheme which had previously been developing.
Obviously, with such a view between «material» and «creators» is a gulf, «creators» can not accept «stufft»
as the same people (it would prevent its processing), but it is able to experience him antipathy and irritation
if it He refuses to properly understand their role.

Choosing one or the other of these concepts (extreme objectivism and extreme subjectivism) — is not
just a heuristic discrepancy. It largely depends on development of the ideology of the state (so now the issues
of social philosophy, the problem of the state is a priority in the policy of the States). And besides, it forms
two people of different psychological types. Taking the first point of view, the person feels an assistant and
collaborator far exceeding his powers. Take the second — an independent creator of history, the demiurge, a
little god, and in the end — a rapist. That is something this way and there is a society without freedom, no
matter how democratic attributes of such an ideology nor to furnish.

Between these polar positions in solving the relation of objective and subjective produced a huge range
of different paradigms in the interpretation of society.

1. The concept of organicism, when there is an identification with the biological organism of society
and an attempt to explain social life biological laws (for example, the concept of social Darwinism justifying
the law of natural evolution in society: the survival of the fittest.

2. The concept of geographical determinism, when the climate, geographical environment, ethnic, racial
differences determine the social processes.

3. The concept of society as a product of an arbitrary agreement of individuals (Social Contract,
Rousseau, Jean-Jacques).

4. Consideration of anthropological principle of society and man as part of nature (Spinoza, Diderot et al.).
Beginning this principle was laid in ancient philosophy. After all, the space (for the Greek. Cosmos) — this
is the whole universe, the whole world, which is opposed to the chaos its order and beauty. Greek
municipality offers artists imitate nature. Greek peeping over the nature and studied her harmony, excellence
and moderation. The aesthetic ideals of Greek culture: the beauty, the measure, harmony. Beauty was
understood primarily as proportionality, certainty, order. The measure — is the principle source of all things,
the characteristics of perfection. «Nothing in excess» — recorded on the pediment of the Temple of Apollo
at Delphi. Worthy acknowledged the existence of a society, the corresponding genuine, high, unchanging
human nature. In modern conditions the most comprehensive study of philosophical anthropology given
Scheler.

5. The theory of social action that occurred in the 20s of XX century (interpretive sociology).
According to this theory, the basis of social relations is the establishment of «meaning» (understanding)
intents and purposes of each other. The main thing in the interaction between people — their awareness of
common goals and objectives and the action to be adequately understood by other participants in social
relations.

6. Functionalist approach (Parsons, Merton). Society is seen as a system of objective and subjective
factors.
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7. A holistic approach. Society is seen as an integral ring system, logical functions on the basis of both
linear state management mechanism using internal energy-information resources and external coordination
of certain non-linear structure (conciliar society) with the influx of external energy.

Such social concepts, trying to gain insight into the social system, to understand the mechanisms, trends
in the development of society very much. Rich in their diversity suggests that they are directly linked to
issues relating to the essence, nature and destiny of man, which is an open problem to this day.

Thus, we come to a very important milestone in the philosophical understanding of society. According
to the Russian philosopher V.E.Kemerov, modern «social peace somehow drawn into the interaction
requiring a new, multi-dimensional and yet quite specific ideas about the rules of life of the human
community, about the rules by which a community can be described, possible understood and prepared for
the next stages of their evolution ... one human community ceases to be an abstraction becomes a reality.
And this principle to its evolution, shifting it changes the orientation of their communication and cultural,
scientific and other subsystems reveals their dependence on the changes taking place with the people» [4; 7].
The scale of this interaction can not be overestimated — we enter a period of inevitable globalization. This is
the application of modern times, which could not conceive of classical sociology.

This situation creates a strong incentive for the development of social philosophy. The Society
specifically applied to the social philosophy when they do not know how to develop further when the
prospects for development are vague when it experiences a vital need for new reforms in its functioning, in
the system of social relations caused very extensive and diverse social system as a whole, ie heterogeneity .
«Heterogeneous society dramatically increases demands on the philosophy that studies the social processes.
Traditional methods of thinking in the face of new challenges are unsatisfactory. There is a need to overcome
stereotypes in philosophy. This need is realized by changing and deepening the theoretical and
methodological foundations of social and philosophical knowledge» [5; 7].

The research influence of features of related relationship of the kazakh people,

Article on the subject «Research Influence of Features of Related Relationship of the Kazakh People, on
Formation of National Consciousness» opens the theoretical and practical analysis of this problem. As the
main problem of research the problem of formation of national consciousness, through the related relations is
considered. In it the assessment of an osobennosteykazakhsky family and a role in formation of national
consciousness is given. In experimental part the complete description of the conducted research is given.
As tool material the author's questionnaire was used. Questions of the questionnaire are directed on studying
of influence of features of the national related relations. This perspective has the practical and theoretical
importance today.
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Professional thinking of psychologists in the studying
of the subject of psychology

Actual and important problem of specialists-psychologists training is purposeful and systematic formation of
their professional features of mental activity. Today the problem of purposeful formation of professional
thinking of psychologists isn't formulated as one of priority in high school preparation. In this article the
problem of psychological science in theoretical and practical aspects of formation students- psychologists'
professional thinking which considerably define success of their activity in the future is considered. Actually
it is links of one chain, between them there is an internal connection which can't be understood, considering
these manifestations separately, alone. Thus, an actual and important problem of training of specialists-
psychologists is a purposeful and systematic formation of their professional features of mental activity.

Key words: professional thinking, representations of knowledge, mental activity, valuable and semantic rela-
tion to psychology, psychodiagnostics, analytical-synthetical activity, cause and effect relations, professional
activity.

Reflections about the subject of psychology are important in connection with a question on which deci-
sion in many respects depends further progress of psychological science, both in theoretical, and in practical
its aspects, this is the question of thinking of the psychologist: what it must be to provide successful
knowledge of various psychic reality which makes an essence of his work. Connection of these two ques-
tions — theoretical-methodological about the subject of psychology and practice-oriented about specifics of
the professional thinking of psychologist is obvious since it is clear that the thinking of the learning subject
has to correspond to the reality learned by him [1; 26].

The problem of professional thinking of experts of various profiles started being studied actively from
the second half of the XX century. Such scientists as B.F. Teplov, V.A. Chebysheva, A.A. Batalov,
Z.A. Reshetova, E.A. Klimov, D.N. Zavalishina, K.M. Romanov, etc. in their works tried to open essence of
this phenomenon and to analyse structure and specifics of its functioning. Specifics of professional thinking
are in many respects caused by features of professional activity in general, and also those tasks which the
expert should solve in the course of its performance. The greatest interest for us represents professional
thinking of the psychologist.

The huge attention to a problem of formation of psychological thinking and vocational training of psy-
chologists in the works is given by K.M. Romanov. He considers that in psychology the complete concept of
psychological training of students isn't developed yet. The traditional approach to the solution of this prob-
lem dominating in the modern education system is focused, mainly, on formation of knowledge, skills which
are certainly necessary for future expert, however aren't sufficient for statement and the effective solution of
possible psychological tasks. Researches of the author show that the most widespread methodical forms of
teaching psychology are the lecture, seminar and laboratory researches which don't allow to form fully psy-
chological thinking and scientific knowledge. Student's knowledge forming in the course of such lessons is
not scientific, but everyday, not really acting, but formal, not generalized and abstract, but narrow according
to the contents and attached to concrete situations. As a result, students aren't capable to allocate the corre-
sponding mental phenomena in the conditions of real practice [2; 112—134].

The significant contribution to development of this problem was made by such scientist as
A.A. Gopkalo who allocated the following characteristics of professional thinking of the psychologist: prac-
tical orientation, communication with the emotional sphere, strong-willed and cognitive processes, flexibility,
ability to allocate essential, interaction of figurative and conceptual components. A.A. Gopkalo notes that the
formation of certain types and forms of thinking are of great importance for professional activity of the psy-
chologist. As the author notes: «... level of their functioning can be the factor which defines degree of readi-
ness, formation of the expert, possibility of forecasting of his professional development».

Considerable scientific interest causes studying not only different types and styles of professional think-
ing of the psychologist, but also a subject of this thinking. G.S. Abramova, being guided by the cultural and
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historical theory of L.S. Vygotsky, as such subject allocates the psychological reality recorded in its qualita-
tively specific characteristics and available to possible influences and self-influences, moreover possible:
«when activity of the person is read as the text — mental manifestation as the text». Reliability of thinking of
the psychologist is defined by the contents in it the scientific concepts allowing to enter complete character-
istics of the subject, to fix, describe them, and also to influence them, distinguishing new properties.

S.V. Petrova, considering concept as the main unit of the analysis of professional thinking, marked out
distinctive feature of psychology and pedagogical concepts: big degree of generality which is shown in ten-
dency of the psychologist to allocation of the generalized characteristics of object. Psychologists apply pat-
rimonial transformation as a way of an operationalization of concepts. In practical activities psychologists
apply the attributive generalized transformation of concepts characteristics of the pupil and transformation in
terms of the generalized actions — attempts to generalize properties and actions of the defined object. Psy-
chologists are inclined to analyze situations of professional activity by their generalization.

On the basis of the concept of theoretical thinking and substantial generalization by V.P. Andronov ap-
proach to formation of students' professional thinking was developed. The author pays much attention to a
problem of a goal formation, a problem definition, planning and forecasting in the structure of professional
thinking. Educational activity of students on practical lessons is based as construction and the stage-by-stage
decision of system of the professional tasks representing situations of professional reality. The solution of
these tasks allows future experts to seize the main components of theoretical thinking [3; 159-178].

The base of psychological education is made by general psychology which is studied at first as «Intro-
duction to psychology», then in the form of profound study of its main sections one of which makes the
theme «Thinking». The considerable part of materials is studied at seminars. Students seize empirical meth-
ods of research of thinking in practical works. Since a third year students specialize in primary branches of
psychological science: psychology of work, age, pedagogical, medical, social psychology, psychophysiolo-
gy. The general psychology also represents special area of specialization of students. Thus, the theme
«Thinkingy is considered as it were in four different aspects: 1) as the section «Introduction to Psychology»,
2) as the section of the systematic course «General Psychology», 3) as the section of branch courses
(in courses of «Pathopsychology» and «Neuropsychology» the question of thinking pathology is considered,
«The age psychology» — a problem of ontogenetic development of thinking), 4) as an area of specialization
in the general psychology. In other words, «thinking» as a teaching subject (and scientific researches) is ra-
ther differentiated now. This manual is focused first of all on the second of the listed aspects of considera-
tion, but can partially be used and within the fourth aspect.

The thinking arises as the process included in life activity, while developing it turns into rather inde-
pendent activity having the motives, the purposes, the ways. By means of thinking one of levels of mental
reflection including both conscious, and unconscious components is provided, thinking as activity is regulat-
ed by these reflections. Activity is always developed in time, it procedural therefore it is impossible to op-
pose characteristics as mental process and as activity. Products of thinking enter that integrated education
which A.N. Leontyev called «image of the world», and at the same time make its qualitatively peculiar com-
ponent. The thinking is included in communication, it makes a necessary component of impact on other per-
son, acts of communication, is included in processes of interpersonal knowledge. The thinking can take the
form of joint activity. At a certain stage of development of people it is capable to mental communication
(to «playing» of the interactions with other people in the intellectual plan). The thinking of the person is per-
sonally caused the same as it is caused also by his individual features. The thinking is a necessary component
of reflection of the personality and itself becomes an object of this reflection. Problems development of psy-
chology of thinking in structure of primary branches of psychological science (differential psychology, psy-
chophysiology, psychology of work, management, social, age, pedagogical, medical psychology) demands
the special analysis [4; 480].

We will consider as this theoretical representation is connected with a practical question of formation of
students-psychologists’ professional thinking considerably defining success of their activity in the future, and
by what features it has to be characterized.

One of the possible answers consists in that the good psychologist has to own the sufficient volume of
professional knowledge, skills. However only existence of knowledge doesn't guarantee achievement one of
the main goals of professional activity of the psychologist — finding (understanding) of the valid reason of
this or that psychological phenomenon, act of the person or his behavior in general.

Other answer consists that for increase of efficiency of psychologists’ professional activity it is neces-
sary to provide with sufficient amount of the perfect psychodiagnostic means, characterized by high resolu-
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tion ability. However it won't be a cardinal solution as now the psychodiagnostics reached such stage when
only the increase in quantity of techniques or their improvement can't already provide significant improve-
ment of psychologists’ professional activity.

B.S. Bratus and A.N. Zhdan note that «... the profession of the psychologist should be seized not as
skill, a set of abilities, private views, but as knowledge type» [5; 175]. Professional features of thinking of
the psychologist are caused, first of all, by need of understanding of the internal mechanisms and laws of
development hidden from direct supervision as persons in general, and separate mental processes and condi-
tions of the person, emotional experiences, the relations, interests, the reasons of emergence of various psy-
chological problems. Watching external data of behavior of the person in various situations, comparing these
or those characteristics of the activity which is carried out by it, revealing connections between separate psy-
chological indicators, the psychologist carries out own hardest analytical-synthetical activity directed, even-
tually, on understanding of an inner world of other person. Without having established such connection,
without having understood the true reason of this or that problem of the person, the psychologist won't be
able to help him effectively, so, his professional activity will be unsuccessful. Thus, an actual and important
problem of training of specialists-psychologists is a purposeful and systematic formation of their professional
features of mental activity.

In the professional activity the psychologist directly deals with observed symptoms, external behaviour-
al indicators, on the basis of studying, comparison, interpretation of which he has to take out the judgment
about some psychological phenomenon, its reasons which don’t yield to direct perception. Thus, it operates
with two components of object psycho-diagnostic testing — external (visible) and internal (invisible) which
have to be in the field of his professional consciousness at the same time.

From the methodological point of view, professional activity of the practical psychologist with need is
based on the following essentially important provisions stated by L.S. Vygotsky and S.L. Rubenstein: about
lack of direct, mirror coincidence of essence of things to its manifestation and about existence at the same
time internal and external unities; about impossibility of automatic establishment of the real reason of this or
that phenomenon only on the basis of studying of externally observed manifestations; about need of cogita-
tive processing of external, behavioural data taking into account their system communication with the psy-
chological processes proceeding at the level hidden from direct supervision for penetration into internal es-
sence of mental processes [6; 200].

According to these provisions, the practical psychologist, analyzing visible manifestations, builds the
mental hypothetical two-level construct including multiple theoretically possible cause and effect relation-
ships between concrete external manifestations and their psychological reasons, recreating, thus, several pos-
sible and at the first stage of psychodiagnostic process of still equiprobable options of the developed internal
psychological picture. If ratios between external indicators of any mental act and its internal psychological
nature would be mirror, then, as noted S.L. Rubenstein, the psychological knowledge would be excessive. In
reality there is a polysemy of such ratio therefore, considering probabilistic character of causal relationships
between external manifestations and the developed internal conditions. There must be several theoretical rea-
sonable options of an internal picture: the more are they, the higher is the probability of that the reason which
really caused it also will get to number of the hypothetical reasons of this concrete psychological phenome-
non.

Thus, the main professional objective of the practical psychologist defining requirements to its mental
activity consists in ability to construct such hypothetical two-level construct. For this purpose it is necessary,
first, from the external level containing various behavioural manifestations flexibly to pass to the internal
(causal) level (direct prospect); secondly, to be capable to operate with this construct. For this purpose it is
necessary not only to recreate mentally internal structure of the mental phenomenon, but also to be able from
internal to pass to external (in the return prospect), thus, expecting those concrete difficulties which can arise
at the subject at the behavioural level at insufficient development or incorrectly developed system and struc-
tural organization of these or those mental processes.

As condition of success of the practical psychologist’ activity also acts integrity and structure of his
professional knowledge: how quickly and adequately to the challenge will be carried out the selection from
all set of his professional knowledge of those fragments which then are synthesized in a theoretical basis of
the solved problem [7; 30]. In researches of psychologists connection of intelligence of the leader with effi-
ciency of his activity is considered especially often. Researches speak about special efficiency of the manag-
er able to create the atmosphere of motivation, the leader possessing experience who is able to improve the
relations with the higher administration and subordinates. Also it is indicated other side of intelligence —
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practical intelligence, that is the work directed on the solution of practical tasks. The assessment of profes-
sional thinking of psychologists as differentially-integrated can be carried out on a number of internal and
external indicators. To the number of internal indicators are referred:

1. Representation clearness in consciousness of the psychologist of two hierarchical levels of psycho-
logical space — external, containing various behavioural, motive, verbal indicators, and internal (invisible)
on which mental processes proceed, lack of functioning of which are the reason, for example, of these or
those educational difficulties and features of behavior.

2. Ability to make randomly and flexibly transition from one level to another, i.e. ability to carry out
free transition from the analysis of external indicators, characteristics, signs, various manifestations of a
mental state to analytical-synthetic consideration of their possible psychological reasons and back.

3. Clearness and sensibleness of implementation of purposeful mental process, beginning with the ob-
jectively set starting point formulated in inquiry at clear representation in consciousness of border between
two levels.

4. Stability, flexibility and generality of the cogitative operations connected with the analysis and syn-
thesis of psychological knowledge of external manifestations and the internal reasons of this phenomenon.

Systemacity of thinking of psychologists. Other essential characteristic of professional thinking of psy-
chologists is its systemacity. Formation of system thinking the most important problem of modern education.
To think systemically means to consider real object as multidimensional whole taking into account a set of
the determining factors, being guided thus mainly by probabilistic statistical regularities, to be able to syn-
thesize knowledge from various areas, firmly relying on fundamental knowledge and regularities [8; 85].

Systemacity of professional thinking of psychologists is based on clear understanding of that various
externally observed indicators of behavior and activity can be different, externally not connected manifesta-
tions of the same features of psychological processes and qualities. As a rule, accident and episode of these
manifestations only the seeming. Actually it is links of one chain, between them there is an internal connec-
tion which can't be understood, considering these manifestations separately, alone. Otherwise it leads to their
various interpretations [9; 200]. Only having united these manifestations in a certain system of the cause and
effect relations in which this phenomenon is included and within which it is realized, it is possible to estab-
lish by theoretical reflections the internal psychological features which are an immediate cause of these vari-
ous external manifestations. For the formation of qualities of the psychologist the manager needs to know the
psychological features of the person which help to understand people, adequately to estimate their condition,
mood, behavior and psychological barriers, obstacles which disturb the correct perception and an assessment
of other person. He has to be able to choose in relation to everyone such form of communication which
would answer his specific features, follow rules of etiquette, as a sign of respect for himself and to the people
surrounding him.

Today the problem of purposeful formation of psychologists’ professional thinking isn't formulated as
one of priority in high school preparation. Therefore in the course of teaching students’ professional thinking
is formed obviously insufficiently. Only with accumulation of experience of psychological work the thinking
of the expert in a varying degree gets the demanded professional qualitative characteristics. The empirical
data which were received during the studying process of the decision by practical psychologists formation of
diagnostic tasks as one of the type of their professional activity, and also results of supervision over features
of course of students- psychologists’ mental activity in the process of their vocational training testify to it.

For increase of the level of students-psychologists’ professional education the expansion of the arsenal
of psychodiagnostic means used by psychologists and the development of the logical party of diagnostic
thinking it is necessary to consider as, certainly, necessary, but not the only and obviously not sufficient way
of increase of psychologists’ professional skill [10; 104].

Achievement of this purpose seems in two interconnected directions. One of them consists, first, in the
development of accurate differentiation of the indicators relating to external, observed, visible, behavioural
level, and indicators of internal level where the mental processes hidden from direct supervision are present-
ed, shortcomings of which development are subject to the psychological analysis. Secondly, in training to
make intellectual comparisons of indicators of external and internal levels in their various cause and effect
relations in direct and return prospects. And, thirdly, to fulfill skills of mental operating by the psychological
constructs created in imagination: to transform their structure and the contents, to change the location of the
set indicator related to external or internal levels at first chosen independently, and then objectively set by
inquiry.
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Other direction is connected with the formation and development of the ordered, structured, internally
disjointed system of professional knowledge in students. In this regard the process of the organization of
knowledge assimilation in which the central place belongs to the training program is of great importance.
The program not only fixes that is subject to assimilation, i.e. objectify the content of knowledge, but its lo-
gician, its structural orderliness define, set activities for their assimilation. The logic of the program turns
into logic of thinking, is transformed to structure of mental activity of trainees (P.Ya. Galperin). In this re-
gard it is necessary to emphasize the importance of accurate substantial and structural orderliness of the
training program of each separate course given to students in the process of their vocational training
[11;340].

Formation of professional thinking demands from students not only specification and emphasis of sub-
ject and methodological bases of each training course, but also structuring curricula and accurate sequence of
introduction of new psychological disciplines. Thus it is necessary that each discipline was acquired in con-
nection with other given training courses, and the sequence of introduction of knowledge has to consider the
objective law of mental development of the person and his knowledge — the law of system differentiation.
It dictates accurately set sequence of representation of knowledge, starting with those which give the most
general and complete representations, data on mentality, conditions of its development and the main regulari-
ties of mental reflection, passing gradually to the subject matters which are clear up and concretize action of
the general regularities in relation to concrete areas of psychology [13]. For increase of efficiency of psy-
chologists’ professional activity it is necessary to provide with the sufficient amount of perfect characterized
by high resolution ability psychodiagnostic means. However and it won't be a cardinal solution as nowadays
the psychodiagnostics reached such stage when only the increase in quantity of techniques or their improve-
ment can't already provide significant improvement of professional activity of psychologists [12; 35].

In each subject discipline within the available opportunities definitely should be carried out the empha-
sis or differentiation of that what are the external indicators of mental activity, and what should be treated to
internal dynamics, the contents and structure of mental processes.

Considerable scientific interest causes studying not only different types and styles of professional think-
ing of the psychologist, but also a subject of this thinking. G.S. Abramova, being guided by the cultural and
historical theory of L.S. Vygotsky, as such subject allocates the psychological reality recorded in its qualita-
tively specific characteristics and available to possible influences and self-influences, moreover possible:
«when activity of the person is read as the text — mental manifestation as the text» [13; 104]. Reliability of
psychologist’s thinking is defined by the contents in it the scientific concepts allowing to enter complete
characteristics of a subject, to fix, describe them, and also to influence them, distinguishing new properties.

S.V. Petrova, considering concept as the main unit of the analysis of professional thinking, marked out
the distinctive feature of psychology and pedagogical concepts: big degree of generality which is shown in
tendency of the psychologist to allocation of the generalized characteristics of object. Psychologists apply
patrimonial transformation as a way of an operationalization of concepts. In practical activities psychologists
apply the attributive generalized transformation of concepts characteristics of the pupil and transformation in
terms of the generalized actions — attempts to generalize properties and actions of the defined object. Psy-
chologists are inclined to analyze situations of professional activity by their generalization [14; 133].

Generalizing results of above-mentioned researches it is possible to draw the following conclusions:

— The professional thinking of the psychologist functions in the system of interpersonal knowledge and
is directed on a subjective reconstruction of psychological characteristics of the person as a personality.

— Reliability of thinking is defined by the contents in it the scientific concepts which are realized in
practical activities.

— The factor defining degree of formation of the expert, his readiness to professional activity is the level
of professional thinking functioning which defines success of its implementation.

— The professional tasks and situations used in the course of training of students act as a development
tool of professional thinking and, as a result, means of professional activity development.

—To be able to solve practical professional problems the student needs to possess a scientific categorial
conceptual framework that is repeatedly noted in state standard specification as in truly scientific concept the
way of the solution of a practical task is implicitly hidden. Thus, possessing the concepts, the expert also
possesses the ways of solution of professional tasks.

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Psychological aspects of extremist activity

This scientific article is devoted to the problem of the psychological aspects of such an important social prob-
lem as extremism.Extremism — is a complex phenomenon, despite the fact that its complexity is often diffi-
cult to see and understand. Today, all of us know about the nature and the reasons of extremism few. In this
article the main theoretical approaches to definition of concept of extremism are considered. One of forms of
manifestation of extremism is the terrorism. In article psychological aspects of terrorist activity,
psychological factors the mechanisms inducing to membership in the extremist organization, specific features
and psychological inclined to extremist activity are considered.

Key words: Extremism, extremist group, terrorism, religion, value, involvement, personality, behavior, atti-
tude, individual, violence.

Nowadays violence is an essential element of public relations. It is present in the relations between in-
dividuals and between nations and states. Its forms are varied and range from coercion and threats to the
physical destruction. The fact of the possibility of violence against the person exerts on a huge emotional
impact forces to change the strategy of behavior, make thoughtless actions or inaction. Survival instinct is a
powerful tool, which is often used by some individual and the state to achieve their goals.

Today both political extremists and ordinary criminals and criminalized businessmen and simply un-
healthy singles have successfully mastered the technique of intimidation of their opponents. Currently, we
know little about the nature and causes of terrorism, and the individual incentives of individual terrorist be-
havior. This occurs, among other reasons, because we have not learned how to allocate its varieties, we are in
constant search of the unique motive which generates extremist behavior.

Today, we still know little about the nature and causes of extremism, personality and individual incen-
tives of extremist behavior. Studies have shown that topical issue of control over extremism is a scientific
and official understanding of given acts of certain forces and circumstances that give rise to them, and the
adoption of political, legal and other measures to prevent and suppress extremist activity. An important role
in the development of measures to prevent and combat extremist manifestations occupies the study of the
psychological nature of the phenomenon. It should be borne in mind that the psychology of terrorist activity
has a significant specificity, sometimes little intelligible, if we start from the generally accepted motivational
and behavioral standards. «Effective anti-terrorism policy, — writes the American researcher D. Hubbard —
depends on understanding what the terrorists think and why they do what they are doing; if we take ourselves
as a model, the behavior of the terrorists would seem inexplicabley.

Under the Extremism (extremist activity) in the legal doctrine means: 1) the activities of individuals and
various organizations (religious, social, etc.) to plan, organize, prepare and commit acts aimed at violent
change of the constitutional order and violation of the integrity of the country , undermining national securi-
ty, seizure or appropriation of authority power, the establishment of illegal armed formations, commission of
terrorist acts, etc.; 2) outreach and public demonstration of Nazi and similar attributes or symbols; 3) public
calls for such activities; 4) the financing of such activities. Thus, the definition of terrorism is one of the
complex problems of world science and practice of the fight against crime. Currently, there are a huge num-
ber of concepts of terrorism, none of which are recognized as generally accepted. This situation is due to
both the complexity of the phenomenon itself which is terrorism, and subjective factors that exist at the na-
tional and international levels.

Majority of works on the study of the problem of terrorism is of criminological and penal in nature.
Psychological research in this field appeared relatively recently. Therefore, the amount of work in this direc-
tion is very small and does not correspond to the severity of the problem. Existing research on the psycholog-
ical problems of terrorism, mainly aimed at the study of typology and motives of terrorism and the terrorist
structure of personality, decision-making process in the commission of a crime, etc.

Let’s consider the main theoretical approaches to the definition of the concept of extremism.
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Extremism — is a complex phenomenon, despite the fact that its complexity is often difficult to see and
understand. The easiest way is to define it as the actions (as well as beliefs, attitudes to something or some-
one, feelings, actions, strategies) personality, far from the usual common. In the context of the conflict is a
demonstration of rigid forms of conflict resolution. However, the designation of the activities of individuals
and groups as «extremist» and a definition of what should be considered «normal» or «conventional» — is
always subjective and political issue. Thus, we assume that any discussion on the topic of extremism affects
the following.

Usually, some extremist actions by some people regarded as fair and virtuous (e.g. prosocial «struggle
for freedom») and other extremist actions — as unfair and immoral (antisocial «terrorismy»). It depends on
the values, political beliefs, moral constraints of the evaluator, as well as his/her relationship with the figure.

In addition, the same human moral assessment of the same extremist actions (for example, the use of
the tactics of guerrilla warfare by Nelson Mandela against the South African government) may vary depend-
ing on the conditions — leadership, world opinion, crises, «details of historical account» and so on. Thus, the
modern and the historical context in which the action takes place extremist actions forms our views on it.

The difference between the forces is also important in determining extremism. During the conflict, the
actions of the members of the weaker groups often seem to be more extreme than the same actions of mem-
bers of a strong group defending the status quo. In addition, extreme measures will be used by probably mar-
ginal people and groups who are considering a more normative form of conflict resolution as unavailable to
them, or treat them with prejudice. However, the dominant groups too often resort to extreme actions. Ex-
tremist actions are often associated with violence, although extremist groups may differ in preference of a
violent or nonviolent tactics allowed by the level of violence, preferred targets for their violence (from infra-
structure to military personnel and civilians and even children). Again, the weaker groups are more likely to
use and take direct and episodic forms of violence (such as explosions of suicide bombers) whereas domi-
nant groups tend to be more structured and institutionalized forms of violence (such as the use of secret tor-
ture or informal resolution of police brutality).

Despite the fact that the extremists and groups (such as Hamas or Islamic Jihad) are often seen as linked
together and agreed upon mischief, it is important to understand that within them may be conflicts and am-
bivalent behavior of the group members. For example, some members of Hamas may be very different in
their willingness to enter into negotiations with the Palestinian Authority and, finally, with certain factions in
Israel.

Finally, the main problem is that extremism that is present in situations of prolonged conflict — is not
as cruel, but the most notable from actions of the parties. The rigid and intolerant extremist position is ex-
tremely difficult to change.

It should be noted that in the legal literature terrorism is regarded as an extreme form manifestations of
extremism.

«Terrorism» — is violence or the threat of violence against individuals or organizations, as well as the
destruction (damage) of or the threat of destruction (damage) property and other material objects, endanger
people's lives, causing significant property damage or other socially dangerous consequences, carried out for
the purpose of undermining public security, terrorizing the population or influencing the authorities decision
adoption, favorable to terrorists or to satisfy their illegal property and (or) other interests; encroachment on
life of a statesman or public figure, committed to end its state or other political activity or out of revenge for
such activity; the attack on the representative of a foreign country or an employee of an international organi-
zation under international protection, as well as on the office accommodations or vehicles of persons using
international protection if the offense is committed for the purpose of provoking war, or complication of in-
ternational relations.

A psychological approach to the problem of terrorism shows us the desire of individuals to solve prob-
lems extremely by the maximalist measures that is pushing them to extremism.

The research of activities of terrorist groups (at the moment there are about 500 associations of this
kind) demonstrates a variety of forms of violence against the person: physical, property, moral and psycho-
logical. Methods for moral and psychological violence are part of the methods of physical violence and
property, as a terrorist is always striving to intimidate real or perceived enemy. At the same time, the moral
and psychological violence against a specific person or group can act as an independent method of violence.
It is important to note that the moral and psychological violence, carried out by means of blackmail, threats,
defamation and similar actions aimed at seeding man, bullying him, elimination from mental equilibrium.
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Modern terrorism psychologically has a number of distinctive features:

Firstly, extremism is the way of psychological pressure. Its distinguishing feature is the deliberate crea-
tion of a condition of fear, depression and tension. Its main object is not those who are victims but those who
survived.Accordingly, it deals not only material, economic and political damage, but also the painful moral
injury to society.

Secondly, the extremism includes nihilism — the rejection of the common ethics, as a cultural founda-
tion. Human values are rejected or reduced to nothing — they just do not exist for modern terrorism as an
extreme form of extremism. It denies the basic human right — the right to life. Well- known English re-
searcher Wilkinson writes that «terrorism is fundamentally different from other forms of violence not just by
cruelty, but also by the highest degree of immorality, unscrupulous and uncontrollability» [1]. It is an effec-
tive tool to collect radical youth from marginalized sections of society and guide it to the decoys.

Thirdly, the extremism is distinguished for its public nature of execution. Extremist movements do not
exist without wide publicity, open demanded requirement. Extremists take into account the public outcry
caused by their actions, followed by the indictment of law enforcement and government officials, allegedly
unable to protect citizens, and it is always a challenge to society. Its base contains of impaired human life.

Fourthly, now a modern extremism is closely associated with the modern mass media. Amoralism of
extremists underlined by the fact, that sometimes the most violent crimes are committed for the sake of ex-
ternal effect, which is often sought through the mass media. The extremists need, perhaps, a large audience,
the maximum echo, a wide resonance. They usually suggest and calculate reaction of political parties and
governments, the general public. They do not know any boundaries spatially, and has only political and psy-
chological borders. The media creates for extremism «virtual space», through which it would be possible to
achieve political and psychological impact on the real world. It is no coincidence that in recent years have
increasingly raised the issue of the moral responsibility of the media [2].

What motivates a person to engage in extremist activities, what motives are pushing for membership in
an extremist organization? The answer must be found in the depths of its psychology. Definitely, there are
social, political, economic and many other causes of extremism, but they are refracted in the personality and
the presence of certain personal factors, psychological mechanisms, personal predisposition and, finally, lead
man into the ranks of extremists.

Psychologists have distinguished a number of personal predispositions, which often become incentive
motive of individuals on entering the path of terrorism as an extreme form of extremism [3]. Excess concen-
tration on the protection of the «I» by the projection of a constant aggressive defense readiness; lack of per-
sonal identity, low self-esteem, the individual elements of the splitting; a strong need in joining the group,
i.e. in a group identification or affiliation; experience a large degree social injustice with a tendency to pro-
ject onto the public the reasons for their failures;social exclusion and alienation, the feeling of being on the
margins of society and loss of life perspective. This is not to say that given a set of these characteristics is
somehow generalized psychological profile of the individual extremist. This is not to say that given set of
these characteristics are somehow generalized psychological profile of the individual of extremist.Significant
role, in some cases, play a political and ideological motives in joining extremist groups. Nevertheless, they
are often appears to be a form of rationalization of deeper personal motives — commitment to strengthening
personal identity and, most importantly, the needs of belonging to a group. Extremist groups in the psycho-
logical sense relieve the individual incomplete or split of psychosocial identity.

It becomes for him a stabilizing psychological basis, which allows feeling aholistic person, an important
component in his identity and finding meaning in life, a powerful engine of spiritual, valuable and behavioral
stereotyping.

Individuality of extremist characterizes negative attitude, which occurs under the influence of a number
of factors. First of all, it refers to the discrepancy between the image of the ideal model of the world and one-
self in reality and the possibilities of self-realization. This contradiction with the ideal is transformed into a
subjective sense of personal and social inadequacy; as a result, the extremist individualityrepresents the posi-
tion, «I'm good, the world is bad». This position becomes a tool of moral self-defense which allows justify-
ing any destructive actions. Thus, the extremist activities assume the characteristics of destructive self-
realization. At the same time through the negation appears a new speculative concept of self-righteousness,
which reduces to a minimum the possibility of a positive impact on extremist groups and individual extremist.

It is clear that extremism is caused by complex factors. Forthcoming extremists come to this path under
the influence of the society, family and the media — to the greatest extent they are affected by the trendy
ideasin given environment.Religious affiliation is the only, but quite important factor. Religious views allow
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the leaders of extremist organizations to recruit new supporters easier and to subsume under the ideological
base of their actions. But, at the same time, every extremist group pursues specific policy objectives. The
combination of sacred religious principles and short-term political objectives are inherently absurd, but this
contradiction does not bother adherents of extremist ideology. Extremism is severe because extremists usual-
ly have nothing to lose. In most cases, they are under the influence of religion or other ideologies that glorify
martyrdom and self-sacrifice.

Besides the personal factors,there are series of socio-psychological factors, which ensure the involve-
ment in extremist activities. Among them are the following:

— The use of different kinds of psychotechnologies aimed at «brainwashing» (inspiring effects, indoc-
trination, brainwashing, etc.);

— The mechanism of group identification, providing people with flawed self-assessment opportunity to
feel like a complete person, joining one of the «elected, destined to correct the worldy;

— Deindividualization of mind — there is a «group think» the contents of which are split by the mem-
bers of the group without any criticism and any attempt to self-independence. The confrontation defines the
main content of the thought. The world is divided into «ours» and «not ours». Everything that comes about
«oursy, any of their statements and actions are completely discouraged. All that comes from «not oursy,
areantecedently condemned and declared vicious. Any information contrary to this fixed installation is
blocked and not perceived;

— Conflict situations, especially the confrontation with law enforcement, are fairly often criminal and

anti-social experience;

— Personal contacts with members of terrorist organizations [4].

— Responsiveness of extremist group leaders to victims. Kelman observes that «responsiveness to the

other's needs and fears is a fairly common form of influence in normal social relations» [5].

Subjects entered the ranks of the radical group (hereinafter: the extremists) — usually come from the
various social classes and walks of life. There are a set of certain personality traits which must be possessed
by extremists. Appears considerable personal changes associated with the ownership of an individual, by a
certain culture and its acceptance as a valuable system, describes Conway.German scientists (Bayer, Keitel
and etc.) observed such changes in soldiers, and defined it as «bounce». «Bounces» i.e. abrupt changes also
occur when joining the extremist organization, because a person renounces his membership in a particular
social group, drops the connection with society and is forced to keep an underground existence [6].

By studying the different social groups, by consultation with a variety of people, consultants and social
psychologists have made the following conclusions. There are certain social characteristics of individuals
who are prone to rapid changes — «bouncey: hysterics, people inclined to paranoia disorders, psycho- asthe-
nia dependent personality types, hyper-ward, people from broken, dysfunctional families, people with disa-
bilities who have experienced several psychological trauma, people with developed eidetic perception (hallu-
cination in reality), prone to confabulation (a kind of «false memoriesy, «hallucination memoriesy), children,
grandchildren and relatives of cultists or terrorists [7].

The genesis of the formation and behavior of «involvement» of the person depends on the following
factors: upbringing, education, attitude, opportunities for self-realization in modern life, society that sur-
rounds this person. The mechanism of extremism is deeply ingrained in a person, disguised by layers of
speech justifications. The most common triggers for extremist actions are a sense of hopelessness of the situ-
ation, which turned out to be a minority, a violation of psychological comfort, which impels to assess a situa-
tion as serious. Thus, involvement in cults happens to individuals who are in a state of emotional imbalance,
most of all, it may be post-traumatic stress. With a wide variety of extremist and religious groups all have in
common blind devotion of adherents of the organization to goals and ideals.

It can be assumed that these goals and ideals push people to join the organization. Although at times it
is not necessary. The goals and ideals are the logical explanation of belonging to such organizations. The real
reason is the clear need for group affiliation and a deeper sense of self-identity.

The feeling of alienation that occurs in these situations, push the person to join the group, seeming to
him as antisocial, as he did. A strong need for such involvement in the group of people, connected with the
problems of self-identity is a distinctive and common feature of all the terrorists.

Identification with the antisocial group provides such people a social role, albeit negative.Exiting from
the group for the «involved» person is almost impossible — it is like a psychological suicide. Representa-
tions of adherent of grouping may be similar to the views of some women, who preserve the unhappy mar-
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riage for the reason that it's better than being alone. For the «involved» person to get out of grouping is
equivalent to a loss of identity. «Involved» person usually has low self-esteem so that to refuse to re-found
self-identification is not possible. So people who are not among the authoritarians become members of rigid
authoritarian groups. By engaging in such a group, they gain protection from the fear of authoritarianism and
tyranny. Thus, any attack to a group is perceived as an attack on themselves. Therefore, any action from the
outside considerably strengthens group cohesion. The religious extremist organizations have usually high
percentage of aggressive paranoia. These individuals tend to externalize, causal attribution and the search for
external factors to explain their own inadequacy. Eric Hoffer fully confirmed it by the conclusions in his
monograph named «Orthodox», where clearly demonstrated that the majority of religious cults characterized
by the image of a common enemy, which can be blamed for all the internal problems of a religious organiza-
tion. So the enemy can be Satan, the government, other religions, etc.

Also, psychologists identified the paradox that for many terrorists the typical psychological feature is
the deep fear of death. According to experts, terrorists seek to death — their own and others, trying to over-
come own fear, «come over it». In childhood and adolescence potential suicide bombers may demonstrate an
increased interest in the topic of death and in adulthood they deliberately choose a mortal variant of self-
realization.

Thus, the actual and perspective direction for the development of science is the problem of extremism
psychology research. Researchers are interested in the psychological, personal and socio-psychological as-
pects of this problem. Psychology of extremism, as we were convinced, is one of the most important branch-
es of modern psychology.
